» 	 Auburn moved up two spots to No. 9 in this week’s AP poll after dominating victories 
over South Alabama and No. 25 Washington to begin the season. It is the 12th straight poll 
in which the Tigers have been ranked dating back to last season after Auburn had gone 
unranked since 2003. This week marks the 102nd time that Auburn has been ranked in the 
poll since 1949, including the 50th week in the top 10.
» 	 Chuma Okeke was named the SEC Player of the Week after he led the Tigers with 
19.5 points and 9.5 rebounds in two victories against South Alabama and No. 25 Wash-
ington. He shot 75 percent from beyond the arc (6-of-8) and was perfect from the charity 
stripe (5-of-5).
» 	 After defeating No. 25 Washington last Friday night 88-66, Auburn beat a ranked 
non-conference foe for the first time since taking down No. 19 NC State on Dec. 5, 1970.
» 	 The 22-point victory was Auburn’s third-largest ever over a ranked opponent.
» 	 The Tigers have found success from beyond the arc in their two games this season. 
Auburn leads the SEC in 3-pointers made (30) and 3-pointers made per game (15.0). Both 
marks currently sit in the top 15 in the country.
» 	 Jared Harper is back in form to begin the year as he has dished out a league-best 18 
assists in two games. That mark is 12th in the nation and his 9.0 assists per games ranks fifth 
among all players at the D-1 level.
» 	 After being one of the youngest teams in the NCAA last year with one senior, Auburn 
boasts 13 upperclassmen and has 4,182 career points - eighth-highest in the country.

• Auburn sold out of season tickets for the fourth straight time in 2017-18, 
all under Pearl, to continue the school record streak. Prior to Pearl, the only 
other time the Tigers sold out of season tickets came in the 1999-2000 
season

• Auburn averaged 8,221 in its 15 home games during the 2017-18 season, 
which included seven sellouts in the nine SEC games. The 8,221 average is 
the highest in Auburn Arena history

• In 23 years as a head coach, Bruce Pearl’s teams have fiished either first or 
second in conference play 16 times

• At the Division I level, Pearl’s teams have topped the 100-point mark 
18 times, including a high of 124 in 2009 as well as 121 in the 2007 NCAA 
Tournament. In his second year as a coach at Southern Indiana the team 
averaged 101.7 ppg

• In the past two seasons, Auburn has the best non-conference record in 
the SEC during the regular season at 23-3 (.885), while scheduling peren-
nial NCAA Tournament teams in Dayton, Middle Tennessee, Murray State, 
Oklahoma, Texas Tech and UConn.

• His teams have been just as successful off the court as Auburn has had 
18 graduates in four years – the most in the SEC. In 2018, Auburn received 
an Academic Progress Rate Public Recognition Award marking the first 
time the Tigers have been honored since the award began tracking data 
in 2004. The NCAA annually honors teams earning multiyear Academic 
Progress Rates in the top 10 percent of all squads in each sport.

• Auburn recently secured its third perfect APR score of 1,000 in mid-May, 
something that has never been accomplished in program history.

• In the past four years, Auburn men’s basketball has averaged an APR of 
995 (out of 1,000). In the previous four seasons before Pearl and his staff 
arrived, Auburn’s APR average score was 940.

• Bruce Pearl has raised $1 million in only four golf tournaments at Auburn. 
Pearl and his wife, Brandy, have remarkably raised $770,000 in the last 
three years benefitting Children’s Harbor in Birmingham through the 
Bruce Pearl Fore the Children Golf Classic. The mission of Children’s 
Harbor is to help children with serious illness and their families. Over 
$200,000 was raised in the Bruce, Barkley & Basketball Golf Classic Oct. 
23-24, 2016, benefitting the Auburn Basketball program.

• Pearl started AUTLIVE at Auburn in 2015-16 to benefit cancer patients in 
the fight to beat cancer. AUTLIVE raises the awareness of cancer preven-
tion and detection while t-shirt sales and donations raise money to benefit 
cancer patients. He initiated the OUTLIVE program in 2009 at Tennes-
see in recognition of former Vol Chris Lofton, who beat testicular cancer 
through early diagnosis and treatment and went on to play the entire 
2007-08 season while recovering from his battle with the disease.

• The Bruce Pearl Family Foundation in conjunction with L5 Foundation, an 
organization dedicated to addressing the essential and basic needs of can-
cer patients, donated $20,000 to five charities in a ceremony in Knoxville 
in August 2015.

• The Pearl family announced on Feb. 27, 2007, a $100,000 donation to en-
dow a scholarship in the name of former Tennessee player Dane Bradshaw. 
The Dane Bradshaw Athletic Scholarship Endowment is awarded to the 
male or female student-athlete at UT who best epitomizes the characteris-
tics of the 2006-07 senior captain.

