- Bruce Pearl is ranked second in the SEC among current head coaches in
career winning percentage (.718), fifth in winning percentage as a SEC head
coach (.622), fifth in average wins per year as a SEC head coach (21.0) and
fifth in SEC games only win

pct. (.540, 81-70)

- Bruce Pearl is the 11th coach in SEC history to win four conference crowns
(overall or division) in a 10-year span. He is on the same list as Adolph Rupp
(UK), Babe McCarthy (MSU), Billy Donovan (UF), Dale Brown (LSU), Joe
Hall (UK), John Calipari (UK), Nolan Richardson (ARK), Rick Pitino (UK),
Rick Stansbury (MSU) and Tubby Smith (UK)

- Auburn sold out of season tickets for the fourth straight time in 2017-18,
all under Pearl, to continue the school record streak. Prior to Pearl, the only
other time the Tigers sold out of season tickets came in the 1999-2000
season

- Auburn averaged 8,221in its 15 home games during the 2017-18 season,
which included seven sellouts in the nine SEC games. The 8,221 average is
the highest in Auburn Arena history

- In 23 years as a head coach, Bruce Pearl’s teams have fiished either first or
second in conference play 16 times

- At the Division | level, Pearl’s teams have topped the 100-point mark
18 times, including a high of 124 in 2009 as well as 121in the 2007 NCAA
Tournament. In his second year as a coach at Southern Indiana the team
averaged 101.7 ppg

- Inthe past two seasons, Auburn has the best non-conference record in
the SEC during the regular season at 23-3 (.885), while scheduling peren-
nial NCAA Tournament teams in Dayton, Middle Tennessee, Murray State,
Oklahoma, Texas Tech and UConn.

- His teams have been just as successful off the court as Auburn has had
18 graduates in four years - the most in the SEC. In 2018, Auburn received
an Academic Progress Rate Public Recognition Award marking the first
time the Tigers have been honored since the award began tracking data
in 2004. The NCAA annually honors teams earning multiyear Academic
Progress Rates in the top 10 percent of all squads in each sport.

- Auburn recently secured its third perfect APR score of 1,000 in mid-May,
something that has never been accomplished in program history.

- In the past four years, Auburn men’s basketball has averaged an APR of
995 (out of 1,000). In the previous four seasons before Pearl and his staff
arrived, Auburn’s APR average score was 940.

- Bruce Pearl has raised $1 million in only four golf tournaments at Auburn.
Pearl and his wife, Brandy, have remarkably raised $770,000 in the last
three years benefitting Children’s Harbor in Birmingham through the
Bruce Pearl Fore the Children Golf Classic. The mission of Children’s
Harbor is to help children with serious iliness and their families. Over
$200,000 was raised in the Bruce, Barkley & Basketball Golf Classic Oct.
23-24, 2016, benefitting the Auburn Basketball program.

- Pearl started AUTLIVE at Auburn in 2015-16 to benefit cancer patients in
the fight to beat cancer. AUTLIVE raises the awareness of cancer preven-
tion and detection while t-shirt sales and donations raise money to benefit
cancer patients. He initiated the OUTLIVE program in 2009 at Tennes-
see in recognition of former Vol Chris Lofton, who beat testicular cancer
through early diagnosis and treatment and went on to play the entire
2007-08 season while recovering from his battle with the disease.

- The Bruce Pearl Family Foundation in conjunction with L5 Foundation, an
organization dedicated to addressing the essential and basic needs of can-
cer patients, donated $20,000 to five charities in a ceremony in Knoxville
in August 2015.

- The Pearl family announced on Feb. 27,2007, a $100,000 donation to en-
dow a scholarship in the name of former Tennessee player Dane Bradshaw.
The Dane Bradshaw Athletic Scholarship Endowment is awarded to the
male or female student-athlete at UT who best epitomizes the characteris-
tics of the 2006-07 senior captain.

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AUBURN VS. ALABAMA SERIES

» This is the 159th meeting between Auburn
and Alabama with the Crimson Tide holding a
96-62 advantage.

» Auburn has a 31-27 edge in Auburn, includ-
ing a 5-3 mark at Auburn Arena. The Tigers have
won 16 of the last 22 between the two teams on
the Plains.

» Bruce Pearl is 9-8 against Alabama includ-
ing 4-5 coaching Auburn. Against the Crimson
Tide, Pearlis 4-3 at home (3-1at Auburn), 3-4 on
the road (1-3 at Auburn) and 2-1in neutral-site
games (O-1at Auburn).

» Pearl’s first game against Alabama came
when his 12th-seeded Wisconsin-Milwaukee
squad defeated the No. 5 seed Crimson Tide
83-73in the first round of the 2005 NCAA
Tournament. The Panthers then defeated the
fourth-seeded Boston College Eagles to ad-
vance to the Sweet 16 before falling to top-seed-
ed lllinois.

