> The Gamecocks won their second-straight and captured their 
first SEC road win last Saturday with a dominant victory at Texas 
A&M.  Carolina matched its school record with 16 made 3-point-
ers in the contest, behind a career high five from R-junior guard 
Jair Bolden.
> R-sophomore forward Justin Minaya scored a career best 18 
points in Carolina’s win vs. the Aggies.  He hit six baskets, includ-
ing four 3s, also dished five assists and pulled down eight rebounds 
in a career best 40 minutes.  He became the first Gamecock to play 
all 40 minutes of a contest since Duane Notice hit the mark - also 
vs. the Aggies - on Feb. 21, 2015.
> R-freshman guard Jermaine Couisnard followed up his standout 
performance vs. Kentucky with another strong outing vs. A&M.  
He hit seven baskets, including three 3-pointers, for 17 points,and 
also dished three assists.

> Kotsar has led or shared the team lead in scoring  six 
times this season, including in two of Carolina’s SEC 
games.  He has also scored in double figures in 10 of 
the last 14 contests.
> Earlier in non-conference play, Kotsar scored in dou-
ble figures in a career-best five-straight contests, starting 
with 14 points vs. Boston U (Nov. 19). He scored 11 
points vs. Gardner-Webb (Nov. 22), before leading the 
Gamecocks with 12 points, three assists, two blocks and 
three steals, while also pulling down seven rebounds vs. 
Wichita State (Nov. 26), and he was strong again vs. 
UNI (Nov. 27), scoring 12 with two blocks, en route to 
Cancun Challenge All-Tournament Team honors.  
> Kotsar returned to Columbia to pace Carolina with 
17 points, nine rebounds and another two-block per-
formance in the home win over George Washington 
(Dec. 1).  He was near perfect from the field, hitting 
8-of-9 attempts from the floor, and he also collected 
Carolina’s only steal in the game vs. the Colonials.  
> Kotsar also led the Gamecocks with 35.4 minutes per 
game during that stretch. 
> Kotsar snapped his double-figure streak at UMass, 
however, he scored nine points, pulled down a team 
high nine rebounds, dished five assists and had three 
steals in 27 minutes of action.  He also collected a cru-
cial lose ball late in the contest on the defensive end.
> Kotsar has scored in double figures vs. Houston,  and 
in the win at Clemson, while also scoring 11 vs. Stet-
son. 
> In SEC games, Kotsar is averaging 10.3 points, and 
team highs of 8.0 rebounds (T-10th in the SEC), 2.8 
assists and 2.0 steals (T-4th in the SEC) per game.
> Kotsar continues to be the SEC’s active leader with 
581 career rebounds.

> Auburn began the season with 15 straight victories, 
rising to as high as No. 4 in the AP poll, before suffering 
losses at Alabama and at Florida last week.
> The Tigers are led by head coach Bruce Pearl in his 
sixth season in Auburn.  
> Auburn had three-straight league wins to open the 
2020 campaign, at Mississippi State, and home wins vs. 
Vanderbilt and Georgia.
> The Tigers are a perfect 9-0 at home, and are averag-
ing 86.1 points per game in those contests.  Auburn has 
scored 80+ in eight of those games.
> The Tigers recorded just 47 points in the loss at Flori-
da, their lowest offensive output of the season.
> Samir Doughty leads four who average double figures 
with 14.6 points per outing.  Isaac Okoro (12.8), J’Von 
McCormick (10.9) and Austin Wiley (10.6) also aver-
age 10+ per game. 
> Wiley’s 9.2 rebounds lead the team and rank second 
in the SEC.

FRANK MARTIN
> South Carolina head coach Frank Martin is in his 
eighth season leading the Gamecocks and 13th season 
overall as a head coach in 2019-20.  Martin, the 2017 
Jim Phelan National Coach of the Year (CollegeInsider.
com), led South Carolina to its first Final Four and a 
school record 26 wins in 2016-17.  In his 12 complete 
seasons as a head coach, Martin has led his teams to at 
least 21 wins seven times.  Martin is a native of Miami, 
Fla., and a graduate of FIU.
> Prior to his time on the sidelines in the college ranks, 
Martin spent 15 years in high school coaching in Mi-
ami, Fla., including the last seven as a head coach. He 
was part of five state championships as an assistant at 
Miami Senior High School (1985-93), before earning 
two titles as the program’s head coach (1995-98). High-
lighting Martin’s stint as the head coach of the program 
were consecutive 30-win seasons and consecutive Flori-
da 6A State Championships in 1996 and 1997, with his 

1997 squad earning a 36-1 overall record and ranking 
No. 4 in the USA Today Top 25 Poll. He also served as 
the head coach at North Miami Senior High School 
(1993-95) and one season at Booker T. Washington 
High School (1999-2000).
> Among active Division I head coaches, South Caro-
lina’s Frank Martin holds the eighth-highest (tied with 
Villanova’s Jay Wright) NCAA Tournament winning 
percentage (.667) behind only Duke’s Mike Krzyzews-
ki, North Carolina’s Roy Williams, Texas Tech’s Chris 
Beard, Kentucky’s John Calipari, Michigan State’s Tom 
Izzo, Kansas’ Bill Self and Virginia’s Tony Bennett. 

