His squads were the SEC’s scoring
champion in four of his six seasons at Tennessee, averaging 77.4 ppg while
allowing 70.5 ppg

16, joining Rick Barnes, Gene Bartow, John Calipari, Lon Kruger, Frank

He is the first coach in Auburn history to have 100 wins in his first five

- Bruce Pearl is the 11th coach in SEC history to win four conference crowns
(overall or division) in a 10-year span. He is on the same list as Adolph Rupp
(UK), Babe McCarthy (MSU), Billy Donovan (UF), Dale Brown (LSU), Joe
Hall (UK), John Calipari (UK), Nolan Richardson (ARK), Rick Pitino (UK),
Rick Stansbury (MSU) and Tubby Smith (UK)

- Auburn sold out of season tickets for the sixth straight time in 2019-20,
all under Pearl, to continue the school record streak. Prior to Pearl, the only
other time the Tigers sold out of season tickets came was 1999-2000

- In 25 full years as a head coach, Bruce Pearl’s teams have finished either
first or second in conference play 17 times

- At the Division | level, Pearl’s teams have topped the 100-point mark
20 times, including a high of 124in 2009 as well as 121in the 2007 NCAA
Tournament. In his second year as a coach at Southern Indiana the team
averaged 101.7 ppg

- Inthe past four seasons, Auburn has the best non-conference record in
the SEC during the regular season at 47-5 (.904), while scheduling regular

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AUBURN VS. GEORGIA SERIES

»  Auburn and Georgia are set for the 192nd
all-time meeting between the programs. The
Bulldogs are the most common opponent in the
114-year history of Auburn basketball. The Tigers
hold a slight edge in the series at 96-95.

» Georgia leads the series 63-25 in games
played at home, but Auburn has won two of the
last three at Stegeman Coliseum. The Tigers will
aim to win three of four at Georgia for the first
time since winning five in a row from 1976-1980.

» Two teams split the annual home-and-
home series last season, each holding serve on
their home courts. The Tigers won 82-60 inside
Auburn Arena behind a team-best 17 points from
Samir Doughty and 34 bench points that saw 12
from Allen Flanigan, six from Jamal Johnson and
four from Jaylin Williams.

»  JVon McCormick's 22 points weren't
enough on the road as the Tigers, without
Isaac Okoro due to injury, fell to the Bulldogs at
Stegeman Colisuem, 65-55.

» Head coach Bruce Pearl is 17-8 against
Georgia as a head coach, including a 7-5 mark at
Auburn, 10-2 at Tennessee and O-1at Milwaukee.

PLUCKED FROM THE PEACH STATE

»  Auburn has four players from the state of
Georgia on its roster in Babatunde Akingbola,
Dylan Cardwell, Sharife Cooper and Jaylin Wil-
liams. JT Thor also finished his prep career at Nor-
cross High School, but claims Anchorage, Alaska
as his hometown.

» In total, the Tigers have signed 11 players
from the Peach State under Coach Pearl. Accord-
ing to ESPN.com’s rankings, Auburn has signed
six top-100 players from the state of Georgia in-
cluding Cooper (19), Isaac Okoro (40), Chuma
Okeke (50) and Jabari Smith, who is a consensus
top-five playerin the 2021 class.

» Auburn has signed at least one player from
Georgia in every recruiting class under Pearl,
including one of the greatest backcourts in pro-
gram history in Bryce Brown and Jared Harper.

A DEBUT TO REMEMBER

» Sharife Cooper made his highly-anticipated
debut in an Auburn uniform vs. Alabama, and it
will go down as one of the best debuts by a fresh-
man in program history.

» The consensus 5-star signee had 26 points,
nine assists, four rebounds and three steals in 33
minutes for the Tigers.

» Cooper’s 26 points tied Eddie Johnson for
the most points scored by a freshman in his first
game in program history. Johnson had 26 points
vs. Clemson on Nov. 30, 2973. Cooper is one of
three freshmen in the Auburn record books to
score at least 20 points in their debut, joining
Johnson and Jay Heard, who had 20 points vs.
Southeastern Louisiana on Nov. 13, 1998.

» As one of just two upperclassmen on the
roster, junior Jamal Johnson has stepped up and
provided a spark off the bench for the Tigers this
season.

PLAYER TO WATCH: JT THOR
JT Thor is coming off his best game in his young career after posting 15 points, nine rebounds, four
blocks, three steals and two assists vs. Alabama last Saturday. Over his last three games, Thor is
averaging 11.3 points on 50 percent from the floor (12 of 24) and 6.3 boards per contest. The Anchorage,
Alaska native has reached double figures five times on the season.

»  Johnson is 15th in the SEC in scoring at
15.5 points per game in league action. He has
produced back-to-back 20-point outings with a
career-best 21vs. Arkansas and 20 at Texas A&M.

» Johnson is the first Auburn player to have
consecutive 20-point games off the bench since
Rasheem Barrett, who scored 28 vs. Jacksonville
State on Dec. 31, 2005 and 21 vs. Southern Miss
on Jan.4,2006.

» Johnson is one of just seven players in the
nation to tout multiple games of at least 20 points
off the bench so far this season. He is joined by JD
Notae (Arkansas), Trey Diggs (Bowling Green),
Landers Nolley (Memphis), Quincy Olivari (Rice),
Myron Gordon (Samford) and Emanuel Miller
(Texas A&M).
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» Against Ole Miss, Johnson earned his first
start as an Auburn Tiger and his first since playing
Cincinnati in the American Athletic Conference
Tournament semifinals on March 10, 2018 as a
member of the Memphis Tigers.

» Following an internship in the fall with 107.5
The Ticket, an ESPN affiliated radio station in
Montgomery, Johnson earned bachelor’s degree
from the School of Communication and proudly
wears an SEC Graduate patch. Johnson is now
working towards a master’s degree from the
School of Communication.

