» Auburn and Kentucky are set to meet for the 117th time in series history Saturday.
The two teams have split the last eight meetings. Auburn has defeated Kentucky in three
consecutive seasons and is aiming to win in four consecutive seasons for the second time in
program history (1987-90).

» In his first two career games, Sharife Cooper has scored or assisted on 100 of Auburn’s
185 points (54.1 percent.). The Tigers have averaged 92.5 points on 51.6 percent from the
floorin the two games with Cooper at point guard compared to 74.4 points on 44.4 from the
field in the 11 games without him.

» Allen Flanigan has improved his scoring from 3.2 points per game last season to
14 points this season, the third-biggest improvement among SEC players. Flanigan has
reached double figures in 11 of 13 games this season, including nine of the last 10 games.

»  Auburn has shot 58-of-72 (80.6 percent) from the free-throw line over the last four
games, compared to 125-0f-206 (60.7 percent) in the first nine games.

» Auburn has the most games of 15 or more 3s since head coach Bruce Pearl took over
prior to the 2014-15 season. The Tigers have 16 games of 15 or more 3s since 2014-15, while
the rest of the league has 42 combined.

» Auburn has had a player record a game of at least 26 points and nine assists three times
this season (Sharife Cooper twice, Justin Powell once). The other 337 Division | teams that
have played have combined for seven this season.

2001 at Southern Indiana, 2007-08 at Tennessee, 2019-20 at Auburn)

- Bruce Pearl’s teams have led their conference in scoring 17 of the 25
years that he has been a head coach. His squads were the SEC’s scoring
champion in four of his six seasons at Tennessee, averaging 77.4 ppg while
allowing 70.5 ppg

- One of 12 coaches to lead three different DI programs to the Sweet

16, joining Rick Barnes, Gene Bartow, John Calipari, Lon Kruger, Frank
McGuire, Ralph Miller, Rick Pitino, Bill Self, Tubby Smith, Eddie Sutton and
Bruce Weber. Including his stint at DIl Southern Indiana, Pearl is one of
only three coaches to take four programs (with three at the Dl level) to the
Sweet 16, joining Lon Kruger and Eddie Sutton

program history, Pearl notched his 100th win as head coach of the Tigers.
He is the first coach in Auburn history to have 100 wins in his first five
seasons

- Bruce Pearl is the 11th coach in SEC history to win four conference crowns
(overall or division) in a 10-year span. He is on the same list as Adolph Rupp
(UK), Babe McCarthy (MSU), Billy Donovan (UF), Dale Brown (LSU), Joe
Hall (UK), John Calipari (UK), Nolan Richardson (ARK), Rick Pitino (UK),
Rick Stansbury (MSU) and Tubby Smith (UK)

- Auburn sold out of season tickets for the sixth straight time in 2019-20,
all under Pearl, to continue the school record streak. Prior to Pearl, the only
other time the Tigers sold out of season tickets came was 1999-2000

- In 25 full years as a head coach, Bruce Pearl’s teams have finished either
first or second in conference play 17 times

- At the Division | level, Pearl’s teams have topped the 100-point mark
20 times, including a high of 124in 2009 as well as 121in the 2007 NCAA
Tournament. In his second year as a coach at Southern Indiana the team
averaged 101.7 ppg

- Inthe past four seasons, Auburn has the best non-conference record in
the SEC during the regular season at 47-5 (.904), while scheduling regular
NCAA Tournament teams in Arizona, Davidson, Dayton, Duke, lowa State,

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AUBURN VS. KENTUCKY SERIES

» The Tigers and Wildcats are slated to face
off for the 117th time in series history Saturday
afternoon. Kentucky holds a 95-21 advantage
overall, but the two teams have split the previous
eight meetings.

» Auburn has defeated Kentucky in three
consecutive seasons, winning at home on Feb. 14,
2018 and Feb. 1, 2020 to go along with a victory
in the Elite Eight on March 31, 2019. The Tigers
have defeated the Wildcats in four consecutive
seasons just one time in program history, doing so
from 1987-90.

» Under head coach Bruce Pearl, Auburn is
4-6 against Kentucky. The Tigers’ four victories
vs. the Wildcats since 2015 is second in the SEC
trailing only Tennessee’s seven. In total, Pearl is
7-16 in his career vs. Kentucky, which includes
3-1 inside Auburn Arena. Auburn and Tennes-
see have combined for 11 wins vs. Kentucky since
2015 while the rest of the 11 teams in the SEC
have combined for 13.

STABILITY ON THE BENCH

» Saturday’s duel is set to feature two of the
longest-tenured coaches in the SEC. Kentucky’s
John Calipari is in his 12th season directing the
Wildcats, while Auburn’s Bruce Pearl is the
third-longest-tenured coach in the league in his
seventh season leading the Tigers. Frank Martin
is second in his ninth season at South Carolina.

