“This is another great test for our team to get out there and see what they are capable of,”
Graba added. “It’s another good test for the upperclassmen to lead us.”

“We built up so much confidence over the preseason and | think we showed that last week,”
Aria Brusch said. “We're approaching Friday as just another meet and another opportunity.
There is a lot of experience on this team right now and we are looking forward to leading the

way on the road.”

“I'm excited for the opportunity we have this weekend,” Derrian Gobourne said. “We didn’t
have the best meet last week, but we pulled it together so I'm looking forward to seeing what

we can do at Arkansas.”

Head coach Jeff Graba has put the Auburn gymnastics program on the map
throughout his 10+ years on the Plains. Now entering his 12th season at the
helm in 2022, Graba and the Tigers are looking to build on their accomplish-
ments to reach bigger feats in the sport.

The Minnesota native was named SEC Coach of the Year in 2014 and 2015 and
SEC co-Coach of the Year in 2012.

Most recently, Graba and his staff guided Derrian Gobourne to the 2021 SEC
Co-Specialist of the Year as she exceled on vault, bars, and floor. She was a first
team All-American and All-SEC on floor as well. In addition, they helped Drew
Watson and Cassie Stevens to All-SEC recognition.

The coaching staff guided a pair of Tigers to All-America honors in 2020. Wat-
son picked up first team recognition on vault and finished with an NQS of 9.92
in the event to finish in a tie for seventh nationally. Her selection marked the
first All-America honor for a Tiger in the category since 2016.

Gobourne was placed on the second team on bars in 2020. Her All-America
honor in the event is the first for any Tiger on bars at the conclusion of the
regular season. Gobourne finished tied for 14th nationally with a 9.905.

The 2020 squad enjoyed a wealth of accomplishments throughout the season,
including a win over Alabama in Auburn Arena to kick off the home schedule.

Auburn’s performances in 2019 was one for the books as they reached the
sport’s first-ever Sweet Sixteen and finished 16th in the final rankings. Auburn
reached the second round of the NCAA Regional Championship with a
197.075 in Baton Rouge, marking the highest regional score in program history.

The program saw its first national champion in 2019 when Gobourne came in
atie for first at that 2019 National Championship on vault. The then-freshman
scored a career-best 9.95, picking up All-America honors along the way. In
addition, Gobourne earned All-SEC and Freshman AllI-SEC recognition.

Samantha Cerio secured SEC Scholar Athlete of the Year for the sportin 2019.

Graba and the 2016 team added to the list of firsts for the program under his
guidance. The Tigers snapped the 117-meet losing skid to Alabama in February
of that season, defeating the Crimson Tide at home (197.275-197.250). Auburn
also defeated Georgia in Athens for the first time in program history, setting a
new program-high road score on the way (197.325).

In addition, the Tigers earned the program's first No. 1 NCAA regional seed and
captured the NCAA Ann Arbor Regional title with a 196.525.

Auburn enjoyed a breakout season in 2015 as Graba led the Tigers to the
NCAA Championship Super Six for the first time in 22 years. That season,
Auburn broke or tied 52 program records that season.

Auburn's sixth place finish at the Super Six was the Tigers' second best in his-
tory and highest since 1993 with a NCAA nationals record score of 197.075. The
Tigers also had a program record Super Six score of 195.625.

Auburn reached the 2015 NCAA Championship for the first time since 2003
and for only the fourth time overall.

In 11 seasons, Graba has led his student-athletes to 16 All-America honors
(both NACGC/W and NCAA) and 22 All-SEC recognitions. Leading the way
was Caitlin Atkinson who amassed nine All-America nods and named SEC
Gymnast of the Year in 2016.

With the help of continuous progress, Graba and the Tigers have enjoyed
growth when it comes to home attendance each season. Each season, the
team'’s attendance average has climbed higher and higher and after averaging

just 3,583 fans in his first season, Auburn finished the 2020 season with a new

program record average of 6,364 fans. In addition, the Tigers have enjoyed 10
sellouts of Auburn Arena (7,424).

Away from competition, Graba’s teams have also been outstanding in the class-
room. In total, the Tigers have totaled 45 NACGC/W Scholastic All-America
nods and 105 SEC Academic Honor Roll recognitions.

Graba was named Auburn head coach on August 16, 2010 after spending five
years as an assistant coach at Utah. While with the Utes, he earned the 2009
West Region Assistant Coach of the Year while coaching bars, collaborating on
floor routines and serving as the recruiting coordinator.

During his first four years as an assistant, Utah finished as the NCAA run-
ner-up three times and placed third once. Graba has also coached nine NCAA
All-American gymnasts to 20 All-America performances.

As Utah's bars coach, he tutored Kristina Baskett to a 2006 NCAA uneven bars
title as a freshmanin his first trip to the NCAA Championships.

Prior to his stint at Utah, Graba spent two years as an assistant coach at Utah
State. In 2005, he coached the Aggies to their first Western Gymnastics
Conference championship and their first regional appearance in three years. In
addition to his coaching duties, he served as the head of recruiting and assisted
with the strength and conditioning program.

