* - San Diego State’s 53-point margin of victory ranks fifth in program history and is the largest spread since defeating St. Katherine            
College, 118-35, on Dec. 27, 2013 (83 points). 
* - San Diego State used a 23-0 run midway through the first half to open up a 32-9 lead. 
 
Player Notes 

Matt Mitchell – 20 points, 4 rebounds, 2 assists 
Led the Aztecs in scoring for the fourth time this year and the 10th time in his career... Scored 20 points for the second time this season 
and fourth time in his career… Surpassed the double-digit plateau for the seventh time this season and 27th time in his career… Set a 
season-high with 8 field goals on 13 attempts. 
 
Adam Seiko – 13 points, 5 rebounds, 2 assists, 3-4 3FGs  
Scored a career-high 13 points and reached double figures for the first time in his career… Drained a personal-best three 3-point field 
goals and grabbed a career-high five rebounds… Also matched his personal-best with two assists.  
 
Aguek Arop – 8 points, 3 rebounds, 4-6 FGs 
Scored a career-high 8 points on a personal-best 4 field goals. 
 
Devin Watson – 12 points, 2 rebounds, 8 assists, 1 steal 
Reached double figures for the fifth straight game, the ninth time this season, the 32nd time in his SDSU career and the 74th time as a 
collegian… Dished out a season-high 8 assists to lead all players, falling one short of his career high. 
 
Jalen McDaniels – 13 points, 6 rebounds, 4 assists 
Extended his career-best double-digit scoring streak to 11 games… Has reached double figures 10 times this season and 30 times in his 
career… The Aztecs are 21-9 in games when he scores at least 10 points. 
 
 
 



Nolan Narain – 9 points, 7 rebounds, 2 assists, 1 blocked shot 
Grabbed a season-best 7 rebounds to tie a career high … Also equaled his personal best with 2 assists. 

 
Jordan Schakel – 7 points, 7 rebounds, 1 TO 
Tied his career-high with 7 rebounds… Extended his streak of committing one turnover or less to 36 consecutive games (584 minutes). 
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
