Team Notes 

* - This was the second time since Dec. 27, 2013 that San Diego State scored at least 83 points, made at least 12 three-point field goals, 
and shot at least 55.6 percent from the field (other was vs. Colorado State, 1-24-18). 

* - San Diego State suffers consecutive losses for the first time this season. The defeat snaps a streak of four consecutive wins immediately 
following a loss. 

* - San Diego State shot 55.6 percent from the field against California, snapping a streak of 70 consecutive victories when shooting 50 
percent or better dating back to Jan. 26, 2002. 

* - San Diego State had won its previous 15 games when owing a better field goal percentage than its opponent. 

* - The loss snapped a three-game road winning streak. 

* - San Diego State is 14-5 in its last 19 games dating back to last season. 

* - The Aztecs are 12-3 in their last 15 games against teams that were not nationally-ranked at game time. 

* - San Diego State is 11-11 in its last 22 games against teams from the Pac-12 Conference. 

 

Player Notes 

Jeremy Hemsley – 19 points, team-high 6 rebounds, 5-6 3FGs 
Reached double figures for the fifth time this season and the 62nd time in his career… Hensley 5-for-6 effort behind the arc was the 
highest percentage for an SDSU player with at least five makes since he was 7-of-8 against Grand Canyon (12-7-16)… His five three-
point field goals made were a personal season best (previous high was two)… His six rebounds were a season-high and one off his 
career high of seven… Has 1,188 career points and moved into a tie for 18th place on the school’s all-time scoring list (passed Jamaal 
Franklin and D.J. Gay. 

 

 



Jalen McDaniels – team-high 20 points, tied career-high 5 assists, 6 rebounds 
Scored in double figures for a career-best 10th straight game… Posted his 29th career double-figure scoring game (20-9)… It was his 
13th career game with at least 15 points (10-3)… Tied a career-high with five assists (also vs. Arkansas-Pine Bluff, 11-6-18)… Led San 
Diego State in scoring for the second time this season and the 11th time in his career (8-3). 
 

Jordan Schakel – 14 points, 4-5 3FGs 
Recorded his fourth double-digit scoring game of the season and the fifth of his career… This marks the first time San Diego State has 
lost a game in which he has scored at least 10 points (4-1)… Tied a career-best with four three-point field goals (also: vs. Wyoming, 2-
14-18)… His 14-point performance was just two points shy of his career-high set against Texas Southern on 11-14-18. 

Devin Watson – 13 points, team-high 7 assists, 2 rebounds 
Scored in double figures for the eighth time this season (in nine games), the 73rd time in his career and the 31st time at SDSU (21-10)… 
Led the team in assists for the seventh time this season and the 19th time at SDSU…Has made multiple three-point field goals in seven 
consecutive games (18 during that span). 
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
