Notes: True freshman from Playa Vista, Calif… Was named second-team all-conference 
as a senior after averaging 13 points six assists and three rebounds per game… Received 
academic honor roll recognition all four of years at Westchester High.

Notes: Among active DI players, he ranks 5th in fewest TO/40 minutes (0.86 per 40 min. 
1,106 mins.)... Made 9 of 12 3FGA (.750) this season... Has 12 double-digit scoring 
games in 62-game career (has 11 in last 29 games, incl. both games this season)... 
2nd Aztec in last 22 seasons to produce 3 3FGM, 7 rebs. and 100 pct. FT game (Jamaal 
Franklin)... In 2017-18 season: 106 pts., last season: 207 pts... Missed 6 games due 
to injury last year.
