© SDSU beat Grambling State 66-41 Tuesday evening.

o The Aztecs are 5-1 for the first time since the 2007-08 season.

® SDSU’s five-game win sireak is their longest since February of 2016. The Aztecs average margin of victory during their win
sireak is 29.6 points and SDSU has held their opponents to 43.6 points.

® The lust time the Aztecs won six games in a row was the 2012-13 season (17 games).

® In SDSU's win vs. Grambling State they had a season-high 21 assists on their 25 made field goals.

® Abby Prohaska (Liberty Township, Ohio) made her first start as an Aztec and finished with 15 points on a career-high seven
made field goals.

© Kim Villalobos (Los Angeles) had her first double-double of the year, finishing with 10 points and 11 rebounds.

® In the last two games, fifth year senior Sophia Ramos (San Anfonio, Texas) has moved into fourth place in school history in
points (1,620) and assists (429).

© Ramos is one of three players in the nation with career totals of af least 1,600 points, 500 rebounds and 400 assists.

® Ramos is in the top 10 in program history in 10 statistical categories and in the fop five in six, including made points (4th), threes
(4th), assists (4th) and made free throws (5th).

© Mercedes Staples (Centerville, Utah) is shoofing 45.5 percent from three on the year and 38.9 percent in her SDSU career, good
for second in program history. She leads the Mountain West with 15 made threes on the year.

® Prohaska is one of 22 players in the nation shoofing 100 percent from the free throw line (minimum 2.5 makes per game).

o The Aztecs lead the Mountain West in field goal percentage defense (.341) and are second scoring defense (50.7) and in scoring
margin (18.3). SDSU has held their last five opponents under 55 points, which is the first time since the 2012-13 season.

® During SDSU's five-game win streak they have held their opponents fo single-digits in 11 of the 20 quarters (55%) played.

o The Aztecs are holding opponents to 10.7 points in the fourth quarter.

# SDSU has scored at least 30 points in the paint in four of their last five games.

o With their 5-1 record, SDSU is in second place in the Mountain West, trailing only UNLV (4-0), last year's regular season and
tournament champions.
