Big Notes 

• Jaedon LeDee is the first Aztec since at least 1996-97 to have at least 34 points and 17 rebounds in a game 
and is the only player in Mountain West history to do it and shoot at least 50.0 percent.  

• San Diego State is the only team in the nation with a combined top-25 offense, top-25 defense and top-100 
strength of schedule, according to Kenpom. 

• San Diego State won the Continental Tire Main Event championship and has won the tournament title in 
three of its four appearances in MTEs in Las Vegas. (also: 2010 Las Vegas Holiday Hoops Classic & 2019 
Continental Tire Las Vegas Invitational and was the runner up at the 2015 Continental Tire Las Vegas 
Invitational). 

• Jaedon LeDee was named the Tournament MVP and along with Micah Parrish were selected for the all-
Tournament team. 

• San Diego State moves to 7-1 all-time in the four regular-season multi-team events it has played in Las 
Vegas.  

• In its second neutral site game since the 2023 National Championship game, San Diego State improves to 
31-14 under head coach Brian Dutcher, and had been the victor in 64 of its last 94 (64-30) games played 
on a neutral floor. 

• San Diego State has won 93 of its last 100 games (93-7) when holding its opponent to less than 60 points. 
• San Diego State is now 11-1 in its last 12 regular season games in the city of Las Vegas dating back to Jan. 

1, 2016. 



• The last time San Diego State gave up at least 97 points and won was a 123-103 victory over U.S. 
International on February 27, 1991. 

• San Diego State is now 39-3 in program history when scoring at least 100 points. 
 

 
Team Notes 
 

• San Diego State has evened the all-time series with Washington, 3-to-3, and has matched Washington’s 
series best two-game win streak. 

• Brian Dutcher moves to 6-6 against Pac-12 programs and improves to 6-2 in his last eight encounters with 
Pac-12 schools. 

• SDSU has won 22 of its 30 games played on a Sunday since the start of the 2010-11 season, improves to 9-
1 under Brian Dutcher and has won nine straight on the day. 

• The Aztecs had a 43-40 lead at the half and have now won 195 of their last 219 games (195-24) when 
leading at intermission. 

• San Diego State moves to 107-22 when it scored first in the game. 
• SDSU improves to 393-15 in its last 408 games when leading with five minutes to play. 
• San Diego State moves to 41-40 since the start of the 1971-72 season in overtime games. 
• SDSU outscored Washington, 22-13, in points off turnovers. 
• San Diego State outscored Washington in second chance points 17-12. 

 
Series Notes 

• San Diego State improves to 3-3 against Washington and has won three of the last four meetings. 
• SDSU has won the first meeting on a neutral floor and owns the series on hits home floor (2-1) as well. 

 
 
Player Notes 
 
Jaedon LeDee – 34 points, 10-20 FG, 14-18 FT, 17 rebounds, 3 assists, 1 steal, 1 block  
Achieved his 24th career double-digit scoring game and 16th as an Aztec… Recorded his third double double of the 
season and fifth of his career; all have come as an Aztec… Is the first Aztec since at least 1996-97 to have at least 
34 points and 17 rebounds in a game and is the only player in Mountain West history to do it and shoot at least 50.0 
percent… Is the first Aztecs with at least 34 points in a game since Aerick Sanders vs. Portland on Dec. 31, 2003… 
Had his fifth 20+ point effort to start the season, becoming the first Aztec to accomplish that in the first five games of 
a season… Has drawn 47 fouls in five games, an average of 9.4 per game… Equaled career best in field goals 
(10) and set career-highs in rebounds (17) and field goal attempts (20), free throws (14), free throw attempts (18) 
and minutes (40:56). 
 
Reese Waters  – 13 points, 6-6 FT, 4 rebounds, 2 assists, 1 block 
Scores in double figures for the fifth time this season and 21st time in his career… Has scored in double figures in 
his last seven games including his last two games at Southern California. 



 
 
 
 
Micah Parrish – 15 points, 4-7 FG, 2-4 3FG, 5-5 FT, 3 assists, 2 steals 
Reached double figures for the fourth time in 2023-24 and the 46th time in his college career. 
 
Elijah Saunders – 16 points, 4-8 FG, 3-3 3FG, 5-6 FT, 8 rebounds, 1 assist, 1 steal, 1 block 
Reached double figures for the second time in three games and the second time in his career… Set a career-high in 
points, 3-point field goals, and matched a career-high in rebounds.
