HOWARD DEEP DIVE

Penn State has faced off with the Howard

Bison on five previous occasions, three coming
in preseason tournaments, and twice coming

in the NCAA Tournament. The Nittany Lions

are 5-0 vs. the Bison, 4-0 at home, and 1-0 in
Washington, D.C. The lone road match against
Howard came this season as the two squads
faced off on September 14 with the Nittany
Lions taking the match, 3-0: 27-25, 25-13, 25-21.
Howard got into the NCAA Tournament with a
20-10 record, and a 9-1 MEAC record. They won
the MEAC Tournament in three consecutive
sweeps of NC Central, Bethune-Cookman,

and then of NC A&T State in the MEAC
Championship match. Middle blocker Kira Porter
was the MEAC Most Outstanding Player. Setter
Tamia Dockery was the MEAC Player of the Year
and Head Coach Shaun Kupferberg was the
MEAC Coach of the Year.

LEAUGE OF HIS OWN

Head coach Russ Rose has been at the helm for all 98 of Penn
State’s NCAA Tournament wins, giving him the most by any
individual coach in NCAA Division | volleyball history. If he were
to secure two wins this weekend, he would be the first NCAA DI
women’s volleyball coach to reach the 100 win mark for NCAA
postseason.

Only two other institutions have 100 win entering the 2018
Championships, Stanford leads the pack at 119 wins and Nebraska
is second at 109. Both of those institutions have had multiple
coaches at the helm.

FRESH FACES

The Nittany Lions brought in 10 newcomers in 2018, including
eight freshman and two athletes using their final season of
eligibility in Jonni Parker, Allyson Cathey, Kaitlyn Hord, Serena
Gray, Gabby Blossom, Jenna Hampton, and Brooklynn Hill in their
first seasons, and Taylor Leath and Bayleigh Hoffman in their last.
So far this season, the eight freshman have combined to total
1,048.5 of Penn State 1,891.5 total points, and if Leath and Hoffman
are included 1,349.5 total points have come from student-athletes
in their first season for the Nittany Lions.

TEAM DEFENSE

Penn State leads the Big Ten in blocks per set at 2.86, which is
good for eighth in the nation. The Nittany Lions are also killing
the floor defense game as well. Penn State is currently averaging
14.98 digs per set, which if the season ended today, would crush
the 25-point rally scoring era record of 14.72 which was set in
2010. If Penn State can get to 15.00 or above, it would be the
first time since 2005 (15.82) that the Nittany Lions have averaged
15.00 or more per set. As a whole, Penn State’s defense is holding
opponents to just .168 hitting, good for third in the Big Ten.

JONNI ROCKET

When Freshman Jonni Parker put down a new career best 29
kills against Minnesota on November 23, she became the first
freshman to reach that number since at least the 2001 season.

DIGGIN’ MACHINE

Kendall White, entering Friday night, has played in 98-straight
matches as Penn State’s libero since stepping foot on campus in
August 2016. She has scooped up 503 digs so far in 2018. Her 503
set a new personal best for a single season, surpassing her 500-
dig season from 2016. White is just five digs from setting a new
single season (25-point era, 2008-pres.) record as she looks to
surpass the 507 set by Alyssa D’Errico in 2010.

For her career, White is at 1,465. She is the first to surpass 1,250
since Dom Gonzalez in 2011-14. Against Nebraska (11/2), White
become just the third Nittany Lion to reach 1,300 during the junior
season, joining Kim Kumfer and Kaleena Walters, and just the first
during the 25-point rally scoring era. In surpassing 1,400 digs (vs.
Michigan, 11/14), White is just the second to do so in the third year
of play, joining Walters, who finished her junior season with 1,413
digs. White’s 1,465 is the most through three seasons of play. She
also needs just 10 digs to have sole possession of fourth place.

White also has recorded two 30-plus dig matches this season (31
vs. Nebraska, 11/2, and 32 vs. lllinois, 11/10) becoming the first Penn
State history have multiple 30-plus dig matches in a season, and
her three total 30-plus matches (32 vs. Nebraska, 11/4/16; plus

two above) are the most by any individual in Penn State history.
No other player has more than one in a career. Her two 32-dig
matches stand in second place in the 25-point rally scoring era for
Penn State, and her 31-dig match is good for third by itself.

