UNIVERSITY PARK, Pa.; October 16, 2019 -- The Penn State Nittany Lions (3-9, 2-2 B1G),
hit the road for two Big Ten battles this weekend. Head coach Char Morett-Curtiss and
crew will visit Michigan State (6-7, 0-4 B1G) on Friday, Oct. 18, for a 3 p.m. game. The
team then heads to Ann Arbor to take on No. 9 Michigan (*10-3, 3-1 B1G) on Sunday, Oct.
20, at 12 p.m. *Michigan hosts Maryland on Friday while Penn State is at Michigan State.

Penn State is coming off a split decision this past weekend in home Big Ten action. The
Lions downed No. 8 Northwestern 3-2 in double-overtime on Friday night, getting the win-
ning goal from Anna Simon in extra time. Penn State then battled No. 6 lowa tough before
dropping a 4-1 game. The Lions are now 3-9 overall, 2-2 in Big Ten action.

The Nittany Lions are being led by Simon, who has 16 points off seven goals and two
assists. Alexis Horst and Paityn Wirth each have nine points. Horst has three goals and
three assists while Wirth has two goals and a team-leading five assists. Grace Wallis has
eight points off two and four. Keeper Brie Barraco has a 2.60 goals against average with
66 saves.

Michigan State enters the week with a 6-7 overall record, O-4 in the Big Ten. The Spartans
won over the Ohio Bearcats 1-0 last Friday before falling at Wake Forest 3-1 on Sunday. Lia
Sinisi leads Michigan State with 12 points off six goals while Nienke Bloemsaat and Aisha
Osinga each have 11 points off four goals and three assists each. Goalie Jade Arundell
has 108 saves and a 2.52 goals against average.

Michigan, which hosts Maryland prior 1o its battle with the Lions, heads into the weekend
with a 10-3 record, 3-1 in the Big Ten. The Wolverines are coming off wins over Ohio
State and Ball State last weekend and have won four straight games since a 1-0 loss to
Northwestern at the end of September. Meg Dowthwaite has 17 points off seven goals
and three assists and Fay Kelier has 16 off six and four. Goalie Anna Spieker has 22 saves
and a 0.75 goals against average.

Penn State has one game next week, hosting Ohio State on Friday, Oct. 256. The Nittany
Lions and Buckeyes square off in the Big Ten battle at 6 p.m. at the Penn State Field
Hockey Complex.

The Penn State Nittany field hockey team (0-1, 0-0 B1G), ranked No. 9 in the initial NFHCA Coaches
Poll, lost to No. 3 Duke (1-0) in the season opener for both teams on Friday. A young Penn State squad
battled the veteran Blue Devils tough early before Duke pulled away for the 4-1 non-conference victory.

The Nittany Lions got on the board quickly when sophomore Anna Simon (Hanau, Germany) fed junior
Alexis Horst (Port Trevorton, N.J.) for the goal with Horst notching Penn State’s first goal of the season
The early goal gave Penn State an early 1-O lead at the 5:08 mark. The Lion offense stayed on attack and
the defense held firm as Penn State led 1-0 after the opening period. Redshirt freshman Brie Barraco (Al-
lentown, Pa.), making her first collegiate start, made the first save of her career early in the second stanza
to keep the Nittany Lions on top. Duke found its offense during the second period, forcing Barraco into
a couple more saves before Blue Devil Olivia Sahaydak notched a goal at the 24:54 mark to tie the game
at 1-1.

The Penn State Nittany field hockey team (0-2, 0-0 B1G), ranked No. 9 in the initial NFHCA Coaches
Poll, fell to No. 11 Virginia (2-0) in a non-conference road game on Sunday. Penn State tied the game
late only to see Virginia notch the game-winning goal with just over a minute left as the Nittany Lions lost
2-1 in Charlottesvile.

Lion junior Abby Myers (Hartland, Wis.) redirected the shot past Speight and Penn State tied the game
1-1 less than two minutes into the third quarter. lowa retook the lead midway through the period, getting a
penalty stroke goal from Lokke Stribos at the 6:41 mark to retake the lead, 2-1. Penn State was hit with a
10:00 yellow on the stroke and a subsequent 5:00 yellow a bit later and trailed by one after three periods
lowa extended its lead less than a minute in to the fourth quarter when Murphy scored off an Ellie Holley
assists to give lowa a 3-1 lead. Penn State responded with a quick possession but lowa was able to
retake control of the ball and move it down to the Lion circle. The Lion defense held off the Hawkeye push
and Penn State trailed by two as the clock moved below the 9:00 mark. lowa picked up another goal on a
penalty comer as Anthe Nijziel scored at the 5:28 mark to put the Hawkeyes up 4-1. lowa’s defense was
able to withstand a late Lion charge and the Hawkeyes posted the 4-1 victory.

“You cannot waste shots inside the circle against a good defense and lowa has a strong defense,” said
head coach Char Morett-Curtiss.
