#9 PENN STATE 1, #3 DUKE 4
Friday, August 30, 2019 -- Durham, N.C.

The Penn State Nittany fi eld hockey team (0-1, 0-0 B1G), ranked No. 9 in the initial NFHCA Coaches 

Poll, lost to No. 3 Duke (1-0) in the season opener for both teams on Friday.  A young Penn State squad 

battled the veteran Blue Devils tough early before Duke pulled away for the 4-1 non-conference victory.

The Nittany Lions got on the board quickly when sophomore Anna Simon (Hanau, Germany) fed junior 

Alexis Horst (Port Trevorton, N.J.) for the goal with Horst notching Penn State’s fi rst goal of the season.  

The early goal gave Penn State an early 1-0 lead at the 5:08 mark.  The Lion offense stayed on attack and 

the defense held fi rm as Penn State led 1-0 after the opening period.  Redshirt freshman Brie Barraco (Al-

lentown, Pa.), making her fi rst collegiate start, made the fi rst save of her career early in the second stanza 

to keep the Nittany Lions on top.  Duke found its offense during the second period, forcing Barraco into 

a couple more saves before Blue Devil Olivia Sahaydak notched a goal at the 24:54 mark to tie the game 

at 1-1.  Duke found the back just minutes later, with Hannah Miller scoring off a Leah Crouse assist at the 

27:23 mark to give the Devils a 2-1 lead.  The Blue Devils carried that lead into halftime

Duke outshot Penn State 8-1 in the opening half and had the only penalty corner of the fi rst 30 minutes.  

Barraco had three saves in the fi rst half while Duke’s Sammi Steele had none.

Barraco kept Penn State close in the third period, doubling her save total while Duke stacked up fi ve more 

shots.  The Nittany Lions continued to trail by one throughout the third stanza and were within one goal 

heading into the fi nal period.The Nittany Lions battled Duke tough throughout the fi nal period, but the Blue 

Devil offense connected late in the game with Sahaydak notching her second goal of the contest at the 

53:00 mark to put Duke up 3-1.  Leah Crouse added a late unassisted goal for Duke at the 57:12 mark 

to close out the game’s scoring and give the Devils the 4-1 victory.

“We showed good signs today and we played together throughout the game,” said head coach Char 

Morett-Curtiss.  “But we have to do better taking care of the ball.  Turnovers and lack of possession really 

got us in trouble today and against a good team like Duke, it will be costly.  Our players gave 100 percent 

for the entire 60 minutes and that is defi nitely something we will build on as the season progresses.”

Duke outshot Penn State 17-4 while each team had three penalty corners.  Barraco fi nished the game 

with seven saves and four goals against while Steele had two saves and a goal against.

Sunday, September 1, 2019 -- Charlottesville, Va.

The Penn State Nittany fi eld hockey team (0-2, 0-0 B1G), ranked No. 9 in the initial NFHCA Coaches 

Poll, fell to No. 11 Virginia (2-0) in a non-conference road game on Sunday. Penn State tied the game 

late only to see Virginia notch the game-winning goal with just over a minute left as the Nittany Lions lost 

2-1 in Charlottesville.

The two squads battled evenly through the start of the fi rst period, with Virginia getting the early game’s 

lone shot on goal.  The Lion defense held, and the game moved into the latter part of the opening stanza 

still scoreless. The fi rst period ended in a 0-0 tie with Penn State’s defense holding off three Cavalier shots 

in the fi rst 15:00. Virginia got on the scoreboard fi rst less than two minutes into the second quarter when 

Anzel Viljoen scored unassisted at the 16:54 mark to give the Cavaliers a 1-0 lead. Virginia would hold 

Penn State off for the rest of the period and the Nittany Lions trailed 1-0 at intermission.

Virginia outshot Penn State 8-5 in the fi rst half.  Freshman goalie Brie Barraco (Allentown, Pa.) had four 

saves in the fi rst half to keep the Nittany Lions close.

