The Penn State men’s soccer team, under fourth-year head coach Jeff Cook, 
opens Big Ten Conference play by hosting the Northwestern Wildcats on Friday, 
Sept. 17 at Jeffrey Field. Kickoff is set for 7 p.m. and will stream live on Big Ten 
Network+.

NINTH ANNUAL MACK BRADY MATCH
	» Friday’s match with Northwestern marks the ninth annual Mack Brady Match, 

traditionally held on the team’s Big Ten home opener, as the Nittany Lions 
help celebrate the life and legacy of one of their biggest fans.

	» At the age of eight, Brady passed away on Dec. 31, 2012 following an 
unexpected blood infection. To honor his life and love for soccer, especially 
goalkeepering, Mack’s parents, Christian and Elizabeth Brady, created the 
“Mack Brady Memorial Soccer Fund.” The fund is an endowment for Penn 
State goalkeepers to assist with recruiting, equipment and other needs.

	» Penn State has always found a way to win in the Mack Brady Match, with a 
5-1-2 record in those games, including shutouts in the last two seasons.

LAST TIME OUT - PENN STATE TOPPED BY NO. 15 PITT, 1-0
	» Penn State was ultimately topped by a very good Pitt team, 1-0, Monday 

evening at Jeffrey Field after giving up an early goal to the 15th-ranked 
Panthers.

	» After both teams worked to establish the pace of play in the opening minutes 
of the match that was broadcast nationally on FS1, the visiting team passed 
a long ball down the right-side of the pitch in which a Pitt player beat out a 
Penn State defender and crossed the ball into the middle of the box to find 
the ACC leading scorer Rodrigo Almeida for the score.

	» The Nittany Lion defense tried to shake off the defensive miscue over the 
next 25 minutes as the Panthers dominated possession and would end up 
outshooting the home team, 8-2, after the first 45 minutes of action.

	» Penn State worked hard in the second half to find the equalizing goal, but the 
Pitt defense held strong for the eventual shutout.

OFFENSIVE WEAPONS
	» Penn State’s offense has weapons at every position on the pitch, making it 

difficult for opposing defenses to keep the ball out of the back of the net.
	» Eight different players have already recorded points this season with junior 

midfielder Andrew Privett leading the Nittany Lions with seven points on 
three goals and an assist. 

	» Captain of the midfield, Seth Kuhn, paces the team with four assists.
	» Penn State averages 12.33 shots per game and 6.00 shots on goal per game. 

Its 48.6 percent shot accuracy is first in the Big Ten and top-40 (36th) 
nationally.

PRIVETT IN FORM
	» Junior midfielder Andrew Privett is really playing well to 

start the 2021 season, currently pacing the Nittany Lions 
with seven points on three goals and one assist.

	» The Fallston, Md., native is fast on the wing in run of play 
and can also be dangerous in the box to find the back of 
the net.

	» His three goals is a career high, surpassing his previous 
best of two as a freshman in 2019.

	» The three total goals paces the conference and is 36th in 
the nation while his seven total points also leads the Big 
Ten and is 56th nationally.

STEVO’S SUCCESS
	» Junior defender/midfielder Alex Stevenson has been 

a versatile player for the Nittany Lions now in his third 
season, playing primarily on the wings of the backline and 
midfield.

	» The Bel Air, Md., native has already set a career high with 
three assists, surpassing his previous best of two he’s 
recorded the last two seasons.

	» His three total assists rank second in the Big Ten and 15th 
nationally while his 0.50 assists-per-game average is also 
second in the league and top-75 nationally (74th).

	» Sophomore defender Femi Awodesu has had an 

outstanding start to year two in Happy Valley, recording 
his first career goal at West Virginia (9/3) and his first 
career assist against American (9/6).
