UNIVERSITY PARK, Pa.; September 22, 2021 -- The Penn State Nittany Lions (6-0, 1-0
B1G), ranked No. 6 nationally, visit No. 2 lowa (8-0, 1-0 B1G) for a pair of games this
coming weekend. The Lions and Hawkeyes battle on Friday, Sept. 24 at 7 p.m. Eastern
for the conference-counted game and then on Sunday, Sept. 26 at 1 p.m. Eastern for
a non-conference game.

Penn State is coming off a thrilling 3-2 overtime win at No. 7 Maryland on Saturday.
Mackenzie Allessie scored Penn State’s first goal and Sophia Gladieux scored the sec-
ond and third (the latter in overtime) to spark Penn State. Brie Barraco had seven saves
in the win as well.

Gladieux and Anna Simon lead Penn State with 16 points off seven goals and two as-
sists each. Allessie checks in with 12 points off three goals and six assists. Elena Vos
has six assists as well. Barraco has 32 saves, a .780 save percentage and one shutout
to date.

lowa comes in with an 8-0 record, 1-0 in the Big Ten. The Hawkeyes have notches
six straight shutout wins as well. lowa downed Indiana for a Big Ten on Friday night,
3-0. The Hawkeyes then shutout No. 5 Louisville 2-0 on Sunday to remain unbeaten.
Ellie Holley leads lowa with 19 points off six goals and seven assists. Keeper Grace
McGuire has 20 saves, an .833 percentage and six shutouts. lowa leads the all-time
series 31-26-1, including the last meeting, 1-0 Hawkeye win in Virginia Beach this past
March (3/7/21).

Penn State will host two Big Ten games next weekend. The Nittany Lions host Indiana
on Friday, Oct. 1 at 6 p.m. and Northwestern on Sunday, Oct. 3 at 12 p.m.

The Penn State Nittany Lion field hockey team (1-0, 0-0 B1G) opened up the 2021 fall season with a
thrilling 3-2 overtime win at No. 8 Virginia (0-1) on Friday afternoon. Goalie Brie Barraco (Allentown,
Pa.) was outstanding in the cage, fending off 25 total shots and collecting nine saves while Jemma
Punch (McDowall, Australia) scored the game winner in extra time to clinch the win.

Penn State got on the scoreboard first in the season’s opening game. Midway through the first period,
Penn State's offensive pressure led to a penalty corner that ended in a 1-0 Penn State lead. New
Nittany Lion Mackenzie Allessie assisted on the corner, setting up Lion captain Anna Simon (Hanau,
Germany) for the goal, giving Penn State a 1-0 lead at the 7:03 mark. Penn State’s defense, anchored
by Meghan Reese (Coopersburg, Pa.) and goalie Brie Barraco (Allentown, Pa.) kept the Cavaliers at
length for the opening stanza and Penn State led 1-0 after one. The Nittany Lions continued to hold
the lead deep into the second period, but the Cavalier defense stiffened, and Penn State led 1-0 late
into the period. Virginia's offense began to break through as the clock moved below the 10:00 mark,
forcing a number of penalty corners down the stretch. The home team got on the board for the first
time when Amber Ezechiels scored off a penalty corner with 2:39 left in the half, assisted by Meghen
Hengerer.

The Penn State Nittany Lion field hockey team (5-0, 0-0 B1G), ranked No. 9 in the NFHCA Coaches
Poll, used a furious second half of offense to run away from No. 19 Delaware (2-4) for another impres-
sive non-conference win. The Nittany Lions posted the 3-0 victory at the Penn State Field Hockey
Complex to improve their record to 5-0 on the year. The two teams set a fast pace from the opening
whistle.

The Penn State Nittany Lion field hockey team (6-0, 1-0 B1G), ranked No. 8 in the NFHCA Coaches
Poll, posted a thrilling overtime win over No. 7 Maryland (4-2, 0-1 B1G) to open up Big Ten play.
Sophia Gladieux (Boyertown, Pa.) scored in extra time as Penn State won 3-2 in overtime in Maryland
on Saturday afternoon.

Maryland controlled possession early in the first period, keeping the ball in or near the Penn State
circle for the first five-plus minutes. Penn State goalie Brie Barraco (Allentown, Pa.) made a great save
on her left side as the clock moved below the 10:00 mark to keep the Terrapins off the board early.
