UNIVERSITY PARK, Pa. -- The Penn State Nittany Lion fi eld hockey team (4-1, 0-0 

B1G), ranked No. 6 in the latest NFHCA Coaches Poll, will visit No. 7 Michigan (3-2, 

0-0 B1G) in the conference opener for both teams. The game will be played in Ann 

Arbor on Friday, Sept. 16, at 5 p.m. The next day, Penn State will battle Cornell (2-1) 

on Michigan’s fi eld in a non-conference match-up set for Saturday, Sept. 17, at 3 p.m.

Penn State is coming off an impressive two-game road trip this past weekend, grabbing 

two victories over ranked foes. The Lions won 2-1 at No. 12 St. Joseph’s on Friday and 

4-2 at No. 24 Delaware on Sunday. The wins improved Penn State to 4-1 overall head-

ing into its Big Ten opener at Michigan.

Sophia Gladieux leads Penn State with 14 points off six goals and two assists while 

Mackenzie Allessie has nine off two and fi ve. Keeper Brie Barraco checks in with a 1.80 

goals against average, 14 saves and a .609 percentage.

Michigan will enter the weekend with a 3-2 record. The Wolverines own wins over Wake 

Forest, Central Michigan and Miami (Ohio) and losses to North Carolina and Louisville.  

Penn State leads the all-time series between the two teams 28-23, including 3-2 win in 

overtime on 10/29/21 last season in Happy Valley. 

Cornell heads into the weekend with a 2-1 mark, having lost a 2-1 game to UAlbany 

last weekend. The Big Red own wins over Colgate and Wagner. The Big Red play host 

Michigan on Sunday after the Saturday game with Penn State. Penn State won the only 

prior meeting between the two schools, 2-0 on 9/9/12 in State College.

Penn State returns home for the fi rst time in a month next weekend. The Lions host 

Michigan State on Friday, Sept. 23, at 6 p.m. in a Big Ten battle. Penn State then hosts 

Ohio State on Sunday, Sept. 25, at 12 p.m. to close out a conference weekend.

The Penn State Nittany Lion fi eld hockey team (1-0, 0-0 B1G), ranked No. 11 in the NFHCA Coaches 

Poll, downed No. 12 Virginia (0-1) in the season opener for both teams. Junior Sophia Gladieux (Boy-

ertown, Pa.) scored a late goal to lift Penn State to a 3-2 win over the Cavaliers at the Penn State 

Field Hockey Complex.

Virginia turned an early turnover into a quick shot right in front of Lion goalie Brie Barraco (Allentown, 

Pa.) but Laura Janssen’s shot slid wide just minutes into the game. Virginia picked up the game’s fi rst 

penalty corner at the 7:50 mark but Barraco kicked the ensuing shot aside to keep the game tied at 

0-0. Penn State forced its fi rst corner with 6:01 on the clock but an Anna Simon (Hanau, Germany) 

shot off the play was blocked.

The Nittany 

Lions continued to control the ball as the clock moved under 10:00. Penn State’s offi ce forced a 

penalty stroke with 9:42 on the clock and Allessie connected on the shot to put Penn State up 1-0. 

Penn State added to its lead in the fi nal minutes of the fi rst period when Simon scored at the 2:03 

mark with an assist from Caroline Myers (Hartland, Wis.). The Nittany Lions carried a 2-0 lead into the 

second period. Delaware looked to get its offense on track in the second period and forced Penn State 

goalie Brie Barraco (Allentown, Pa.) into a save 2:30 into the second period. The Hens forced their 

fi rst penalty corner at the 9:18 mark but the Lion defense blocked the ensuing shot. The teams traded 

barbs over the next fi ve minutes before Penn State’s Riley Taylor (Virginia Beach, Va.) got off a solid 

shot that UD goalie Lizzie Gaebel made a save on. The remainder of the half was scoreless, and Penn 

State carried a 2-0 lead into intermission. Penn State outshot Delaware 8-3 in the fi rst two quarters. 

Barraco had one save for Penn State while Gaebel had two for UD. Each team had one penalty corner.

Delaware came out fi ring in the second half and tied the game up in less than three minutes. The Hens 

forced an early corner just 1:16 into the period and Julia Del Duffhuis connected on the play to cut 

Penn State’s lead to 2-1. Just over a minute later, Delaware tied the game up on a Noelle Del Sabbagh 

goal at the 12:07 mark. But Penn State responded after the Hens early burst with Sophia Gladieux 

(Boyertown, Pa.) scoring off a Simon assist with 9:51 left in a furious third period to put Penn State 

up 3-2. A torrid pace led to three goals in the fi rst six minutes of the third period but both defenses 

held up over the remainder of the stanza and Penn State led 3-2 heading into the fourth. Penn State 

extended its lead to 4-2 under four minutes into the fi nal period on a second penalty stroke goal from 

Allessie with 11:12 on the clock. The next six minutes featured only one shot, an Allessie effort that 

Gaebel made a nice save on with 7:02 left in the game. Neither offense was able to break through 

strong defensive play by both squads and the game clock slid below the 2:00 mark. Penn State was 

able to work the clock down to zeroes and walk away with a hard fought 4-2 road win. Penn State 

outshot Delaware 12-8 but the Hens had three corners to only one for the Nittany Lions. Barraco had 

a solo save for Penn State while Gaebel had three for Delaware.
