UNIVERSITY PARK, Pa. -- The Penn State Nittany Lion field hockey team (2-1, 0-0
B1G), ranked No. 8 in the latest NFHCA Coaches Poll, will visit No. 12 St. Joseph’s (2-1)
and No. 24 Delaware (1-3) this coming weekend on an non-conference road trip. Head
coach Char Morett-Curtiss and her squad will visit St. Joseph’s on Friday, Sept. 9, for a
4 p.m. game and then Delaware on Sunday, Sept. 11, for a 12 p.m. contest.

Penn State is coming off a 6-2 win at UAlbany on Saturday. The Nittany Lions used an
effective penalty corner offense to post the win. With Jemma Punch and Anna Simon
anchoring the offensive and midfield, Sophia Gladieux scored three goals off Penn
State’s set offense and added an assist.

Gladieux leads Penn State with 12 points off five goals and two assists through three
games. Punch has four points off two goals, Mackenzie Allessie has four points off four
assists and Anna Simon has two points off two assists. Brie Barraco has eight saves
through three games.

St. Joseph’s will enter Friday’s game 2-1 record. The Hawks dropped a tough 2-1
double overtime game to Duke to start the season then downed No. 8 Rutgers 5-0 and
beat Drexel 5-2 in their last two outings Lily Santi leads SJU with 11 points off four goals
and three assists. Penn State leads the all-time series with SJU 10-0, including a 3-2
win last year on Sept. 5, 2021, in State College.

Delaware, which hosts UConn on Friday while the Nittany Lions are in Philadelphia,
enters the weekend with a 1-3 record. The Blue Hens have lost to No. 12 Virginia, No.
21 American and Monmouth after opening the season with a win over VCU. Oudshoorn
leads UD with four points off a goal and two assists. Penn State leads the all-time series
17-7-2, including a 3-0 win on Sept. 12, 2021, last year at the FH Hockey Complex.

Penn State continues an early season road stretch by opening up the Big Ten schedule
in Ann Arbor next weekend. The Nittany Lions visit Michigan on Friday, Sept. 16, for a 5
p.m. game. The Lions then remain at Michigan where they will battle Cornell on Satur-
day, Sept. 17 at 3 p.m. in a neutral site non-conference game.

Poll, downed No. 12 Virginia (0-1) in the season opener for both teams. Junior Sophia Gladieux (Boy-
ertown, Pa.) scored a late goal to lift Penn State to a 3-2 win over the Cavaliers at the Penn State
Field Hockey Complex.

Virginia turned an early turnover into a quick shot right in front of Lion goalie Brie Barraco (Allentown,
Pa.) but Laura Janssen'’s shot slid wide just minutes into the game. Virginia picked up the game’s first
penalty corner at the 7:50 mark but Barraco kicked the ensuing shot aside to keep the game tied at
0-0. Penn State forced its first corner with 6:01 on the clock but an Anna Simon (Hanau, Germany)
shot off the play was blocked. The first period ended in a scoreless tie. The Nittany Lions got hit with
a green card just over :30 into the second period but the Lions worked the ball down into the Cavalier
circle, forcing two quick penalty corners. Gladieux's hard shot off the second was ruled too high and
the game continued at zeroes. Gladieux had a goal disallowed at the 10:10 mark after a successful
Virginia review. A Virginia corner at the 8:55 mark led to the game'’s first goal with Jans Croon scoring
off assists from Daniela Mendez-Trendler and Lindsay Dickinson. The Cavaliers took the 1-0 lead at
the 8:45 mark. Penn State tied the game with 2:03 left in the game, scoring off a Mackenzie Allessie
(Mount Joy, Pa.) corner. Allessie’s inbound pass sent to Gladieux who drilled the ball inside where
Meghan Reese (Coopersburg, Pa.) redirected the ball past Virginia goalie Tyler Kennedy. Virginia had
two late corners, but the Lion defense stood firm, and the game moved to halftime tied 1-1. Penn State
posted a slip 9-7 edge in shots during the first two periods and both Barraco and Kennedy had two
saves. The Nittany Lions had an 8-4 edge in penalty corners.

