UNIVERSITY PARK, Pa. -- The Penn State Nittany Lion fi eld hockey team (9-7, 4-4 

B1G), ranked No. 14 in the nation, will head to Ann Arbor, Mich., for the 2023 Big Ten 

Tournament. The four-day event will be hosted by the University of Michigan and begins 

with three fi rst-round games on Thursday, Nov. 2.

Penn State fi nished in a three-way tie for fourth in the B1G standings and will be the 

4th-seed. The Nittany Lions face No. 11 Ohio State (13-5, 4-4 B1G), the 5th-seed, in 

the fi rst quarterfi nal game of the event, Thursday at 11 a.m. The Big Ten semifi nals on 

Friday and the title game on Sunday will air on the Big Ten Network. The quarterfi nals 

stream on B1G+.

Penn State is coming off a 3-1 win at Indiana last Friday. The Nittany Lions were led by 

Sophia Gladieux and Mackenzie Allessie, who accounted for Penn State’s three goals 

in the game.

The Nittany Lions are being led by Gladieux’s 42 points off a team-best 20 goals and 

two assists. Mackenzie Allessie has 21 off eight and fi ve while Carly Gannon has 11 off 

four and three. Keeper Brie Barraco has 93 saves, a .795 percentage and two shutouts 

this season.

Ohio State enters the game off a long break, having last played on Oct. 22 when the 

Buckeyes downed Bellarmine 7-0. Ohio State has not played a Big Ten foe since Oct. 

15. Penn State won the regular season meeting between the two, a hard-fought 2-1 

victory at the Penn State Field Hockey Complex. 

The winner of the Ohio State/Penn State game will face No. 1 Northwestern in the 

semifi nals on Friday at 1 p.m. The Big Ten Tournament championship game is set for 12 

p.m. on Sunday, Nov. 5. The fi eld of 18 teams for the 2023 NCAA Field Hockey Cham-

pionship tournament will be revealed live on Sunday, Nov. 5, at 10 p.m. on NCAA.com.

3-1 WIN AT INDIANA IN REGULAR SEASON FINALE
Penn State clinched the 4th-seed a the 2023 Big Ten Tournament with a hard-

fought 3-1 win at Indiana in the regular season fi nale for the Nittany Lions. Phia 

Gladieux netted two goals and Mackenzie Allessie connected on a penalty 

stroke to lead Penn State. The win gave Penn State a 9-7 record overall and a 

4-4 mark in Big Ten games, tied with Ohio State and Iowa. The Nittany Lions 

won the tie-breaker and earned the 4th-seed at B1Gs.

GLADIEUX SCORES TWICE TO LEAD LIONS TO 2-1
WIN OVER #5 IOWA; EARNS BIG TEN AND NFHCA
OFFENSIVE PLAYER OF THE WEEK HONORS
Senior Phia Gladieux scored both of Penn State’s goals, one in the second 

and one in the third, to lift the Nittany Lions to a 2-1 win over No. 5 Iowa in 

the home fi nale for Penn State. The Nittany Lions trailed 1-0 after a fi rst period 

Iowa goal but strong defense and 11 saves from keeper Brie Barraco gave 

Gladieux and the Lion offense time to work towards the comeback victory. 

Gladieux was named Big Ten Offensive Player of the Week for her efforts.

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HEAD COACH LISA BERVINCHAK LOVE

Penn State Vice President for Intercollegiate Athletics Dr. Pat Kraft named Lisa 
Bervinchak Love the head coach of Penn State’s storied fi eld hockey program 
on February 20,2023. Bervinchak Love, the long-time associate head coach 
for the recently retired Char Morett-Curtiss, became the sixth head coach in 
school history.

Bervinchak Love will begin her fi rst season as the head coach in what will 
be her 30th year on the Penn State staff . She began her Penn State coaching 
career in 1994, joining Morett-Curtiss’ staff  as an assistant coach, was 
eventually promoted to associate head coach, and has remained a fi xture in 
the Penn State community since.

