UNIVERSITY PARK, Pa. -- The Penn State Nittany Lion field hockey team (5-4, 0-1
B1G), ranked No. 16 in the NFHCA Coaches Poll, heads to College Park, Md., to take
on No. 8 Maryland (*7-2, 0-0 B1G) on Sunday, Oct. 1. The game starts at 2 p.m. and is
a Big Ten Network national telecast. *Maryland is at No. 6 Rutgers on Thursday, Sept.
28, post-press.

Penn State is coming off a tough 2-1 home loss to No. 10 Syracuse on Sunday. Nittany
Lion Sophia Gladieux notched Penn State’s lone goal in the third period while keeper
Brie Barraco kept Penn State close with eight saves in goal. The loss dropped Penn
State to 5-4 overall.

The Nittany Lions are being led by Gladieux, who has 23 points off 11 goals and an
assist. Mackenzie Allessie checks in with 12 off five and two while Carly Gannon has
nine off three and three. Barraco has 47 saves, a .783 percentage and a 1.45 goals
against average.

Maryland was off last weekend and last played on Sept. 18 when it won at Virginia
2-1. The Terrapins play Rutgers on Thursday before the Penn State game, with the RU
contest serving as Maryland’s Big Ten opener. The Terrapins enter the week 7-2 overall.
Penn State leads the all-time series with Maryland, 28-18-1. The Nittany Lions won the
lone game last season, a 5-1 victory in State College.

Penn State hosts Ohio State on Friday, Oct. 6, in its lone game next weekend. The
Nittany Lions and Buckeyes meet at 5 p.m. at the Penn State Field Hockey Complex.

Penn State Vice President for Intercollegiate Athletics Dr. Pat Kraft named Lisa
Bervinchak Love the head coach of Penn State’s storied field hockey program
on February 20,2023. Bervinchak Love, the long-time associate head coach
for the recently retired Char Morett-Curtiss, became the sixth head coach in
school history.

Bervinchak Love will begin her first season as the head coach in what will
be her 30th year on the Penn State staff. She began her Penn State coaching
career in 1994, joining Morett-Curtiss’ staff as an assistant coach, was
eventually promoted to associate head coach, and has remained a fixture in
the Penn State community since.

“We are excited to have Lisa take over the reins of the Penn State field hockey
program,” said Kraft. “Lisa has been a huge part of the program’s success for
the last 29 years, working alongside the legendary Char Morett-Curtiss. Lisa’s
fingerprints are all over this program and she is more than ready to take on
the challenge of being a head coach. Her love for Penn State, this program
and these student-athletes is evident when you talk to her and her passion
shines through in every aspect of her coaching.”

“I am truly blessed and honored to be the next head coach for Penn State
Field Hockey,” said Bervinchak Love. “I want to thank Pat Kraft for giving me
this opportunity and Char for all her support, mentoring and the friendship
she has given me over the years. Char has been the heart and soul of this
program for a long time, and | am truly grateful to have been by her side for
29 of those years. | will do my best to honor Char’s legacy and the traditions
of Penn State Field Hockey. We will continue to play with heart and strive to
be the best both on and off the field. We Are!”

She values every aspect of a player’s collegiate life, coaches with a
keen knowledge of the game, and an understanding to prepare weekly for
game day decisions and success. Lisa is a proud representative of Penn State
University, who is highly respected in the coaching community and amongst
her coaching peers on campus. Our years together were successful, fun and
special. With Lisa at the helm, Penn State Field Hockey is primed for success.”

As a player, Bervinchak Love played there years at Penn State after
transferring from Villanova at the conclusion of her freshman year. A three-
year letterwinner (1986-88), Bervinchak Love earned a lengthy list of honors
during her playing career:

Following her graduation from Penn State in 1989, Bervinchak Love
continued to play field hockey at the national level. In 1991, she helped
guide her team to a Silver Medal at the Olympic Sports Festival in Los
Angeles. Bervinchak Love graduated from Penn State with a degree in
health policy and administration. She began her professional career as an
elementary school teacher in Penn Manor School District and assisted head
coaches in field hockey and basketball. She continued teaching in a number
of elementary schools before coming to Penn State as an assistant coach.

She is married to Steve Love, a Penn State alum and senior graphic designer
in Penn State Athletics. They have two daughters, Taylor and Kelsey (a junior
on this year’s Nittany Lion team).

The Penn State Nittany Lion field hockey team (0-1, 0-0 B1G), ranked No. 5 in the National Field
Hockey Coaches Association (NFHCA) Coaches Poll, dropped a hard-fought game at No. 6 Virginia
(1-0) in the season opener for both teams. The Nittany Lions fell 2-1 on the road in Charlottesville, Va.
The game was the first for new head coach Lisa Bervinchak Love.

Both ranked teams battled each other evenly for the opening minutes, with neither team managing a
shot on goal. Virginia survived an early green card to keep the game scoreless as the first period hit the
midway point. Penn State keeper Brie Barraco made a save on the first shot of the game, turning back
Virginia’s Dani Mendez-Trendler at the 6:18 mark. Barraco made a second save with 2:15 left in the
opening period to keep the Cavaliers off the scoreboard.

The Penn State Nittany Lion field hockey team (1-1, 0-0 B1G), ranked No. 5 in the National Field Hock-
ey Coaches Association (NFHCA) Coaches Poll, came back from a two-goal deficit to beat American
University (1-1) in a non-conference road game on Sunday. Senior Mackenzie Allessie scored the
game’s final two goals, including the game winner in overtime, to lift Penn State to the 3-2, come-
from-behind win.

The teams battled through an even four minutes before Penn State forced the game'’s first penalty
corner at the 10:26 mark.

Nittany Lion Sophia Gladieux notched a hat trick in the home win for
Penn State.

The Penn State Nittany Lion field hockey team (4-3, 0-1 B1G), ranked No. 12 in the National Field
Hockey Coaches Association (NFHCA) Coaches Poll, dropped a tough double-overtime thriller to No.
10 Rutgers (7-0, 1-0 B1G) in the Big Ten opener for both teams. The Scarlet Knights scored early in
the second extra period to grab a 1-0 victory on the opening night of Big Ten play.
