LAST TIME OUT: Stanford split its matches last weekend at the Big Ten/Pac-12
Challenge in Champaign, Illinois. The Cardinal swept the Fighting Illini in their
home opener, led by Kathryn Plummer (14 kills) and Merete Lutz, who had 12
kills in her season debut. Stanford then came up short against No. 3 Penn State
in a five-set thriller. Plummer finished with 20 kills and 10 digs, while Audriana
Fitzmorris hit .385 with a season-best 13 kills in the middle.

ROAD TESTED: Stanford finally plays its first home match this week. The Cardi-
nal is slated to play 13 of its first 17 matches away from Maples Pavilion. In fact,
nine of its first 11 matches will be played on the road or at a neutral site.

NATIONAL POLL: Stanford remained at No. 4 in the AVCA Poll this week after
splitting last week’s matches. Minnesota is No. 1 for the second straight week,
followed by Penn State and Florida. Wisconsin jumped Texas to round out the
top 5. Six Pac-12 squads are ranked in the top 20, including No. 7 Washington,
No. 11 Oregon, No. 13 UCLA, No. 16 Utah and No. 18 USC.

CLIMBING THE CHARTS: Redshirt senior Merete Lutz missed the Cardinal’s first
five matches due to an ankle injury suffered in the team’s last preseason prac-
tice. The three-time All-American is seventh all-time at Stanford with a .356 ca-
reer hitting percentage and is 16 blocks away from entering the program’s top
10.

LEADING THE PAC: Sophomore Kathryn Plummer leads the Pac-12 and ranks
sixth nationally with 5.00 kills per set. The outside hitter is second in the league
and eighth nationally in points per set at 5.65.

GETTING DEFENSIVE: Sophomore libero Morgan Hentz set a single season
Stanford record as a rookie with 630 digs (4.88 dps). She leads the Cardinal this
season and is seventh in the Pac-12, averaging 3.50 digs per set and has tallied
double-digit digs in four of the team’s first seven matches.

PRESEASON All-PAC-12: Stanford led the conference with four Preseason All-
Pac-12 selections. Merete Lutz is being recognized for the third time in her ca-
reer, while Audriana Fitzmorris, Morgan Hentz and Kathryn Plummer were also
tabbed to the list.

BY THE NUMBERS: The 2016 season marked Stanford’s 36th consecutive NCAA
postseason appearance. The Cardinal is one of only two programs in the nation
to have appeared in every NCAA Tournament since the NCAA Championship be-
gan in 1981 (Penn State is the other). Stanford has won more NCAA Tournament
matches (115), made more Final Four appearances (20) and been in the national
championship match (15) more times than any other program in the nation. It’s
seventh NCAA title also ties Penn State for the most by a Division | team.

FRESHMAN OF THE YEAR: Kathryn Plummer became the second Stanford play-
er to be named the AVCA Freshman of the Year and was the 12th Cardinal player
to be named the Pac-12 Freshman of the Year. She led the Cardinal in kills (3.34)
and points (3.97) per setin 2016.

AVCA ALL-AMERICANS: Four Cardinal players were named All-Americans by the
AVCA in 2016, bringing Stanford’s total AVCA award count to 89 honors spread
over 37 players. Inky Ajanaku and Kathryn Plummer earned first team recogni-
tion, while redshirt junior Merete Lutz was named to the third team. Audriana
Fitzmorris collected honorable mention honors. It marked the fourth straight
season in which the Cardinal had produced at least four All-Americans.

PAC-12 CONFERENCE FINISHES: The Cardinal finished tied for second in the
Pac-12 in 2016 with UCLA at 15-5. It marked the 28th top-2 standing in con-
ference play in the past 31 seasons. Stanford has won 16 conference champi-
onships in the Pac-10/12 era, and 19 overall in program history. Stanford has
claimed seven of the past 11 Pac-12 titles.

The 2011 Volleyball Magazine National Coach of the Year, Hambly led the Illini to
six NCAA regional appearances and the 2011 national title match. He coached 12
AVCA All-Americans to 19 honors during his time at Illinois.

SCOUTING PACIFIC: Pacific has started the season 4-5 with wins over Idaho,
Sacramento State, UC Santa Barbara and Long Beach State. The Tigers are hit-
ting .234 as a team, led by sophomore middle blocker Ashlyn Fleming (.411).
Sophomore outside hitter Emily Baptista paces the team with 3.77 killsand 1.71
digs per set. Freshman setter Hanne De Schrijver controls the offense with 12.30
assists per set, while senior libero Katrin Gotterba anchors the defense with 4.00
digs per set.
