David Shaw enters his 12th season as the Bradford M. Freeman Director of Football in 
2022. A 1995 Stanford graduate who is the fi!h alum to hold the position, Shaw is the 
34th head coach in Stanford history, and the winningest coach in program history. 
 
In his first 11 seasons, Shaw has guided Stanford to 93 wins, eight bowl games, four 
Pac-12 Championship Game appearances and three Rose Bowl Games. Shaw’s teams 
have won at least 11 games four times and at least eight games eight times. He owns 
a career record of 93-45 (.674), including a 64-32 (.667) record in Pac-12 play. His 93 
victories are tied for the 10th-most in conference history while his 64 league wins are 
tied for sixth-most.
 
Shaw has led Stanford to three Pac-12 titles and a pair of wins in The Granddaddy of 
Them All. In total, the Cardinal has won five bowl games under Shaw.
 
Shaw is the longest tenured Black head football coach in FBS history at one school 
and the winningest Power Five Black head football coach. 
 
He owns a 29-23 (.558) record against AP Top-25 opponents with 17 of those victories 
over Top-15 foes,  11 against Top-10 teams and five over Top-5 opponents.
 
Shaw’s Cardinal has defeated multiple Top-15 opponents in five of his 11 seasons and 
has defeated at least one Top-20 opponent on the road in eight of his campaigns.  
 
Shaw has produced 42 NFL Dra! picks (including six first rounders), 40 first team All-
Conference recipients, 24 AP All-Americans (including nine first teamers), 13 
Academic All-Americans, three National Football Foundation scholar athletes, three 
Pac-12 O"ensive Players of the Year, two CoSIDA Academic All-Americans of the Year 
and numerous other National Award winners.

William V. Campbell Trophy finalist); and Isaiah Sanders (2021 Wuer"el Trophy). Three 
Cardinal have also been named to the Allstate AFCA Good Woks Team under Shaw 
(2020 Treyjohn Butler, 2019 Connor Wedington, 2017 Harrison Phillips). 
 
The 2017 Bobby Dodd National Coach of the Year, Shaw is the only four-time Pac-12 
Coach of the Year in conference history (dating back to 1975). He was the recipient of 
the award in 2011, 2012, 2015 and 2017. He has been named AFCA Regional Coach of 
the Year three times and has been a finalist for National Coach of the Year four times.
 
Of the 42 NFL Dra! picks under Shaw, six have been first round selections: Andrew 
Luck (2012, 1st Overall, Indianapolis), David DeCastro (2021, 24th Overall, Pittsburgh), 
Andrus Peat (2015, 13th Overall, New Orleans), Joshua Garnett (2016, 28th Overall, 
San Francisco), Solomon Thomas (2017, 3rd Overall, San Francisco) and Christian 
McCa"rey (2017, 8th Overall, Carolina). 
 
Multiple Cardinal have been selected in all 10 NFL Dra!s since Shaw took over as head 
coach, with at least four selections in seven di"erent dra!s. Six Stanford players were 
dra!ed in both the 2014 and 2015 dra!s, the most during Shaw’s tenure. 
 

Shaw is one of seven active coaches in the country who is the winningest head coach 
at his current school. He is joined by North Carolina’s Mack Brown, Northwestern’s Pat 
Fitzgerald, Iowa’s Kirk Ferentz, Oklahoma State’s Mike Gundy, Navy’s Ken Niumatalolo 
and Utah’s Kyle Wiitingham. 
 
In 2021, Shaw led the Cardinal to wins over No. 3 Oregon (31-24 in overtime) and at No. 
14 USC (42-28). The Cardinal were one of only two Pac-12 schools with multiple wins 
over Top-15 opponents, joined by Pac-12 champion Utah. 
 
Six Cardinal garnered All-Pac-12 recognition, led by Thomas Booker and Kyu Blu Kelly 
who were both named to the second team. RG Branson Bragg, QB Tanner McKee, C 
Drake Nugent and TE Benjamin Yurosek were all honorable mention. 
 
McKee ushered in a new era for the Cardinal o"ense, starting nine of 12 games and 
passing for 2,327 yards and 15 touchdowns. He added four more scores on the ground, 
setting a new freshman record at Stanford for total touchdowns. By defeating No. 14 
USC, McKee became the first Pac-12 quarterback since Tavita Prtichard in 2007 to beat 
a Top-15 opponent on the road in his first career start. In October, McKee became the 
first freshman quarterback since Bo Nix in 2019 to defeat a Top-5 team with Stanford 
31-24, overtime victory over No. 3 Oregon. 
 
Booker and S Noah Williams were named Academic All-Americans, with Booker 
garnering a spot on the first team for the second consecutive season. Booker was also 
named an NFF Scholar-Athlete and finalist for the prestigious William V. Campbell 
Trophy, along with a Senior CLASS Award first teamer. 
 
The o" field success didn’t stop in the classroom, as sixth-year QB Isaiah Sanders was 
named the recipient of the 2021 Wuer"el Trophy, college football’s premier community 
service award. 
 
Stanford’s 2020 season was unlike any in program history, as Shaw guided the Cardinal 
to four straight wins to finish the season, en route to a 4-2 overall record. Playing a 
six-game, conference-only schedule due to the COVID-19 global pandemic, Stanford 
was forced to spend its final 19 days away from campus due to county restrictions.
 
The Cardinal began its winning streak with a one-point, Big Game win at Cal. Stanford 
went on to defeat Washington, Oregon State and UCLA on the road to end the year, 
capping o" the UCLA win with a 14-point, fourth-quarter comeback and a double-
overtime victory. 
 
Shaw was named to the Upli!ing Athletes’ Rare Disease Champion Team in 2020. In 
2018, Shaw was a bone marrow donor for his brother, Eric, who is now cancer free a!er 
battling a rare disease for over seven years. 
 
Additionally, fi!h-year CB Treyjohn Butler was a member of the AFCA Allstate Good 
Works Team, given to 11 FBS players who stand out both on the field and in the 
community. 
 
In 2019, Stanford endured many injuries to starters and key players throughout the 
season. The Cardinal played 21 true freshmen, including 12 who used a year of 
eligibility by playing in more than four games, and eight who combined for 43 starts 
throughout the season. The Cardinal started three true freshmen on the o"ensive line 
for half the year, while four true freshmen started at least one game along the o"ensive 
line.
 
O" the field, Stanford student-athletes shined. The Cardinal had a league-best 33 
named to the Pac-12 Honor Roll, which honors any student-athlete who boasts at least 
a 3.3 cumulative grade-point average, excluding freshmen. In addition, two Cardinal 
earned recognition for arguably the biggest o"-field accolades in college football. 
Fi!h-year OLB Casey Toohill was named one of 12 finalist for the William V. Campbell 
Trophy and a member of the NFF Scholar-Athlete Class, while junior WR Connor 
Wedington was a member of the AFCA Allstate Good Works Team.
 
In 2018, Shaw led Stanford to its 10th straight bowl game and a win over Pitt in the 
2018 Sun Bowl for their fi!h bowl game victory in eight seasons under Shaw. 
Quarterback K.J. Costello finished with the second-most passing yards and third-most 
touchdowns in a season in school history, while wideout JJ Arcega-Whiteside tied a 
41-year-old school record with 14 receiving touchdowns. 
 
Stanford did most of its damage on the ground during the 2017 season, as its 5.9 
rushing yards/attempt ranked first in program history, and its 2,833 rushing yards 
ranked fourth. Running back Bryce Love set the school’s single-season (2,118) and 
single-game (301) rushing records while being named the 2017 Doak Walker Award

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winner. Love, also the Lombardi Award winner and Heisman Trophy runner-up, set 
Stanford’s career records for yards/rush (7.76) and consecutive 100-yard rushing 
games (9). The unanimous All-American combined with Cameron Scarlett to form the 
top rushing tandem in program history.
 
Love was the Pac-12 O"ensive Player of the Year and winner of the Touchdown Club of 
Columbus Jim Brown Award. He ranked first among Power 5 conference running backs 
in over a dozen categories, including FBS records for 50-yard rushes (13), consecutive 
games with a 30-yard rush (13) and consecutive games with a 50-yard rush (11).
 
Shaw was named recipient of the Dodd Trophy following the 2017 season in which he 
guided Stanford to a 9-5 record. It was Stanford’s third all-time national coach of the 
year award, following Chuck Taylor (1951) and Clark Shaughnessy (1940) winning 
the AFCA Coach of the Year Award. The Dodd Trophy, college football’s most coveted 
coaching award, honors the head football coach whose program embodies the 
award’s three pillars of scholarship, leadership and integrity, while also having success 
on the playing field throughout the season.
 
In 2016, Shaw led the Cardinal to the Sun Bowl where the 25-23 win over the Tar Heels 
capped a 10-3 season in which the Cardinal ranked 12th in the final AP and USA Today 
polls. The Cardinal also won at least 10 games for the fi!h time under Shaw, a mark the 
program only accomplished four times from 1891-2010.
 
Stanford ranked eighth nationally in defensive touchdowns (4), 12th in winning 
percentage (.769), 17th in time of possession (32:46), 22nd in team sacks (2.85), 18th in 
scoring defense (20.4) and 25th in team passing e"iciency defense (117.8). All-America 
running back Christian McCa"rey ranked first in all-purpose yards per game (211.6), 
fourth in rushing yards (145.7) and 20th in rushing yards per carry (6.34). Conrad 
Ukropina ranked fi!h in field goals per game (1.83). Dallas Lloyd ranked 13th in total 
interceptions (5) and 18th in interceptions per game (0.4). Jake Bailey ranked 24th in 
punting (43.5).
 
McCa"rey and Love combined to rush for 2,386 yards, which was a school record until 
the next season, while McCa"rey’s 284 rushing yards at Cal was a school record at the 
time, as well. 
 
Stanford had two top-10 NFL Dra! picks for only the fi!h time, following the 2016 
season. Solomon Thomas was the third overall pick by the San Francisco 49ers, and 
was the highest dra!ed defensive player in program history. Thomas also won the Pac-
12’s Morris Trophy, given to the league’s top lineman. McCa"rey, the CoSIDA Academic 
All-American of the Year, was selected by the Carolina Panthers with the eighth overall 
pick. He was Stanford’s highest running back dra! pick since 1982.
 
Following the 2015 season, Stanford became the only school ever ranked in the top 
four by U.S. News and World Report (4th) and the Associated Press (3rd) in the same 
year.
 
Stanford was 12-2 overall and 8-1 in Pac-12 play in 2015, going on to win the Pac-12 and 
Rose Bowl crowns. The Cardinal toppled five ranked opponents, including Top-10 foes 
in No. 6 USC, No. 4 Notre Dame and No. 6 Iowa. Stanford was one of four teams in 2015 
to record five or more wins over AP Top-25 opponents and one of four teams with three 
or more wins over AP Top-10 foes. 
 
McCa"rey was named AP Player of the Year and won the Paul Hornung Award and 
Johnny “Jet” Rodgers Award. McCa"rey, also a Heisman Trophy finalist, set the 
NCAA record for all-purpose yards (3,864) and earned Academic All-America honors. 
McCa"rey earned consensus All-America first team nods and Outland Trophy winner 
Joshua Garnett received unanimous All-America distinction. Blake Martinez and Austin 
Hooper were named All-America third teamers. Fi!een Cardinal were lauded with All-
Pac-12 honors and 22 received All-Pac-12 academic distinction.
 
McCa"rey posted the top four FBS individual all-purpose, single-game performances 
in 2015 and his 461 all-purpose yards vs. USC in the Pac-12 Championship Game was 
fi!h-most in FBS history. He owned three of the top five 100-yard receiving and rushing 
games by an FBS player and became the only FBS player ever with 200 rushing, 100 
receiving and 100 kicko" return yards vs. USC. He earned Pac-12 O"ensive Player of 
the Year honors following the season.
 
Shaw was instrumental in the maturation of quarterback Kevin Hogan during his 
Cardinal career. Hogan appeared in more than 50 contests and posted a school-record 
36-10 mark as a starter. He ranked first in career total o"ense (10,634), second in 
completion percentage (.659) and passing e"iciency (154.6), and third in passing yards 
(9,385) and passing touchdowns (75). His 171.0 passing e"iciency clip in 2015 was the 
best single-season mark ever by a Cardinal signal caller. Hogan also set school records 
for career rushing yards (1,249) and touchdowns (15) by a quarterback.
 
Stanford’s West Coast o"ense led the nation with 13 consecutive games scoring at least 
30 points. The Cardinal amassed a school-record 3,131 rushing yards on 610 attempts 
in 2015, the most ever by a Cardinal program. The o"ensive unit’s 529 points ranked 
second-most in a season and its 33 rushing touchdowns, 223.7 rushing yards/game, 30 
passing touchdowns, 37.8 points/game and 6,097 total yards of o"ense ranked third.
 
Stanford won eight games in 2014 and closed the season on a three-game winning 
streak, including a victory in the Foster Farms Bowl. The Cardinal scored at least 30 
points in seven of 13 games.
 
While facing six nationally ranked opponents that season, including four on the road, 
the Cardinal defensive unit helped Stanford rank second nationally in scoring defense 

(16.4 points/game), third in total defense (282.4 yards/game), seventh in rushing 
defense (104.5 yards/game) and eighth in passing defense (177.9 yards/game). The 
Cardinal joined Penn State and Clemson as the only three teams to finish in the top-
10 nationally in all four categories. The team was also among the best nationally in 
getting to the quarterback, ranking sixth with 46 sacks. Stanford also led the nation in 
punt return average and strong safety Jordan Richards was a 2014 National Football 
Foundation’s Scholar-Athlete and finalist for the William V. Campbell Trophy.
 
In 2013, Shaw led Stanford to a second straight Pac-12 title and the program’s 14th trip 
to the Rose Bowl. Stanford became the only team to earn four consecutive BCS bowl 
bids during the Bowl Championship Series era.
 
A!er leading the team to a landmark regular season, Shaw received AFCA Regional 
Coach of the Year honors and was named a finalist for the Eddie Robinson Award and 
Paul “Bear” Bryant Coach of the Year.
 
Stanford defeated five nationally-ranked opponents at home in 2013 while winning 11 
games despite playing the fi!h-toughest schedule nationally in the Sagarin ratings. 
Stanford was among just three schools (Alabama and Oregon) with 10 or more wins 
in each season from 2010-13.
 
The Cardinal finished the 2013 campaign ranked fi!h in the BCS standings, the fourth 
straight Top-10 BCS ranking for the Cardinal. The team ranked sixth in the final 2012 
BCS standings, following back-to-back No. 4 rankings at the end of the 2010 and 2011 
seasons.
 
