The Ducks lost the doubles point but built a comeback with wins at
No. 1, No. 2, No. 5 and the No. 4 clincher match in singles play.

The Traralgon, Australia, native is ranked at No. 29 by
ITA in the most recent (Feb. 5) rankings.
