PROLIFIC HUSKERS SHOOT FOR PERFECT OPENING WEEK 
	 • The Nebraska women’s basketball team continues its five-game home stand by taking on 
Alabama A&M on Sunday afternoon at Pinnacle Bank Arena.
	 • Tip-off between the Huskers (2-0) and Bulldogs (0-2) is set for 2 p.m. (CT), with a live video stream 
provided for subscribers of B1G+ with the Big Ten Student U call of Connor Clark and Matt McMaster. 
Huskers Radio Network announcers Matt Coatney and Jeff Griesch will be on the radio broadcast, 
which can be heard on 1400 AM KLIN in Lincoln and CD 105.9 FM in Omaha. The free audio also can 
be accessed on Huskers.com and the Huskers App. 
	 • The Huskers welcome Alabama A&M Head Coach Margaret Richards and her Bulldogs back to 
Lincoln for the second time in three seasons. Richards, a four-year letterwinner at Nebraska (2001-04), 
is in her sixth season leading Alabama A&M. The Bulldogs have posted back-to-back winning seasons 
and have improved their winning percentage in each of Richards’ five seasons at the Huntsville, 
Alabama school. NU defeated Alabama A&M 68-46 in the 2019-20 season opener (Nov. 6, 2019).

• Nebraska heads into Sunday’s game after its most prolific back-to-back offensive performances to 
open a season in school history. After tipping the 2021-22 campaign with a 108-50 win over defending 
America East Conference regular-season champion Maine on Tuesday (Nov. 9), the Huskers added a 
102-47 victory over Prairie View A&M on Thursday (Nov. 11).

• The 210 combined points in the first two games were the most to open a season in school history 
and were just one point shy of the 211 points scored in back-to-back 100-point efforts (108 vs. Iowa 
State, Jan. 15; 103 vs. Kansas State, Jan. 18) in 1983 - the only other time in NU history that the 
Huskers produced back-to-back 100-point games.

• Nebraska added the second-most defensive rebounds (48) in school history in the win over Prairie 
View A&M, on its way to a plus-26 rebound margin. The Big Red own an average scoring margin of 
56.5 and an average rebound margin of 24.5 through two games.

• In addition to the huge scoring and rebounding differentials, Nebraska also has dished out 26 
assists in each of the first two games, as five Huskers have scored in double figures in each game. 
Only Isabelle Bourne scored double digits in both contests, as nine different Huskers own double-
figure performances already this season.

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SCOUTING THE ALABAMA A&M BULLDOGS
• Former Husker Margaret Richards brings her Alabama A&M Bulldogs to Pinnacle Bank Arena 

for the second time in the last three seasons to battle Nebraska. Richards has led Alabama A&M to 
back-to-back winning seasons, and the Bulldogs have improved their winning percentage in each of 
her first five seasons in Huntsville.

• Richards, who is in her sixth season as the head coach at Alabama A&M, was a four-year letterwinner 
at Nebraska from 2001 through 2004. The 5-9 guard from Louisville, Ky., finished her Husker career 
with 915 points, 518 rebounds and 216 assists while playing 117 games with 69 starts for the Big Red.

• Alabama A&M comes to Lincoln with an 0-2 record after playing back-to-back games in Ohio to 
open the season. The Bulldogs dropped a 73-52 decision at Dayton in the opener on Nov. 9, before 
suffering a 73-60 setback at Cincinnati on Nov. 10. The Bearcats are coached by former Nebraska 
assistant Michelle Clark-Heard, who played a significant role in bringing Richards to Lincoln as a player.

• The Bulldogs also feature a pair of Nebraskans in their starting five. Nigeria Jones, a 5-7 graduate 
student out of Lincoln Northeast High School, has averaged 9.0 points, 3.0 rebounds, 4.5 assists and 
2.5 steals through two games this season. Jones, who has played in 108 games with 100 starts as a 
Bulldog, has scored 1,036 career points.

