HUSKERS SHOOT FOR SWEEP IN RETURN TO RUTGERS
	 • The Nebraska women’s basketball team will compete for a season series sweep as Rutgers 
returns to the court afer an eight-game absence on Sunday in New Jersey. Tip-off between the 
Huskers (9-6, 7-5 Big Ten) and the Scarlet Knights (5-3, 1-3 Big Ten) at the RAC in Piscataway is set for 
1 p.m. (CT).
		 • Live video will provided to subscribers of Big Ten Network Plus while fans can also follow 
Nebraska with the Husker Sports Network call of Matt Coatney and Jeff Griesch across the radio 
network stations, the Huskers App and on Huskers.com.
	 • Nebraska fought its way to a 53-50 win over Rutgers at Pinnacle Bank Arena (Jan. 3) to improve 
to 5-3 overall. Since then, the Huskers have gone 4-3 with a pair of wins over top-25 teams to move 
to 9-6 and 7-5 in the conference. 
	 • Rutgers has not played since leaving Lincoln because of COVID-19 concerns within its program. 
The Scarlet Knights have had eight games postponed including the second postponement of a game 
against nationally ranked Indiana on Thursday (Feb. 4). The game against the Hoosiers was originally 
scheduled for Jan. 18. Five of the eight games missed by Rutgers were against ranked foes. 
	 • Sam Haiby continues to rise as a star in the Big Ten. The 5-9 junior guard from Moorhead, Minn., 
leads Nebraska in scoring (17.3 ppg), assists (4.3 apg) and steals (1.3 spg) while ranking second on 
the team in rebounding (7.6 rpg). She has made four appearances on the Big Ten Weekly Honor 
Roll and owns five 20-plus scoring efforts. She also owns three double-doubles in the last six games. 
Haiby had 16 points, five rebounds and five assists in the first meeting with Rutgers.
	 • The Big Red welcomed the return of Isabelle Bourne to the active roster on Thursday at Penn 
State. Despite NU’s 85-74 loss, Bourne came off the bench with nine points and nine rebounds. Her 
three-pointer with just over 3:30 left gave the Huskers a 71-68 lead before the Lady Lions closed the 
game out at the free throw line down the stretch.
	 	• Bourne, a 6-2 sophomore from Canberra, Australia, is Nebraska’s second-leading scorer (13.5 
ppg) and third-leading rebounder (7.5 rpg) on the season. She missed four games with an ankle injury 
suffered in the closing seconds of a win at Michigan State (Jan. 10). Bourne had 11 points and 12 
rebounds in the first meeting with the Scarlet Knights
	 • Senior Kate Cain returns to her home area to face Rutgers. The 6-5 center from Middletown, 
N.Y., is coming off her second 20-point scoring effort of the season with 21 points, seven rebounds 
and five blocked shots at Penn State (Feb. 4).

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		 • Cain leads the Big Ten with 3.4 blocks per game and ranks No. 6 in Big Ten history with a 
Nebraska career record 331 blocks. She led the Big Ten with a school-record 101 blocks last year and 
ranks No. 2 among active NCAA Division I players in career blocks.
	 	• One of 15 candidates for the Naismith Defensive Player of the Year Award, Cain is a three-time 
Lisa Leslie Award candidate and two-time Big Ten All-Defensive selection. 