» 	 Auburn defeated South Alabama 101-58 
(+43) and Washington 88-66 (+22) in its first two 
games. It is the first time the Tigers have opened 
the season with wins of 20 or more points in their 
first two games since the 2000-01 season when 
they defeated Florida A&M, 87-52, and Jackson-
ville State, 91-51.

» 	 Since the start of last season, 21 of Auburn’s 
28 wins have been by double figures. During 
the stretch, the Tigers’ 28 wins have come by an 
average of 16.2 points per win.

CONTINUING THE IMPROVEMENT: CONFERENCE WIN TOTALS
Auburn is one of just 13 teams in the country to have improved its win totals in conference play each 
of the last four seasons. The Tigers are one of only two power-five programs to accomplish the feat, 
joining USC. Auburn won four Southeastern Conference games in 2015, five in 2016, seven in 2017 
and 13 in 2018 to become the SEC champions.

BIG-TIME W
» 	 Auburn’s 22-point win over #25 Washing-
ton was the third-largest win over a ranked op-
ponent in program history.

» 	 Auburn has held a double-digit lead for all 
but 6:39 in its first two games combined. The 
Tigers have held a double-digit lead for all but 
30 seconds after the first media timeout in its 
first two games combined (from 14:50 to 14:20 in 
the first half against Washington). Auburn held a 
17-4 lead over South Alabama at the first media 
timeout and a 14-4 lead over Washington at the 
first media stoppage. In fact, Auburn has had a 
20-point lead for 48:29 of the 80 minutes played 
so far this season, including all but 1:52 in the 
second half.
 
TIGERS DOMINATING NON-CON AT HOME
» 	 Auburn has posted a 15-0 home record 
against non-conference opponents over the 
last two-plus seasons, including a 7-0 mark last 
season and 6-0 in 2016-17. The Tigers’ sea-
son-opening 101-58 win over South Alabama 
is the fourth time the Tigers have topped the 
100-point plateau during the streak. Twelve of 
Auburn’s 15 wins during the streak have been by 
at least 16 points.

» 	 During Bruce Pearl’s tenure as Auburn’s 
head coach, the Tigers have posted a 26-3 (.897) 
mark against non-conference opponents at 
Auburn Arena.

» 	 Auburn has a plus-16 per game rebounding 
margin on the season, including a 38-11 advan-
tage on the offensive glass in two games.

Anfernee McLemore is the perfect embodiment of what it means to be a student-athlete at 
Auburn University. The two-time Academic Top Tiger honoree recently served on the presitigious 
Southeastern Conference Men’s Basketball Leadership Council. He also has logged hours at the 
“Breakfast Club” where he serves as a role model for young kids in the Auburn community.

HARPER EARNS SECOND DOUBLE-DOUBLE
» 	 Junior Jared Harper tied for team-high 
honors with 20 points and added 13 assists, five 
rebounds, two steals and only one turnover in 
30 minutes against South Alabama. It is Harper’s 
11th career 20-point game and his third dou-
ble-digit assist game.

» 	 Harper’s first career double-double came in 
a 14-point, 14-assist outing vs. Vanderbilt on Feb. 
3, 2018.
 
SHARING THE ROCK
» 	 Auburn has assisted on 40 of its 67 made 
field goals (59.7 percent) in the first two games. 
The Tigers’ are led by Jared Harper, who is tied 
for 12th nationally averaging 9.0 assists per 
game. Auburn has scored 43 points off Harper’s 
assists this season. He has made or assisted on 
28 of the Tigers’ 67 field goals this season (41.8 
percent).

The Tigers have had three of 
its program’s top-10 single-season block totals 
during Bruce Pearl’s first four seasons on the 
Plains. [1. 180, 2017-18; 3. 162, 2016-17; 10. 126, 
2015-16]. Auburn has two of its top-10 all-time 
shot blockers on its current roster. Senior Horace 
Spencer has blocked 136 shots, which ranks sixth 
in program history and is 16th among active DI 
players, while junior Anfernee McLemore ranks 
eighth at Auburn and tied for 29th among active 
DI players with 114 career blocks.

»	 Because of its dominance on the glass and 
with turnovers, Auburn has taken 53 more field-
goal attempts than its opponents through two 
games.
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HOMECOURT ADVANTAGE
»	 Auburn is 17-1 at Auburn Arena since the 
start of last season. The Tigers’ lone home loss 
over that period was by one point, 81-80, to Tex-
as A&M last season. During that span, Auburn is 
outscoring its opponents by 18.5 points per game 
(89.2-70.7) at home. The Tigers have reached 
the 80-point plateau in 14 of those 18 games and 
have scored at least 76 points in all of them. Au-
burn is averaging 11.2 made 3-pointers per game, 
while shooting 40.3 percent from behind the 
arc in those games. Also, the Tigers have forced 
an average of 15.8 turnovers per game and are 
shooting 46.9 percent from the floor in home 
games during that time.