» At Tennessee, Pearl was 1-2 vs. Alabama in
Knoxville, 2-1in Tuscaloosa and 1-0 at neutral
sites.

THE HUNT FOR 100 SEC WINS

» Auburn head coach Bruce Pearl is just four
victories away from picking up his 100th SEC
win. Pearl would become the 23rd coach in con-
ference history to amass 100 victories and just
the fifth to accomplish the feat while coaching
two schools.

»  The other coaches to have 100 SEC wins
while leading two programs include C.M. New-
ton (195, Alabama and Vanderbilt), Tubby Smith
(139, Georgia and Kentucky), Don DeVoe (110,
Tennessee and Florida) and John Mauer (103,
Tennessee and Florida).

» Coach Pearl would be one of just two
active coaches to tally 100 conference wins in
the league, joining Kentucky head coach John
Calipari.

DYNAMIC BACKCOURT

» The backcourt duo of Bryce Brown and
Jared Harper is averaging 32.2 points and 6.2
3-point field goals per game. Harper and Brown
are the only pair of teammates who rank in the
top sixin the SEC in 3-point field goals per game
and are also the only duo ranked in the top 6 in
3-point field goal percentage (Brown 40.1 per-
cent, 4th; Harper 38.5 percent, 6th). They have
made 123 3s, which is more than 37 DIl teams.

»  The duo has combined for 11 20-point
games this season, including Auburn’s win over
Xavier in the first round of the Maui Invitational
when Brown scored 26 and Harper added 25,
season highs for each at the time. The pair has
each had a 30-plus-point game this season.
Against Dayton, Brown scored a career-high 34
points, including 22 first-half points, on 10-of-18
field goals, 6-0f-13 from 3-point range and
8-0f-9 from the free-throw line, while Harper
added 20 points on 4-of-7 shooting from long
range and 6-of-6 from the free-throw line. He
also dished out seven assists to just one turnover.
In Auburn’s win over UAB, Harper scored a
career-high 31 points, including 23 of the Tigers’
last 30 points over the final 9:23 of regulation
and overtime.

» Brown and Harper are averaging 35.7
points and have made 47-of-113 (41.6 percent)
from 3-point range in SEC play, which is more
3-pointers than four SEC teams have made in
conference play. Brown leads the SEC with 4.3
3-point FGM and is second with a 47.6 3-point
field goal percentage in SEC play, while Harper is
tied for eighth at 2.4 3-point FGM.

CONTINUING THE IMPROVEMENT: CONFERENCE WIN TOTALS

Auburn is one of just 13 teams in the country to have improved its win totals in conference play each
of the last four seasons. The Tigers are one of only two power-five programs to accomplish the feat,
joining USC. Auburn won four Southeastern Conference games in 2015, five in 2016, seven in 2017

and 13in 2018 to become the SEC champions.

“It's going to be very big. It's going to be a team
effort. They're a big team, with big guards, so
they’re going to crash the boards. That’s definite-
ly going to be key.”

On the Alabama game at home last year...

“We had a lot of people knock down shots and
step up. | feel like we defended them pretty well
and kept them in front. That’s what's going to
have to continue this game.

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» Bryce Brown’s 34 points vs. Dayton are the
most by a Tiger since Toney Douglas scored 38
points against Nicholls State on Nov. 24,2004,
and are tied with Isaiah Joe of Arkansas for the
third-most points scored in the SEC this season.
He s fifth in the SEC averaging 16.8 ppg, while
Harper is eighth at 15.4 points per game.

DOWNTOWN BRYCE BROWN

» Bryce Brown became Auburn’s all-time
career 3-point king in the Tigers’ final game of
the Maui Invitational against Arizona passing the
old mark of 262 3-pointers set by Wesley Person.
The record breaker came with 5:00 remaining in
the game and gave Auburn a 66-51lead. Brown
has now made 312 career 3-pointers, becoming
the eighth player to reach 300 career 3-point-
ersin SEC history in the Tigers’ game against
Kentucky. At Mississippi State, he broke a tie with
Vanderbilt's John Jenkins for seventh in career
3sin SEC history. He has the fifth-most career
3-pointers among all active Dl players.

»  Against UAB, Brown became the 23rd play-
erin Auburn history to reach 1,200 career points.
His 1,372 career points rank third among active
SEC players. The senior has moved up 16 spots
on Auburn’s career scoring chart this season.