NOTES TO KNOW
> South Carolina is led by eighth-year head coach 
Frank Martin.  Martin, the 2017 Jim Phelan National 
Coach of the Year, owns a 256-167 record in his 13th 
season as a head coach, and a 139-113 record in his 
eighth season at Carolina.
> Joining Martin on the sidelines is a veteran staff, 
including assistant coaches Perry Clark (seventh sea-
son), Chuck Martin (third season) and Bruce Shingler 
(fourth season), director of basketball operations Andy 
Assaley (eighth season) and strength and conditioning 
coach Scott Greenawalt (eighth season), and several 
support staff members.
> South Carolina returns a core group from last season’s 
squad, while welcoming seven newcomers to Colum-
bia, including five freshmen – Trey Anderson, Jalyn 
McCreary, Trae Hannibal, Wildens Leveque and Mike 
Green, transfer Seventh Woods (North Carolina/not 
eligible this season due to NCAA transfer rules) and 
graduate transfer Micaiah Henry (Tennessee Tech/im-
mediately eligible).
> Carolina’s top returning scorer, and 2019 SEC 
All-Freshman Team honoree, is sophomore guard AJ 
Lawson, who scored 13.4 points per outing last season, 
while dishing 2.9 assists per game.  Over the summer, 
Lawson competed for Team Canada at the FIBA U19 
World Cup in Greece, leading the Canadians with 16.7 
points per outing, including an event-high 31 points 
vs. Senegal.
> South Carolina returns 43.9 percent of scoring from a 
year ago, 48.3 percent of its made field goals, and 45.7 
percent of its rebounding, following the graduation of 
All-SEC forward Chris Silva, who led the Gamecocks 
with 15.2 points and 7.6 rebounds per game, and 150 
made field goals last season.
> Sophomore guard AJ Lawson is Carolina’s top return-
ing scorer after contributing 13.4 points per outing 
last season.  Lawson, who was named to the Jerry West 
Award Watch List in October, posted 18 double-fig-
ure scoring games last season, including six 20-point 
performances.
> Carolina improved to 2-0 on the young season when 
it posted a 66-32 victory over Wyoming at Colonial 
Life Arena on Nov. 10.  Four were in double figures for 
the Gamecocks, but the story of the game was the Car-
olina defense, which held Wyoming to just nine made 
field goals in the contest, the fewest made field goals 
during the Frank Martin era.
> Sophomore guard AJ Lawson hit seven buckets, in-
cluding a pair of 3s, and was a career best 12-of-13 at 
the foul line to post a new career high 28 points in lead-
ing the Gamecocks over Cleveland State on Nov. 15 at 
Colonial Life Arena.  Classmate Alanzo Frink posted 
the first double-double of his career as well, scoring 11

Frank Martin was named the head men’s basketball coach at the 
University of South Carolina on March 27, 2012, becoming the 
32nd head coach in the history of the South Carolina program, 
which enters its 111th season as a varsity sport in 2019-20. 
Martin owns a 246-160 (.605) overall record as a head coach, 
entering his 13th season overall, and a 129-106 (.548) record 
entering his eighth season at South Carolina. Martin was named 
the 2017 Jim Phelan National Coach of the Year after leading 
the Gamecocks to the best season in school history during the 
2016-17 campaign, as the squad advanced to the program’s first 
Final Four and recorded a school record 26 wins.

The Gamecocks posted a 16-16 overall mark in 2018-19, which 
included an 11-7 record in SEC contests, placing the Gamecocks 
in a tie for fourth in the final league standings.  The double-digit 
SEC wins marked the third time in the last four seasons that the 
Gamecocks had double-digit SEC victories, resulting in a dou-
ble-bye in the league tournament in each of those campaigns as 
well.  Martin is now the only coach in Carolina history to have 
three seasons with double-figure SEC victories.  The Gamecocks 
captured their first SEC victory of the season in thrilling fashion 
at Florida, as senior forward Chris Silva collected a full-court 
pass from sophomore Felipe Haase to clinch the game on a dunk 
with just seconds remaining.  Carolina would go on to post wins 
over ranked opponents in No. 14 Mississippi State and No. 16 
Auburn during the league campaign as well.

Senior forward Chris Silva led the Gamecocks in scoring with 
15.2 points per game, while also posting team highs of 7.6 re-
bounds and 1.9 blocks per outing.  The standout forward earned 

several preseason accolades, and during the postseason, earned 
All-SEC First Team and All-Defensive Team honors by league 
coaches, and was named to the All-SEC Second Team by the me-
dia.  Two others earned postseason accolades from league coach-
es for their play during the season.  Rookie guard A.J. Lawson 
was named to the SEC All-Freshman Team after providing 14.0 
points per league contest, with 2.6 assists per game, as well.  Se-
nior guard Hassani Gravett was named to the SEC Community 
Service Team, before earning SEC Sixth Man of the Year honors.  
In league play, he scored 12.9 points per game, while averag-
ing 43.9 percent from 3-point range, connecting on 43-of-98 
attempts from beyond the arc. 