FLANIGAN ONE OF SEC’S MOST IMPROVED
»  With the departure of the five seniors and
Isaac Okoro, who went No. 5 in the 2020 NBA
Draft, there was plenty of opportunity for those
that returned. Enter: Allen Flanigan. The Little
Rock, Ark. native is Auburn’s leading scorer at 14
points per game after averaging just 3.2 points
per contest a season ago. Below is chart of the
most improved players in the SEC, which also
includes Jaylin Williams.

» Flanigan has reached double figuresin 10 of
12 games this season, including eight of the last
nine contests.

JAY-WILL SHOWCASING HIS TALENT

» In his second season in the program, Jaylin
Williams is showcasing why he is one of the top
talents in the Southeastern Conference.

»  Williams is one of five underclassmen
forwards in the country to average 10 points, 4.5
rebounds and 2.5 assists per game this season.

» Williams has scored in double figures
seven times this season, including five of the last
seven games. Williams made a statement in his
first collegiate start against Saint Joseph’s on
Nov. 26 when he had 18 points and 11 rebounds,
good for his first career double-double. Most
recently, Williams set a career-high with 24 points
on 7-of-14 from the floor, including 6-0f-10 from
3, and added four rebounds and four assists.

JPIS AUNICORN

» On Dec. 4, Auburn freshman Justin Powell
made history with his performance against South
Alabama. Powell had 26 points on 7-of-9 from
the floor, with all of his shots behind the arc, and
nine assists.

» Powell’s 26 points vs. South Alabama tied
Eddie Johnson for the Auburn record for most
points in a home debut by a freshman. Johnson
had 26 points vs. Western Carolina 47 years to the
day of Powell (Dec. 4,1973).

» His nine assists and seven 3s vs. South
Alabama were the most by a freshman in his
home debut in program history. Sharife Cooper
matched his mark of nine assists in his first home
game vs. Alabama.

» Powell is one of six freshman in the coun-
try since 2010 to have nine assists and seven 3s
in a game, joining Trae Young (Oklahoma), Ky
Bowman (Boston College), Shamorie Ponds (St.
John'’s), Jordan Bohannon (lowa) and Braden
Norris (Oakland).

» He followed up that performance with 26
points and eight rebounds vs. Memphis, and was
later awarded SEC Freshman of the Week.

» Powell became one of two freshman guards
in the country to have an outing of 26 points and
eight rebounds this season joining Robert Ford of
Idaho State.

» In addition, Powell is the only player in the
country to have performances of 25 or more
points with eight rebounds and 25 or more points
with nine assists this season.

» In his first 10 games in an Auburn jersey,
freshman Justin Powell has attacked the glass
as well as anyone in his position. Powell is tied for
third in the country in rebounds per game among
freshman guards.

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OKORO MAKES HISTORY

Dreams became reality for former Auburn star
Isaac Okoro Wednesday night when he was
chosen with the No. 5 overall selection in the
2020 NBA Draft by the Cleveland Cavaliers.

Okoro’s selection is tied for the third-highest
selection in program history behind only Chris
Morris (No. 4,1988) and Chuck Person (No. 4,
1986). Charles Barkley was also chosen No. 5
in the 1984 NBA Draft.

The Powder Springs, Ga. native became the
first one-and-done player in program history.

Okoro was just the sixth player in Southeast-

ern Conference history to be named AllI-SEC,
All-Defensive and All-Freshman in the same

season.

Following Okoro’s No. 5 selection and Chuma
Okeke’s No. 16 pick in the 2019 NBA Draft,
Auburn has produced back-to-back first
round draft picks for the first time in program
history.

Okoro averaged 12.9 points, 4.4 rebounds,
two assists, 0.9 steals and 0.9 blocks in 31.5
minutes per game while starting 28 games as
a first-year player in senior-laden lineup. The
Tigers posted a 25-6 record during the 2019~
20 campaign.

Okoro scored in double figures 20 times and
was named the SEC Freshman of the Week
twice, becoming just the fourth freshman

in program history to earn the conference
distinction two times in a season.

Okoro is the second Tiger to be drafted by
the Cavaliers, joining Mike Mitchell, who was
taken with the 15th selection of the 1978 NBA
Draft. Along with Mitchell (1978-82), former
lettermen Eddie Johnson (1985-86) and
Wesley Person (1997-2002) all played for the
Cavs.

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AUBURN TO FORGO 2021 POSTSEASON

» The Auburn men’s basketball program will
forgo postseason competition for the upcoming
2020-2021season. The NCAA and the SEC have
been notified.

» The athletics department and university
administration, in conjunction with Coach Bruce
Pearl, made the decision after careful deliber-
ation and in light of the ongoing matter that
surfaced in fall 2017 regarding former assistant
coach Chuck Person. Auburn has cooperated
with the NCAA and will continue to do so.

» We regret the impact this decision has on
our student-athletes, yet it was made in the best
long-term interest of the program. Because of
the ongoing matter, we will not comment further
but hope for swift consideration and resolution of
the matter.

Bruce Pearl Statement

» “This was a difficult decision but the right
decision. | hate it for our current players. They lost
the opportunity for the postseason last year be-
cause of COVID, and now they will miss the post-
season again. It’s a two-year postseason penalty
for them. However, we need to take this penalty
now to put it behind us.”

BURCHAM ON THE CALL

» Andy Burcham assumed his new role as
Voice of the Auburn Tigers last season, taking the
lead as the play-by-play radio broadcaster for the
Auburn men’s basketball, football and baseball
programs. Burcham took over as Auburn’s lead
announcer this fall following the death in May of
his best friend and baseball broadcast partner,
Rod Bramblett.