» The contest inside Auburn Arena is also set
to showcase two of the winningest coaches in
SEC history. Pearl has won 277 games while in
charge of both Auburn and Tennessee, which is
good for 14th all-time in wins at SEC schools only.
Calipariis eighth on that same list with 334 wins.

» Pearl has won six titles in 12 full seasons in
the SEC, which includes three division titles, two
regular season championships and one league
tournament crown.

» Since 2014-15, there have been 13 coaching
changes among the 14 programsin the SEC. Only
Auburn, Kentucky and South Carolina have kept
the same head coach in the SEC.

» In the six seasons Pearl was at Tennessee
(2005-11), there were nine coaching changes
among the 12 teams in the SEC. Only Florida,
Mississippi State, Tennessee and Vanderbilt had
the same head coach from 2005-11.

THERE’S A NEW SHARIFE IN TOWN

» Sharife Cooper made his highly-anticipated
debut in an Auburn uniform vs. Alabama, and it
will go down as one of the best debuts in program
history by a freshman.

» The consensus 5-star signee had 26 points,
nine assists, four rebounds and three steals in 33
minutes for the Tigers.

» Cooper’s 26 points tied Eddie Johnson for
the most points scored by a freshman in his first
game in program history. Johnson had 26 points
vs. Clemson on Nov. 30, 2973. Cooper is one of
three freshmen in the Auburn record books to
score at least 20 points in their debut, joining
Johnson and Jay Heard, who had 20 points vs.
Southeastern Louisiana on Nov. 13, 1998.

» In addition, Cooper matched Justin Powell
and Eddie Johnson for the most points scored
by a freshman in their first home game. Cooper’s
nine dimes tied Powell for the record in a home
debut by a freshman in program history.

» For his efforts, Cooper was named the SEC
Freshman of the Week after competing in his first
competitive basketball game in 315 days.

PLAYER TO WATCH: SHARIFE COOPER
Highly-touted freshman Sharife Cooper has been just as good, if not, better than advertised in his first
two games. After boasting 26 points and nine assists in his debut vs. Alabama, Cooper had 28 points
and 12 dimes at Georgia. In his first two career games, the Powder Springs, Ga. native has scored or
assisted on 100 of Auburn’s 185 points (54.1 pct.) while the Tiges have score 90 and 95, respectively.

» Cooper followed up his first career game
with a sensational performance at Georgia. The
Powder Springs, Ga. native had 28 points and
dished out 12 assists to go along with five boards
and two steals.

» Cooper’s 12 assists are tied for the 14th
most in a game this season and are second most
among all freshmen in the country, trailing only
Eastern Kentucky’s Wendell Green Jr. who had
15 vs. Tennessee Tech.

» Cooper is the first Auburn player with a
points-assists double-double since Jared Harp-
er had 12 points and 10 assists against Murray
State on Dec. 22, 2018. He is the first Tiger with
a 20-point, 10-assist game since Harper had 20
points and 13 assists against South Alabama on
Nov. 6, 2018, in the 2018-19 season opener.
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» In his first two career games, Cooper has
scored or assisted on 100 of Auburn’s 185 points
(54.1pct.).

»  Auburn has averaged 92.5 points on 51.6
percent shooting in Cooper’s two games in the
lineup. The Tigers have recorded 18.0 assists per
game and are 44-of-54 (81.5 percent) from the
free-throw line in those contests. In the previous
11 games, Auburn averaged 74.4 points and 15.3
assists per game while shooting 139-0f-224 (62.1
percent) from the charity stripe.

THOR COMING INTO HIS OWN

» JT Thor has taken a big step forward in his
game as of late. Over the last four games, the
Anchorage, Alaska native has averaged 11.3
points and 6.8 rebounds while shooting at a
55.6 percent clip (15-0f-27). On defense in those
games, Thor has five steals and four blocks.

» In the previous eight games - the first of his
career - Thor averaged 7.6 points and 2.9 boards
per contest and shot 42.2 percent from the floor
(19-0of-45) and contributed six steals and five
blocks.

» A 5-star in the class of 2021, Thor should
still be in high school as a senior at Norcross High
School in Norcross, Ga., but decided to reclassify
and join Auburn this previous summer.

JOHNSON LEADING BY EXAMPLE

» As one of just two upperclassmen on the
roster, junior Jamal Johnson has stepped up and
provided a spark off the bench for the Tigers this
season.

»  Johnson is 18th in the SEC in scoring at
14.4 points per game in league action. He has
produced back-to-back 20-point outings with a
career-best 21vs. Arkansas and 20 at Texas A&M.

» Johnson is the first Auburn player to have
consecutive 20-point games off the bench since
Rasheem Barrett, who scored 28 vs. Jacksonville
State on Dec. 31, 2005 and 21 vs. Southern Miss
onJan.4,2006.