From 1995-2003, Graba was the co-owner and head coach of Midwest Gym-
nastics Club in Arden Hills, Minn. He had three gymnasts qualify Elite in his last
three years with the club and had several level 8, 9 and 10 regional and national
competitors.

Graba's collegiate coaching career began at Hamline University from 1992-
98. While in St. Paul, Minn,, his highlights included six-consecutive trips to the
Division Il National Championships and a runner-up finish in 1996. Eleven of
his gymnasts combined to win 26 National Collegiate Gymnastics Association
(NCGA) All-America citations.

Grabais a native of Forest Lake, Minn., and graduated from the University of
Minnesota in 1992 with a bachelor's degree in economics and earned his M.B.A.
from Salem International University in 2011. He and his wife, Bridget, have five
children: Bryan, Jaymie, Jason, Kyla and Shayla.

Auburn will kick off the meet on bars in rota-
tion one. Auburn's top eight in the event head-
ing into the meet include a wealth of experi-
ence for the squad.

Seniors Derrian Gobourne and Drew Watson
are among the potential competitors as are
juniors Aria Brusch, Adeline Sabados, Piper
Smith and Cassie Stevens. Gobourne led the
team at North Carolina with a 9.825, while
Brusch chipped inan 9.8.

Freshmen Sunisa Lee and Sophia Groth are
also on the tentative list for bars.

The squad heads to vault for the second rota-
tion after putting together a 49.350 last week.
Watson and Gobourne will guide the crew af-
ter going 9.95 and 9.875, respectively.

Joining the pair in the top eight with extensive
experience is fifth year Jada Glenn and Ste-
vens. Sophomore Tara Walsh earned a start for
the first time in her career last week, scoring a
9.8. Freshman Sara Hubbard secured a 9.875
against UNC and classmate Caroline Leonard
alsoisamong the top on the team.

Floor is up next in rotation three and the top
eight include Gobourne and Watson as well
as Brusch and Stevens. Groth, Lee, Hubbard
and freshman Ananda Brown are all potential
competitors for the Tigers.

As a member of Team USA this summer, Lee
captured gold and was crowned the Olympic
All-Around champion. She added silver as a
member of the team and bronze on bars.

After competing last week in Auburn's sea-
son-opener, Lee became the first Olympic
all-around champion to compete in an NCAA
meet.

Lee is a seven-time U.S. National Team Mem-
ber and was the 2021 U.S. bars champion. In
addition, she was runner up in the all-around
and on beam at the 2021 U.S. Championship.

To go with her success in the gym, Lee recent-
ly competed on Dancing with the Stars. She
reached the semifinals.

IN THE RANKINGS

Auburn enters the week at No. 8 per Road-
ToNationals.com. The weekly rankings are
based on the overall team score from the sea-
son-opening weekend.

Auburn opened the season with a 196.050
at the North Carolina Tri-Meet this past Fri-
day, besting the host Tar Heels (195.700) and
Bowling Green (192.600).

"Being ranked eighth this week is just a sign
that we are on the right track," Jeff Graba said.
"We don't focus too much on the rankings un-
til we get closer to the end of the season but
being ranked in the top 10 is obviously a great
starting point for this team. We still have a lot
of work left to do and a tough schedule ahead
of us."

BIG VAULTS

The Tigers kicked off the 2022 season with
a big score on vault, going 49.350 in the
event. That score finished third nationally
on the opening weekend.

In addition, the 49.350 bested the team's
best score on vault all of 2021 (49.275).

Fifth year Drew Watson led the way with a
Q.95 to win the vault title at North Carolina.
That mark tied for third best in the nation.

Senior Derrian Gobourne and freshman
Sara Hubbard added a pair of 9.875s on
their Yurchenko 1.5s.

Junior Cassie Stevens and freshman Sophia
Groth chipped in a pair of 9.825s and soph-
omore Tara Walsh earned the first start of
her career, scoringa 9.8.

ARKANSAS SERIES

Auburn holds a slim 20-19-1 advantage
over Arkansas in the all-time series. The Ra-
zorbacks lead the match up in Fayetteville,
holding a 7-2-1mark vs. the Tigers at home.

The two teams last met at the SEC Cham-
pionship where Auburn finished fifth with

a 196.275 and Arkansas came in seventh at
195.600

Auburn's last trip to Fayetteville saw the Ti-
gers take a196.500-196.025 win in 2020.

LASTTIME VS. ARKANSAS ONLY -3/5/21
Auburn closed out the 2021 regular sea-
son on a high note, earning a season-best
197.125 in Auburn Arena. The No. 8 Arkansas
Razorbacks won the meet with a 197.425.

The Tigers celebrated Meredith Sylvia prior
to the meet. The Macungie, Pa., product has
been a mainstay in the team's beam lineup
throughout her four years on the Plains and
led the squad with a season-best 9.9 on the
nightin the event.

Derrian Gobourne captured a pair of event
titles for the squad, tying her career bests on
bars (9.95) and floor (9.975).

Auburn finished with nine individual season
or career highs on the night, while the team
put together a season best on vault (49.275).

Cassie Stevens competed in the all-around
and came away with a 39.225 to finish sec-
ond in the category.