It’'s been four decades since Russ Rose arrived on campus in Happy Valley. Entering
his 40th season at the helm of the Penn State women’s volleyball, his name has
become synonymous with the pride and tradition of the storied program. The leader
of arguably the nation’s most elite women’s volleyball program, his record-setting
seven NCAA national titles and 17 Big Ten championships speak directly to the
confidence and character he’s passed along throughout his career.

Few have come close to matching Rose’s impressive win total, as he’s collected
victories at a staggering pace. Having never posted less than 22 wins in a season, his
1,246 career wins rank first all-time among NCAA DI head coaches.

As each year passes, his list of accomplishments continue to swell, but a quick
snapshot of his legendary tenure might read something like this: The leader of a
women’s volleyball powerhouse who has kept his program among the nation’s
elite for 40 years, amassing a stunning career record of 1,246-198. He has guided
his teams to a record-setting seven NCAA titles, including an unprecedented four
consecutive championships from 2007-10. Along with 17 Big Ten titles, his program
is one of only two women’s volleyball schools to compete in all 37 NCAA Division |
Women's Volleyball National Championship tournaments. He has produced multiple
Olympians, four AVCA National Players of the Year, 14 Big Ten Conference Players
of the Year and at least one AVCA All-American in 38-0f-39 seasons. His student-
athletes excel in the classroom as well, with an outstanding 191 Academic All-Big Ten
selections and 12 Academic All-Americans, who have earned 19 selections.

>> HE PREFERS NOT FOCUS ON PERSONAL ACCOLADES

Rose is the first to tell anyone who asks that he prefers to place the focus on the
student-athlete, rather than his own personal accolades. As both a coach and an
educator, Rose’s impact at Penn State runs much deeper than women'’s volleyball. He
teaches a yearly course in coaching ethics that regularly meets capacity each fall. He
has also opened up several cultural opportunities for his student-athletes, taking his
teams on five foreign trips to five different countries in the last 17 years.

>> AMONG THE ELITE: THE WINNINGEST DI COACH OF ALL TIME

It seemed only fitting that Rose’s 1,000th career victory came against Hawaii’s Dave
Shoji, who was the only other active DI head coach to reach the milestone mark. It
was December 18, 2009 when the top-ranked Nittany Lions advanced to the NCAA
National Championship match with a 3-1 win against the No. 12 Rainbow Warriors.
Victory number 1,001 came just two days later as Rose guided Penn State to its
third consecutive National Championship with a thrilling come-from-behind five-set
victory against No. 2 Texas.

Another 132 wins later, Rose entered the fourth week of the 2014 season just one win
shy of tying Shoji for first place on the list of winningest active Division | head coaches
with 1,132 victories. After a 4-0 weekend at home, he moved into first place, ahead of
Shoji with 1,136 career wins. The two went back and forth throughout the season, but
Penn State’s run to its seventh National Championship in 2014 vaulted Rose 11 wins
ahead of Shoji, placing him firmly atop the active Division | career standings at the
conclusion of the season.

Prior to topping the list of Division | winningest active coaches by victories, his .861
career winning clip ranked first on the percentage chart for several years. Now at the
top of both lists, he’s one of just two active NCAA Division | coaches to amass more
than 1,200 career wins and one of four active coaches across all three divisions to join
the 1,000 victories club.
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>> HE’S WON SEVEN NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS

After reaching the NCAA title match for two consecutive seasons
from 1997-98, Penn State swept past top-ranked Stanford in the
1999 national final to earn the program’s first NCAA Championship.
It had been seven years since the Nittany Lions reached the field of
final four teams when Penn State arrived in Sacramento, California
for the 2007 national semifinals. Having already won their fifth
consecutive Big Ten title with a perfect 20-0O mark in conference
play, Penn State’s group of four AVCA All-Americans helped the
Nittany Lions to a thrilling five-set victory against Stanford for the
program’s second NCAA National Championship crown.