Penn State came out aggressively in the third period, forcing the ball down to Virginia’s half of the fi eld 

and setting up a couple shots and a penalty corner.  Virginia goalie Lauren Hausheer kept the Lions out 

of the cage however and the game continued on at 1-0.  Penn State was unable to break through the 

Cavalier defense throughout the third period and trailed by one heading into the fi nal stanza. The teams 

traded barbs early in the fourth period with each goalie standing strong to keep the one goal spread intact.  

Penn State’s offensive pressure paid off with under fi ve minutes to play.  The Lion offense forced a penalty 

corner at the 55:30 mark and it led to the fi rst goal for Penn State.  Anna Simon (Hanau, Germany) took an 

assist from freshman Paityn Wirth (Thompsontown, Pa.) and found the back of the cage to tie the game 

at 1-1 at the 55:34 mark. Virginia, however, answered back just minutes later with a corner of their own.  

Gill Greer scored off a Rachel Robinson assist with just 1:03 to play to give Virginia a hard-fought 2-1 win.

“We had a strong third quarter for the second time this weekend, so we are making good adjustments 

at the half, which is nice,” said head coach Char Morett-Curtiss.  “But we need to be able to carry those 

things through for the entire second half.  We gave up late goals in each of these games, we need to be 

more aware of the clock.  But we defi nitely grew as a team from Friday to Sunday, so that is a positive 

that we will build upon.”

Virginia had a slim 14-13 edge in shots over the course of the game despite Penn State’s stronger second 

half.  Each team had six penalty corners in the game.  Barraco ended the contest with six saves while 

Hausheer had four for Virginia.

The Penn State Nittany Lion fi eld hockey team (0-3, 0-0 B1G), ranked No. 9 in the initial NFHCA Coaches 

Poll, lost a tough game at No. 16 Delaware (4-0) in its third straight road game to open the 2019 season. 

Head coach Char Morett-Curtiss’ squad scored fi rst in the game but ended up on the wrong end of a 3-1 

score in its third straight road game against a ranked foe.

The two teams traded possessions early in the fi rst period with each team moving the ball deep into the 

other’s territory to no avail.  Delaware had a solid chance to score but the Lion defense held fi rm and Penn 

State moved the ball down to the UD side of the fi eld.  The Blue Hens were able to stop the Nittany Lion 

charge and the game continued tied 0-0. Penn State continued to pressure UD and freshman Paityn Wirth 

(Thompsontown, Pa.) scored on the game’s fi rst shot to give the Lions a 1-0 lead at the 9:37 mark. Penn 

State carried that lead into the second quarter. Lion freshman goalie Brie Barraco (Allentown, Pa.) made a 

superb save early in the second period to keep the Hens of the scoreboard, but Delaware turned the effort 

into the game’s fi rst penalty corner.  The Lion defense notched a defensive save on a solid Delaware cor-

ner and Penn State kept its 1-0 lead after a furious Delaware effort.  Penn State picked up its fi rst penalty 

corner at the 3:25 mark but the Delaware defense was solid, keeping Penn State from scoring.  Delaware 

answered with a strong offensive push and moved the ball down for a corner with 2:30 on the clock but 

Barraco notched two saves on the corner.  Delaware, however, forced another corner and Lotte de Kon-

ing tied the game with a goal with just 1:55 to go in the half to send the game into intermission tied 1-1.

Delaware outshot Penn State 5-2 in the opening half and connected on one of its three corners. Penn 

State had one corner.  Barraco had three saves in the opening 30 minutes while Delaware’s Sydney 

Rhodes had one.

The Blue Hens maintained possession for the start of the third period, forcing Barraco into a couple saves 

that kept the game tied 1-1 as the second half got rolling. Penn State then took control and moved the 

ball to the UD side of the fi eld, picking up a corner fi ve minutes into the period. The Hens held fi rst, move 

the ball down to the Lion side of the fi eld and forced their fi fth penalty corner of the contest.  Femke Strien 

scored at the 36:00 mark off the corner to give the Hens a 2-1 lead. Delaware was able to hold that lead 

for the entirety of the third period and Penn State trailed by one with 15:00 to play. The Nittany Lions 

opened the fourth period in control of the ball in front of the Delaware cage, but the Blue Hens were able 

to hold off the effort and maintain their one goal lead.  Delaware worked the ball down to the Penn State 

side midway through the fi nal period, forcing a couple penalty corners.  Barraco was strong, however, 

notching an important save to keep Penn State within striking distance.  But the Hen offense was able to 

break through again as Ally Pollack scored during a scramble at the 52:47 mark to give UD a 3-1 lead. 