Penn State forced a penalty corner with 12:58 on the clock but Gladieux’s shot was blocked. The
Nittany Lions responded with two corners around the 11:00 mark. Neither effort was successful but
appeared to take the lead on a Sophia Mannino (Doylestown, Pa.) goal, but for the second time a
Penn State goal was overturned on review and the game moved on tied 1-1 at the 9:51 mark. Virginia
had a red card at the 7:00 mark but Penn State got hit with a green at 5:00, negating much of the
player edge. With teams at even strength, Penn State's Grace Wallis (Blue Bell, Pa.) drove the ball into
the Virginia circle to force a penalty corner at 1:16. Kennedy made the save for Virginia, but the Lions
forced another corner with :49 left in the period. Allessie’s shot was blocked and the game moved to
the fourth period tied 1-1. Virginia pressured the Lion defense quickly to start the fourth period, forcing
apenalty corner at the 13:45 mark, then a second, and a third. The first two were blocked and Barraco
made the save on the third to keep the game tied. Virginia took the lead with 11:15 left in the game
when Laura Jannen scored unassisted from the top of the circle to put the Cavaliers up 2-1. Penn
State quickly tied the game up. Jemma Punch (McDowall, Australia) took a Julia Lam (Phoenixville,
Pa.) assist off a corner to knot the game at 2-2 with 9:09 left to play. Allessie fed the ball into Carly
Gannon (Havertown, Pa.) with 2:42 on the clock and Gannon forced a corner. A subsequent Lion
corner was awarded at 2:12 but Kennedy knocked a hot Gladieux shot away. With the final seconds
winding down, Gladieux made good. She took possession just shy of midfield and broke free down
to the Virginia circle. The Lion junior rocketed a shot past the Cavalier keeper for an unassisted game
winner with just :32 left in the game. Gladieux’s late heroics gave the Nittany Lions a thrilling 3-2 win.
Penn State outshot Virginia 21-11, including a 12-4 edge in the second half. The Nittany Lions added
six more corners in the second half and owned a 14-7 advantage as well. Barraco ended the game
with three saves while Kennedy kept Virginia in the game with eight saves.

The Penn State Nittany Lion field hockey team (1-1, 0-0 B1G), ranked No. 11 in the NFHCA Coaches
Poll, lost a hard-fought non-conference game to No. 9 Louisville (2-0) in the second game of the
season for both teams. The visiting Cardinals used a late penalty stroke to grab a 2-1 win at the Penn
State Field Hockey Complex. Louisville worked the ball into the Nittany Lion circle to start the game,
getting off a quick shot that Lion goalie Brie Barraco (Allentown, Pa.) was able to kick aside. The
Cardinals forced the game’s first penalty corner at the 10:57 mark. Barraco once again was able kick
away a Julie Kouijzer shot to keep the game scoreless early. Mackenzie Allessie (Mount Joy, Pa.) got
off Penn State’s first shot at 5:30 after a nifty drive down the left side of the UL circle. Cardinal keeper
Sasha Elliott was able to make the save to keep the game tied 0-0. Aubrey Semler (Orefield, Pa.) got off
a quick shot from the left of the circle that sailed just wide with 3:00 left as Penn State turned the tables
on possession. Another Allessie shot and another Elliott save closed out the scoreless first period tie.

The two teams traded early possessions until the Lions worked the ball deep into the Louisville circle.
Grace Wallis (Blue Bell, Pa.) got off a hard shot that the UL keep was able to block as the clock moved
to the 10:00 mark. Sophia Gladieux (Boyertown, Pa.) followed with a quick tip that Elliott made the
save on and then Penn State picked up tis first corner with 8:42 on the clock. Elliott made the save off
Gladieux’ s rocket shot on the offensive set and the game remained scoreless. Louisville responded
with a fast break that Gery Schnarrs (Camp Hill, Pa.) stopped. Schnarrs fed Jemma Punch (McDowall,
Australia) down the left sideline and the Lion senior blasted a shot at Elliott. Elliott blocked the effort,
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but Gladieux was right there, knocking the rebound past the UL keeper to give Penn State a 1-0 lead
with 5:45 left in the half. Penn State kept the pressure on, forcing two corners. But two Anna Simon
(Hanau, Germany) shots were blocked as the clock hit the 3:30 mark. Penn State carried the 1-0 lead
into halftime. After giving up the first two shots of the game, Penn State outshot Louisville 11-2 overall
in the first half. The Nittany Lions forced three penalty corners to one for UL. Barraco had the two early
saves for Penn State while Elliott collected seven for Louisville.

Louisville forced a penalty corner early in the third period, but an Aimee Plumb shot went wide. The
Lions worked the ball down to the UL circle on a fast break, but a Punch crossing pass slid out of
bounds with 10:10 left in the period. Elena Vos (Grave, The Netherlands), Kelsey Love (State College,
Pa.) and the Lion defense kept the pressure off of the Lion cage as the clock move under the 8:00
mark. Freshman Ella Jennes (Aerdenhout, The Netherlands) had a nifty drift from the left side stymied
by Elliott with 6:09 on the clock but Penn State had re-established the offensive pressure it ended the
first half with. A Jennes to Carly Gannon (Havertown, Pa.) pass allowed Penn State to eventually force
a corner at 4:58, but the call was overturned, and action resumed with Penn State up 1-0. Penn State
got hit with a green card at the 1:50 mark, giving Louisville a player advantage for the remainder of the
period. Louisville took advantage of the card and tied the game with :27 left in the period when Katie
Schneider scored unassisted. Gladieux had a close shot kicked aside at the 11:20 mark to open up
the fourth period. The Nittany Lions kept action in the UL circle, but the Cardinal was able to regain
possession and move the ball down to the Penn State side. Louisville’s Plumb had a shot blocked
by Barraco with 9:10 left and the game continued in a 1-1 tie. A brief Lion press was pushed back
by Louisville and the Cardinals picked up a corner with 7:29 on the clock. Barraco kicked away two
Plumb shots from 15 feet to keep the game tied. But Louisville worked the ball back in front of the Lion
cage where Barraco slid into a Louisville player to block a shot and penalty stroke was called. Plumb
connected on the penalty shot and Louisville took a 2-1 lead with 4:22 left in the game. Penn State
worked the ball downfield, looking for a tying goal, but the Cardinals were able to push back each Lion
effort and work the clock down below 2:00. With 1:30 left in the game, Penn State moved into the
Louisville circle, but Louisville was able to push the ball out of bounds twice. The Lions kept the ball
on the Louisville endline and picked up a penalty corner with :27 left in the game. Punch’s shot off the
corner was blocked but the Lions were awarded another corner at :18. A subsequent Lion shot was
blocked, and Louisville ran out the clock for the win. Penn State outshot Louisville 14-9 overall but the
Cardinals owned a 7-3 edge in the second half. Penn State owned a 5-3 advantage in corners. Bar-
raco had five saves for Penn State while Elliott had eight for Louisville, seven in the first half.