“We are excited to have Lisa take over the reins of the Penn State fi eld hockey 
program,” said Kraft. “Lisa has been a huge part of the program’s success for 
the last 29 years, working alongside the legendary Char Morett-Curtiss. Lisa’s 
fi ngerprints are all over this program and she is more than ready to take on 
the challenge of being a head coach. Her love for Penn State, this program 
and these student-athletes is evident when you talk to her and her passion 
shines through in every aspect of her coaching.”

“I am truly blessed and honored to be the next head coach for Penn State 
Field Hockey,” said Bervinchak Love. “I want to thank Pat Kraft for giving me 
this opportunity and Char for all her support, mentoring and the friendship 
she has given me over the years. Char has been the heart and soul of this 
program for a long time, and I am truly grateful to have been by her side for 
29 of those years. I will do my best to honor Char’s legacy and the traditions 
of Penn State Field Hockey. We will continue to play with heart and strive to 
be the best both on and off  the fi eld. We Are!”

During Bervinchak Love’s time on the Penn State staff , the Nittany Lion 
program cemented itself as a national powerhouse. Since her arrival as an 
assistant coach, Penn State has achieved national success:

“When I returned to Penn State in 1987 Lisa was a talented right wing,” said 
former head coach Char Morett-Curtiss upon her retirement in February of 
2023. “She could weave through a defense with skill and speed and make 
it look easy.  More importantly she displayed a love for the game, a fi erce 
competitive spirit, a motivational work ethic and was highly respected by 
her teammates.  She became a humble captain her senior year and a fi rst-
team All-American.”

“A few years later, searching for an assistant in 1993, I reached out to Lisa,” 
Morett-Curtiss continued. “She always embodied the traditions, values, 
and pride of Penn State Field Hockey as a player and alum and I knew that 
she would be an outstanding coach. Twenty-nine years, as a leader by my 
side, she has exceeded those expectations and has become a coach who 
has led Penn State to years of consistent success in the classroom and on 
the fi eld.  She values every aspect of a player’s collegiate life, coaches with a 
keen knowledge of the game, and an understanding to prepare weekly for 
game day decisions and success.  Lisa is a proud representative of Penn State 
University, who is highly respected in the coaching community and amongst 
her coaching peers on campus. Our years together were successful, fun and 
special. With Lisa at the helm, Penn State Field Hockey is primed for success.”

As a player, Bervinchak Love played there years at Penn State after 
transferring from Villanova at the conclusion of her freshman year. A three-
year letterwinner (1986-88), Bervinchak Love earned a lengthy list of honors 
during her playing career:

* First-team NFHCA All-American
* First-team All-Atlantic 10
* Atlantic-10 All-Tournament Team
* Atlantic-10 Player of the Week
* 28 career goals in three seasons at Penn State
* Team captain as a senior

Following her graduation from Penn State in 1989, Bervinchak Love 
continued to play fi eld hockey at the national level. In 1991, she helped 
guide her team to a Silver Medal at the Olympic Sports Festival in Los 
Angeles. Bervinchak Love graduated from Penn State with a degree in 
health policy and administration. She began her professional career as an 
elementary school teacher in Penn Manor School District and assisted head 
coaches in fi eld hockey and basketball. She continued teaching in a number 
of elementary schools before coming to Penn State as an assistant coach.

She is married to Steve Love, a Penn State alum and senior graphic designer 
in Penn State Athletics. They have two daughters, Taylor and Kelsey (a junior 
on this year’s Nittany Lion team).

The Penn State Nittany Lion fi eld hockey team (0-1, 0-0 B1G), ranked No. 5 in the National Field 

Hockey Coaches Association (NFHCA) Coaches Poll, dropped a hard-fought game at No. 6 Virginia 

(1-0) in the season opener for both teams. The Nittany Lions fell 2-1 on the road in Charlottesville, Va. 

The game was the fi rst for new head coach Lisa Bervinchak Love.