The 2013 team ranked among the nation’s best in kicko" return average (1st), rushing 
defense (3rd), tackles for loss allowed (4th), sacks (t-7th), scoring defense (10th), 
kicko" coverage (10th), total defense (14th), sacks allowed (16th), red zone o"ense 
(16th), passing e"iciency (17th) and red zone defense (19th).
 
Stanford had six players receive All-Pac-12 first-team honors with 19 all-conference 
selections in 2013. There were also eight di"erent national awards that listed Stanford 
players as semifinalists and finalists. There were 25 players chosen to the Pac-12 All-
Academic team and four were placed on the Capital One Academic All-District list, 
including Jordan Richards who was a second team All-America selection.
 
Shaw guided the Cardinal to a 12-2 record in 2012 and its first Pac-12 championship in 
13 years. The campaign culminated with Stanford’s first Rose Bowl victory in over 40 
years, a 20-14 win over Wisconsin in 2013.
 
Shaw was named the 2012 Pac-12 Conference Coach of the Year, becoming the second 
to earn the honor outright in consecutive seasons since the award’s inception in 1975. 
Stanford became the first school to defeat programs ranked No. 1 (Oregon) and 2 (USC) 
in the AP poll during the regular season and the Cardinal closed its season with five 
straight wins over as many ranked opponents.
 
Stanford’s historic defensive output in 2012 broke the single-season sacks record (57) 
and led the Pac-12 in scoring defense (17.2), total defense (336.2), rushing defense 
(97.0), sacks (4.07) and tackles for loss (9.00). The Cardinal ranked first nationally in 
sacks, second in tackles for loss, fi!h in rushing defense and 11th in scoring defense.
 
Stanford became the first program to win both the AFCA Academic Achievement 
Award and a BCS bowl game in the same season.
 
Stepfan Taylor, a Doak Walker Award semifinalist, set the Stanford career record with 
4,300 rushing yards and Zach Ertz led Stanford pass catchers and all FBS tight ends 
in receiving yards (898) and total receptions (69), both school records for a tight end. 
Ertz was a John Mackey Award finalist and the seventh unanimous All-American in 
program history.
 
Stanford was one of five schools to have four or more players selected to the 2012 AP 
All-America teams, with Ertz earning the honor along with David Yankey (second 
team), Trent Murphy (third team) and Ed Reynolds (third team). Yankey was a 
consensus All-American.
 
In Shaw’s first season as head coach in 2011, the Cardinal posted an 11-2 record and 
made its second consecutive BCS appearance, falling to Oklahoma State in the Fiesta 
Bowl. Shaw became just the ninth major college head coach in history to post 11 or 
more wins in his first season, and the first since Chris Peterson (13-0) of Boise State and 
Bret Bielema (12-1) of Wisconsin in 2006.
 
Shaw was named the 2011 Pac-12 Coach of the Year, becoming just the third in 
Stanford history to earn the award, following Bill Walsh (1977) and Tyrone Willingham 
(1995, 1999). 
 
The Cardinal was ranked in the Top 10 of both major polls for all 16 weeks of the 
season, peaking at No. 3 in the AP poll and No. 2 in the USA Today Coaches poll on 
Nov. 6.
 
Behind 2011 Heisman Trophy runner-up Andrew Luck, Stanford averaged 43.2 points/
game and established a school-record with 561 points. Stanford’s 11 victories in 2011 
came by an average of 27.4 points.
 
Stanford’s 2011 defense was ranked first or second in the Pac-12 in six categories, 
including rushing defense (1st - 84.4), third-down conversion defense (1st - 31.1), 
scoring defense (2nd - 21.9), total defense (2nd - 337.6), sacks/game (2nd - 3.00) and 
opponent first downs (2nd - 17.5).
 

Luck was named Walter Camp Football Foundation National Player of the Year along 
with receiving the Maxwell Award as the nation’s top player. He finished second in the 
balloting for the Heisman Trophy and was the Pac-12’s O"ensive Player of the Year for 
a second straight season.
 
Right guard David DeCastro was a unanimous All-America selection; le! tackle 
Jonathan Martin landed spots on the Walter Camp and AFCA All-America squads; tight 
end Coby Fleener and outside linebacker Chase Thomas were named All-Americans 
by Sporting News.
 
In all, 21 players earned All-Pac-12 honors in 2011, including six first-teamers. Twelve 
earned Pac-12 All-Academic honors, including first-team selections Luck and Brent 
Etiz. Luck was also named the Capital One Academic All-American of the Year by the 
College Sports Information Directors of America.
 
Prior to his appointment as head coach, Shaw served as Stanford’s o"ensive 
coordinator for four seasons, playing an instrumental role in the resurgence of the 
Cardinal program which established school scoring records in 2009 and 2010 before 
setting another scoring mark in his first year as head coach. During Shaw’s tenure as 
o"ensive coordinator, the Cardinal scored 40 or more points in 11 games from 2007-10.
 
Stanford’s balanced o"ense amassed a school-record 6,142 yards during the 2010 
season, averaging 213.8 on the ground and 258.7 yards through the air. In addition, 
Shaw’s play calling in the red zone helped Stanford convert on a national-best 88.6 
percent of its scoring opportunities inside the 20-yard line.
 
Prior to Stanford, Shaw served as the wide receivers and passing game coordinator at 
the University of San Diego during the 2006 season, winning the Division I-AA Mid-
Major national title and the Pioneer League championship with the nation’s top 
o"ense. The Toreros led all NCAA Division I-AA teams in passing o"ense (293.3 yards/
game), total o"ense (494.25) and scoring o"ense (42.83). Quarterback Josh Johnson 
was one of four o"ensive All-Americans on the team and led all NCAA Division I-AA 
quarterbacks in passing e"iciency (169.0 quarterback rating), touchdown passes (34), 
passing yards (3,320) and total o"ense (336.7).
 
Shaw’s coaching resume also includes nine years of NFL experience with the 
Philadelphia Eagles (1997), Oakland Raiders (1998-2001) and Baltimore Ravens 
(2002-05). Shaw’s last coaching job in the NFL with Baltimore included a stint as the 
quarterbacks and wide receivers coach from 2002-04 before working solely with the 
wide receivers in 2005. His tenure included an AFC North title in 2003. Derrick Mason 
set a franchise record with 86 receptions for 1,073 yards under Shaw’s tutelage in 2005. 
Mark Clayton set a franchise rookie record for receptions in 2005 when he caught 44 
balls for 471 yards.
 
A!er three seasons of quality control with the Oakland Raiders from 1998-2000, Shaw 
moved into the role of quarterbacks coach in 2001 as the Raiders won a second 
straight AFC West title. Quarterback Rich Gannon made the Pro Bowl for the second 
straight season and was the game’s MVP.
 
Shaw began his NFL coaching career as the quality control coach with the Philadelphia 
Eagles in 1997.
 
He launched his coaching career at Western Washington, where he coached outside 
linebackers in 1995 and the tight ends in 1996.
 
A four-year letterwinner at Stanford from 1991-94 as a receiver, Shaw was a member of 
Stanford’s 1991 Aloha Bowl team coached by Dennis Green that finished the season 8-4 
and was the third-highest scoring team in school history at the time. He was also on 
the Cardinal team that went 10-3 and won the 1993 Blockbuster Bowl under Bill Walsh. 
Shaw finished his Stanford career with 57 catches for 664 yards and five touchdowns.
 
He also competed in a varsity track meet and a varsity basketball game before 
graduating in 1995 with a bachelor’s degree in sociology.
 
Shaw’s father, Willie, had two coaching stints at Stanford (1974-76, 1989-91) during his 
33-year coaching career, which also included time with the Detroit Lions, Kansas City 
Chiefs, Minnesota Vikings, New Orleans Saints, Oakland Raiders, San Diego Chargers 
and St. Louis Rams. Stanford announced in 2013 that its defensive coordinator 
position had been endowed by a gi! from an anonymous donor, named in honor of 
Willie Shaw.
 
Shaw is Chair of the NCAA Football rules committee and is on the Board of Trustees for 
the AFCA. He is also on the NCAA Football Competition Committee and represents the 
Pac-12 on the AFCA Ethics Committee. He was previously on USA Football’s Football 
Advisory Committee and a member of the NCAA Commission to Combat Campus 
Sexual Violence. In addition to his work with that commission, Shaw has been a 
leading advocate of the Set The Expectation program, aimed at working to end the 
culture of sexual assault and domestic violence among college and high school 
athletes. Stanford players became the first university in the country to sign the Set 
The Expectation student pledge, stating they would use their platforms to speak out 
against sexual assault and violence against women.
 
Born in San Diego, Shaw and his wife, Kori, are the parents of three children -- Keegan, 
Carter and Gavin.

Lance Anderson is in his 16th season on the Stanford sta" in 2022 and ninth as the 
Willie Shaw Director of Defense. He is in his 13th campaign working with the 
outside linebackers. Anderson previously worked with the defensive tackles from 
2007-09.
 
Prior to the 2018 season, Anderson was promoted to associate head coach.
 
One of the architects of Stanford’s vaunted defense, Anderson also has received 
considerable praise for his work as the program’s liaison to the Stanford 
admissions o"ice.
 
Anderson’s players have played key roles in guiding the Cardinal to three Rose 
Bowl appearances and three Pac-12 titles with one of the nation’s top defensive 
units.

In 2020, Anderson’s defense made big plays when it counted, securing four 
victories in just six games. Junior defensive lineman Thomas Booker earned 
second team All-Pac-12, while four others earned honorable mention.Booker was 
again named to the all-conference second team as a senior in 2021, and he was 
joined on the defensive side by cornerback Kyu Blu Kelly - also a second-team 
selection. 

Leading tackler Curtis Robinson and Levani Damuni anchored the defense from 
the inside linebacker positions, while Anderson’s young outside linebackers 
made immense strides. By the end of the season, outside linebackers Gabe Reid 
and Stephen Herron had combined for 41 tackles and seven TFLs. 

Cornerback Paulson Adebo was dra!ed in the third round of the 2021 NFL Dra! by 
the New Orleans Saints. 

In 2019, Anderson mentored fi!h-year senior Casey Toohill at outside linebacker. 
Toohill, who finished with 60 tackles, 11.5 tackles for loss, eight sacks and 10 
quarterback hurries, was named All-Pac-12 second team. A team captain, Toohill 
was also a finalist for the prestigious William V. Campbell Trophy and a member 
of the National Football Foundation’s Scholar-Athlete Class.
 
Anderson has continually produced NFL talent from the defensive side of the ball, 
most recently instructing Philadelphia Eagles dra! pick Casey Toohill and two-
time All-Pac-12 selection Bobby Okereke, who was dra!ed in the third round 
by the Indianapolis Colts in 2019, and two-time team captain Peter Kalambayi, 
who was selected by the Houston Texans in the sixth round of the 2018 NFL Dra!. 
Okereke finished with 240 tackles (114 solo), 19.0 tackles for loss, 10.5 sacks and 
nine passes defended in 51 career games, while Kalambayi accounted for 190 
tackles, 18.5 sacks and seven passes defended throughout his career.

Anderson also helped mentor defensive tackle Harrison Phillips, as the All-
American was selected 96th overall by the Bu"alo Bills in the third round of 
the 2018 NFL Dra!. Phillips was the fi!h Stanford defensive lineman in as many 
seasons to be dra!ed. Phillips led Stanford in tackles with 103, the most of any 
defensive lineman in the nation. Among those 103 tackles were a team-best 
17 for loss and 7.5 sacks, as well as two forced fumbles. He was a second-team 
All-America choice by the Football Writers Association of America, and the 
Associated Press voted him third-team All-America.
 
Joining Phillips in the NFL ranks, All-American safety Justin Reid was a third-
round NFL Dra! selection by the Houston Texans, and a pivotal part of a Cardinal 
defense in 2017 that ranked 12th nationally in passes intercepted (18) and ninth 
in turnovers gained (28). Reid was one of three All-Pac-12 defensive backs in 2017, 
joining Quenton Meeks and Brandon Simmons.
 
Anderson held the controls during the breakout season of defensive lineman and 
All-American Solomon Thomas, the third overall pick in the 2017 NFL Dra!. 
Thomas, who was selected by the San Francisco 49ers, was the highest dra!ed 
defensive player in program history. Thomas also won the Pac-12’s Morris Trophy, 
given to the league’s top lineman, and was one of seven Cardinal defenders to 
earn All-Pac-12 honors.
 
The 2016 team finished ranked 12th by both the Associated Press and USA Today 
a!er earning a 25-23 win over North Carolina in the Sun Bowl.
 
Stanford ranked among the Pac-12’s best defensive units in 2015: second in third-
down conversion percentage (.363), third in total defense (368.3), third in first-
down defense (267), third in scoring defense (22.6) and fourth in rushing defense 
(139.9). That unit was spearheaded by inside linebacker Blake Martinez, a fourth-
round dra! choice of the Green Bay Packers. Martinez, Stanford’s 11th defensive 
player taken in the NFL Dra! since 2010, was selected to the AP All-America third 
team, USA Today All-America second team and All-Pac-12 first team as a senior 
in 2015. A semifinalist for the Butkus Award, Martinez also was named to the 

Rotary Lombardi Award, Nagurski Trophy and Bednarik Award watch lists, and 
was a quarterfinalist for the Lott IMPACT Trophy. As a senior, Martinez led the 
Pac-12 with 141 tackles (75 solo) -- ranking seventh nationally -- and averaged a 
conference-best 10.1 per contest. In 14 games, he collected 10 or more tackles 
nine times.
 
The secondary was anchored by All-Pac-12 second team defensive back Ronnie 
Harris in 2015 when the Cardinal posted the league’s fi!h-best passing e"iciency 
defense (123.96) and third-best total defense (368.3). Stanford’s secondary 
allowed only 6.76 yards/pass attempt while picking o" eight balls, led by 
Quenton Meeks’ team-best three interceptions. Meeks added a pick-six in the 
Rose Bowl Game win over Iowa. The Cardinal tied for fi!h in the Pac-12 in pass 
breakups (51).
 
While facing six ranked opponents in 2014, including four on the road, Anderson 
helped Stanford rank second nationally in scoring defense (16.4 points/game), 
third in total defense (282.4 yards/game), seventh in rushing defense (104.5 
yards/game) and eighth in passing defense (177.9 yards/game). The Cardinal 
joined Penn State and Clemson as the only three to finish in the top-10 
nationally in all four categories. The team was also among the best nationally in 
getting to the quarterback, ranking sixth with 46 sacks.
 
Strong safety Jordan Richards was awarded the 2014 National Football 
Foundation’s Scholar-Athlete Award. Richards was also a first team All-Pac-12 
selection and finished his career with 233 tackles, nine interceptions and five 
forced fumbles.
 