• Senior Dariauna Lewis is in her third season as a starter at Alabama A&M. The 6-1 forward out of 
Omaha North High School spent her first season at Missouri State. She is averaging 6.5 points and 
team highs of 8.0 rebounds and 4.5 blocked shots through two games this season. 

• Last season, Lewis led the Bulldogs in scoring (17.8 ppg), rebounding (13.0 rpg) and blocks (2.1 
bpg) while helping Alabama A&M to a 10-7 record. Her 13.0 rebounds per game ranked No. 2 in the 
final NCAA Division I statistics.

• Lewis also led the team in all three categories as a sophomore in 2019-20, when she averaged 
16.8 points, 9.2 rebounds and 1.7 blocks. 

• The Bulldogs return their top three scorers from a year ago in Lewis (17.8 ppg), Deshawna Harper 
(15.2 ppg) and Jones (10.1 ppg). The trio combined for more than 65 percent (732-of-1,122) of 
Alabama A&M’s points. The Bulldogs ranked third in the SWAC in scoring offense at 66.0 points per 
game in 2020-21. 

NEBRASKA VS. ALABAMA A&M SERIES HISTORY
	 • Sunday’s game is the second meeting all-time between the Huskers and Bulldogs. Nebraska 
fought its way to a 68-46 win over Alabama A&M on Nov. 6, 2019. Sam Haiby (8 points) and Isabelle 
Bourne (2 points) are the only current Huskers who played in that game. Alabama A&M returns three 
starters from that contest, including Nigeria Jones (16 points, 6 rebounds), Deshawna Harper (15 
points, 5 rebounds) and Dariauna Lewis (8 points, 9 rebounds). 

• A fourth Bulldog, Lazurea Saunders, also saw 14 minutes of action with two points and five boards.
• Overall, Alabama A&M returns 41 of its 46 points and 25 of its 45 rebounds from its first meeting 

with Nebraska. The Huskers return just 10 points and four rebounds of their 68 points and 50 total 
rebounds.

HUSKERS POWER PAST PANTHERS, 102-47
 • Jaz Shelley erupted for the first double-double of her college career with 22 points and a career-

high 11 rebounds to lead five Huskers in double figures, as Nebraska rolled to a 102-47 win over 
Prairie View A&M on Thursday night at Pinnacle Bank Arena.

• Nebraska scored 100-plus points in back-to-back wins for the first time in school history after 
opening with 108 points in a Tuesday afternoon victory over defending America East Conference 
champion Maine. It marked just the second time in school history that the Big Red scored 100 points 
in back-to-back games, joining a 108-point performance in a 28-point victory over Iowa State on Jan. 
15, 1983 and 103 points in a one-point overtime loss to Kansas State on Jan. 18, 1983.

• Shelley hit 8-of-12 shots from the field, including 6-of-9 three-pointers, while adding three assists, 
two steals and two blocks for the second straight game. 

• Isabelle Bourne added double figures with 13 points. Bourne teamed with Shelley to score 
Nebraska’s first 15 points to race to a 15-2 lead in the first four-plus minutes, and the Huskers never 
led by less than double digits the rest of the way.

• Alexis Markowski contributed 14 points and six rebounds while fellow freshman and native 
Nebraskan Allison Weidner added 11 points, eight rebounds and five assists in an outstanding effort.

• Kendall Coley rounded out the five Huskers in double figures with career highs of 10 points and 
seven rebounds.

• As a team, Nebraska hit 54.5 percent (36-66) of its shots for the game, including a sizzling 11-of-22 
(.500) from three-point range. The Huskers also knocked down 19-of-29 free throws while dominating 
the boards, 62-36. The Big Red also notched 26 assists for the second straight game.

• Nebraska held Prairie View A&M to just 23.8 percent (19-80) shooting, but the Panthers did hit 
7-of-19 (.368) three-pointers. PVAMU went just 2-for-5 at the foul line. In addition to a plus-26 rebound 
margin, Nebraska also was plus-two in turnovers (19-17).