SCOUTING THE RUTGERS SCARLET KNIGHTS
		 • Hall of Fame Coach C. Vivian Stringer brings 1,046 career wins into Sunday afternoon’s game 
against Nebraska. Stringer, who is in her 50th season overall as a head coach, leads her 26th Rutgers 
team with a 5-3 record this season and a 1-3 start to Big Ten play.
		 • The Scarlet Knights have had eight games postponed since losing to Nebraska (Jan. 3). 
		 • Rutgers always starts with defense, but the Scarlet Knights feature one of the nation’s elite scorers 
in redshirt senior Arella Guirantes. One of three Big Ten Preseason Co-Players of the Year, Guirantes 
leads Rutgers in scoring (22.5 ppg), rebounding (7.1 rpg), assists (5.4 apg) and steals (3.1 spg) while 
hitting 38.6 percent (17-44) of her three-point attempts and 89.5 percent (51-57) of her free throws. 
In the loss at Nebraska, the Huskers held Guirantes to a season-low eight points while playing the full 
40 minutes. Last season, Guirantes earned first-team All-Big Ten honors after leading the league in 
scoring (20.6 ppg).
		 • The Scarlet Knights also feature another explosive scorer in true freshman Diamond Johnson. The 
5-5 guard is averaging 17.8 points per game, including 19 as a starter in the loss at Nebraska. The 
No. 6 overall player in the nation by ESPN coming out of high school, Johnson has scored in double 
figures in each of her first eight college games, including 20.3 points over the last four contests. She 
had a career-high 23 in Rutgers’ last home game against Manhattan (Dec. 23).
		 • Through seven games, Rutgers was averaging 85.7 points per game while allowing 57.1 points 
per contest. The Scarlet Knights’ season scoring average dipped to 81.3 points per game after being 
held to a season-low 50 by the Huskers in Lincoln. 
		 • In four home games against non-conference foes, Rutgers surrendered just 154 total points (38.5 
ppg), but gave up 91 to No. 7 Maryland in its only Big Ten home contest this season.
		 • Senior Tekia Mack has been a difference-maker in her career for Rutgers but has been slowed by 
injury early this season. She is averaging 9.0 points and 4.6 rebounds per game, including 13 points 
and seven rebounds while playing the full 40 minutes in the loss at Nebraska. Last season in a 69-65 
win over Nebraska at the RAC (Dec. 12, 2020), the 6-1 Mack had 15 points, nine rebounds, three 
assists, three blocks and three steals.
		 • Mael Gilles gives Rutgers more size, athleticism and experience. The 6-1 senior forward is averaging 
8.1 points and 4.8 rebounds per game but had just four points and one board in 33 minutes in Lincoln.
		 • Tyia Singleton (5.5 ppg, 5.6 rpg), a 6-2 redshirt sophomore forward, has started all eight games.
		 • Junior Zipporah (Zippy) Broughton started the first seven games before suffering an injury in a 
loss at Iowa (Dec. 31). Broughton, who averaged 13.2 and 2.7 rebounds through the first six games, 
played just five minutes at Iowa and did not play in the first meeting with the Huskers.
		 • A talented freshman class for Rutgers includes 6-4 freshman center Sakima Walker (4.9 ppg, 3.0 
rpg) and 6-0 guard Liz Martino (3.3 ppg, 1.3 rpg). Two other freshmen, Erica Lafayette (1.7 ppg, 1.7 
rpg) and Chyna Cornwell also have seen action alongside impact freshman Diamond Johnson.
 

NEBRASKA VS. RUTGERS SERIES HISTORY
		 • Rutgers leads the all-time series with Nebraska, 5-4, including a 69-65 win over the Huskers at 
the RAC in Piscataway on Jan. 12, 2020. Arella Guirantes had 16 points, six rebounds, five assists and 
three steals for Rutgers, while Tekia Mack added 15 points, nine rebounds, three assists, three blocks 
and three steals. Nebraska out-rebounded Rutgers, 42-35, but the Scarlet Knights won the turnover 
battle, 17-6. Both teams entered last season’s game with identical 13-2 records at 3-1 in the Big Ten.
	 	• Nebraska defeated Rutgers in the last meeting in Lincoln (53-50, Jan. 3, 2021). The Huskers are 
3-1 all-time against Rutgers at Pinnacle Bank Arena, and 1-3 at the RAC, dating back to the first-ever 
meeting between the two teams (Feb. 5, 2015). The No. 21 Scarlet Knights earned a hard-fought 
46-43 victory over the No. 19 Huskers. Rutgers went 0-for-2 from three-point range in that game.
		 • Rutgers eliminated Nebraska from the 2016 Big Ten Tournament with a 66-63 win in Indianapolis 
(March 3, 2016). 
		 • The largest margin of victory in the nine games in the series is 11 points (Nebraska, 65-54, Jan. 
16, 2016, Lincoln). Two weeks later, Rutgers posted a 10-point win (66-56, Jan. 30, 2016, Piscataway). 
Six of the nine meetings have been decided by two possession (6 points) or less.
		 • Neither Nebraska nor Rutgers has ever reached 70 points in the series and the Huskers own the 
narrowest of scoring margins in the series with a combined cumulative score of Nebraska 515 (57.2 
ppg) and Rutgers 513 (57.0 ppg).

CAIN CANDIDATE FOR NAISMITH DEFENSIVE HONOR 
		 • Nebraska center Kate Cain was one of just 15 women’s basketball players across the country to 
be named to the Naismith Defensive Player of the Year Watch List when it was announced on Tuesday, 
Jan. 26 by the Atlanta Tipoff Club.
		 • Cain, a 6-5 center from Middletown, N.Y., is a three-time Lisa Leslie Award candidate who is a 
two-time Big Ten All-Defensive selection. Nebraska’s school record holder with 331 blocked shots, 
Cain’s massive block total ranks No. 6 in Big Ten history. She also ranks No. 2 nationally in career blocks 
among active NCAA Division I players.
		 • Cain joins Big Ten guards Veronica Burton (Northwestern) and Arella Guirantes (Rutgers) on the 
15-player watch list. Cain and Burton were on the Big Ten All-Defensive Team in 2020.