» Brown has scored in double figures in each
of the last nine games, and has led Auburnin
scoring a team-best 10 times this season. He is
averaging 18.4 points per game and is shooting
38-0f-81(46.9 percent) from 3-point range
over his last nine games. He led Auburn with 28
points, including 25 in the second half against
Kentucky. He was 8-0of-9 from the field, 6-of-7
from 3-point range and 6-of-6 from the free-
throw line against the Wildcats. At Texas A&M,
Brown scored 22 points, including 20 in the first
half and 18 straight points for Auburn at one
point. Brown, who scored 22 points in the first
half against Dayton, has scored 20-plus points
in a half three times this season. Five of his 16
career 20-point games have come this season.
He became the 19th player in Auburn history to
score 1,300 career points against Kentucky.

» Brown, who has made at least four
3-pointers in 11 of 20 games this season, is the
SEC's third-leading scorer in conference play

at 19.6 points per game and leads the league in
SEC play with 4.3 3s per game and is second in
3-point field goal percentage at 47.6 percent.
He averaged 20.3 points and hit 13 3sin three
games in the Maui Invitational. Brown extended
his own Auburn career record with his 21st game
with at least five made 3s against Kentucky. He
has had six games with at least five 3s this sea-
son, including the Tigers’ recent games at Texas
A&M and against Kentucky where he was 11-of-
18 from distance. He leads the SEC averaging 3.6
made 3s per game this season. Since the begin-
ning of last season, he is averaging 18.6 points on
51.0 3-point shooting in SEC home games since
the beginning of last season.

» For his career, Brown is 312-0f-808 (.386)
from 3-point range. He made two triples at
Mississippi State to break a tie with Vanderbilt’s
John Jenkins for seventh in career 3-pointers in
SEC history. With seven 3-pointers at Ole Miss,
he passed Vanderbilt's Scott Draud and Lee
Humphrey of Florida to move into ninth on the
SEC's top 10 for career 3s. He added five at Texas
A&M to move past Ronnie MaMahon of Vander-
bilt for eighth. Brown currently has 71 3-pointers
this season, which puts him one away from
cracking Auburn’s single-season top 10. When
he reaches 72 3s for the season, he will become
the only player in program history to have three
seasons in the school’s top 10 for 3-pointers
made. Last season, he made 107 triples, coming
within one 3-pointer of Lance Weems’ school
record, and he set an Auburn freshman record
with 78 3-pointers in 2015-16. His 808 3-point-
ers attempted are seventh-most in SEC history.
In Auburn’s win over Dayton, Brown became
the Tigers’ career leader in 3-point field goal
attempts, passing the old mark of 713 by Frankie
Sullivan.

» Brown is eighth in the SEC shooting 43.4
percent from the field. He is the only player who
isranked in the top 8 in the SEC in field-goal per-
centage who has taken over half his shots from
beyond the arc. For the season, 177 of his 244
(72.5 percent) have been from 3-point range.

CHEF HARPER WITH THE POP, BOY

» Jared Harper, who was named to the

Lute Olson Award Mid-Season Watch List, led
Auburn with 16 points against Missouri. Harper is
averaging 17.3 points and 6.0 assists over the last
six games (all in double figures.

» He has 1,121 career points and 410 assists,
becoming the fifth playerin Auburn history with
1,100 career points and 400 career assists at
Mississippi State, joining Wes Flanigan, Eddie
Johnson, DeWayne Reed and Doc Robinson.

At Mississippi State, he also became the ninth
player in program history to top 400 career
assists and moved into the school’s career top 10
3-pointers. He has 167 career 3-point field goals.

»  The Tigers’ point guard, who is one of only
two players, along with LSU’s Tremont Waters,
averaging 15 points and six assists per game, is
eighth in the SEC with 15.4 points per game and
first in the SEC and tied for 13th nationally with
6.5 assists per game, while playing 33.6 minutes
per game, which is second in the SEC. He is 10th
in the league with an 81.3 free-throw percentage

Anfernee McLemore is the perfect embodiment of what it means to be a student-athlete at
Auburn University. The two-time Academic Top Tiger honoree recently served on the presitigious
Southeastern Conference Men’s Basketball Leadership Council. He also has logged hours at the
“Breakfast Club” where he serves as a role model for young kids in the Auburn community.

Auburn has ramped up its efforts on the
defensive end during the 2018-19 season.

Twelve times this season Auburn has held an
opponent to under its scoring average enter-
ing the game, including eight times holding
an opponent to more than 10 points under its
season average.

Auburn has held seven opponents to under
60 points this season, including three under
50, after allowing under 60 points just twice
all of last season (34 games), and the Tigers
are fifth in the SEC allowing 68.8 points per
game, an improvement of 4.4 points per game
from last season. Auburn held UNC Asheville
to 41 points, which is the fewest by a Tiger
opponent since Auburn held Alabama to 37
points on Feb. 6, 2013. Missouri’s 58 points on
Wednesday are the fewest for an Auburn SEC
opponent since the Tigers held Alabama to 57
points on Jan. 24, 2015.