Following the season, eight Gamecocks earned academic laurels 
from the SEC, continuing Carolina’s success in the classroom.  
Rising senior Maik Kotsar also earned NABC Honors Court 
accolades.
 
Prior to his appointment in Columbia, Martin spent the pre-
vious five seasons as the head coach at Kansas State University, 
leading the Wildcats to the NCAA Tournament four times, in-
cluding a trip to the Elite Eight, during the 2009-10 campaign 
when the squad won a school record 29 contests. 

A native of Miami, Fla., Martin earned his bachelor’s degree in 
physical education from Florida International in 1993. He and 
his wife, Anya, have three children, Brandon, a freshman on the 
men’s basketball team at USC Upstate, Amalia and Christian.

COLUMBIA (AP) - Justin Minaya had 17 points and 11 rebounds 
in his return from a knee injury a year ago and South Carolina won 
its 19th straight season opener with a 77-55 victory over North Ala-
bama on Wednesday night.

Minaya, who missed the final 27 games last season, matched his ca-
reer best in points and surpassed his previous mark for rebounds. 
And it was Minaya who led the Gamecocks throughout.

He made 5-of-6 shots the first 20 minutes as the Gamecocks opened 
a 10-point lead at the break. After the Lions of the Atlantic Sun 
Conference cut it to 43-39 with Christian Agnew’s bucket early in 
the second half, Minaya and Jair Bolden took control for South Car-
olina.

Bolden hit a basket, then made South Carolina’s first 3-pointer of the 
season to go up 48-39. Bolden’s crisp pass found Minaya for another 
bucket and Minaya went high to collect Trae Hannibal’s missed shot 
for another basket and a 52-39 lead.

North Alabama could not respond in the season opener for both 
teams. The Lions fell to 0-17 all-time against Southeastern Confer-
ence opponents.

South Carolina coach Frank Martin said several times last season that 
Minaya was among his most complete players and a rising leader 
when he got hurt in 2018-19.

Minaya looked the part in the Gamecocks opener, smoothly moving 
down the court and finishing with several floaters over the small-
er Lions. Minaya hit his first five baskets before missing a close-in 
shot. The 6-foot-6 sophomore also had seven rebounds the first 20 
minutes.

Bolden added 14 points for the Gamecocks.

The Lions struggled with their outside shooting against taller, longer 
South Carolina, going just 24 of 61 (24.8%) overall. They were 2 of 
21 from distance.

AMHERST (AP) - AJ Lawson scored 24 points, Jermaine Couisnard 
added 16 and six assists and South Carolina held off Massachusetts 
84-80 in its first true road game of the season on Wednesday night.
  South Carolina (6-3) won five of its first six in Columbia, S.C., 
but lost both neutral site games in the Cancun Challenge in late No-
vember before returning home to beat George Washington 74-65 on 
Sunday.
  Keyshawn Bryant contributed 13 points while Gamecocks senior 
Malik Kotsar grabbed nine rebounds and scored nine points, ending 
his career-best run of double-figure scoring games at five.
  Tre Mitchell led the Minutemen with 17 points, Sean East II had 16 
and T.J. Weeks 15. Carl Pierre added 15 points and nine rebounds.
  UMass (5-4) lost its fourth in a row after opening the season with five 
straight wins. The Minutemen haven’t beaten a Southeastern Confer-
ence opponent since a 72-62 victory over Georgia on Dec. 16, 2017.

Grimes 
went for 20 or more points in his second straight game and the third 
time in Houston’s past five contests.

Nate Hinton helped Houston build its large lead, hitting two of his 
three 3-pointers in the final two minutes of the opening half as the 
Cougars went into the break ahead 39-27. They then built the mar-
gin to 15 points just three minutes into the second half on Grimes’ 
basket from beyond the arc.

The Gamecocks (6-4) could not respond in losing for the third time 
in the past five games.

  South Carolina (8-7, 0-2 SEC) had the ball in the closing seconds with 
a chance to take the lead, but AJ Lawson drove into Fulkerson in the lane 
and was called for the offensive foul. Tennessee (10-5, 2-1) threw a long 
pass that Jordan Bowden caught while staying inbounds to run out the 
clock.
  Lawson, who entered the day with a team-leading 15.2 points per game, 
had just four points Saturday and missed all seven of his field-goal at-
tempts.
  Santiago Vescovi had 13 points and Josiah-Jordan James had 10 for Ten-
nessee. South Carolina’s Maik Kotsar had 17 and Jermaine Couisnard had 
15.
  Tennessee led 56-53 and had possession in the final minute, but Lawson 
stole the ball from Vescovi and hit a pair of free throws with 36.5 seconds 
left to cut the lead to 56-55.
  Bowden missed a 3-pointer on the Vols’ next possession, but the ball 
went out of bounds off South Carolina with 10.4 seconds left. Tennessee 
then missed a desperation attempt as the shot clock expired, giving South 
Carolina one last chance that ended with the Lawson charge.