» Johnson is one of just seven players in the
nation to tout multiple games of at least 20 points
off the bench so far this season. He is joined by JD
Notae (Arkansas), Trey Diggs (Bowling Green),
Landers Nolley (Memphis), Quincy Olivari (Rice),
Myron Gordon (Samford) and Emanuel Miller
(Texas A&M).

» Against Ole Miss, Johnson earned his first
start as an Auburn Tiger and his first since playing
Cincinnati in the American Athletic Conference
Tournament semifinals on March 10, 2018 as a
member of the Memphis Tigers.

» Johnson has scored in double figures in
six consecutive games to extend a career-best
streak. His previous best streak was two games,
which he accomplished twice in his freshman
season at Memphis.

» Following an internship in the fall with 107.5
The Ticket, an ESPN affiliated radio station in
Montgomery, Johnson earned bachelor’s degree
from the School of Communication and proudly
wears an SEC Graduate patch. Johnson is now
working towards a master’s degree from the
School of Communication.

FLANIGAN ONE OF SEC’S MOST IMPROVED
» With the departure of the five seniors and
Isaac Okoro, who went No. 5 in the 2020 NBA
Draft, there was plenty of opportunity for those
that returned. Enter: Allen Flanigan. The Little
Rock, Ark. native is one of Auburn’s top scorers at
14 points per game after averaging just 3.2 points
per contest a season ago. Below is chart of the
most improved players in the SEC, which also
includes Jaylin Williams.

» Flanigan has reached double figures in 11 of
13 games this season, including nine of the last 10
contests.

JAY-WILL SHOWCASING HIS TALENT

» In his second season in the program, Jaylin
Williams is showcasing why he is one of the top
talents in the Southeastern Conference.

» Williams is one of eight underclassmen
forwards in the country to average 10 points, four
rebounds and 2.5 assists per game this season.

» Williams has scored in double figures
eight times this season, including six of the last
eight games.

» Williams made a statement in his first
collegiate start against Saint Joseph’s on Nov.
26 when he had 18 points and 11 rebounds,
good for his first career double-double. Most
recently, Williams set a career-high with 24 points
on 7-of-14 from the floor, including 6-0f-10 from
3, and added four rebounds and four assists.

JPIS AUNICORN

» On Dec. 4, Auburn freshman Justin Powell
made history with his performance against South
Alabama. Powell had 26 points on 7-of-9 from
the floor, with all of his shots behind the arc, and
nine assists.

» Powell’s 26 points vs. South Alabama tied
Eddie Johnson for the Auburn record for most
points in a home debut by a freshman, which was
later tied by teammate Sharife Cooper. Johnson
had 26 points vs. Western Carolina 47 years to the
day of Powell (Dec. 4,1973).

» His nine assists and seven 3s vs. South
Alabama were the most by a freshman in his
home debut in program history. Sharife Cooper
matched his mark of nine assists in his first home
game vs. Alabama.

» Powell is one of six freshman in the coun-
try since 2010 to have nine assists and seven 3s
in a game, joining Trae Young (Oklahoma), Ky
Bowman (Boston College), Shamorie Ponds (St.
John’s), Jordan Bohannon (lowa) and Braden
Norris (Oakland).

» He followed up that performance with 26
points and eight rebounds vs. Memphis, and was
later awarded SEC Freshman of the Week.

CLASS OF THE SEC: MOST GRADUATES SINCE 2014

When it comes to graduating players, nobody in the SEC has done it better than head coach Bruce
Pearl and Auburn. Since 2014, the Tigers have had 31 student-athletes walk across the graduation
stage and earn their degrees, which is the highest number in the SEC. Pictured below is recent
graduate Anfernee McLemore, who earned two degrees in his four seasons with the Tigers.
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» Powell became one of two freshman guards
in the country to have an outing of 26 points and
eight rebounds this season joining Robert Ford of
Idaho State.

» In addition, Powell is the only player in the
country to have performances of 25 or more
points with eight rebounds and 25 or more points
with nine assists this season.

» In his first 10 games in an Auburn jersey,
freshman Justin Powell has attacked the glass
as well as anyone in his position. Powell is fourth
in the country in rebounds per game among
freshman guards.

» At Georgia, Auburn blocked 14 shots, the
most by a DI team this season and an Auburn
record for an SEC game, led by five blocks apiece
from Jaylin Williams and Devan Cambridge, a
career high for both players. It is the most blocks
by a Tiger since Austin Wiley blocked five shots
against Alabama on Feb. 12 last season. It is the
first time two Tigers blocked at least five shots in
a game since Rob Chubb and Willy Kouassi each
blocked five shots against Nicholls State on Nov.
25,2011

» Auburn has averaged 12 blocks in its last two
games after recording double-digit blocks for
the first time this season with 10 blocks against
Alabama on Saturday. It is the first time the Tigers
have recorded double-digit blocks in consecu-
tive games since blocking 12 shots against Arkan-
sas-Pine Bluff on Dec. 30, 2013, and blocking 10
shots vs. Florida A&M on Jan. 4, 2014.