Rose’s Nittany Lions improved upon 2007’s result the very next
season, winning their third national title to become the sixth
women’s volleyball program to win back-to-back championships
and the fourth team to win it with an undefeated record. The 2008
team featured an entire starting front row of AVCA All-Americans,
including National Player of the Year, Nicole Fawcett, who helped
Penn State to a yet another perfect 38-0 record.

The Nittany Lions had won a record-breaking 111 consecutive sets
on their way to the title before entering 2009 on a NCAA record-
breaking 64-match winning streak. Penn State had set the scene
once again in 2009 with another 20-0 record in conference play,
helped out by four returning All-Americans in Megan Hodge, Alisha
Glass, Arielle Wilson and Blair Brown.

straight NCAA National Championship in 2010. In an unfortunate
turn of events early in the season, Penn State's record-breaking
winning streak came to an end at 109 consecutive matches.
Stanford, the last team to defeat PSU in 2007, upended the Nittany
Lions September 11, 2010 in the Nike Big Four Classic.

The Nittany Lions regrouped and won their eighth-straight and
14th overall Big Ten title to earn an automatic berth to NCAA
Tournament. Proving unstoppable through tournament play, Penn
State stormed past Texas in the national semifinal before capturing
a 3-0 win against No. 8 California for an unprecedented fourth
consecutive crown.

Just two seasons passed before the Nittany Lions were back in the
NCAA final match, this time on the heels of their 16th Big Ten title
in program history. Penn State was taking on fellow conference
opponent Wisconsin in the first-ever all Big Ten title match in 2013.
Penn State held off the Badgers in four sets to earn the program’s
sixth NCAA National Championship. Seniors Deja McClendon, Ariel
Scott, Katie Slay and Maddie Martin rounded out their careers with
two NCAA National Championships and a total of 10 AVCA All-
America honors between the four of them.

With such key departures, many counted the Nittany Lions out of
contention for the 2014 NCAA National Championship. Led by AVCA
DI National Player of the Year Micha Hancock, the Nittany Lions
pushed past top-ranked Stanford in the national semifinal before
sweeping BYU to win its seventh NCAA National Championship.

Penn State’s seven NCAA national championships stand alone as
the most of any women'’s volleyball program in history. With Rose
at the helm of the program for all seven titles, he’s the only Division
| head coach in NCAA women's volleyball history to collect seven
crowns at one school.

>> HE'S A GREAT DANCER

The Nittany Lions are one of only two NCAA Division | women’s
volleyball programs to compete in all 37 NCAA Championship
postseason tournaments since 1981. In tournament play, the Nittany
Lions own a 98-30 all-time record, having made 13 appearances in
the final four.

Since 2007, Penn State has made more appearances in the NCAA
national semifinals than any other program. PSU has participated in
nine of the last 11 final fours.

UNIVERSITY PARK, Pa. - The No.6-ranked Penn State
women’s volleyball team opened the season with a 3-0
sweep (25-17, 25-14, 25-15) over Eastern Kentucky (O-1) on
Friday evening in their opening match of the Penn State
Classic.

The Nittany Lions (1-0) used a strong serve receive per-
formance, siding out at 74-percent for the match, to lead
them to a complete opening performance for the 2018
season.

Freshman Kaitlyn Hord put down 16 kills to lead the Nittany Lions in a 3-0
win over the Ducks.

STANFORD, Calif. - The No. 5 Penn State women’s vol-
leyball team swept the No. 18 Oregon Ducks, 3-0: 25-23,
25-23, 25-19, behind an impressive performance from
freshman Kaitlyn Hord as the Nittany Lions finished the Big
Ten/Pac-12 Challenge with a 1-1 record and move to 6-1 on
the season.

Hord, a freshman from Lexington, Kentucky, put down 16

kills in just three sets, the most by a player for Penn State
so far this season. Hord was also efficient, hitting .556 for
the match, and added a huge defensive spark as she add-
ed seven blocks.

Surrounding Hord'’s performance, the rest of the Nittany
Lions offense was very balanced as Nia Reed, Taylor Leath
and Serena Gray added nine, seven and six Kills, respec-
tively.

Gray added six blocks and a career-best three aces to her
stat line, while Reed and Leath added three blocks a piece.