Delaware would hold that lead for the remainder of the game and notch a 3-1 win over the Nittany Lions.

“We did a lot of good early on, but we got away from our game plan late,” said Morett-Curtiss.  “Their 

defense was very good, we were on attack throughout the game but could not get any shots off and that 

cost us in the second half.”

Delaware posted a 15-3 lead in shots and had seven corners to Penn State’s two.  Barraco ended the 

contest with six saves while Rhodes had two for Delaware.

jThe Penn State Nittany Lion fi eld hockey team (0-4, 0-0 B1G), ranked No. 17 nationally, lost a hard-fought 

game to Old Dominion (3-1) in the team’s home opener Friday. The Monarchs broke open a tie with a 

fourth period goal to post the 2-1 win.

Penn State had two early chances to get on the scoreboard but Old Dominion keeper Cam MacGillivray 

notched the game’s fi rst save two minutes in to keep the game tied 0-0.  Penn State kept the pressure 

on the Monarch defense, picking up its fi rst penalty corner at the 5:00 mark, but the Lion shot was wide. 

Old Dominion had its fi rst shot saved by Lion goalie Brie Barraco (Allentown, Pa.) at the 2:40 mark.  The 

Lions got hit with a green card late in the period, giving ODU an advantage as the period wound down.  

Penn State’s defense held fi rm and the period ended in a 0-0 tie. The Nittany Lion took the advantage 

early in the second after an Old Dominion green card but could not take advantage.  ODU picked up their 

fi rst penalty corner at the 11:21 mark and made it count.  Erin Huffman scored off assists from Riley Taylor 

and Marlee McClendon to give Old Dominion the 1-0 lead at the 11:12 mark. Penn State answered with 

a corner of its own but could not connect and the Monarchs held the 1-0 lead as the period hit the 5:30 

mark. Penn State tied the game at the 2:03 mark when Alexis Horst (Port Trevorton, Pa.) took an Aubrey 

Mytych (Wyoming, Pa.) pass and scored.  The 1-1 tie held to intermission. 

Penn State outshot ODU 8-2 in the fi rst half but MacGillivray kept the Monarchs tied with three saves.  

Barraco had one for Penn State.  Both teams had two penalty corners.

The teams traded possession for the fi rst part of the third period with neither squad mounting a serious of-

fensive threat.  Penn State’s defense and junior Madison Hutson (Gloucester Point, Va.) kept Old Dominion 

out the Lion circle despite ODU owning possession for the middle minutes of the third period. Penn State 

looked to score after an ODU fi ve minute penalty at the 5:50 mark. Penn State picked up a corner at the 

2:12 mark and MacGillivray had another save to keep the game tied.

Old Dominion was able to kill 

the fi nal three-plus to grab the win.

“While we played hard, we have to be better inside 25,” said Morett-Curtiss.  “We had a lot of shots, 

that’s great, but we need to be on goal more.  We have to put the opposing goalie under more pressure.”

The Penn State Nittany Lion fi eld hockey team (0-5, 0-0 B1G), ranked No. 17 nationally, lost a hard-fought 

game at No. 5 Princeton (3-1) on Sunday. Penn State scored fi rst but Princeton notched two second half 

goals to grab the close 2-1 win over the Nittany Lions.

Penn State was strong on offense to start the game, picking up a corner four minutes into the contest.  

But Princeton goalie Grace Bayliss and the Tiger defense kept the game scoreless early.  Penn State had 

an early goal waved off following a corner and then the Nittany Lions withstood a fi rst period penalty to 

keep the game tied at the end of one period of play.  Each team had two corners in the opening period 

with the Tigers notching two shots off theirs.