The Penn State Nittany Lion field hockey team (2-1, 0-0 B1G), ranked No. 11 in the NFHCA Coaches
Poll, picked up a non-conference win at the University at Albany (1-2) on Saturday, Sept. 3. The Nittany
Lions exploded for six goals in a 6-2 victory in New York in the first road game of the season for head
coach Char Morett-Curtiss’s squad. Penn State got on the board quickly, with Grace Wallis (Blue Bell,
Pa.) scoring at the 11:18 mark off an assist from Sophia Gladieux (Boyertown, Pa.). Gladieux used a
strong backhand pass to find Wallis pressing towards the cage to give the Nittany Lions an early 1-0
lead. Penn State picked up the game’s first penalty corner midway through the first period, but the
Dane’s defense held. But Penn State connected shortly thereafter. Anna Simon (Hanau, Germany) had
a shot blocked on a corner, but the Lion senior then connected on a pass to Gladieux seconds later,
with the latter finding the back of the cage to put the Nittany Lions up 2-0. Penn State continued to
pour it on offensively. Mackenzie Allessie (Mount Joy, Pa.) took another penalty corner and fed Simon,
who dished to junior Carly Gannon (Havertown, Pa.). Gannon sent the ball past UAlbany keeper Han-
nah Mangan with 7:18 left in the opening period to put the Nittany Lions on top 3-0. UAlbany picked
up its first penalty corner in the final seconds of the first period but Alison Smisdom’s shot hit the post
and the first period ended with Penn State up by three.

UAlbany took the momentum early in the second period, forcing a quick corner. Smisdom took an as-
sist from Charlotte Triggs and knocked the ball into the cage to cut Penn State’s lead to 3-1 just 1:10
into the second stanza. Penn State worked the ball down to the Dane’s side of the field after the initial
Dane score. Simon had a shot on goal batted aside and UAlbany worked the ball back down field.
The Great Danes cut the Penn State lead to one at the 9:35 mark when Sophia Schoonmaker scored
to cut the lead to 3-2. The teams traded possessions for the next five minutes with neither defense
giving ground. Penn State got hit with a green card with just :38 left in the first half, but the Nittany Lino
defense held for the period’s final seconds and Penn State led 3-2 heading into intermission. Penn
State outshot UAlbany 11-3 in the first half and had a slim 3-2 edge in penalty corners. UAlbany keeper
Hanna Mangan had seven saves in the first half, the lone goalie saves in the first 30:00.

Penn State began the half on the offensive with Allessie getting off a quick shot just over a minute in.
Her efforts led to an early penalty corner for the Nittany Lions. Jemma Punch (McDowall, Australia) had
two shot on off the corner, the first blocked and the second saved by Mangan. Penn State continued
to press on offense, with Wallis have a shot glide just wide of the UAIbany cage at the 8:07 mark. Penn
State’s consistent offense led to another Allessie corner with 5:56 left in the period. Penn State con-
nected on the penalty corner with Allessie feeding Elena Vos (Grave, The Netherlands), who passed
to Gladieux for the goal, putting Penn State up 4-2 with 5:51 on the clock. Gladieux connected yet
again off another Nittany Lion corner, with an identical Allessie to Vos set up for Gladieux’s third goal of
the game with 2:30 left in the period. The goal gave Penn State a 5-2 lead after three periods of play.
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Penn State continued to pour it on in the fourth period. Punch gave the Nittany Lions a 6-2 lead just
over two minutes into the final period, scoring unassisted at the 12:51 mark. UAlbany countered with
an offensive push of its own, forcing a penalty corner a minute later. But Penn State’s defense did not
give way and the Nittany Lions maintained their four-goal lead. Penn State continued to control pos-
session for the bulk of the fourth period. The teams traded possession in the midfield until Albany was
able to move the ball down to the Nittany Lion circle as the clock moved below 5:00. But Penn State’s
defense was up to the task and kept UAlbany from threatening. Penn State was able stifle any late
UAlbany push and wound out the clock to roll to the 6-2 victory. The Nittany Lions outshot UAlbany