Both ranked teams battled each other evenly for the opening minutes, with neither team managing a 

shot on goal. Virginia survived an early green card to keep the game scoreless as the fi rst period hit the 

midway point. Penn State keeper Brie Barraco made a save on the fi rst shot of the game, turning back 

Virginia’s Dani Mendez-Trendler at the 6:18 mark.

The Penn State Nittany Lion fi eld hockey team (4-3, 0-1 B1G), ranked No. 12 in the National Field 

Hockey Coaches Association (NFHCA) Coaches Poll, dropped a tough double-overtime thriller to No. 

10 Rutgers (7-0, 1-0 B1G) in the Big Ten opener for both teams. The Scarlet Knights scored early in 

the second extra period to grab a 1-0 victory on the opening night of Big Ten play.

Penn State had possession to open the game, but the Rutgers defense turned a quick Lion attack 

away.

The Penn State Nittany Lion fi eld hockey team (5-4, 0-1 B1G), ranked No. 16 in the National Field 

Hockey Coaches Association (NFHCA) Coaches Poll, dropped a hard-fought 2-1 game to No. 10 

Syracuse (7-2) in a battle of nationally ranked teams. All three goals were scored in the third period 

of the non-conference contest, played during a steady rain at the Penn State Field Hockey Complex.

Penn State nearly scored in the opening minute when Carly Gannon intercepted a Syracuse pass in 

front of the Orange cage and sent the ball careening towards the goal. But SU keeper Brooke Borzy-

mowski swatted the ball down and the early threat was neutralized. Syracuse turned the ball over at 

the 11:30 mark, allowing Penn State to briefl y return the ball to the SU circle, but the Orange defense 

held. Syracuse had its fi rst offensive threat with 7:30 on the clock with a tip shot going high over Lion 

keeper Brie Barraco and the Penn State goal. The Orange’s pressure forced the game’s fi rst penalty 

corner at 6:50. Eefke van den Nieuwenhof’s shot went wide and the Barraco made a save on a Hattie 

Madden shot seconds later.

Hockey Coaches Association (NFHCA) Coaches Poll, dropped a tough 2-0 home game to No. 1 

Northwestern (14-1, 6-0 B1G). The Wildcats scored once in the fi rst and last periods to grab the Big 

Ten conference victory. Nittany Lion goalie Brie Barraco stopped an early Northwestern fast break with 

good defense at the 13:05 mark. She then made a save on a close NU shot. The Wildcats picked up a 

corner, but Barraco made a save on the ensuing shot. Northwestern was able to keep the pressure on 

Penn State, picking up another quick corner. The Wildcats connected on the play with Lauren Wadas 

scoring at the 11:18 mark to give the Wildcats an early 1-0 lead. Penn State worked the ball downfi eld 

where Sophia Gladieux had a hard backhand knocked away by NU keeper Anabel Skubisz at the fi rst 

period hit its midway point.

The Penn State Nittany Lion fi eld hockey team (9-7, 4-4 B1G), ranked No. 15 in the National Field 

Hockey Coaches Association (NFHCA) Coaches Poll, grabbed a 3-1 win at Indiana (5-13, 0-8 B1G) in 

the regular season fi nale for head coach Lisa Bervinchak Love’s team. Sophia Gladieux scored twice 

in the Big Ten road win.

Penn State came out with quick pressure on offense and forced a penalty corner just over 1:00 into the 

game. Gladieux had her shot off the set saved by IU goalie Arabella Loveridge and Drew Taylor took a 

quick rebound shot that forced a penalty stroke for the Nittany Lions. Mackenzie Allessie knocked the 

free shot into the cage for a Penn State 1-0 lead at 13:45. Indiana was able to move the ball down to 

Penn State’s side at the 11:00 mark but Penn State easily regained possession. Penn State picked up 

a second corner at 8:21. Loveridge made a save on the fi rst Lion shot, Penn State picked up another 

corner and Loveridge made another quick save.