While facing seven nationally-ranked opponents in 2013, Anderson helped 
Stanford rank third in the NCAA in rushing defense (89.4 yards/game), 10th 
in scoring defense (19.0 points/game) and 16th in total defense (343.1 yards/
game). The Cardinal was one of only five teams to allow fewer than 100 rushing 
yards/game. The team was also among the best nationally in producing stops 
for negative yardage, ranking fi!h with 44 sacks and seventh with 109 tackles 
for loss.
 
Linebacker Trent Murphy led the nation with 15 sacks and was a semifinalist for 
the Lombardi Award and Chuck Bednarik Award. Murphy was also a first team 
All-Pac-12 selection and finished his career as the NCAA’s active leader in sacks 
with 32.5.
 
Anderson’s work on the admissions front has been noteworthy. Stanford earned 
consecutive Academic Achievement Awards in 2015-16 from the American 
Football Coaches Association a!er posting a 100 percent graduation rate.
 
The 2012 defensive unit paved the way to a historic defensive output, breaking 
Stanford’s single-season sacks record (57). The Cardinal went on to win the Pac-
12 title and claimed its first Rose Bowl crown in over 40 years.
 
In 2011, outside linebacker Chase Thomas earned Sporting News All-America 
honors a!er leading the conference in tackles for loss and ranked second in 
sacks.
 
As Stanford’s recruiting coordinator from 2007-11, Anderson played an 
instrumental role in landing four consecutive nationally acclaimed recruiting 
classes that were ranked in the top-25 by various scouting services.
 
Anderson came to Stanford from San Diego in 2007 a!er spending two seasons 
working with the Toreros under former Stanford head coach Jim Harbaugh.
 
Prior to joining Harbaugh in San Diego, Anderson had coached at Utah State, 
Saint Mary’s, Bucknell and Idaho State.
 
In 1999, Anderson coached running backs for one season for the Mobile Admirals 
of the Regional Football League.
 
A native of Rupert, Idaho, Anderson began his coaching career in 1997 at his 
alma mater, Idaho State, where he spent two seasons.
 
He was a three-sport athlete at Idaho’s Minico High School, participating in 
football, baseball and track. A!er serving a church mission, Anderson was a 
walk-on at Idaho State where he played linebacker in 1993 and 1994.
 
Anderson earned a bachelor’s degree from Idaho State in 1996.
 
Lance and his wife, Sherri, have three children - Aubrey, Jaren and Braden.

KEVIN M. HOGAN QUARTERBACKS COACH
13TH SEASON AT STANFORD

13TH SEASON OVERALL
Former Stanford quarterback Tavita Pritchard is Stanford’s Andrew Luck Director of 
O"ense and Kevin M. Hogan Quarterbacks Coach. The 2022 season is his 13th on the 
Cardinal coaching sta", fi!h as the Andrew Luck Director of O"ense and ninth as the 
Kevin M. Hogan Quarterbacks Coach.
 
In 2013, his first season as an assistant coach, Pritchard worked with the running backs. 
He was also a defensive assistant for two years a!er serving as a volunteer assistant 
in 2010.

A former Cardinal quarterback, Pritchard has helped produce five NFL dra! picks in his 
first three seasons at the helm of the Stanford o"ense. In 2018, wide out JJ Arcega-
Whiteside was third in the nation and tied a school record with 14 touchdown 
receptions in addition to the fi!h-most receiving yards (1,059) in a season in school 
history, while All-American running back Bryce Love finished his standout Cardinal 
career. Both earned multiple all-conference honors and were selected in the 2019 NFL 
Dra!. Additionally, tight ends Dalton Schultz (2018 4th round, Dallas Cowboys), Kaden 
Smith (2019 6th round, San Francisco 49ers) and Colby Parkinson (2020 4th round, 
Seattle Seahawks) have been selected.

Pritchard’s work helped lead to the emergence of Tanner McKee in the 2021 season. 
McKee took over the starting job in Week 2 and led the the Cardinal to upset victories 
over No. 14 USC and No. 3 Oregon. A midseason injury forced the Cardinal to start four 
quarterbacks during the season, with Jack West, Isaiah Sanders and Ari Patu - the first 
true freshman to start for the Cardinal since 1983 - each starting a game. It was the first 
time in program history Stanford has started more than three di"erent quarterbacks 
in a season. Despite missing a pair of games, McKee’s 19 total touchdowns were the 
most ever by a freshman starting quarterback, while his 15 passing touchdowns tied 
the freshman school record. McKee became only the third freshman to pass for over 
2,000 yards in a season, joining Andrew Luck and Chad Hutchinson, as he passed for 
2,327 yards. His five games with at least three total touchdowns was the fourth-most by 
a Stanford quarterback since 2000, and the most by a freshman. 

In 2020, Pritchard mentored quarterback Davis Mills, who guided the Cardinal to a 4-2 
record, including four straight wins to end the season. Mills earned honorable mention 
All-Pac-12, finishing 129-of-195 (66.2%) for 1,508 yards and 10 total touchdowns (7 
passing, 3 rushing). His 301.6 passing yards per game was second best in the Pac-12. 
Stanford averaged 420.2 yards per game o"ensively, including 287.3 yards per game 
through the air and 132.8 on the ground. The Cardinal was much-improved on third 
down (48% in 2020 vs. 39% in 2019) and red-zone o"ense (78% TDs in 2020 vs. 47% 
TDs in 2019), while totaling 15 TDs on the ground in just six games vs. just eight rushing 
touchdowns in 2019 over 12 total games. 

Center Drew Dalman and wide receiver Simi Fehoko earned first team All-Pac-12 
honors under Pritchard, while six other o"ensive players were named honorable 
mention. Four Cardinal o"ensive players were dra!ed in the 2021 NFL Dra!: OT Walker 
Little (2nd Round, Jacksonville), QB Davis Mills (3rd Round, Houston), C Drew Dalman 
(4th Round, Atlanta) and WR Simi Fehoko (5th Round, Dallas). 

Despite starting three di"erent quarterbacks for the first time since the 1974 season 
during 2019, Stanford’s o"ense excelled under Pritchard’s guidance. Cardinal 
quarterbacks passed for 3,149 yards (11th-most in school history) and 18 touchdowns. 
The 276 completions were the fourth-most in school history while the 444 passing 
attempts were third-most. Junior QB Davis Mills started six games for Stanford, 
while senior K.J. Costello started five and sophomore Jack West started one. Against 
Washington State, Mills set a new school record passing for 504 yards on 33-of-50 
passing.

Four o"ensive players earned All-Pac-12 recognition in 2019, with C Drew Dalman and 
TE Colby Parkinson earning second-team honors. RT Foster Sarell and WR Connor 
Wedington earned honorable mention. The Cardinal continued to excel in pillars of 
the program under Pritchard in 2019, as Stanford ranked amongst the nation’s best in 
turnovers lost (14th - 13), time of possession (19th - 32:11), fewest penalty yards (29th 
- 585) and red zone o"ense (37th - .882).

In 2018, under Pritchard’s tutelage, K.J. Costello led a lethal passing attack that ranked 
second in the Pac-12 Conference. Costello ranked among the top of the league in nearly 
every statistical category as he was second in the Pac-12 in completion percentage, 
passing yards and touchdowns. His 3,540 passing yards were second-most in school 
history as were his seven 300-yard games, and only Andrew Luck has thrown more 
touchdown passes at Stanford than Costello’s 29 in 2018. 
 
Against Arizona State on Sept. 30, 2017, Costello became the seventh straight Stanford 
quarterback to win his starting debut. Costello went on to lead Stanford to three more 
wins -- including victories over No. 9 Washington and No. 9 Notre Dame -- and guided 
the Cardinal during the Pac-12 Championship Game and Alamo Bowl.
 
Pritchard’s quarterbacks played a significant role in Stanford’s success throughout the 
2016 season, as the team utilized the skill sets of both Ryan Burns and Keller Chryst.
 

Burns was e"icient in his starting debut against Kansas State, finishing with 156 yards 
passing and one touchdown while controlling the o"ense. Burns became the first 
quarterback since Florida State’s Jameis Winston (2013) to begin his first career start 
with 10 straight pass completions, and the first Pac-12 quarterback to do so since 
Cal’s Aaron Rodgers in 2004.
 
In a comeback win at UCLA, Burns led the Cardinal’s late fourth-quarter scoring drive, 
which spanned 1:41 and covered 70 yards in 10 plays. Burns was 5 of 8 passing for 66 
yards, including the winning 8-yard touchdown completion to JJ Arcega-Whiteside. 
Arcega-Whiteside and Trent Irwin, the two wide receivers named to the 2015 Parade 
All-America first team, accounted for all five receptions.
 
When Chryst assumed the starting role midway through the season against Arizona, 
he earned the first of six straight wins in as many starts. Chryst was the sixth 
straight Stanford quarterback to win his starting debut, and against Cal became 
the only Stanford quarterback in over two decades with both a rushing and passing 
touchdown in the Big Game.
 
Pritchard instructed Kevin Hogan, a fi!h-round dra! pick of the Kansas City Chiefs, 
during his monumental final season in a Cardinal uniform. Hogan led the Cardinal 
to the 2015 Pac-12 title and a Rose Bowl crown to cap a season in which he threw 27 
touchdowns to eight interceptions and completed 67.8 percent of his throws.
 
Hogan appeared in more than 50 contests and posted a school-best 36-10 record as a 
starter. He ranked first in career total o"ense (10,634), second in completion 
percentage (.659) and passing e"iciency (154.6), and third in passing yards (9,385) 
and passing touchdowns (75). His 171.0 passing e"iciency clip in 2015 was the best 
single-season mark ever by a Cardinal signal caller.
 
Hogan also set school records for career rushing yards (1,249) and touchdowns (15) 
by a quarterback. But what Hogan boasted, based on four years’ starting experience 
in the Pac-12, were intangibles: competitiveness, resilience, leadership and 
selflessness.
 
In Pritchard’s first season coaching the quarterbacks and wide receivers in 2014, 
Stanford averaged 229.8 yards/game through the air. Hogan increased his completion 
percentage from 61.0 to 65.9 percent and reduced his interception total from 10 to 
eight, even though he threw almost 60 more passes in 2014 than 2013.
 
Ty Montgomery led Stanford with 61 receptions for 604 yards and also added three 
receiving touchdowns. Devon Cajuste led the Cardinal with six receiving scores and 
amassed 557 yards on 34 catches.
 
As the running backs coach in 2013, Pritchard nurtured Tyler Ga"ney to second team 
All-Pac-12 honors. Ga"ney, a Doak Walker Award semifinalist, rushed for over 100 
yards in nine games and was selected as the team’s most valuable player. Ga"ney 
rushed for 1,709 yards and 21 touchdowns on the season and was named the Pac-12 
Championship Game MVP a!er rushing for 133 yards and three touchdowns in a 38-20 
win over Arizona State.
 
Ga"ney was selected in the sixth round of the NFL Dra! by the Carolina Panthers.
 
Behind Pritchard’s e"orts with the defense, the Cardinal finished with consecutive 
top-15 national standings in defensive e"iciency in 2011 and 2012. In 2012, Stanford’s 
defense broke the school’s season sacks record (57) and led the Pac-12 in scoring 
defense (17.21), total defense (336.21), rushing defense (97.0), sacks (4.07) and 
tackles for loss (9.00).
 
Capped o" by a Pac-12 title game victory and Rose Bowl crown, the 2012 Cardinal 
ranked first nationally in sacks, second in tackles for loss, fi!h in rushing defense and 
11th in scoring defense.
 
A four-year letterwinner for the Cardinal from 2006-09, Pritchard appeared in 31 
career games and made 20 starts, throwing for 2,865 yards and 15 touchdowns.
 
Pritchard made his first career start against USC on Oct. 6, 2007, and engineered an 
epic 24-23 upset of the second-ranked Trojans in the Los Angeles Coliseum when the 
Cardinal was a 41-point underdog. His 10-yard game-winning touchdown pass to 
Mark Bradford on fourth down with 0:49 le! in the game secured his spot in Stanford 
football lore.
 
Pritchard started all 12 games as a junior in 2008 and threw for 1,633 yards and 10 
touchdowns, helping Stanford to a 5-7 record. He relinquished his starting duties to 
Andrew Luck in 2009. Pritchard saw action in five games that season, capped o" by a 
start in the Sun Bowl for an injured Luck.
 
A native of Tacoma, Washington, Pritchard earned a communication degree from 
Stanford. He resides in Palo Alto with his wife, Caroline, and their sons, Afi and Manu, 
and their daughter, Leone.

Pete Alamar joined the Stanford sta" in 2012 a!er serving as special teams coordinator 
and tight ends coach at Fresno State. The 2022 season is his 11th on The Farm.
 
A veteran of the Pac-12 Conference, Alamar also served as special teams coordinator 
and tight ends coach at California for seven seasons, and had a six-year stay at Arizona 
where he worked primarily with special teams.
 
Alamar has coached on eight teams that won at least 10 games -- two at Arizona, two at 
Cal and four at Stanford -- and has been a part of 18 bowl teams.

In 2021, Alamar’s unit continued to be a bright spot for the Cardinal. Sophomore 
Joshua Karty entered his first season as the primary kicker for Stanford, handling 
both kicko" and place kicking duties, and was named to PFF’s All-Pac-12 third team. 
Nathaniel Peat led the conference with 663 kicko" return yards, averaging 24.6 yards 
per return, and was named to Phil Steele’s All-Pac-12 first team on special teams. Ryan 
Sanborn continued his impressive career with a junior season that saw him average 
43.3 yards per punt o" 63 punts. 

2020 was just another year in the long list of them where Alamar’s special teams units 
shined. Kicker Jet Toner was named second team All-Pac-12, Booker was named 
first team All-Pac-12 at the special teams spot and Sanborn and Peat were named 
honorable mention.

Booker blocked two kicks for the Card, including the game-sealing extra point in the 
24-23 Big Game win over Cal. Simi Fehoko also blocked a field goal, giving Stanford 
three blocked kicks in just six games.

Toner finished his Stanford career with the school record for consecutive PATs made at 
113, while his 280 career points are third-most in school history. 

In 2019, Alamar’s special teams rested on the leg of a true freshman in Sanborn 
following Toner’s season-ending injury in the seventh game of the season. Sanborn 
was the Cardinal’s punter all season, but handled kicko" and placekicking duties in 
each of the final five games as well. Sanborn was the only true freshman specialist in 
the country to handle full-time punting duties, kicko" at least 20 times (28) and make 
seven-or-more field goals. Sanborn and Toner combined to make 19 field goals on the 
year, tied for third-most in the conference.