HUSKERS RUN BY BLACK BEARS IN OPENER, 108-50
 • Isabelle Bourne led five Huskers in double figures with a game-high 17 points to power an explosive 

and balanced Nebraska attack in a 108-50 season-opening win over Maine on Tuesday afternoon in 
front of 4,476 fans at Pinnacle Bank Arena.

• Nebraska’s 108-point outburst tied for the ninth-highest point total in school history and marked 
the first time the Huskers reached the century mark under Head Coach Amy Williams. Overall, it was 
the first time the Big Red reached 100 points since scoring 100 against Pepperdine on Nov. 15, 2014.

• Nebraska’s 58-point margin of victory over 
Maine matched the largest margin ever by the 
Huskers in a season opener, tying a 58-point win 
(104-46) over Wofford (Nov. 21, 2003).

• NU’s 55-point margin in the win over Prairie View 
A&M gave the Huskers a 113-point combined 
spread in the first two games - the largest in a 
pair of season-opening contests in NU history.

• The Huskers have scored at least 20 points in all 
eight quarters this season, including a Nebraska-
record 33 third-quarter points against Prairie View 
A&M and 30 third-quarter points against Maine. 
NU has scored 30 or more third-quarter points in 
each of its last three regular-season home games 
(also 30 vs. Penn State, Feb. 21, 2021).

• Nine different Huskers have scored in double 
figures through the season’s first two games.

• Nebraska leads the Big Ten in scoring (105 ppg), 
field goal percentage (.579), rebound margin 
(+24.5 rpg), total rebounds (52.5 rpg), defensive 
rebounds (39.5 drpg) and assists (26.0 apg).

• Sam Haiby is the 35th 1,000-point scorer in 
Husker history and increased her career total 
to 1,055 in the win over Prairie View A&M. She 
ranks No. 31 all time at NU and needs 14 points 
to join the top 30.

• Nebraska has hit 10 or more threes 25 times in 
the last four seasons, including 11-of-22 threes 
in the win over Prairie View A&M (Nov. 11). NU 
has buried 10 or more threes 10 times in the last 
48 contests and four times in the past 10 games. 

• Through the first 20 seasons with the three-point 
shot in women’s basketball (1988-2007), Nebraska 
hit 10 threes in a game just six times (312 games).

• NU’s 58-point victory margin over the defending America East Conference regular-season champions 
also matched the seventh largest in school history.

• Bourne put up her 17 points on 7-of-10 shooting, including 2-of-4 three-pointers, while adding five 
rebounds, three assists and a block in just over 16 minutes of action. The 6-2 forward from Canberra, 
Australia set the tone by scoring Nebraska’s first four points in a game the Huskers never trailed.

•  Fellow forward Bella Cravens added 13 points on 5-of-6 shooting, while grabbing a game-high eight 
rebounds. The 6-3 junior from Laie, Hawaii, also dished out two assists and blocked a shot for the Big 
Red against the Black Bears. Another Husker post player, second-year forward Annika Stewart, added 
12 points and five rebounds, to help Nebraska outscore Maine 60-28 in the paint on the afternoon.

• Redshirt sophomore Ashley Scoggin led Nebraska’s backcourt with 12 points and a game-high 
six assists. She scored 10 points in the first quarter as Nebraska raced to a 28-8 lead at the end of 
the opening 10 minutes. 

• Returning second-team All-Big Ten guard Sam Haiby did not score in the first quarter, but scored 
eight quick points midway through the second quarter to help the Huskers build a 52-26 halftime lead. 
Haiby rounded out NU’s five players in double figures with 10 points.