• Sam Haiby’s 33-point effort against Illinois (Dec. 
10) marked Nebraska’s first 30-point game since 
Jan. 24, 2016 (Jessica Shepard, 35 at Michigan).
• Haiby’s game-winning buzzer-beater in a 65-63 
win over No. 15 Northwestern was the ESPN 
SportsCenter Play of the Day on New Year’s Eve.
• Kate Cain has produced the top three individual 
block totals in NU history the past three seasons 
(101, 2019-20; 100, 2017-18; 79, 2018-19). She 
owns a Big Ten-best 51 blocks in 2020-21.
• Nebraska leads the Big Ten with 93 blocks (6.2 
bpg) in 2020-21. NU led the Big Ten in blocked 
shots (6.3 bpg) in 2019-20, while shattering the 
school record with 188 blocks on the season. 
• The Huskers have produced the top three 
blocked shot totals in school history in each of the 
last three seasons (188, 2019-20; 163, 2017-18; 
156, 2018-19). 
• NU’s bench outscored opponent reserves in 
25 of 30 games in 2019-20. The Husker bench 
had outscored opposing benches 55 times in 62 
games, including double-digit edges 39 times, 
before entering the Illinois game (Dec. 10) with 
just eight available players.
• Nebraska had just seven players available at 
Indiana and Purdue and the Husker bench was 
outscored 62-9, including 32-0 at Purdue (Dec. 23).
• The bench got a bounce-back game by 
outscoring No. 15 Northwestern 16-0 (Dec. 31). 
A two-player Husker bench also outscored No. 15 
Ohio State’s bench 14-3 (Jan. 16).
• In 2019-20, NU’s bench outscored opposing 
benches 781-479 (26.0-16.0 ppg) an average of 10 
points per game. Over the previous two seasons, 
Nebraska’s bench outscored opponent reserves 
by an average of 28-16 per game.
• Nebraska has hit 10 or more threes 21 times in 
the last three-plus seasons (106 games), including 
six times in the last 35 contests. Through the first 
20 seasons with the three-point shot in women’s 
basketball (1988-2007), Nebraska hit 10 threes in 
a game just six times (312 games).

CAIN NAMED LISA LESLIE AWARD CANDIDATE
 	 • Kate Cain was named to the Lisa Leslie Award Watch List for the third consecutive year, when 
the candidates for the national center-of-the-year honor were announced by the Naismith Memorial 
Basketball Hall of Fame and the Women’s Basketball Coaches Association on Friday, Nov. 13.
 	 • Cain, a 6-5 center from Middletown, N.Y., and a Nebraska graduate student, has started 106 
consecutive games as a Husker. She was the Big Ten Player of the Week (Jan. 18) after nearly producing 
a triple-double with 22 points, 12 rebounds and nine blocks in a win over No. 15 Ohio State.
	  • As a junior, Cain earned her second appearance on the Big Ten All-Defensive Team by notching 
a school-record 101 blocked shots while ranking third in the NCAA in blocks per game. She added 
9.3 points and 7.2 rebounds while shooting 53.9 percent from the field and 68.3 percent from the 
free throw line on her way to earning honorable-mention All-Big Ten accolades. 
	  • Cain led the Big Ten in both blocks (3.6 bpg) and defensive rebounds (6.7 drpg) in conference 
play, while moving into the Big Ten’s all-time top-10 list.
	  • Nebraska’s career blocked shot record holder with 331, Cain owns 15 career double-doubles, 
including two in 2020-21.
	  • Cain claimed her first spot on the Big Ten All-Defensive Team as a freshman in 2017-18 when 
she posted a then-school record with 100 blocks while averaging 9.9 points and 7.0 rebounds to help 
the Huskers to the 2018 NCAA Tournament. 
 	 • She was also a member of the Big Ten All-Freshman Team after being named the Big Ten Freshman 
of the Week four times. Along the way, she recorded the first points-rebounds-blocks triple-double in 
NU history with 22 points, 14 rebounds and 11 blocks in a win over Florida Atlantic (Dec. 19, 2017).
	  • Cain, who earned mention on the Lisa Leslie Award Watch List prior to the 2018-19 and 2019-20 
seasons, has been projected as a middle second-round pick in the 2021 WNBA Draft. 
 	 • A CoSIDA Academic All-America candidate, Cain is a two-time Big Ten Distinguished Scholar 
and Academic All-Big Ten choice who earned her bachelor’s degree as a management major in May 
of 2020, just three years into her Nebraska career.