Freshman Jonni Parker added four Kills, seven digs and
three blocks on the day.

Senior setter Bryanna Weiskircher dished out a sea-
son-high 37 assists, orchestrating the offense to a .236 clip.
She also added nine digs, four blocks and an ace.

Libero Kendall White continued her spectacular play as
she scooped up a match-high 18 digs.

WASHINGTON, D.C. - The No. 5 Penn State women’s
volleyball took down American, 3-1; 25-17, 25-19, 16-25,
25-23, on Saturday evening to go 3-0 at the American
Volleyball Classic, and move to 9-1 on the season,
concluding nonconference play.

Freshman Jonni Parker, who was named the Tournament
Most Valuable Player, put down a career-best and team-
high 17 kills on a .341 hitting percentage, while adding four
digs and three blocks. Parker served as a workhorse for the
Nittany Lions, taking 44 swings in the match, and was able
to get kills when they were needed for the Nittany Lions.

- The No. 9 Penn State women'’s volleyball team
wore its heart on its’ sleeve on as the Nittany Lions came from behind
to take a five-set victory, 3-2: 25-22, 11-25, 24-26, 25-23, 15-9, over No. 5
Nebraska in front of a raucous Rec Hall crowd on Saturday evening.

For the first time in the career of every single Nittany Lion on the 2018
roster, Penn State got the best of the Huskers. The last time Penn State has
taken a match from the Big Ten foe was on November 29, 2014, during Nia
Reed and Bryanna Weiskircher’s redshirt season.

Both teams looked flustered to open the match. Penn State held Nebraska
to just eight kills, hitting .081, while the Nittany Lions put down 17 kills, but
hit just .152. Redshirt junior Tori Gorrell shined in the opener, going 4-0-4
in the set. Another bright spot in the opening set was junior Kendall White.
The Nittany Lion libero scooped up an impressive 13 digs. Penn State
outlasted the Huskers to take the first set, 25-22.

In the second set, Nebraska regained its composure and went perfect in
serve receive, siding out all eleven times on the first serve in the rotation.
They put down 14 kills, and help Penn State to their lowest set score of the
season, 25-11, to even the match at 1-1.

In the third set, the two team battled on the attack. Penn State committed
just one error in the third set, going 18-1-41 for a team hitting percentage

of .415. Reed led the way in the third set, putting down seven kills, while
freshman Serena Gray put down four kills. The Nittany Lions out-dug the
Huskers in the third set, 18-15, but Nebraska was able to tally 21 kills, and
combined with the Nittany Lions five total errors in the set, three service,
one hitting and one reception, the Huskers jumped out to a 2-1 set lead with
a 26-24 set win.

With its back against the wall, Penn State needed to find a way. Although
it wasn’t pretty, the Nittany Lions showed grit and determination. Hitting
just .023 for the set, Penn State needed to find another way to score. Insert
White. The junior libero dished out three aces in the fourth set that helped
propel the Nittany Lions. Penn State also tallied 6.0 blocks in the fourth
set, and held Nebraska to just .070 on the attack. Penn State was down
20-17, when junior Emily Sciorra went on a service run that brought Penn
State even at 20-all before the Huskers would get a kill to again take the
advantage. A Husker hitting error and a key White ace gave the Nittany
Lions’ their first lead since 12-10. Penn State would hang on to take the set,
25-23, to even the match at 2-all.

In the fifth and deciding set, Penn State never trailed. Reed opened the

set up with a big kill, and from there the Nittany Lions rode her back. In 13
attempts in the shortened set, Reed hammered home five timely Kills. Penn
State sided out at an 88-percent, going 8-9 on the reception attempts. The
Nittany Lions also were able to hold the Huskers to just .071 hitting, to take
the set and the match with a 15-9 win.

Junior libero Kendall White was a fireball of energy for the Nittany Lions in
the back court as she commanded the defense with a match-high 25 digs,
adding a season-high three aces, all coming in the crucial fourth set win.

Redshirt senior Bryanna Weiskircher finished with her fifth double-double in
conference play, including her second-straight, as she dished out 48 assists
and added a tied season-high 16 digs. She also added three kills, three
blocks, and the game-winning ace.