In addition to the kicking game, Alamar’s return units were strong as Connor 
Wedington ranked eighth nationally averaging 28.1 yards per kicko" return. He was 
named honorable mention All-Pac-12 as a kick returner. The Cardinal ranked sixth 
nationally in 2019 with four blocked kicks, including one that went for a touchdown. 
Stanford’s special teams units ranked third in the Pac-12 in kicko" coverage with a net 
average of 40.2 yards per kick.
 
In 2018, Stanford special teams was at the top of the Pac-12 conference, led by punter 
Jake Bailey and kicker Jet Toner. Bailey, who was dra!ed in the fi!h round of the 2019 
NFL Dra! by the New England Patriots, finished as Stanford’s all-time career leader in 
punting average (43.81). Toner led the league and was No. 2 in the nation in field goal 
percentage as he made 14-of-15 and all 34 extra-point attempts. Both specialists took 
second-team All-Pac-12 honors.
 
In 2017, the Cardinal ranked eighth nationally in kicko" returns (25.11) and 12th in net 
punting (41.04). Cameron Scarlett led the nation with 1,008 kicko" return yards and 12 
returns of 30 or more yards.
 
In 2016, Alamar’s work with Conrad Ukropina made him one of the most prolific kickers 
in Cardinal history. Ukropina and the Cardinal set single-season team records for field 
goals made (22) and extra point percentage (1.000). He set individual career school 
records for field goal percentage (.824) and consecutive extra points made (108), and 
individual single-season school records were set for field goals made (22), field goal 
percentage (.900), extra points made (67) and extra point percentage (1.000).
 
Ukropina also ranked fi!h nationally in field goals per game (1.83) and was named to 
the National Football Foundation’s Hampshire Honor Society, comprised of college 
football players from all divisions who each maintained a cumulative 3.2 grade-point 
average or better throughout their career.
 
Heading into the 2017 season, Alamar’s kickers made 169 consecutive extra-point 
attempts, the third-longest streak in the nation (Michigan - 284, Memphis - 209). The 
streak dates to Stanford’s matchup at Oregon State on Oct. 26, 2013.
 
Alamar’s specialists came through big in 2015 while helping the Cardinal to a third Pac-
12 title in four years and a win over Iowa in the Rose Bowl Game. Christian McCa"rey, 
who won the Jet Award as the nation’s top kick returner, became the third Cardinal 
with more than 1,000 kicko" return yards (1,070) in a season. McCa"rey was second 
nationally in combined kick returns (1,200).
 

Ukropina’s .900 (18-20) field goal percentage was a single-season school record and 
ranked third nationally. Ukropina also made each of his 67 extra-point attempts, tied 
for the most for Stanford in a season.
 
Punter Alex Robinson’s 42.42 average was the eighth-best single-season clip by a 
Cardinal. Reed Miller was named to the National Football Foundation’s Hampshire 
Honor Society. Miller, a four-year starting long snapper, graduated with a degree in 
science, technology and society.
 
In 2014, Alamar helped the Cardinal lead the nation in punt-return average. Ty 
Montgomery averaged 19.8 yards per return and had two touchdowns, and freshman 
Christian McCa"rey averaged 17.1 yards per return.
 
Under Alamar’s watch, fi!h-year senior Jordan Williamson set a then-Stanford record 
with 77 consecutive extra points made and also passed John Hopkins for the most 
field goals in a career with 62.
 
The special teams units made a big impact for Stanford in 2013. Montgomery and the 
kicko" return unit ranked second nationally in return average at 27.4 yards/return. 
Montgomery returned two kicko"s for touchdowns, going 99 yards on the opening 
kicko" against Washington and a school-record 100 yards at Utah. The kicko" 
coverage unit was equally as good, allowing just 18.1 yards/return to rank 10th 
nationally.
 
Alamar was named Phil Steele’s Special Teams Coach of the Year following the 2013 
season.
 
Alamar steered Stanford’s 2013 special teams to a trio of top 40 NCAA rankings, 
including net punting (33rd - 38.49 yards/punt), punt returns (21st - 11.96 yards/
return) and kicko" returns (39th - 23.09).
 
Stanford also led the Pac-12 and ranked 10th nationally in kicko" coverage, allowing 
just 18.2 yards/return during the 2013 season. Williamson made 16 of his 20 field-goal 
attempts, including 13 of 14 inside 40 yards. Punter Ben Rhyne, the Pac-12 Scholar-
Athlete of the Year, averaged 42.1 yards/punt with 10 kicks of 50 or more yards. He 
placed 15 punts inside the 20-yard line while notching just one touchback.
 
Alamar’s specialists Daniel Zychlinski and Williamson posted banner years in 2012 
with Zychlinski ranking among the nation’s best punters at 43.12 yards/punt. 
Williamson delivered a series of clutch field goals at No. 1 Oregon, against UCLA in the 
Pac-12 Championship game and against Wisconsin in the Rose Bowl Game.
 
While at Fresno State, Alamar worked closely with punt returner Devon Wylie, who 
earned 2011 All-America honors from Yahoo (third team), Phil Steele (fourth team) 
and Sports Illustrated (honorable mention). Sophomore Isaiah Burse set NCAA FBS 
single-season records for most kicko" returns (75), most returns/game (5.8), kicko" 
return yardage (1,606) and most yards returned/game (123.5).
 
In 2010, Alamar worked with two-time all-WAC kicker Kevin Goessling, who led the 
team in scoring with 105 points, making 21 of 26 field goals and 42 of 44 of his extra-
point attempts. Jalen Saunders and Burse averaged over 20 yards on kick returns 
during the 2010 season under Alamar.
 
During his two years at Fresno State, the Bulldogs blocked 18 kicks.
 
Throughout Alamar’s seven seasons at Cal, the Golden Bears special teams were 
among the most electrifying units in the nation. Alamar coached All-America punt 
returner DeSean Jackson, who led the nation with an average of 18.2 yards/return 
and set a pair of Pac-10 records with four touchdown returns in 2006.
 
Sporting News rated Cal’s special teams as the best in the Pac-10 in its 2007 preview 
issue.
 
In 2008, Alamar mentored punter Bryan Anger, who was a finalist for the Ray Guy 
Award a!er earning first-team freshman All-America honors and second team all-
conference accolades.
 
Alamar earned three letters as an o"ensive lineman at Western Oregon (1) and Cal 
Lutheran (2), and played on two national playo" teams, one at each school.
 
A native of Thousand Oaks, California, Alamar earned his bachelor’s degree in 
physical education from Cal Lutheran in 1983.
 
Alamar and his wife, Tina, have three daughters -- Alicia, Alexandra and Amanda.

A 42-year coaching veteran, Duane Akina joined the Stanford coaching 
sta" in 2014. Akina is the program’s first Couch Family Defensive Backs 
Coach a!er his position was endowed by a gi! from George ‘69 and 
Debra Couch. The 2022 season marks his ninth on The Farm.

Akina has coached three Thorpe Award winners, six Thorpe finalists 
and 41 defensive backs who have played in the NFL -- including seven 
Pro Bowlers, nine Super Bowl participants and 12 All-Americans. Akina 
has coached in 26 bowl games.

Kyu Blu Kelly continued to establish himself as an elite cornerback in 
2021, earning All-Pac-12 second team honors a!er leading the 
conference with 13 pass defenses, including two interceptions. Safety 
Jonathan McGill returned for the final two games of the season, 
notching interceptions in both, while freshman Jimmy Wyrick was 
Stanford’s primary starter at nickleback en route to earning the 
program’s Most Outstanding Freshman Award. Kendall Williamson was 
third on the team with a career-high 66 tackles. Injuries again plagued 
Akina’s group, as eleven di"erent players started in the secondary. 

In 2020, two Cardinal defensive backs earned honorable mention All-
Pac-12 in fi!h-year free safety Malik Antoine and sophomore 
cornerback Kelly. Antoine finished third on the team with 38 tackles, 
to go along with three breakups, one interception and one sack. Kelly 
had 20 tackles and one breakup. Strong safety Kendall Williamson (32 
tackles) and safety Jonathan McGill (3 TFL) also made strong strides in 
the pandemic-shortened season under Akina. 

Cornerback Paulson Adebo, a 2021 third-round pick of the New Orleans 
Saints, joined a long lineage of defensive backs mentored by Akina to 
be selected in the NFL Dra!. 

For much of the 2019 season, Akina’s group dealt with injuries, as eight 
di"erent defensive backs each started at least three games, including 
freshmen CB Kyu Blu Kelly (nine starts) and NB Jonathan McGill (six 
starts). Preseason All-American and first team All-Pac-12 performer 
Paulson Adebo finished third nationally in passes defended per game 
(1.4), but missed the final three games of the season. Adebo’s 38 passes 
defended over the last two seasons are the most by a single player in a 
two-year stretch in program history.
 
In 2018, Akina’s secondary was led by the All-American Adebo, who led 
the nation with a school record 24 passes defended as a sophomore 
in 2018.

All-American safety Justin Reid was a third-round NFL Dra! selection 
by the Houston Texans in 2018 and was a pivotal part of a Cardinal 
defense in 2017 that ranked 12th nationally in passes intercepted (18) 
and ninth in turnovers (28). Reid was one of three All-Pac-12 defensive 
backs, joining Quenton Meeks and Brandon Simmons.
 
In 2016, the secondary included two fi!h-year senior safeties who 
provided the cornerstone of a deep and athletic unit. All-Pac-12 
honorable mention safety Dallas Lloyd accounted for a team-high five 
of Stanford’s 14 interceptions, including a pair to help secure Stanford’s 
Sun Bowl win over North Carolina. Lloyd’s total ranked 13th nationally 
and second among Pac-12 defenders. He was joined on the All-Pac-12 
team by honorable mention selections Quenton Meeks and Justin Reid.
 
The Cardinal led the Pac-12 and ranked eighth nationally with four 
defensive touchdowns in 2016 and returned three picks for scores. 
Stanford also finished 25th nationally in team passing e"iciency 
defense (117.75), a figure that was good for fourth among conference 
teams.
 

Anchored by All-Pac-12 second team defensive back Ronnie Harris, 
Akina’s secondary in 2015 included starting safeties Kodi Whitfield 
and Lloyd, who each transitioned from o"ense. The Cardinal posted 
the league’s fi!h-best passing e"iciency defense (123.96) and third-
best total defense (368.3). Stanford’s secondary allowed only 6.76 
yards/pass attempt while picking o" eight, led by Meeks’ team-best 
three interceptions. Meeks added a pick-six in the Rose Bowl win over 
Iowa.
 
The Cardinal tied for fi!h in the Pac-12 in pass breakups (51).
 
In Akina’s first season in 2014, Stanford finished second nationally in 
scoring defense and eighth in passing defense. The Cardinal allowed 
only one passing score in nine games, including a stretch of five with 
zero. Stanford forced the same number of interceptions as passing 
touchdowns allowed (12).
 
Strong safety Jordan Richards led the Cardinal with three 
interceptions and forced three fumbles, and was awarded the 2014 
National Football Foundation’s Scholar-Athlete Award. Richards was 
a first team All-Pac-12 selection and finished his career with nine 
interceptions.
 
Akina came to Stanford from Texas, where he spent 13 seasons on 
defense while developing an impressive number of NFL defensive 
backs.
 
Akina’s secondary helped Texas rank among the nation’s top 10 in 
pass defense six times and featured consecutive Thorpe Award 
winners Michael Hu" (2005) and Aaron Ross (2006) to go along with 
finalists in Earl Thomas (2009) and Quentin Jammer (2001) and 14 first 
team All-Big 12 picks.
 
Akina earned titles of assistant head coach and co-defensive 
coordinator in Austin.
 
Prior to Texas, Akina spent 14 years at Arizona (1987-2000). He started 
as the defensive backs coach and was named associate head coach 
before spending four years as the o"ensive coordinator. He resumed 
defensive coordinator duties shortly before his departure.
 
Akina helped guide Arizona’s famed “Desert Swarm” defense, one of 
the nation’s most aggressive and productive groups. He coached 1990 
Jim Thorpe Award winner Darryll Lewis and finalist Chris McAlister. 
Lewis went on to a 10-year NFL career and was a Pro Bowler for the 
San Diego Chargers. McAlister earned a spot in the 2004 Pro Bowl and 
was a member of the 2000 Super Bowl champion Baltimore Ravens.
 
Akina also spent five years at Hawaii (1981-85) following a graduate 
assistant role at his alma mater, Washington (1979-80).
 
His one season at the professional level came in 1986 when he served 
as the defensive backs coach for Calgary in the Canadian Football 
League.
 
A native of Hawaii, Akina graduated from Washington in 1979. He 
earned three letters as a quarterback for the Huskies.
 
Akina and his wife, Donna, have five children -- Kainoa, Keoni, 
Dionicia, Alli and Kamalii.

One of the most highly regarded running back coaches in the country, Ron Gould 
joined the Stanford sta" in the spring of 2017. The 2022 season is his sixth on 
The Farm.

Gould spent the four seasons prior to his arrival at Stanford as head coach at UC 
Davis a!er a 16-year stint on Cal’s coaching sta".

Five of the past nine Super Bowls have featured a running back whom Gould has 
coached.

In 2021, Nathaniel Peat broke o" an 87-yard touchdown run in an upset victory 
over No. 14 USC for the fi!h-longest run in program history. It was also the 10th-
longest play from scrimage in school history. Peat and Austin Jones combined for 
782 yards on the season, with both contributing heavily in the return and passing 
game, respectively. 

Gould mentored four young running backs in 2020, led by sophomores Jones and 
Peat who both garnered attention from the conference. Jones led the Pac-12 with 
nine rushing touchdowns, tied for 22nd nationally and second most among all 
players who played in six games or fewer. He finished with 550 rushing yards and 
added 156 receiving yards on 21 catches.

Peat had a standout year both as a dynamic running back and kick returner. He 
returned 16 kicks for 398 yards, an average of 24.9 yards per return, while adding 
204 rushing yards and a touchdown.

Gould made an immediate impact on the Cardinal during his first three seasons, 
as running back Bryce Love set the school’s single-season (2,118) and single-
game (301) rushing records while being named the 2017 Doak Walker Award 
winner. Love, also the Lombardi Award winner and Heisman Trophy runner-up as 
a junior, set Stanford’s career records for yards/rush (6.79) and consecutive 100-
yard rushing games (9). The unanimous All-American finished with the fourth-
most rushing yards and fi!h-most touchdowns in school history.

Love was dra!ed in the fourth round of the 2019 NFL Dra! by the Washington 
Football Team.

In 2019, Gould helped fi!h-year senior Cameron Scarlett rush for a career-high 
840 yards and a team-best seven touchdowns. Scarlett also added 25 receptions 
for 240 yards. In addition to Scarlett, true freshmen backs Austin Jones and 
Nathaniel Peat combined for 54 carries, 284 yards and a touchdown on the 
ground while adding 19 catches for 151 yards.