• Nebraska dominated Maine in all phases, shooting 61.2 percent from the floor (41-for-67), including 
53.3 percent (8-15) from three-point range. The Huskers were also 18-of-22 (.818) from the free throw 
line, while controlling the glass, 43-20. Nebraska committed just six turnovers while forcing 16 on 
Maine, as the Huskers put up a 26-to-6 assist-to-turnover ratio as a team.

• Nebraska held Maine to 39.6 percent (21-53) shooting from the field, including just 21.7 percent 
(5-23) from long range.

	 • Nebraska owns a history of season-opening success on the Huskers’ 
home court. NU improved to 45-3 in home season openers with a 108-50 
victory over defending America East Conference regular-season champion 
Maine on Nov. 9, 2021. 
	 • NU is 8-1 at Pinnacle Bank Arena in season openers, including a win 
over Alabama A&M (Nov. 6, 2019). The lone loss came on Nov. 7, 2018, 
with an 83-77 setback to Drake. In the first regular-season game in the 
history of Pinnacle Bank Arena, Nebraska powered its way to a 77-49 win 
over UCLA on Nov. 8, 2013.
		 • Nebraska’s only season-opening home losses have come to Drake 
(2018), South Dakota State (Nov. 19, 2005) and Kansas (Nov. 21, 1980).
	 • Nebraska has been strong in its first four home games every season. In fact, NU is 165-25 (.868) 
over 48 seasons in its first four home contests, including 41-7 in Game No. 2. 
	 • Nebraska is 38-9 in Game No. 3 and 41-6 in Game No. 4.

HIGHLIGHTING THE 2021-22 HUSKERS
	 • 	Nebraska returns five starters and 10 letterwinners from its 2020-21 team that advanced to the 
round of 16 in the Postseason WNIT after knocking off five top-25 opponents during the regular 
season.

 		 • Nebraska’s top two returning players are second-team All-Big Ten guard Sam Haiby (Moorhead, 
Minn.) and honorable-mention All-Big Ten forward Isabelle Bourne (Canberra, Australia).

(pronounced MO-ee), Australia, spent two seasons at Oregon 
and has three seasons of eligibility at Nebraska.
	 • Shelley is one of three members of the Australian 
National Program on the 2021-22 Nebraska roster, joining 
Isabelle Bourne and Ruby Porter. Bourne and Shelley were 
teammates for Australia’s silver medal-winning Gems at the 
2019 FIBA U19 World Championships.
	 • Shelley was the only collegiate player for Australia at 
the 2021 Asia Cup in Amman, Jordan. She earned a bronze 
medal in early October.
	 • Shelley erupted for her first career double-double with 
game highs of 22 points and a career-high 11 rebounds, 
three assists, two steals and a career-high-matching two 
blocks in Nebraska’s win over Prairie View A&M (Nov. 11).
	 • She made her regular-season Husker debut with eight 
points, five assists, two steals and a career-high two blocks in 
a win over Maine (Nov. 9).
	 • Through two games, Shelley shares Nebraska’s scoring 
lead (15 ppg) with fellow Australian Isabelle Bourne

Game Highlights: Nebraska erupted for one of the 
best season-opening efforts in school history with a 
108-50 victory over Maine at Pinnacle Bank Arena. 
Nebraska’s 108-point performance marked the first 
time the Huskers reached the century mark under 
Coach Amy Williams and the first time overall since 
Nov. 15, 2014. The point total tied for the ninth 
highest in school history and the third-best total in a 
season-opening game for the Big Red. The 58-point 
victory margin tied the largest for the Huskers in a 
season opener and the seventh-largest spread in 
any game in NU history. Nebraska raced to a 28-8 
first-quarter lead and extended the margin to 52-
26 against the defending America East Conference 
regular-season champion Black Bears at the half. 
Nebraska outscoed Maine 30-9 in the third. NU’s 
61.2 field goal percentage was the 11th-best in any 
game in school history. The Huskers committed just 
six turnovers while dishing out 26 assists and out-
rebounded the Black Bears 43-20.