 		 • Coley committed to Nebraska in April of 2020 after averaging 15.5 points, 7.4 rebounds and 3.7 
assists as a junior at St. Louis Park High School.
 		 • Kendall’s older sister, Chase, was a four-year letterwinner at Iowa (2015-18) and started all 32 
games for the Hawkeyes as a senior in 2017-18.

HUSKERS WORKING TO HANDLE CURVEBALLS
	 • In the midst of the COVID-19 pandemic, Nebraska Coach Amy Williams has put part of the focus 
this season on helping the Huskers expect the unexpected. An avid baseball fan whose basketball 
family is also a baseball/softball family, Williams likes to refer to the ability to handle the curveball.
	 • Nebraska’s curveballs early in the season have been far more extensive than just dealing with 
complications to the season caused by the coronavirus.
	 • Senior guard Taylor Kissinger chose to end her playing career after undergoing hip surgery midway 
through last season. Kissinger made her announcement Sept. 15.
 	 • Texas Tech transfer Nailah Dillard began experiencing pain in her hip in late summer and was 
limited during the fall. The sophomore underwent season-ending surgery on Dec. 15, and she will be 
out for the 2020-21 season.
	 • Sophomore guard Trinity Brady (Indianapolis) suffered a lower leg injury in the final minute of 
the win over Idaho State (Dec. 6). Brady has missed seven weeks of practice and play with the injury.  
Kissinger, Dillard and Brady are all wings for Nebraska.
	 • The curveballs kept coming with a lower leg injury to Ruby Porter in the first half at Creighton (Dec. 
14) that knocked her out of the game, forcing the Huskers to finish with just seven players, including 
four posts and three guards, including preferred walk-on Whitney Brown. Porter also missed Nebraska’s 
losses at No. 15 Indiana (Dec. 20) and at Purdue (Dec. 23).
	 • Most recently, Nebraska overcame the absence of its second-leading scorer (14.0 ppg) and 
rebounder (7.3 rpg) Isabelle Bourne to defeat No. 15 Ohio State (Jan. 16), get a road win at Illinois 
(Jan. 25) and defeat Wisconsin (Jan. 28), but Bourne also missed Nebraska’s loss to Minnesota (Jan. 
19). NU had just seven active (six scholarship) players for the games against Ohio State and Minnesota.

	 • All of those challenges mixed together prevented Nebraska from having 10 players fully 
participating in practice from Oct. 14 to Nov. 29. The first time the Huskers had 10 players on the 
court together in a full practice setting came on Monday, Nov. 30, just four days ahead of their season 
opener with Oral Roberts (Dec. 4).

		 • The Huskers are 44-3 all-time in home season openers, following a 90-51 win over Oral Roberts 
on Dec. 4, 2020. Nebraska had its streak of 12 consecutive season-opening wins snapped with an 
83-77 loss to Missouri Valley Conference champion Drake on Nov. 7, 2018. 
		 • The Huskers are 477-165 (.743) all-time at home. The Huskers have gone 213-69 (.755) over the 
last 18 seasons (including 7-1 in 2020-21), posting double-figure home victory totals 15 times.
		 • Nebraska played in the Devaney Center from 1976-77 through 2012-13, and added one 
appearance at Devaney against Utah on Nov. 23, 2014. The Huskers own a 389-130 record at the 
Devaney Center, including 146-88 (.624) mark in conference play.