Redshirt senior Nia Reed finished with a career-high 20 kills, and was the
first Nittany Lion to surpass the 20-kill mark since Nov. 25, 2017. She added
three blocks and four digs.

Graduate student Taylor Leath added her third double-double of the season
as she finished the match with 10 kills and a Penn State career-best 15 digs,
adding two assists.

Redshirt junior Tori Gorrell tallied four blocks on the evening, surpassing
the 250 career mark, and is now at 253. She also added nine Kills, hitting a
team-high .467.

Freshman Serena Gray tallied eight kills, adding a team-high six blocks and
also added three digs. Fellow freshman Jonni Parker added eight kills and
seven digs, and chipped in four blocks.

Penn State saw key production off the bench as junior Emily Sciorra and
senior Bayleigh Hoffman both added two digs and went on key service runs
throughout the match. Penn State also got seven digs from both freshmen
Jenna Hampton and Gabby Blossom in defensive specialist roles.

On the evening, Nebraska led in every statistical category, except digs,
where Penn State scooped up 89 to the Huskers’ 87.

Freshman Gabby Blossom earned her first start in her
career, and orchestrated the offense to a .297 hitting
percentage and dishing out a career-high 41 assists. She
recorded her first career double-double by scooping up a
career-high 12 digs and added two blocks, two kills and an
ace.

Junior libero Kendall White scooped up a match-high 19
digs, moving her into sole possession of seventh place on
the Penn State career digs list at 1,281. She moved up two
places, passing Michelle Jaworski (1,265; 1987-90) and
Salima Davidson (1,278; 1991-94).

Offensively, freshman Jonni Parker led the match with 16
kills, hitting .250 while taking a bulk of the Nittany Lions’
attempts. She added eight digs, two blocks and an assist.

Redshirt senior Nia Reed was also in double-digits with
12 kills, while hitting .310 on the evening. She added two
blocks and a dig.

Penn State fell, 3-2, to No. 17 Purdue to move to 18-4, 9-3

UNIVERSITY PARK, Pa. - The No. 4 Penn State women’s
volleyball team fell, 3-2, in a heartbreaker to No. 17 Purdue,
by the set scores of 11-25, 22-25, 25-23, 25-22, 20-19, with
the Bk?ilermakers taking the last three sets to steal the
match.

Graduate student Taylor Leath led the way for the Nittany
Lions with her fourth double-double of the season and

a new Penn State high of 21 Kills, while hitting .333. She
added 12 digs, three blocks and two assists on the evening.

Redshirt senior Nia Reed added 18 kills, three digs, two
blocks, and two assists, while freshman Kaitlyn Hord added
10 kills, hitting .421, and added three block.

Freshman middle blocker Serena Gray put down seven kills
and tallied a team-high five blocks.

Redshirt senior Bryanna Weiskircher recorded her seventh
double-double of the year with 52 assists and 10 digs. She
also added three kills and two blocks.

Defensively, junior libero Kendall White led all players with
17 digs.

Penn State jumped out to an early 2-0 set lead. In the first
set, Penn State hit .455, led by a 4-0-4 performance from
Serena Gray in the middle. Graduate student Taylor Leath
added five digs in the opener with three kills. The Nittany
Lions gained the 1-O advantage with a 25-11 win.

In the second set, Penn State put down 16 Kills led by
Leath, who added five more to her stat line. The Nittany
Lions also added three team blocks in the second set to
take the stanza, 25-22.

In the third set, Penn State led 20-13, but a string of five
serves from Purdue’s Jena Otec brought it to a one point
gap, and from there, the Boilermakers were able to take
the third set, 25-23.

Purdue took the fourth set by hitting .302 with 21 kills.
Penn State saw Nia Reed put down four kills with zero
errors, but it wasn’t enough to overcome the Boilermakers,
who took the set, 25-23.

In the fifth and final set, the two teams went neck and
neck, with the visitors ultimately taking the set and match
with a 20-18 win. Leath put down an impressive six Kills in
the final set, and added four digs. However, Penn State hit
182 to Purdue’s .321.