In 2017, Love was the Pac-12 O"ensive Player of the Year and winner of the 
Touchdown Club of Columbus Jim Brown Award. He ranked first among Power 
5 conference running backs in over a dozen categories, including FBS records for 
50-yard rushes (13), consecutive games with a 30-yard rush (13) and consecutive 
games with a 50-yard rush (11). Love’s school-record 301 rushing yards on 25 
carries (12.0 yards/rush) and three-touchdown performance against Arizona 
State was the eighth-best single-game rushing total in Pac-12 history. Love had 
1,088 rushing yards through five games, fourth-most by any player in FBS history, 
and was the 11th running back in FBS history to gain 1,000 yards in his team’s 
first five games. Love was the fastest Stanford running back to gain 1,000 yards 
rushing (fi!h game, 87 carries) and the performance against the Sun Devils linked 
him with USC’s Reggie Bush as the only Pac-12 players ever with 250 or more 
rushing yards in consecutive games.

Gould has mentored some of the top runners in the game, including Super Bowl 
champions C.J. Anderson (Denver Broncos), Shane Vereen (New England 
Patriots) and Marshawn Lynch (Seattle Seahawks). He also coached Jahvid Best, 
the former Detroit Lions back who showcased his speed while running the 100 
meters for Saint Lucia in the 2016 Summer Olympics. The illustrious list of Gould-
coached backs includes seven NFL Pro Bowl selections, three All-America first 
team choices -- including Love, Lynch and J.J. Arrington -- and six first-team all-
conference performers.

His tenure with the Aggies was marked by notable recruiting classes, remarkable 
academic achievements by his team and three wins in the Causeway Classic 
against rival Sacramento State. Gould’s emphasis on academic achievement 
yielded the Big Sky Conference’s highest Academic Progress Rate from the NCAA 
for four straight years, and two consecutive Graduation Success Rates that 
paced the conference.

He didn’t take long to place his stamp on the UC Davis running backs, helping 
guide Gabe Manzanares to the program’s best rushing total (1,285 yards) in more 
than a decade in 2013. Manzanares went on to win Big Sky Newcomer of the 
Year honors while ranking among the conference and FCS leaders in several 
statistical categories. Manzanares was named to the All-Big Sky third team in 
2014 while finishing with 2,116 career yards in two seasons.

In 2015, UC Davis ranked second among FCS programs in time of possession 
(34:37) and tied for fi!h in red-zone e"iciency (.906). Gould’s first season with 
the Aggies produced a tie for fourth in the Big Sky, a run of five victories over UC 
Davis’ final eight games, and a convincing 34-7 win over Sacramento State in 
Gould’s first Causeway Classic. He highlighted his second year by reclaiming the 
Golden Horseshoe with a 48-35 win over rival Cal Poly.

Gould joined the Aggies a!er an impressive career at Cal, where he developed 
several of college football’s top tailbacks, a list that includes NFL players Lynch, 
Arrington, Best, Vereen, Adimchinobe Echemandu (Houston Texans), Justin 
Forsett (Houston Texans), Tarik Smith (Dallas Cowboys) and Will Ta’ufo’ou 
(Jacksonville Jaguars). Other players who got their start with Gould and later 
signed NFL contracts include Chris Manderino (Cincinnati Bengals) and Byron 
Storer (Tampa Bay Buccaneers).

Nine of the program’s top 11 individual rushing seasons and six of Cal’s all-time 
top rushers were coached by Gould. Lynch was the 2006 Pac-10 O"ensive Player 
of the Year, Arrington was eighth in the 2006 Heisman Trophy voting a!er 
leading the country with 2,018 yards, and Best, who was a two-time All-Pac-10 
first-team selection.

Lynch (2007) and Best (2010) were first-round picks in the NFL Dra!, while 
Arrington and Vereen were second-round choices.

Cal enjoyed its best rushing season in more than a half century in 2004 when it 
averaged 256.8 rushing yards/game while scoring a school-record 30 
touchdowns on the ground. The 2005 season brought much of the same with 
the Bears averaging 235.3 yards/game.

Gould played football at Oregon, where he graduated in 1988. He was a graduate 
assistant at Oregon before stops at Portland State (1992) and Boise State (1993-
96) before landing at Cal.

From 1997-2007, he was the running backs coach for the Golden Bears before 
being elevated to associate head coach in 2008. He added running game 
coordinator duties beginning in 2011.

Gould was a candidate for the 2010 American Football Coaches Association 
Assistant Coach of the Year Award and served NFL internships with the Atlanta 
Falcons, Arizona Cardinals, Green Bay Packers, Los Angeles Rams, San Francisco 
49ers and St. Louis Rams.

A native of Scottsdale, Arizona, Gould played defensive back at Scottsdale 
Community College from 1984-85, later to earn a scholarship to Wichita State. 
The Shockers discontinued their program, leading him to Oregon, where he 
played for the Ducks and earned his bachelor’s degree in human services.

Gould and his wife, Teresa, have two sons -- Tevin and Trae.

The 2022 is the fi!h at Stanford for The Krishnamurthi Wide Receivers 
Coach Bobby Kennedy, who has coached in 17 bowl games, including 
four BCS contests (two BCS championship games, two Rose Bowls and 
one Fiesta Bowl).

Despite injuries plaguing the Cardinal wide receiving corps, Kennedy’s 
group was a bright spot of the Stanford o"ense week in and week out 
during the 2021 season. Brycen Tremayne scored a touchdown in each 
of the first five games before su"ering a season-ending injury against 
Oregon. It was Elijah Higgins (45 receptions for 500 yards) and John 
Humphreys (21 receptions for 287 yards) who stepped up in Tremayne’s 
absence to lead the Cardinal to the overtime upset of the third-ranked 
Ducks. 

Team captain Michael Wilson returned from an o"season injury to 
record 19 receptions for 185 yards in the final four games of the year.

Kennedy coached one of Stanford’s deepest units in 2020, led by first 
team All-Pac-12 receiver Simi Fehoko, Junior Michael Wilson also 
earned honorable mention despite playing in just three-and-a-half 
games before injury. 
Fehoko became a fi!h-round selection of the Dallas Cowboys in the 
2021 NFL Dra!.

He finished with 37 receptions for 584 yards and three touchdowns. His 
584 yards led the Pac-12, as did his 97.3 yards per game. He capped 
o" his Cardinal career with a school-record 16 receptions for 230 yards 
and three touchdowns, helping lead Stanford to a come-from-behind, 
two-overtime win at UCLA.

Wilson finished third on the team with 19 receptions for 261 yards, 
while adding a receiving touchdown against Colorado.

Despite a young receiving group in 2019, Kennedy’s group shined. 
Sophomore Michael Wilson led the team with 56 catches for 672 yards 
and five touchdowns, while sophomore Simi Fehoko finished with 24 
catches for 566 yards and six scores. Fehoko’s 23.58 yards per reception 
were the second-most in the country and set a new school record. 

Additionally, junior WR Connor Wedington was second on the team 
with 51 catches for 506 yards and a touchdown, earning All-Pac-12 
honorable mention for his prowess in kick returns, where he averaged 
28.1 yards per return. Junior WR Osiris St. Brown had 27 catches for 263 
yards and sophomore WR Brycen Tremayne, who earned a scholarship 
prior to the season, caught touchdowns on all three of his receptions.

Wedington was a member of the AFCA Allstate Good Works Team in 
2019, given to 11 FBS players who exemplify outstanding community 
service.

In Kennedy’s first season at Stanford, wide out JJ Arcega-Whiteside 
finished with the fi!h-most receiving yards in a season in school 
history, tied a 14-year-old record with 14 touchdowns and was dra!ed 
in the second round of the 2019 NFL Dra! by the Philadelphia Eagles.
 
Kennedy brought 26 years of collegiate coaching experience to The 
Farm. His most recent stops included four years as the wide receivers 
coach at Iowa (2013-16), and he held the same position at Colorado 
(2011-12).
 

The Hawkeyes reached a bowl game in all four years of Kennedy’s 
tenure, including a perfect 12-0 regular season record in 2015, when 
Iowa won the West Division of the Big Ten Conference, participated in 
the 2016 Rose Bowl and ended the season in the top-10 of the national 
rankings.
        
In his first season at Colorado, he helped mold senior Toney Clemons 
into one of the nation’s top receivers. Clemons was selected by 
Pittsburgh in the 2012 NFL Dra!.
 
Kennedy joined the Colorado sta" a!er spending time in Texas, where 
he spent seven seasons (2004-10) as wide receivers coach, the last six 
as the assistant recruiting coordinator. In his time at Texas, Kennedy 
coached in two BCS National Championship games, the 2005 
Rose Bowl victory over USC when the Longhorns won the national 
championship, and in 2009 against Alabama.
 
Kennedy’s first season in Austin came immediately a!er the 
Longhorns had lost three wide receivers to the NFL. He proceeded 
to build a receiving corps that included three Biletniko" Award 
candidates, including two semifinalists and one finalist.
 
Jordan Shipley and Quan Crosby both surpassed 85 receptions and 
1,000 yards in 2008, becoming the 11th duo in NCAA history to each 
surpass 1,000 yards. In 2009, Shipley was a consensus All-American, 
setting Texas records for catches (116) and receiving yards (1,485), 
while matching the school record for receiving touchdowns (13).
 
Kennedy joined the Texas program from Washington, where he 
tutored wide receiver Reggie Williams to two All-America campaigns 
before he became the ninth overall pick in the 2004 NFL Dra!. Williams 
set the Huskies’ single-season marks for receptions (94) and receiving 
yards (1,454) in 2002. He finished his career as Washington’s all-time 
leading receiver with 238 receptions and 3,536 yards.
 
Kennedy coached running backs at Arizona in 2001, and had a six-year 
tenure at Wake Forest, coaching the Demon Deacon running backs in 
1999-2000 a!er four years (1995-98) as receivers coach.
 
Kennedy’s first full-time coaching position came at Wyoming, where 
he coached wide receivers in 1993-94. He tutored two extremely 
talented receivers in Ryan Yarborough, who was second in the NCAA in 
receptions in 1993, and Marcus Harris, who led the nation in receiving 
yards in 1994. Both Harris and Yarborough earned All-America honors.
 
Kennedy began his coaching career in the Big Ten Conference with 
two graduate assistant positions, coaching at Illinois (1990-91) and 
Penn State (1992). At Penn State, he worked with the tight ends and 
coached two future All-Americans in Troy Drayton and Kyle Brady.
 
Kennedy earned a political science degree from Northern Colorado in 
1989, a!er he played quarterback for four seasons (1985-88). He 
began his coaching career at Boulder High School (Colo.), his alma 
mater, where he lettered in football and track.
 
Kennedy was born in Denver and grew up in Boulder. He is married to 
the former LaShonda Lawrence.

Diron Reynolds first joined the Stanford coaching sta" in 2014 as a 
defensive assistant, and rejoined the Cardinal as defensive line coach 
prior to the 2016 season. The 2022 season is his seventh as a full-time 
member of the Stanford sta".
 
Reynolds succeeded Randy Hart, and served as a defensive assistant 
while working with Hart during the 2014 season, when the Cardinal 
ranked third nationally in total defense and tied for fi!h among FBS 
squads by registering 46.0 sacks.

In 2020, junior Thomas Booker was named second team All-Pac-12 
while fi!h year Thomas Scha"er earned honorable mention. Booker 
totaled 21 tackles, three tackles for loss and a sack, while disruptive 
with two pass breakups and two blocked kicks. Scha"er, the first 
Austrian-born Power Five football player, shined in his final season 
under Reynolds, leading the team with four tackles for loss and three 
sacks. 

Booker was again named to the All-Pac-12 second team as a senior in 
2021 before being dra!ed in the fi!h round of the 2022 NFL Dra! by the 
Baltimore Ravens.
 
Reynolds recently instructed defensive tackle Harrison Phillips 
throughout his Cardinal career, and the All-American was selected 
96th overall by the Bu"alo Bills in the third round of the 2018 NFL Dra!. 
Phillips was the fi!h Stanford defensive lineman in as many seasons 
to be dra!ed. Phillips led Stanford in tackles with 103, the most of any 
defensive lineman in the nation. Among those 103 tackles were a team-
best 17 for loss and 7.5 sacks, as well as two forced fumbles. He was a 
second-team All-America choice by the Football Writers Association of 
America, and the Associated Press voted him third-team All-America.
 
Phillips was also first-team all-conference and named a member of the 
America Football Coaches Association Good Works Team for his 
outstanding work in the community. He graduated two quarters early 
as a double major in science, technology and society, and sociology. 
Even more, he added a minor in education.
 

Reynolds also helped develop All-American Solomon Thomas into the 
third overall pick in the 2017 NFL Dra!. Thomas, selected by the San 
Francisco 49ers, was the highest dra!ed Cardinal defensive player in 
program history. Thomas also won the Pac-12’s Morris Trophy, given 
to the league’s top lineman.
 
Reynolds’ pedigree includes more than a decade of coaching in the 
NFL with Indianapolis, Miami and Minnesota. He was the defensive 
line coach at Oklahoma in 2015, helping lead the Sooners to a Big 12 
Title, College Football Playo" berth and an 11-2 record.
 
Reynolds came to The Farm in 2014 following five seasons with the 
Minnesota Vikings, where he served as an assistant defensive line 
coach. Reynolds worked with Brendan Daly and Karl Dunbar on the 
unit, with Minnesota leading the NFL with 50 sacks and 15 fumble 
recoveries in 2011.
 
He spent the 2007 season with the Miami Dolphins as a defensive line 
coach and spent five seasons in Indianapolis as a member of Tony 
Dungy’s coaching sta", where he served as a defensive quality 
control coach when the Colts won Super Bowl XLI. Reynolds worked 
alongside Colts defensive line coach John Teerlinck.
 
In 2001, Reynolds worked as a defensive tackles coach at Indiana. His 
first collegiate coaching experience came at his alma mater, Wake 
Forest, where he served as a graduate assistant in 1997-98 and outside 
linebackers coach from 1999-2000.
 
Reynolds began his coaching career in 1995 at Brookland-Cayce High 
School where he served as an assistant coach and strength and 
conditioning coach.
 
He earned four letters as a linebacker and special teams contributor at 
Wake Forest from 1990-93, graduating in 1994 with a degree in 
communication. He also earned a master’s degree in liberal studies 
from Wake Forest in 1999.

Reynolds is married to Emon and the couple has four children.

Eric Sanders begins his third season on The Farm as a full-time assistant 
coach in 2022. He works with the Cardinal inside linebackers. This 
marks Sanders’ second stint at Stanford, a!er he spent the 2015 
campaign as a defensive assistant. He also adds nine years of NFL 
coaching experience.