KISSINGER ENDS PLAYING CAREER WITH INJURY
		 • Nebraska guard Taylor Kissinger announced the end of her collegiate playing career on Sept. 
15. The 6-1 shooter from Minden, Neb., redshirted because of a hip injury as a junior in 2019-20. 
Kissinger underwent season-ending surgery on Jan. 3, 2020, after appearing in five games with the 
Big Red during the fall of 2019.
	 • Kissinger appeared in 60 games with 31 starts over two-plus seasons with the Huskers. She averaged 
10.0 points and 4.1 rebounds while appearing in 25 games with seven starts as a true freshman in 
2017-18. She helped the Huskers produce the biggest turnaround in the nation and advance to the 
2018 NCAA Tournament, despite missing six games in midseason with a knee injury. She also suffered 
an upper body sprain late in 2017-18 that limited her contributions at the end of the season.
	 • She produced her most consistent season as a sophomore, playing in all 30 games with 24 starts 
in 2018-19, while averaging 8.9 points and 3.2 rebounds. She tied the NU single-season record by 
hitting 45.6 percent (62-136) of her three attempts and sank 88.2 percent (30-34) of her free throws.
	 • Kissinger missed four games in the concussion protocol early last season, but returned to tie a 
career high with six threes and a team-high 19 points in a win over Duke (Dec. 4) in the Big Ten/ACC 
Challenge. A hip injury kept her out the rest of the season after a game with Oral Roberts (Dec. 14).
	 • Kissinger finished her career with 559 points, 214 rebounds, 78 assists and 36 steals. Her career 
.404 (122-302) three-point percentage is the best mark in Nebraska women’s basketball history.

Network flagship stations B107.3 FM-KBBK (Lincoln) and ESPN 590 AM-KXSP (Omaha) provide strong 
signals for Husker women’s basketball. When a network conflict occurs in Omaha, the Huskers also 
could be heard on CD105.9 FM-KKCD. 880-AM-KRVN (Lexington) also provides a huge AM signal 
statewide in central Nebraska, while more than 20 stations carry the Husker Sports Network’s women’s 
basketball coverage across the state and the Midwest.

	 In the eyes of the NCAA’s Division I Graduation Success Rate (GSR), the Husker women’s basketball 
program has been perfect for 16 consecutive years. Nebraska is the only program among the 14 Big 
Ten Conference schools to accomplish the perfect score for 16 straight seasons.
	 The NCAA announced the release of its annual Graduation Success Rate report Nov. 17, 2020, and 
Nebraska was a national leader in women’s basketball for the 16th straight season, dating back to the 
initial public tracking of the GSR since 2004-05.
	 The Nebraska women’s basketball program joins the Husker women’s tennis and volleyball programs 
as Husker teams that have produced perfect 100 percent rates each of the last 16 years.
	 Nebraska was one of just 28 teams in the 64-team field of the 2018 NCAA Tournament to also 
boast a 100 percent Graduation Success Rate.

2019-20. She helped lead the 20-7 Bruins to 
the NJCAA Region 18 title and a share of the 
Scenic West Athletic Conference championship. 
Scoggin, who hit nearly 40 percent of her three-
point attempts and almost 95 percent of her 
free throws on the season, earned first-team 
All-Region 18 honors and was a member of the 
Region 18 All-Tournament team.
	 Scoggin’s strength and fitness level increased 
throughout 2019-20 at Salt Lake City CC. At 
Utah State Eastern on Feb. 22, Scoggin played 
40 minutes. She was also a regular double-figure 
scorer down the stretch for the Bruins. Early in 
the year, she erupted for a season-high 22 points 
while knocking down 6-of-9 threes in a win over 
Eastern Wyoming (Nov. 29). Her performance 
helped her earn conference player-of-the-week 
honors.

Bella Cravens also played 
big with six points and 14 rebounds, while true 
freshman Whitney Brown scored a career-high 14 
points off the bench with a career-high four three-
pointers.

Game Highlights: Kate Cain put up 21 points, 
seven rebounds and five blocked shots but it was 
not enough to offset a huge night by Penn State’s 
Johnasia Cash, as the Lady Lions pulled away down 
the stretch in an 85-74 win over Nebraska at the 
Bryce Jordan Center. Cash scored 27 points and 
pulled down 19 rebounds in just 24 minutes, while 
Makenna Marisa added 17 points, seven boards and 
five assists for PSU. Penn State’s 85 points marked 
the highest total against the Huskers through the 
first 15 games of the season, despite Nebraska out-
shooting PSU from the field. The Huskers suffered 
the loss despite hitting a season-high 10 three-
pointers, as the Lady Lions outscored NU 26-4 at 
the free throw line in the game, including 15-1 in 
the fourth quarter. Penn State also out-rebounded 
Nebraska 50-41 and won the turnover battle 12-9.  
The Huskers rallied from a nine-point third-quarter 
deficit to take a four-point lead at 63-59 early in 
the fourth. The game was tied at 68 before Isabelle 
Bourne hit a three-pointer with 3:35 left to give the 
Big Red a 71-68 edge. But Penn State made the 
defensive plays and a flurry of free throws down the 
stretch to secure the victory. Bourne finished with 
nine points and nine rebounds in her return to the 
court after missing four games with an ankle injury. 
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