The Nittany Lions finished the match with a higher hitting
percentage at .257 to Purdue’s .233, with 69 Kills to their
68. Penn State also dished out five aces to Purdue’s two.

Penn State falls in five at Nebraska

LINCOLN, Neb. - The No. 7 Penn State women'’s volleyball
team fell in a five-set Big Ten battle to the hands of No.

8 Nebraska, 3-2: 25-27, 25-19, 21-25, 25-18, 15-8, in the
Devaney Center on Friday evening.

Junior Kendall White finished with a match and season-
high 31 digs and moved into fifth place all-time in the Penn
State record books with 1,329 career digs. She became just
the third Nittany Lions to reach 1,300 digs during the junior
season, and the first during the 25-point rally scoring era.

Graduate student Taylor Leath finished the match with her
fifth double-double of the season with a match-high 16
kills, adding 15 digs and one block.

Freshman middle blocker Kaitlyn Hord finished with 15 Kkills,
and added six blocks.

Redshirt senior Nia Reed added 12 kills, three blocks and
two digs.

Defensively, freshmen Jonni Parker, Jenna Hampton, and
Gabby Blossom all finished with double-digit digs. Parker
added 14 digs with eight kills, Hampton added 12 digs and
an ace, and Blossom added 10.

Redshirt senior setter Bryanna Weiskircher finished the
match with 49 assists, seven digs, four blocks and three
digs.

Penn State fought its way to a 27-25 win in the opening
set after trailing 23-19. The Nittany Lions used four Taylor
Leath kills during that run, and few well-timed Nebraska
hitting errors to take the set.

In the second set, Penn State was unable to build
momentum, and Nebraska was able to take the lead at 10-
9, and hang on to take the set, 25-19, despite the Nittany
Lions fending off four set points as Nebraska led 24-16.

The Nittany Lions used the momentum to carry their
energy into the third set. Kaitlyn Hord had a big set,
tallying three blocks and four kills. Penn State also got the
first ace of the entire match as Jenna Hampton brought
the heat from the end line. The Nittany Lions went up 2-1
with a 25-21 set win.

Penn State was unable to find an offensive rhythm in
the fourth set, hitting just .022, while Nebraska hit .238.
Nebraska took the fourth, 25-18.

In the fifth set, Nebraska used a 4-0 run to jump out an 8-5
lead on the switch. The Huskers would never relinquish the
lead, and go on to take the set and the match with a 15-8
set win.

seven blocks and four digs.

Defensively, freshmen Jenna Hampton and Gabby Blossom
added nine and seven digs, respectively.

The Nittany Lions opened the first set in dominant fashion,
controlling the set from the end line.

Parker’s career night guides Penn State past No. 3 Minnesota in five-set
thriller

UNIVERSITY PARK, Pa. - The No. 7 Penn State women’s
volleyball took down No. 3 Minnesota, 3-2: 20-25, 25-21,
30-28, 24-26, 15-12, to move to 23-6, 14-5 on the season
and earn their second five-set win of the season.

Penn State was led by freshman Jonni Parker who put
down a career-best 29 kills, the most by a freshman since
2001, while hitting .265 on 68 attempts. She also added
seven digs and five blocks. She totaled 31.5 points on the
evening.

Redshirt senior Bryanna Weiskircher dished out a career-
best 63 assists, which is third most for a five-set match

in the 25-point rally scoring era. Weiskircher tacked on 15
digs for her 10th double-double of the season, and 28th of
her career. She also added five Kills, five blocks and guided
the team to a .245 hitting percentage.

Redshirt senior Nia Reed finished the match with 16 kills,
hitting .262, adding four blocks and four assists.

In the middle, the duo of freshman in Kaitlyn Hord and
Serena Gray combined for 21 kills and 12 blocks. Hord
finished with 12 kills, hitting .346 and added a match-high
seven blocks, while Gray put down nine Kills on .318 with
five blocks.