Sanders led a much-improved inside linebacker corps in 2020, as his 
two starters Curtis Robinson and Levani Damuni were Stanford’s top 
two tacklers. Robinson, who was a captain and named honorable 
mention All-Pac-12, tallied 44 tackles, three tackles for loss, one forced 
fumble, one fumble recovery and a pass breakup in just six games. 
Damuni, who had played in just one career game prior to the 2020 
season, following a two-year LDS mission (2018-19), totaled 42 tackles 
with an interception and a fumble recovery. 

Damuni continued his growth in the 2021 season as Stanford’s leading 
tackler with 88, 49 solo tackles. The junior added 5.0 tackles for a loss 
with two being sacks. Damuni was followed by Ricky Miezan with 68 
tackles as Stanford’s two leading tacklers, as both came from Sanders’ 
group. Miezan and Jacob Mangum-Farrar (41 tackles) both returned to 
the field a!er missing extensive time with injuries to lead the Cardinal 
defense on the season. 

Sanders spent the 2019 season as a defensive assistant with the New 
York Jets following three years in a similar capacity with the Cleveland 
Browns.
 
Sanders spent the 2015 season working with the Cardinal defensive 
line, helping Stanford to the Pac-12 and Rose Bowl titles. During that 
Rose Bowl campaign, Sanders mentored future NFL stars such as 
Harrison Phillips, Brennan Scarlett and Solomon Thomas.
 
Prior to his time at Stanford in 2015, he spent five seasons with the 
Oakland Raiders, first as an o"ensive quality control coach before 
making the switch to the defensive side of the ball. Sanders spent two 
seasons coaching linebackers at UC Davis before making his move to 
the NFL. He also spent the 2007 season as a graduate assistant at Utah 
State, working with the defensive line.
 
Sanders is a 2005 graduate of UC Davis, where he began his career as 
a student assistant coach and video coordinator in 2003. A!er 
graduation, he transitioned to a coaching role as assistant o"ensive 
line and tight ends coach for two seasons.
 
He and his wife, Maki Ishihara-Sanders, have two sons, EJ and Arty.

Morgan Turner is in his 10th season as a full-time member of the 
coaching sta" in 2022 and his 13th season overall with the program.

Turner has worked closely with the program’s West Coast o"ense and 
helped define a physical style of play that has separated Stanford from 
other programs. Stanford has become especially well-known for its 
recent production of NFL tight ends with Turner helping to develop 
recent players Dalton Schultz, Austin Hooper, Konrad Reuland, Coby 
Fleener, Levine Toilolo and Zach Ertz, as well as Kaden Smith and 
Stanford’s most recent dra! pick, Colby Parkinson.

The next in Turner’s long line of game-changing tight ends made a 
name for himself in 2021: Benjamin Yurosek. Despite having only four 
tight ends on the roster - one of which was two-way starter Tucker Fisk, 
who started at defensive line - under Turner’s direction, Yurosek put 
together one of the best seasons in recent memory. Yurosek led the 
program with 658 receiving yards. His 15.3 yards per reception, three 
games of 90+ yards, and 13 receptions of 20+ yards all ranked in the top 
three among Power-5 tight ends. 

Stanford’s 2020 tight ends did not come into the season with much 
starting experience, but fi!h year Scooter Harrington and senior 
Tucker Fisk played an integral role in not only the passing game, but 
the rushing attack. Harrington and Fisk combined for three touchdown 
receptions, nearly half of Stanford’s seven in the six-game season. 
Additionally, the Stanford tight ends played a large part in the Cardinal 
tallying 15 rushing touchdowns in 2020, up from just eight in the 12-
game season of 2019. 

Parkinson, a fourth-round pick of the Seattle Seahawks in 2020, was a 
semifinalist for the Mackey Award and an All-Pac-12 second team 
honoree in 2019 finished the year with 48 receptions and 589 yards and 
one touchdown.

In fact, Super Bowl LI featured two Turner pupils: Atlanta’s Toilolo and 
Hooper. Hooper, in his first NFL season, caught a 19-yard second-
quarter touchdown to become the first rookie in 17 years to record a 
touchdown reception in the Super Bowl.
 
Turner’s direction and guidance of Cardinal tight ends has played a 
significant role in Stanford’s o"ensive production and the recent 
development of Schultz and Smith. A fourth-round selection by the 
Dallas Cowboys, Schultz was an All-Pac-12 first team selection in 2017. 
He was one of four standout tight ends to see significant time in 2017, 
as the unit accounted for over half of Stanford’s receiving touchdowns 
(12 of 23). Smith was also a member of that unit and then led the 
Cardinal tight ends in 2018 with 635 receiving yards en route to all-
conference second team honors.
 

Stanford’s tight ends amassed 49 receptions for 625 yards and nine 
touchdowns in 2015, as the group was led by Hooper, an All-America 
performer and third-round dra! pick.

The unit compiled 55 receptions for 763 yards and five touchdowns in 
2014 and helped pave the way for the Cardinal rushing game, which 
averaged 158.8 yards/game and broke 200 yards in each of the last 
three games on the season.
 
Hooper led the way for Stanford in 2014, catching 40 passes for 499 
yards and two touchdowns. Hooper was named to the All-Pac-12 
second team and Scout Freshman All-America first team for his e"orts.
 
In his first season as the tight ends coach, Turner helped continue the 
tradition of Stanford’s power rushing o"ense. The 2013 tight ends 
corps played an integral part in Stanford rushing for 2,904 yards in 14 
games.
 
In 2012, Ertz was named unanimous All-America. Ertz and Toilolo 
combined to catch 93 passes for 1,291 yards and 10 touchdowns in 
2012 as Stanford led all schools nationally in tight end productivity. 
Toilolo led Stanford in yards/catch (16.4), while Ertz led the nation’s 
tight ends in receptions and yards.
 
Turner served as an o"ensive assistant from 2011-12 a!er having 
served as a sports performance intern during the 2010 season.
 
Prior to his arrival at Stanford, Turner spent the 2009 season as the 
quarterbacks coach at Indiana State, where he worked under head 
coach Trent Miles and o"ensive coordinator Troy Walters, a former 
Stanford All-America flanker.
 
During the 2008 season, Turner served as the quarterbacks coach and 
scout team coordinator for Illinois’ Central High School. Turner helped 
Central to a berth in the Illinois state playo"s.
 
A 2009 graduate of Illinois, Turner served as a student coach for the 
Fighting Illini during the 2004 season.
 
The Champaign, Illinois, native earned a bachelor’s degree in finance 
from Illinois.
 
Turner lives in Palo Alto with his wife, Melissa, their son, Nicolas, and 
their daughter, Mia.

Cardinal Falls in Opener 

ARLINGTON, Texas (AP) -- Kansas State sixth-year quarterback Skylar Thompson ran for two touchdowns, bulling 
into the end zone for the first one after missing most of last season with a shoulder injury, and the Wildcats opened 
the season with a 24-7 win over Stanford on Saturday.

Deuce Vaughn sprinted 59 yards for a touchdown and finished with 124 yards rushing on 13 carries for the 
Wildcats, who finished last season with a five-game losing streak.

Stanford was down 24-0 before Tanner McKee's 14-yard touchdown pass to Brycen Tremayne with 3:16 left on its 
last offensive snap. The Cardinal, who last year won the last four games of their pandemic-shortened 4-2 season, 
have played 177 games since last being shut out.

Thompson, who later had a 13-yard TD run, opened the scoring when he put his left shoulder down and knocked 
cornerback Kyu Blu Kelly to the ground on a 6-yard TD run in the first quarter.

On the possession before the first TD, Kelly had an impressive interception in the end zone, leaping and reaching 
back over Phillip Brooks and then managing to get one foot down inbounds. But Stanford went three-and-out, 
setting up the two-play TD drive, Thompson finding a wide-open Brooks for a 56-yard pass to the 6.

Trees Topple No. 14 Troy 

LOS ANGELES (AP) - Tanner McKee passed for two touchdowns and rushed for another score in his first collegiate 
start, and Stanford rebounded from a season-opening loss with a 42-28 upset victory over No. 14 Southern 
California on Saturday night.

Nathaniel Peat had an 87-yard touchdown run while racking up a career-high 115 yards, and Kyu Blu Kelly returned 
an interception 31 yards for a touchdown in a surprising rout for the Cardinal (1-1, 1-0 Pac-12). Led by McKee, 
Stanford's offense came back superbly a 24-7 loss to Kansas State last week.

McKee went 16 of 23 for 234 yards while seizing his chance to start. McKee hit Elijah Higgins and Brycen Tremayne 
for TDs as Stanford rolled to a 29-point lead in the fourth quarter of its ninth victory over USC in the California 
rivals' last 14 meetings.

Kedon Slovis passed for 223 yards, and Keaontay Ingram and Darwin Barlow rushed for TDs as the Trojans' (1-1, 
0-1) nine-game regular season winning streak ended in tonight's win for Stanford.

Stanford's defense limited star Trojans receiver Drake London to four catches for 68 yards and a touchdown with 
5:54 to play.

The 100th meeting between the Pac-12's two California private schools resumed a rivalry that was interrupted last 
season for the first time since 1945 by the coronavirus pandemic.

Peat put the Cardinal ahead early with his long sprint down the Cardinal sideline for the fifth-longest TD run in 
Stanford history. The speedy big-play tailback and kick returner nearly topped his previous career-high of 93 yards 
rushing on that play alone.

USC evened it early in the second quarter with a 15-play, 95-yard drive capped by Ingram's 2-yard TD surge, but 
McKee put the Cardinal back ahead with a 3-yard TD pass to Higgins on fourth down only after Stanford decided 
to go for it after USC lined up in the neutral zone on a successful field goal.

Stanford went up 21-10 right before halftime on Tremayne's TD reception, set up by a 49-yard catch by Austin 
Jones. 

Kelly picked off Slovis' pass when it deflected off London's hands, and the cornerback eluded Slovis near the 
goal line to score his first career touchdown. The rout was on when McKee scored on a 1-yard keeper late in the 
third quarter.

Stanford's road trip to start the season continues when the Cardinal travels to Vanderbilt next Saturday, Sept. 18.

22, and an illegal formation penalty on the Commodores moved the ball to the 17. Karty came out for the easy

Stanford made it 20 straight after forcing Vanderbilt three-and-out again to open the third quarter. McKee capped 
a 55-yard drive with a 5-yard TD pass to Jay Symonds for a 34-14 lead.
 
McKee finished with 218 yards passing in the second straight start of his career. The sophomore completed at least 
one pass to nine different receivers. Nathaniel Peat and E.J. Smith ran for a TD apiece.
 
The Cardinal had a 422-398 edge in total offense as Vanderbilt scored a TD on the final play of the game.
 
After a seven-game road trip that spans back to the 2020 season, Stanford finally returns home next Saturday to 
host UCLA on at Stanford Stadium.

Brycen Tremayne made a toe-tapping 19-yard TD grab to get Stanford on the board in the second quarter.

Then, after the Bruins went back up by 14 on Thompson-Robinson's second TD run late in the first half, McKee 
connected on a 56-yard TD pass to Elijah Higgins in the third quarter and a 52-yarder to Bryce Farrell early in the 
fourth to tie the game at 21.

But Thompson-Robinson answered on the next play and UCLA held on for the win.

(AP) -- Tanner McKee threw a TD pass on an untimed down at the end of regulation to tie the 
game and another on the opening possession of overtime to lead Stanford to a 31-24 victory over No. 3 Oregon 
on Saturday.

McKee came back after leaving for a play on the final drive of regulation with an injury to tie it on a 2-yard pass 
to Elijah Higgins after a holding penalty by Oregon (4-1, 1-1 Pac-12) in the end zone extended the game one play.

Stanford Falls to No. 22 Arizona State in Tempe  

TEMPE, Ariz. (AP) -- The Cardinal dropped a Pac-12 Friday night showdown against No. 22 Arizona State, 28-10, 
at Sun Devil Stadium.

The Sun Devils (5-0, 3-0 Pac-12) racked up 255 yards and three touchdowns on the ground. Jayden Daniels 
provided the balance, throwing for 175 yards and running for 76 more, including a 51-yard touchdown.

Stanford (3-3, 2-2) had trouble stopping Arizona State's run game, falling behind early, limited to 9 yards rushing 
on 20 carries.

Tanner McKee threw for 356 yards and a touchdown, but had his first three interceptions of the season. Pierce 
scored in the third quarter after Jack Jones stepped in front of a receiver for an interception and lateralled just 
before hitting the ground.

Elijah Higgins tallied 110 yards on seven catches with a touchdown, while sophomore tight end Benjamin Yurosek 
added 118 yards of his own on six catches.

Both teams were coming off big wins.

Stanford took down Oregon 31-24 by sending the game to overtime with a touchdown on an untimed final play 
of regulation.

Arizona State picked up one of its biggest wins under coach Herm Edwards, knocking off then-No. 20 UCLA 42-23.

The Sun Devils kept rolling against the Cardinal with an onslaught of big plays.

Daniels scrambled through a hole up the middle, ran away from two Stanford defenders who collided and raced 
off for a 51-yard touchdown run on Arizona State's opening drive.

Raachad White scored on a 5-yard run, one play after leaping a defender for a 29-yard gain. The Sun Devils pulled 
off consecutive trick plays covering 54 yards, the second Elijhah Badger's 22-yard TD run on a reverse to lead 21-7 
at halftime.

Stanford had some early success on offense and scored when McKee hit Elijah Higgins on a 6-yard corner fade. 
The Cardinal stalled after that and McKee threw his first interception of the season on a pass that caromed off two 
players' hands in the closing seconds of the first half.

PULLMAN, Wash. (AP) -- The Cardinal mounted a second-half comeback in Pullman, but Max Borghi 
scored on a 2-yard run with 1:30 left in the game as Washington State overcame Stanford 34-31 on 
Saturday.

Borghi's winning score was set up by a 41-yard pass reception by Calvin Jackson Jr. Borghi finished with 
89 yards rushing and two touchdowns.

Quarterback Jayden de Laura threw for 289 yards and three touchdowns for Washington State (4-3, 3-2 
Pac-12), which won its third straight game and holds a five-game winning streak against Stanford.

Austin Jones and Benjamin Yurosek caught touchdown passes for Stanford (3-4, 2-3), while Joshua Karty 
kicked three field goals.

Quarterback Tanner McKee fired a 45-yard touchdown pass to Yurosek on Stanford's first possession. 
Karty added a pair of field goals as Stanford jumped to a 13-0 first quarter lead.

The Cougars came to life in the second quarter, as de Laura threw touchdown passes of 32 yards to 
Travell Harris, 31 yards to Jackson and 10 yards to De'Zhaun Stribling for a 20-13 lead.

Borghi powered over from the 2 late in the third quarter to lift WSU to a 27-16 lead.