Junior libero Kendall White finished with a match-high 27
digs, she also added three assists and an ace. White is now
at 477 for the season, and 1,439 for her career, the most by
a player in their third season of play. White is just 35 digs
from tying Dominique Gonzalez for fourth place on the
Penn State career digs leaderboard at 1,474. She is also just
30 digs from tying the 25-point era single season record

of 507 digs, held by Alyssa D’Errico in 2010. White’s single

season career-best is 500 in her freshman campaign.

Penn State came out slow to start the match, hitting just
100 with 12 kills, while Minnesota put down 16 on .273
hitting. However Penn State’s defense helped keep them
in the opening set with 24 digs and 2.0 blocks. Minnesota
took the opener, 25-20.

In the second set, the Nittany Lions hit an impressive, .364
with 17 kills, led by Parker who had seven, while hitting
.500. Kendall White also played a big factor as the libero
scooped up eight digs in the second set. Penn State
jumped out to an early 16-10 lead, and despite a small run
by Minnesota down the end of the set, Penn State came
out with a 25-21 set win to even the match at 1-1.

In the third set, the two squads showed how much of a
battle this match was set to be. The team traded runs and
leads, and Penn State fought tooth and nail to take a 30-
28 win after trailing 21-18. Penn State saw Parker put down
nine of the Nittany Lions’ 21 kills, while the team tallied 4.0
blocks in the set.

Penn State looked to retain that momentum into the fourth
set, and it seemed to be going the Blue & White’s way as
Penn State took a 14-10 lead early in the match. However, it
was Minnesota’s turn to battle back, and the Gophers were
able to take the set, 26-24. Parker again was the offensive
work horse for Penn State, leading with seven kills, but she
got some aid from Reed as she put down five, while hitting
.500.

In the fifth and deciding set, the two teams battled. The
Gopher jumped out to a 5-2 lead and took a 8-6 lead at
the switching of the sides. A service run by White tied the
game at 9-9 on an ace, forcing Minnesota to call a timeout.
From there, Penn State built off the gained momentum
and took the set, and match, with a 15-12 fifth set win.

Penn State falls in five-set heartbreaker, 3-2, with a 21-19 set five loss

UNIVERSITY PARK, Pa. - The No. 7 Penn State women’s
volleyball ended the 2018 regular season with a 3-2: 25-20,
22-25, 25-23,19-25, 21-19, loss to No. 8 Wisconsin in Rec
Hall on Saturday evening to move to 23-7, 14-6 on the year.

Penn State was led defensively by junior libero Kendall
White, who scooped up 26 digs. Her 26 digs per her at
503 for the season, giving her a new single season career
high, surpassing her 500 digs from her freshman year. She
is also now just five digs from breaking the Penn State
25-point era single season record of 507 set by Alyssa
D’Errico in 2010. White also now has 1,465 career digs and
is just 10 away from surpassing Dominque Gonzalez, who
finished her career with 1,474, in the No. 4 spot on the
Penn State all-time career digs leader board.

The Nittany Lions got 15 digs from redshirt senior Bryanna
Weiskircher and 10 from both freshmen Jonni Parker and
Jenna Hampton. Both Weiskircher and Parker finished the
match with double-doubles as Weiskircher dished out 60
assists, and added three blocks and two aces, and Parker
added 11 kills, three blocks, and an ace.

Penn State also got a good defensive outing from its
freshmen middle blockers as Kaitlyn Hord and Serena
Gray each added six blocks. Gray also added a fantastic
offensive performance putting down a new career-high
12 kills on .674 hitting, and was second on the team with
15.5 points. Hord added six kills with no errors for .429
performance.

Offensively, Nia Reed and Allyson Cathey were the
workhorses for the Nittany Lions. Reed tied a career high
with 20 kills, hitting .294 on 51 attempts. She also added
four blocks and two digs. Cathey put down 13 kills for her
first double-digit hitting performance since September 23
vs. Ohio State. She also added three digs, a block and an
ace.

It was a battle from the beginning, but ultimately untimely
errors would be the end-all for the Blue and White.

In the fifth and final set, Penn State fought back from
down 8-5, to 10-8, to finally being able to ward off set
point, and ultimately go up 15-14. From there the two
teams would fight back-and-forth trading set points, but
ultimately back-to-back Penn State attacking errors would
give Wisconsin the set and the match.