But the Cardinal replied with a 74-yard drive. McKee pushed into the end zone from the 1 early in the 
fourth, then ran in the two-point conversion to cut Washington State's lead to 27-24.

After a Washington State punt, Stanford drove 85 yards and took a 31-27 lead on McKee's 8-yard scoring 
pass to Jones with 7:32 left in the game.

Washington State got the ball back on its 30 with 3:26 left. De Laura marched them down the field and 
Borghi scored the winning points with 1:30 left.

The Cardinal has a bye next Saturday before hosting Washington on Oct. 30.

Cardinal Falls to Beavers in Corvallis

CORVALLIS, Ore. (AP) -- Chance Nolan passed for 257 yards and two touchdowns, and ran for a score, leading 
Oregon State to a 35-14 win over Stanford on Saturday.

Nolan completed 19 of 25 passes, including a 67-yard touchdown to Trevon Bradford that increased the lead to 
21-0 early in the third quarter.

Injuries have taken a toll on Stanford (3-7, 2-6), which has lost five games in a row.

Freshman Ari Patu struggled to get the Cardinal's passing game going in his first career start, completing 7 of 14 for 
51 yards with a touchdown and interception before leaving midway through the third quarter with an undisclosed 
injury. Stanford used three quarterbacks in the game.

Oregon State opened the scoring in the first quarter on Nolan's 4-yard touchdown run, culminating a 16-play, 
74-yard drive.

Jack Colletto's 2-yard touchdown run on a direct snap with 17 seconds left in the first half gave the Beavers a 14-0 
advantage at the break. Stanford managed just 74 total yards in the opening half and its best drive ended on a 
blocked field goal attempt from 55 yards.

Oregon State increased its lead on 21-0 early in the third quarter when Bradford turned a short pass into a 67-yard 
touchdown.

Stanford answered with its best drive of the game. Patu completed an 8-yard touchdown pass to tight end 
Benjamin Yurosek on fourth and 2, cutting the lead to 21-7.

B.J. Baylor's 6-yard touchdown run late in the third quarter, and a 5-yard touchdown pass to tight end Teagan 
Quitoriano early in the third quarter gave Oregon State a 35-7 lead.

Nathaniel Peat scored on a rush from 18 yards out to bring the game to its final score of 35-14.

The Cardinal hosts California next Saturday.

Cardinal Falls to Cal

STANFORD, Calif. - Stanford fell to California, 41-11, in the 124th Big Game between the two schools 
Saturday evening.

Chase Garbers was one of more than 20 players from Cal (4-6, 3-4 Pac-12) to miss the game at Arizona two 
weeks ago following a positive COVID-19 test. The Golden Bears had more than 40 positive tests in all for 
the program, leading to last week's game against Southern California to be postponed.

But nearly all of those players were back on Saturday for the Big Game and Cal took control over Stanford 
(3-8, 2-7) with 636 yards of offense, including 352 on the ground.

Garbers delivered the biggest play with an 84-yard TD pass to Trevon Young to open the scoring in the 
second quarter. That broke the record for longest pass in the Stanford/Cal series, eclipsing the 82-yarder 
Brian Johnson threw to Walter Batson for Stanford in 1987.

Garbers added a 1-yard TD pass to Christopher Brooks later in the half to deliver Cal just its second win in 
the past 11 Big Games. Garbers ran and threw for a score two years ago in a 24-20 win at Stanford Stadium 
that was the Bears' only other win in the past 11 games against Stanford (3-8, 2-7).

The Cardinal has dropped six straight games overall for their longest skid since losing their first nine games 
in 2006 under coach Walt Harris.

Even the return of Tanner McKee made little difference for Stanford. He missed the past two games when 
the Cardinal were outscored by 66 points in losses to Utah and Oregon State and struggled to get much 
going on offense.

Stanford was gashed again by big plays, allowing a 75-yard run to Brooks and a 76-yard TD run to Marcel 
Dancy in the third quarter. The Cardinal have allowed five TDs from scrimmage of more than 50 yards in 
the past three games.

Stanford hosts Notre Dame on Saturday to close out the 2021 season.

STANFORD, Calif. -  Stanford closed out its 2021 campaign Saturday evening at Stanford Stadium, falling to 
No. 6 Notre Dame 45-14, in the annual meeting for the Legends Trophy.

Jack Coan threw two touchdown passes and ran for another score as Notre Dame kept its playoff hopes 
alive. The Fighting Irish (11-1, No. 6 CFP) won their final seven games following a home loss to Cincinnati 
but will likely need some help next week to get into the College Football Playoff for the third time in the 
past four seasons.

Stanford (3-9) was bidding for its third top-15 win of the season, having already defeated No. 14 USC and 
No. 3 Oregon. However, the Cardinal lost its seventh straight game to end the season.

Notre Dame built a 24-0 halftime lead following Kyren Williams' 1-yard touchdown rush with 4:47 in the 
second quarter. 

Jonathan McGill intercepted Coan's pass on the first drive of the second half to set up a 13-yard drive, 
capped by Austin Jones' 5-yard run to make it 24-7.

The Irish moved ahead 38-7 before Tanner McKee connected with Benjamin Yurosek for a 49-yard passing 
touchdown with 11:44 remaining in the fourth quarter.

McKee completed 20-of-25 passes for 172 yards. Jones carried nine times for 37 yards while Michael Wilson 
caught six passes for 52 yards and Yurosek hauled in five receptions for 87 yards.

Approximately 8,500 people crowded into Tournament Park on 
the California Institute of Technology campus to witness the first 
Rose Bowl Game. The best in the West versus the best in the East 
had been brought together by tournament o!icials to attract 
more national attention to their pageant.

What spectators got was a flat-out massacre by the “point-a-
minute” Michigan Wolverines, who had outscored opponents 
501-0 during the regular season.

Coached by Fielding H. Yost, an assistant at Stanford the year 
before, Michigan outplayed Stanford in every aspect of the 
game. For the Wolverines, fullback Neil Snow rushed for five  
touchdowns and Ev Sweeley punted for almost 900 yards and 
kicked four field goals.

In a violent game, Stanford guard William Roosevelt, a second 
cousin of President Teddy Roosevelt, played an astonishing 15 
minutes with a broken leg before having to leave the game with 
fractured ribs in addition to the leg injury.

The game ended with eight minutes remaining on the clock 
a"er the two team captains agreed to finally halt the Michigan 
onslaught.

Following the contest, the Rose Bowl Game was discontinued 
until the first day of 1916, when Washington State defeated 
Brown, 14-3.

One of the most classic Rose Bowl Game matchups occurred 
in 1925 when Stanford coach Pop Warner and star player 
Ernie Nevers went up against Knute Rockne and “The Four 
Horsemen” of Notre Dame.

When it was over, the Fighting Irish had a 27-10 victory, a 10-0 
season and a national championship, while Stanford finished 
7-1-1. Turnovers proved to be Stanford’s undoing in the game as 
three Irish touchdowns were scored on Stanford giveaways.

Nevers, Stanford’s All-American two-way star, turned in one of 
the greatest performances in the school’s history. Not only did 
he play all 60 minutes in the game, but he rushed for 114 yards, 
more yardage than all the Four Horsemen combined, despite 
having his ankles bandaged so tightly that the circulation was 
almost completely shut o!. Both ankle bones had been broken 
earlier in the season and the casts had been taken o! just 10 
days before the Rose Bowl Game. Nevers could barely walk.

Elmer Layden was the star Horseman on this day by scoring 
three touchdowns for Notre Dame, two on interception returns. 
His 76-yard return in the second quarter moved the Irish to 
a 13-3 lead, and his 70-yard touchdown return in the fourth 
quarter provided Notre Dame with its final score.

Murray Cuddeback kicked a 17-yard field goal in the first quarter 
to give Stanford an early 3-0 lead. Notre Dame then scored 20 
unanswered points before Stanford managed to score and cut 
the lead to 20-10.

With Stanford nursing a 7-0 lead late in the fourth quarter, 
Alabama’s Clark Pearce blocked a Stanford punt on the 47-yard 
line, which was ultimately recovered on Stanford’s 14-yard line.

Five plays later, Alabama scored a touchdown and kicked the 
extra point to preserve its unbeaten season.

In 1940, Stanford got a new football coach in Clark Shaughnessy 
and the rest of the football world got a revolutionary style of 
football that would forever change the game.

Shaughnessy and his “T” Formation proved to be an o!ense 
filled with innovative tricks that le" fans astonished and 
opponents flat-footed. The Indians bowled over all nine of its 
regular season opponents and came into the Rose Bowl Game 
with a perfect 9-0 record. The Cornhuskers (8-1) were ranked 
seventh in the nation and had lost just once all season to top-
ranked Minnesota.

But, the game belonged to Shaughnessy and the “Wow Boys.” 
The “T” Formation featured a completely new o!ensive set with 
the quarterback taking the snap from right behind the center.

Of course, Shaughnessy’s new o!ense was not without its stars. 
In quarterback Frankie Albert, halfbacks Pete Kmetovic and 
Hugh Gallarneau and fullback Norm Standlee, the Indians had 
the right tools to run the “T.” Shaughnessy would later call this 
backfield one of the greatest of all-time in American football 
history.

The di!erence, however, was that Clemson won the first 
half 27-0 and Stanford won the second half 21-0 – giving the 
Tigers a 27-21 victory in the Cardinal’s first post-season bowl 
appearance since the 1978 Bluebonnet Bowl.

Clemson gained 291 yards and had 15 first downs in the first 
half while the Cardinal gained just 57 yards and recorded three 
first downs. The Tigers’ 27-0 first half lead was largely due to 
the running of Terrence Flagler and Kenny Flowers and the 
passing of quarterback Rod Williams, who completed 8-of-11 
for 101 yards.

Stanford’s starting quarterback – John Paye – could not play 
due to injury and seldom-used backup Greg Ennis was called 
to action. Ennis completed 20-of-40 for 168 yards for the game, 
but was just 6-of-13 for 18 yards in the first half. Brad Muster, 
the 1986 Pac-10 O!ensive Player of the Year, earned co-MVP 
honors with Clemson’s Williams a"er rushing for 70 yards 
on 17 carries and catching four passes for 53 yards and two 
touchdowns.

Stanford’s “Now Boys” entered the Aloha Bowl with a seven-
game winning streak - the program’s longest since 1951 - as the 
Cardinal was making its first bowl appearance since 1986.

The Cardinal jumped out to first-half leads of 7-0 and 17-10, but 
Georgia Tech scored a touchdown and two-point conversion 
in the last 14 seconds of the game to secure an 18-17 victory. 
Stanford led 17-10 with 1:41 remaining in the game when its 
drive stalled on the Georgia Tech 45. 

Tommy Vardell finished the game with 104 yards and 
accounted for both of Stanford’s touchdowns, but was knocked 
out of the game in the second half a"er breaking his collarbone. 
Quarterback Steve Stenstrom finished the game completing 16 
of 32 passes for 170 yards.

The culmination of one of the greatest football seasons in 
Stanford history came on a warm and cloudy day in Miami. 

The Cardinal, Pac-10 Co-Champions for the first time since 1971 
and playing in its first New Year’s Day Bowl Game since the 1972 
Rose Bowl Game, beat traditional power Penn State, 24-3, in the 
Blockbuster Bowl in a game that clearly showed why Stanford 
was a top-10 team.

Stanford used a familiar formula: a dominating defense and an 
e!ective o!ense.

A"er Stanford took a 14-3 lead into the locker room at hal"ime, 
Penn State could muster just 29 rushing yards, 53 via the pass 
and only 82 total yards the entire second half. 

Senior cornerback Darrien Gordon was named the game’s Most 
Outstanding Player a"er holding Penn State All-American wide 
receiver O.J. McDu!ie intact. Gordon recorded seven tackles and 
was credited with six pass breakups.

Steve Stenstrom completed 17 of 28 passes for 210 yards and 
two touchdowns while fullback Ellery Roberts added 98 yards 
on the ground.

Stanford was picked to finish last in the Pac-10 by many of the 
preseason prognosticators but the Cardinal under first-year 
head coach Tyrone Willingham had di!erent ideas. Stanford 
found itself unbeaten a"er its first five games, with only a tie 
against Wisconsin blemishing an otherwise perfect ledger. 

The Cardinal picked up three more wins late in the season 
against Oregon State, Washington State and Cal to finish the 
regular season with a 7-3-1 mark and gain an invitation to the St. 
Jude Liberty Bowl, where it would face East Carolina.

Stanford could not get on track o!ensively and managed just 11 
first downs and 211 yards in total o!ense in a 19-13 loss to the 
Pirates. The Cardinal faced a third-and-one from the Pirate 20 
with less than a minute le" to play, but Mark Butterfield’s last 
two passes fell incomplete and ECU took over on downs with 11 
seconds le" in the game.

In the most lopsided bowl game victory in school history,

Stanford advanced to the 18th bowl game in school history and 
the second straight under Tyrone Willingham. The Cardinal’s 
win gave Stanford a 7-5 final record and five consecutive wins to 
end the season.

The game was as one-sided as the score indicated. Stanford 
scored touchdowns on o!ense, defense and special teams, led 
21-0 at the half and never allowed the Spartans to mount any 
semblance of a comeback in the second half.

Chad Hutchinson was named the game’s o!ensive MVP a"er 
completing 22 of 28 passes for 226 yards and one touchdown. 
Anthony Bookman ran wild in El Paso, finishing the contest with 
103 yards on 11 carries. 

Defensive end Kailee Wong recorded 10 tackles, three tackles for 
loss and two sacks and was named the game’s defensive MVP.

Stanford was a heavy underdog 
to Big Ten champion Wisconsin, but gave the fourth-ranked 
Badgers all they could handle in a 17-9 defeat.

Walters played in the game with a heavily 
wrapped wrist and caught three passes for 52 yards and Howard 
defied the odds and made a start at defensive end and recorded 
five tackles.

Behind four touchdown passes by quarterback Andrew Luck, 
Stanford pulled away from the ACC-champion Hokies in the 
second half en route to its school record 12th victory of the 
season. Three of Luck’s four touchdown strikes went to tight 
end Coby Fleener, who finished the game with six receptions for 
173 yards, both career highs.

Luck, who was named the game’s Most Outstanding Player, 
completed 18 of 23 passes for 287 yards and four touchdowns. 
A"er completing 9 of 13 passes in the first half, Luck was nearly 
perfect following intermission, completing 9 of 10 attempts for 
201 yards and three touchdowns – all to Fleener.

Stanford led just 13-12 at hal"ime, as the Hokies thwarted a 
fake punt and blocked an extra point try. 

Running back Jeremy Stewart, who had been hampered all year 
with injuries, broke loose for a 60-yard touchdown run at the 
6:16 mark of the first quarter to give the Cardinal a 7-0 lead.

A"er Virginia Tech took a 13-9 lead, Luck connected with tight 
end Zach Ertz for a 25-yard touchdown pass that capped an 
eight-play, 79-yard scoring drive. A field goal by Virginia Tech’s 
Chris Hazley just before hal"ime cut Stanford’s lead to 13-12 
at the break.

The second half belonged to the Cardinal, as Stanford scored 
on its first four possessions on its way to its eighth consecutive 
victory. Owen Marecic opened the second half scoring spree 
with a one-yard run at the 8:47 mark of the third quarter to give 
Stanford a 19-12 lead. 

Luck then hit Fleener for touchdowns of 41, 58 and 38 yards, 
securing Stanford’s first bowl victory since 1996.

Stanford’s defense, behind a 12-tackle e!ort from linebacker 
Shayne Skov, limited a strong Hokies running game to just 66 
yards.

It was the final game for Stanford head coach Jim Harbaugh, 
who compiled a 29-21 in four seasons at the helm of the 
Cardinal program. With the win, Stanford became the first FBS 
team to win 12 games four years a"er losing 11 contests.

Quinn Sharp’s 22-yard field goal in overtime gave the Cowboys 
its first BCS title, only a"er Stanford kicker Jordan Williamson 
misfired on two critical field goal attempts, one at the end of 
regulation and the other in overtime.

Quarterbacks Andrew Luck and Brandon Weeden each threw 
for over 300 yards while Stanford running back Stepfan Taylor 
ran for a career -high 177 yards on 35 carries.

Two-time Biletniko! Award winner Justin Blackman caught 
eight passes for 186 yards, including touchdowns of 43, 67 and 
17 yards.

Luck was especially brilliant in his final game in a Stanford 
uniform, completing 27 of 31 passes for 347 yards and two 
touchdowns, including a 53-yard bomb to Ty Montgomery that 
accounted for the game’s first touchdown.

Stanford compiled 590 yards in total o!ense, compared to 
412 for Oklahoma State,and held the Cowboys to just 13 yards 
rushing.

The Cardinal never trailed in the game until Sharp made the 
game-winning field goal that le" Stanford crestfallen.

The two teams combined for 24 points in a wild fourth quarter.

Taylor’s one-yard touchdown run with 4:34 le" capped a 13-
play, 69-yard scoring drive that gave the Cardinal a short-lived 
38-31 lead.

Weeden and the Cowboys marched 67-yards in nine plays and 
tied the game when Joseph Randall carried over from four 
yards out with 2:35 le".

Luck then drove the Cardinal down to the Cowboys 23-yard 
line, setting up a potential game-winning field goal with :03 
remaining.

However, Williamson’s attempt missed badly, sending the game 
into overtime.

Ed Reynolds led the defense with 10 tackles and Shayne Skov 
had a sack and three tackles for loss. But Michigan State’s 
Connor Cook passed for a career-high 332 yards on 22 of 36 
passing.

Cook’s connection with Tony Lippett in the fourth quarter 
proved to be the di!erence.

The tie-breaking pass came from 25-yards out and Stanford 
could not muster a comeback of its own, despite a late field goal 
from Jordan Williamson.

The Spartan’s defense ended it by stopping the Pac-12 
champion Cardinal on fourth-and-1 with 1:46 to play, stu!ing a 
run play up the middle. 

A mere 112 years a"er the game considered the first Rose Bowl 
was played in a park elsewhere in Pasadena, Stanford and 
Michigan State engaged in an old-fashioned slugfest in the 
venerable stadium that later hosted the BCS title game.

Hogan, named the game’s most valuable o!ensive player, 
completed 14 of 20 passes.

Ten receivers caught passes, with Devon Cajuste (four 
receptions for 47 yards and two touchdowns) and tight end 
Austin Hooper (five receptions for 71 yards) leading the way.

Christian McCa!rey had 138 all-purpose yards and Ricky Seale 
ran for his first career touchdown -- a 1-yard plunge that put 
Stanford up 42-7 early in the fourth.

Maryland quarterback C.J. Brown moved the o!ense early, 
although he was sacked six times. Brown finished 15-for-27 
passing for 205 yards and one interception and ran for a late 
touchdown. 

Diggs caught 10 passes for 138 yards, Wes Brown ran for a short 
touchdown early in the second quarter and William Likely 
returned a kicko!

The first time Christian McCa!rey touched the ball in the 102nd 
Rose Bowl, he took it 75 yards for a spectacular touchdown. A 
few hundred yards later, Stanford’s star had smashed the oldest 
bowl game’s record for all-purpose yards while leading the 
Cardinal to a blowout win over Iowa.

McCa!rey caught a touchdown pass on the opening snap and 
returned a punt 63 yards for another score while racking up 368 
all-purpose yards, propelling No. 5 Stanford to a 45-16 victory 
over the sixth-ranked Hawkeyes.

McCa!rey was sublime in his Rose Bowl debut, breaking the 
all-purpose yards record set by Wisconsin’s Jared Abbrederis 
in 2012. The speedy running back turned in one of the most 
dynamic performances in the Rose Bowl’s lengthy history.

The world was wide awake to see McCa!rey in Pasadena -- and 
he scored 11 seconds in. Hogan’s throw to McCa!rey was the 
second-longest touchdown pass in Rose Bowl history and the 
longest play given up all season by the stingy Iowa defense.

McCa!rey finished with 172 yards rushing, 105 yards receiving 
and 91 on kick returns, putting an appropriate cap on the season 
in which he set the NCAA record for all-purpose yards. He also 
became the first player ever to rack up more than 100 yards 
rushing and 100 yards receiving in a Rose Bowl -- and he even 
became the single-season rushing leader in Stanford history 
with 2,109 yards on the ground.

With a powerful o!ensive line and a sturdy defense, Stanford 
ruined the first Rose Bowl in 25 years for the Hawkeyes, who 
followed up their remarkable 12-0 regular season with two 
postseason losses.

C.J. Beathard passed for 239 yards and two fourth-quarter 
touchdowns for the Hawkeyes, whose thousands of fans proudly 
filled the venerable stadium with old gold and black. The faithful 
had painfully little to cheer a"er Iowa fell behind on the first 
snap, putting a daylong damper on Kirk Ferentz’s first Rose Bowl 
a"er 17 years as a head coach.

The Cardinal had the highest-scoring first quarter and first half 
in the Rose Bowl’s lengthy history. A"er McCa!rey’s opening 
touchdown, Hogan rushed for an 8-yard score and Quenton 
Meeks returned an interception 66 yards for another touchdown 
in the first 11 minutes.

Iowa had never trailed by more than seven points at any point in 
its magical season, which included the first 12-0 start in school 
history before a narrow loss to Michigan State in the Big Ten 
title game. But the rout was really on a"er McCa!rey made his 
63-yard touchdown return in the opening minute of the second, 
juking Iowa linebacker Josey Jewell on the way.

Stanford even got creative -- or cruel, depending on your 
perspective. Hogan appeared to fake a fumbled hando! 
to McCa!rey in the second quarter before popping up and 
throwing to an untouched Michael Rector for a 31-yard score, 
making it 35-0 at hal"ime.

Stanford took a 25-17 lead on Conrad Ukropina’s 27-yard field 
goal with 3:23 left. North Carolina was forced to punt on its next 
series, but used two timeouts to get the ball back.

After taking over at their own 3, the Tar Heels drove 97 yards 
in 10 plays. Completing passes of 44 and 27 yards, Trubisky 
capped the 1:11 drive with the two-yard touchdown pass to 
Howard.

Stanford then sacked Trubisky on the two-point try, a rush led 
by Solomon Thomas forcing the quarterback to retreat before 
being taken down. Thomas was selected the game’s MVP.

Stanford safety Dallas Lloyd intercepted two of Trubisky’s 
passes, returning the second 19 yards for a touchdown to give 
Stanford a 22-17 lead early in the fourth quarter.

Starting quarterback Keller Chryst left with a knee injury in the 
second quarter, forcing backup Ryan Burns into the game. At 
that point, they were without their top two backfield weapons. 

Ukropina kicked four field goals to tie a Sun Bowl record and 
was named the game’s Most Valuable Special Teams Player. 
He also set a Stanford record for field goals in a season with 
22. He set the record with his second-quarter kick, then added 
two more.

Hill added a 93-yard touchdown pass to Jalen Reagor in the 
fourth quarter.

After pinning TCU deep, Hill found Reagor for the long 
touchdown pass early in the fourth quarter. White, who earlier 
had a costly fumble, then gave TCU its first lead with a punt 
return touchdown.

Cameron Scarlett scored on a 1-yard run and recovered a 
fumble in the end zone for a second score to lead Stanford to a 
14-13 victory against Pittsburgh in the Sun Bowl.

The Cardinal finished on a four-game winning streak, much the 
same way it did two years ago when Stanford won the Sun Bowl 
for a season-ending six-game streak. Making a school-record 
10th straight postseason appearance, Stanford has won four of 
its last five bowl games, with two of those victories coming in 
the Sun Bowl.

Stanford struggled offensively throughout the game but was 
playing without five starters: tailback Bryce Love, receiver 
Trenton Irwin, tight end Kaden Smith, left tackle Walker Little 
and right guard Nate Herbig.

In fact, the Cardinal did not score in the first quarter, 
representing its first scoreless quarter of play in a bowl game 
since being shut out in the third quarter of the 2014 Rose Bowl 
Game against Michigan State.

Scarlet finished with 91 yards on 21 carries while filling in for 
Love, who missed the game due to injury. Scarlett was honored 
as the C.M. Hendricks Most Valuable Player, while on the 
defensive side, Thomas Booker was recognized as the Jimmy 
Rogers, Jr. Most Valuable Lineman.

The Cardinal was 0 for 8 on third downs before K.J. Costello hit 
JJ Arcega-Whiteside for a 12-yard completion. A 49-yard pass 
to Arcega-Whiteside followed, and Scarlett recovered Costello’s 
fumble for the go-ahead score on the next play with 11:28 left.

Pitt, which had a 10-7 halftime lead and was up 13-7 early in 
the fourth quarter, was led by tailback Darrin Hall, who had 16 
carries for 123 yards and a score.

Beginning with Frankie Albert, who earned All-America honors in 1940 and ’41, and continuing 
with the likes of Bobby Garrett, John Brodie, Jim Plunkett, Mike Boryla, Guy Benjamin, John Elway, 
John Paye, Steve Stenstrom, Kevin Hogan, Todd Husak, Trent Edwards and Andrew Luck, Stanford 
has enjoyed a long tradition of excellence at the quarterback position for eight decades.

Plunkett won the 1970 Heisman Trophy and finished his career with a school and NCAA record 
7,887 yards in total o!ense. A"er engineering Stanford’s 27-17 upset victory over Ohio State in the 
1971 Rose Bowl, Plunkett was the No. 1 pick in the 1971 NFL Dra" by the New England Patriots.
Luck presided over the three most prolific o!enses in school history from 2009-11, leading the 
Cardinal to three straight bowl appearances and a top-10 ranking.

Four former quarterbacks – Garrett, Plunkett, Elway and Luck – were No. 1 picks in the NFL Dra" 
while Brodie was a first-round dra" pick by the San Francisco 49ers in 1956.

Four quarterbacks – Plunkett (XV, XVIII), Elway (XXI, XXI, XXIV, XXXII, XXXIII), Turk Schonert (XVI, XXII) 
and Guy Benjamin (XVI) have combined to play in 10 Super Bowls, winning five rings and earning 
two Super Bowl MVP awards.

Stanford quarterbacks have le" an indelible mark in the evolution of the game. Albert was part of 
Clark Shaughnessy’s T-formation scheme that revolutionized college football in the early 1940s. 
Under Albert’s direction, Stanford was recognized as national champions by several polls follow-
ing its undefeated season in 1940, which culminated with a 21-3 victory over Nebraska in the Rose 
Bowl.

1970 Heisman Trophy Winner Jim Plunkett
In 1970, Jim Plunkett became Stanford’s first and only player to win the Heisman Trophy as the 
best player in college football. Plunkett led the Indians to the Pacific-8 Conference title with a 9-3 
record, including a 27-17 upset victory over previously undefeated Ohio State in the Rose Bowl. 

He was the runaway winner for the trophy, garnering 510 of 1,059 first place ballots cast. He 
compiled 2,299 points to 1,401 for runner-up Joe Theismann of Notre Dame. In addition to the 
Heisman, Plunkett won the Maxwell Award, was a consensus first-team All-America, and was 
named Player of the Year by United Press International, Sporting News, Sport Magazine, the Walter 
Camp Association, and the American College Football Coaches Association. 

He completed 191 of 358 passes for 2,715 yards, and he ran for another 183 yards, giving him 2,898 
yards of total o!ense that season (a school and Pac-8 record). Highlights of the season include his 
275 passing yards in a 24-14 drubbing of USC, 22-of-36 passing for 268 yards and four touchdowns 
in a 29-22 win against Washington, and a phenomenal 20-of-30 for 265 yards in the 1971 Rose 
Bowl, Plunkett’s final game at Stanford.

A"er finishing eighth in the Heisman balloting as a junior in 1969, Plunkett turned down an 
opportunity to turn pro and returned to Stanford for his senior season. “Coach (John) Ralston, all 
of our coaches, and my teammates have been building something at Stanford for the past couple 
of years,” Plunkett explained. “If I were to leave now, I would always have the feeling that I let 
them down before our goals were reached. Besides, we are always telling kids today not to drop 
out, to finish school, to set targets and to work towards them. What would they think if I were to 
drop out now for professional football?”

Plunkett returned to Stanford for the 1970 season and wound up having a storybook year he 
would never forget. He led the Indians to their first Rose Bowl appearance in 19 years and their 
first Rose Bowl victory in 30 seasons. His performance in the Rose Bowl earned him Most Valuable 
Player honors. He finished his career with 7,887 yards in total o!ense, which not only set a 
Stanford record but also established a new NCAA record. 

He went on to become the number-one dra" pick in the NFL by the New England Patriots. He 
played 16 seasons in the NFL with the Patriots, San Francisco 49ers and Oakland and Los Angeles 
Raiders. He was named NFL Rookie of the Year in 1971 and won two Super Bowl championships 
with the Raiders. He was the MVP of Super Bowl XV following the 1981 season when he led the 
Oakland Raiders over the Philadelphia Eagles. Three years later, Plunkett led the Los Angeles 
Raiders to a victory in Super Bowl XVIII over the Washington Redskins.

In November 1991, Plunkett’s jersey number 16 became the second number retired in Stanford 
history (the first was Ernie Never’s number 1). He is a member of the National Football Foundation 
College Football Hall of Fame and the Stanford Athletic Hall of Fame.
