HUSKERS HIT ROAD TO FACE NO. 6 HOOSIERS THURSDAY 
	 • The Nebraska women’s basketball team continues Big Ten Conference road action on Thursday 
when the Huskers travel to Bloomington to battle No. 6 Indiana.
	 • Tip-off between the Huskers (13-2, 2-2 Big Ten) and the Hoosiers (12-2, 4-0 Big Ten) in a battle 
of top-10 NET Ranking teams is set for 5 p.m. (CT) at Simon Skjodt Assembly Hall with live television 
coverage provided by the Big Ten Network with Matt Schumacker and Meghan McKeown on the call.
	 • Matt Coatney and Jeff Griesch will provide the call for the Huskers Radio Network (B107.3 FM, 
Lincoln; ESPN 590 AM, Omaha), Huskers.com and the Huskers App.
	 • Nebraska will be looking to bounce back from its second Big Ten setback after suffering a 95-86 
loss to then-No. 22 Iowa on Sunday at Pinnacle Bank Arena in Lincoln. The Hawkeyes shot nearly 62 
percent from the field against a Husker defense that leads the conference in field goal percentage 
defense. Iowa’s 95 points were 23 more than any other Big Red opponent had mustered this season.
	 • The Huskers were tied with Iowa at 81 before faltering down the stretch, and took the loss 
despite attempting 23 more field goals than Iowa thanks to a season-high 23 offensive rebounds and 
a plus-six turnover margin.
	 • Sam Haiby, a returning second-team All-Big Ten choice, is the only Husker who has produced 
double figures in all four conference games after scoring 18 points against Iowa. The 5-9 guard is 
averaging 11.1 points per game.
	 • Jaz Shelley, who was mentioned by ESPN.com (Jan. 6) as the No. 2 transfer in the nation so 
far this season, added her fifth double-double with 14 points and 11 rebounds against Iowa. Shelley 
leads Nebraska in scoring, rebounding, assists, blocked shots and steals. 
 	 • Alexis Markowski, who was named the USBWA National Freshman of the Week on Tuesday 
after earning her third Big Ten Freshman-of-the-Week honor of the season Monday, added 14 points 
and eight rebounds against Iowa in her second straight start. She made her first start in NU’s 79-58 
pounding of No. 8 Michigan (Jan. 4). Markowski put up a career-high 20 points and added seven 
rebounds against the Wolverines after replacing an injured Bella Cravens in the Husker starting five.
	 • Isabelle Bourne, an honorable-mention All-Big Ten selection a year ago, has added 10.1 points 
and 4.4 rebounds as a starter, while Ashley Scoggin has added 9.2 points as one of the Big Ten’s best 
knock-down shooters.

(11th, 658), assists per game (12th, 18.1 apg), defensive rebounds per 
game (13th, 30.5 rpg), free throw attempts (13th, 310), blocked shots 
(14th, 78), rebounds per game (15th, 43.9 rpg), three-point field goals 
made (15th, 130), win-loss percentage (16th, .867), assist-to-turnover 
ratio (16th, 1.27) and field goal percentage (19th, .462).  
	 • Nebraska leads the Big Ten in scoring margin (+23.1 ppg), rebound 
margin (+8.5 rpg), rebounds (43.9 rpg), defensive rebounds (30.5 rpg) 
and field goal percentage defense (.354)
DU• Nebraska guard Jaz Shelley ranks among the top 20 players in the 
Big Ten in scoring (17th, 13.7 ppg), rebounding (10th, 7.4 rpg), assists 
(8th, 4.5 apg), blocked shots (5th, 1.3 bpg), steals (7th, 1.8 spg), three-
point field goal percentage (4th, .433), three-pointers made per game 
(5th, 2.6) and assist-to-turnover ratio (6th, 2.3).
	 • Jaz Shelley is the only Big Ten player to rank among the top 20 in the conference in all five major 
statistical categories: scoring (17th), rebounding (10th), assists (8th), blocks (5th), steals (7th).
	 • Huskers Jaz Shelley (5th, 2.6 pg) and Ashley Scoggin (10th, 2.2 pg) rank among the top players 
in the Big Ten in three-point field goals made per game. 
	 	• Nebraska is one of just two teams (also Abilene Christian) in the nation with two shooters (Shelley, 
21st; Scoggin, 30th) ranked among the top 30 in the nation in three-point field goal percentage.
DU• Nebraska’s backcourt has taken care of the ball while creating opportunities. Jaz Shelley (2.3) 
and Sam Haiby (2.0) rank No. 6 and 8, respectively in the Big Ten in assist-to-turnover ratio based on 
the NCAA minimum of 3.0 assists per game. Husker reserves Ruby Porter (3.6) and Allison Weidner 
(2.7), who don’t meet the NCAA minimums, own better assist-to-turnover ratios.
	 • Nebraska ranks eighth nationally in scoring offense with 82.4 points per game. The only time in 
the last 25 years NU has averaged more than 75 points per game in a season came in 2009-10 (77.4 
ppg). That Husker team went unbeaten in the regular season, won the Big 12 regular-season title and 
advanced to Nebraska’s first NCAA Sweet Sixteen as a No. 1 seed in the NCAA Tournament.	
	 • Sophomore point guard Jaz Shelley has pulled down 111 total rebounds in 425 minutes this season. 
In two seasons (971 minutes) at Oregon (2019-20, 2020-21), the 5-9 Shelley totaled 70 rebounds.
	 • Jaz Shelley leads Nebraska with 19 blocked shots through 15 games. She had six blocks in 55 
games over two seasons at Oregon. 

SCOUTING THE NO. 6/5 INDIANA HOOSIERS
	 • Indiana heads into Thursday’s game with Nebraska riding a seven-game winning streak after 
a 76-53 victory at Wisconsin (Jan. 5). The Hoosiers have had seven days off from competition to 
prepare for the Huskers.
	 • The Hoosiers will be playing just their third game in 25 days after having a non-conference game 
with Wright State (Dec. 21) canceled and a Big Ten game at Rutgers (Dec. 30) postponed.
	 • Indiana opened the new year with an impressive 70-63 win over then-No. 6 Maryland in 
Bloomington (Jan. 2), before running to victory at Wisconsin.
	 • The Hoosiers opened Big Ten action with a 70-40 pounding of Penn State (Dec. 6), before 
adding an 86-66 win at then-No. 20 Ohio State (Dec. 12).
	 • IU played a strong non-conference slate that included an 88-67 win over No. 13 Kentucky (Nov. 
14), before suffering its only losses to defending national champion and current AP No. 2 Stanford 
(69-66, Nov. 25) and then-AP No. 2 (current No. 4) NC State (66-58, Dec. 2).
	 • Coach Teri Moren, who guided Indiana to its first-ever NCAA Elite Eight in 2021, is in her eighth 
season leading the Hoosiers and her 19th season overall as a head coach. 
	 • Moren has a balanced and experienced squad led by a backcourt featuring a pair of graduate 
students (Ali Patberg, Nicole Cardaño-Hillary) and senior Grace Berger.
	 • Berger, a preseason All-Big Ten choice and a national player-of-the-year candidate, is averaging 
13.9 points, 5.9 rebounds and a team-leading 4.9 assists per game.
	 • Patberg, a sixth-year guard and a national player-of-the-year candidate, has added 12.6 points 
3.9 assists, while fifth-year guard Cardaño-Hillary has contributed 10.7 points, 4.9 rebounds, 3.6 
assists and a team-best 1.7 steals. Cardaño-Hillary also leads IU from long range (23-56, .411) while 
Patberg has knocked down 38.1 percent (16-42) of her three-point attempts.
	 • All-Big Ten forward Mackenzie Holmes leads Indiana in scoring (17.9 ppg) and rebounding (8.2 
rpg) while making 61.5 percent of her field goals and 77.6 percent (38-49) of her free throws. The 6-3 
junior also has knocked down 5-of-11 threes (.455) and ranks among Big Ten leaders with 26 blocks.
	 • Senior Aleksa Gulbe rounds out a Hoosier lineup that has featured the same five starters for all 
14 games this season. The 6-3 Gulbe is averaging 10.4 points and 6.4 rebounds while hitting 15-of-41 
three-pointers and a team-best 84.4 percent (27-32) of her free throws.
	 • Berger, Patberg, Cardaño-Hillary and Gulbe are all averaging about 34 minutes per game, while 
Holmes has played approximately 29 minutes per contest.
	 • Indiana’s top three off the bench are 6-2 sophomore forward Kiandra Browne (3.4 ppg, 3.6 
rpg), 5-11 sophomore guard Chloe Moore-McNeil (3.0 ppg, 2.8 rpg) and 6-0 junior guard Grace 
Waggoner (0.4 ppg, 0.7 rpg).
	 • The Hoosiers are hitting 47.5 percent of their shots from the field, including 34.2 percent from 
three-point range, while knocking down 74 percent of their free throws. They own a plus-16.4 scoring 
margin while leading the Big Ten in scoring defense (56.5 ppg) and ranking seventh in the conference 
in scoring offense (72.9 ppg). They also rank third in the Big Ten in rebound margin (+6.9 rpg).

• The Huskers rank among the top three teams in 
the Big Ten in 15 statistical categories.
• Nebraska ranks among the top 25 teams in the 
nation in 16 statistical categories.
• Nebraska’s 113 points in the win over North 
Carolina Central tied for the fourth-most points 
in NU history and gave the Huskers their third 
100-point game of 2021-22 - the first time NU 
has reached 100 three times in the same season.

• Nebraska’s 58-point margin in the win over 
Maine matched the largest ever by the Huskers 
in a season opener, tying a 58-point win (104-46) 
over Wofford (Nov. 21, 2003).
• The Huskers have scored 30 or more in a quarter 
four times in 2021-22. In the previous six years 
combined, NU produced nine 30-point periods.
• Sam Haiby is the 35th 1,000-point scorer in 
Husker history and has increased her career total 
to 1,194 to rank No. 20 all time at NU. She is 34 
points away from matching her former teammate 
Hannah Whitish at No. 19 (1,228 points).
• Nebraska has hit 10 or more threes eight times 
in the last 22 games, including five times in 15 
games in 2021-22. NU buried 14-of-28 threes 
against NC Central (Nov. 20), 12-of-29 vs. Drake 
(Dec. 19), 11-of-22 vs. Prairie View A&M (Nov. 11), 
10-of-19 at San Diego (Nov. 27) and 10-of-28 at 
Wake Forest (Dec. 1).  

• Through the first 20 seasons with the three-point 
shot in women’s basketball (1988-2007), Nebraska 
hit 10 threes in a game just six times (591 games).

Ten in threes made per game (4.7 pg).

NEBRASKA VS. INDIANA SERIES HISTORY
		 • Indiana leads the all-time series with Nebraska, 9-5, including five consecutive wins with three of 
those coming in Bloomington. Last season, the Hoosiers rolled to an 81-45 victory on Dec. 20, 2020.
		 • Thursday’s game will mark the fourth time in six meetings that the Huskers have played at Simon 
Skjodt Assembly Hall. IU has won the past two meetings by an average of 31 points, scoring 81 points 
in both contests.
		 • The games in Lincoln have been much closer, with Indiana holding off the Huskers, 57-53 on Feb. 
9, 2020, after escaping Pinnacle Bank Arena with an 82-78 win on Feb. 3, 2019.
		 • IU’s current five-game streak began with an 83-75 win in Bloomington on Feb. 17, 2018.
		 • Nebraska’s last win in the series came with a 67-64 victory on Feb. 19, 2017 in Lincoln. NU’s last 
win in Bloomington was also a 67-64 win on Feb. 21, 2015.
		 • A total of 12 of the 14 meetings in the series have been as Big Ten foes, beginning with a 62-48 
win in Lincoln on Jan. 5, 2012. The Huskers won the first four meetings as conference opponents, 
including a 67-38 win in Bloomington on Jan. 10, 2013.
		 • Indiana won the first two games in series history with an 83-80 OT victory in Lincoln (Nov. 26, 
1994) and a 67-61 win in Bloomington on Dec. 5, 2010 as part of the Big Ten/Big 12 Challenge.

NEBRASKA STREAKS
		 • Sam Haiby has produced double figures in nine consecutive Big Ten games, including all four 
contests this season. Haiby was held to seven points at Indiana last season (Dec. 20, 2020).
 		 • Nebraska’s game with Indiana will be the fifth of seven straight games against 2021 NCAA 
Tournament qualifiers for the Huskers. It will be sixth of eight consecutive games versus 2021 postseason 
tournament qualifiers.

the season, sophomore transfer Jaz Shelley has filled the stat 
sheet across all categories while leading the Huskers to a 13-2 
start and a No. 9 NET ranking.
DU• While baseball has its rare five-tool talents, the 5-9 
point guard from Moe (pronounced MO-ee), Australia is 
demonstrating her amazing skill level in all five major statistical 
categories in basketball. She is the only Big Ten player to rank 
among the conference’s top 20 in points (17th, 13.7), rebounds 
(10th, 7.4 rpg), assists (8th, 4.5 apg), blocks (5th, 1.3 bpg) and 
steals (8th, 1.8 spg).
DU• The only other Big Ten players to rank in the conference’s 
top 20 in four categories are league player-of-the-year 
candidates Caitlin Clark (Iowa) and Veronica Burton 
(Northwestern) and All-Big Ten pick Grace Berger (Indiana).

In addition to carrying every women’s basketball game free on Huskers.com, the 
Huskers Radio Network flagship stations B107.3 FM-KBBK (Lincoln) and ESPN 590 AM-KXSP (Omaha) 
provide strong signals for Husker women’s basketball. When a network conflict occurs in Omaha, the 
Huskers also can be heard on CD105.9 FM-KKCD. 880-AM-KRVN (Lexington) also provides a huge AM 
signal statewide in central Nebraska, while more than 20 stations carry the Huskers Radio Network’s 
women’s basketball coverage across the state and the Midwest.
	 • Inside Pinnacle Bank Arena, fans can access the direct radio call of the game at 87.7 FM.

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DUAL-SPORT STAR MENDELSON SIGNS WITH BIG RED
	 • Nebraska women’s basketball coach Amy Williams and volleyball coach John Cook announced 
the signing of Maggie Mendelson, the nation’s top dual-sport athlete in the 2022 class to a National 
Letter of Intent on Nov. 22.
 	 • The 6-5 Mendelson is the only recruit in the country who is a member of the U.S. youth national 
teams in both basketball and volleyball. The 16-year-old plans to graduate a year early from Fremont 
High School in North Ogden, Utah and join the Husker programs for the 2022-23 season.
 	 • “I chose Nebraska because of the relationship I have built with the coaches,” Mendelson said. 
“They believe I can play both sports, and I appreciate the tradition of those programs at Nebraska.”
 	 • On the basketball court, ESPN tabbed Mendelson the No. 32 recruit and the sixth-ranked post in 
the country. As a member of the U.S. U16 National Team, she averaged 10.0 points and 6.7 rebounds 
per game at the FIBA Americas Championship in August, helping USA Basketball to six wins en route 
to the gold medal.
 	 • At Fremont High School, Mendelson played for Coach Lisa Dalebout and led the Silverwolves to 
the 2021 state championship with a perfect 26-0 record as a sophomore. Mendelson averaged 14.3 
points, 8.9 rebounds, 1.6 assists, 1.5 steals and 1.9 blocks while starting every game. She collected 
15 points and 14 rebounds in the state title game.
	 • As a freshman in 2019-20, Mendelson averaged 8.0 points, 5.6 rebounds, 0.7 assists, 0.3 steals 
and 1.6 blocks per game.
 	 • “We are thrilled that Maggie has chosen to join our Husker family. She is an elite-level athlete in 
two sports and she is also a great person with a great family,” Williams said. “We feel that her talents 
and strengths are a great fit with the way we play at Nebraska.”
	 • As a volleyball middle blocker, Mendelson was the nation’s No. 2 recruit in the 2023 class by Prep 
Volleyball before reclassifying. She competed with Team USA at the FIVB U18 World Championships 
in September. A starting middle alongside fellow NU signee Bekka Allick, Mendelson finished with 
nine kills, three blocks and two aces in the bronze-medal match.
	 • At Fremont, she lettered three years for Coach Jantzen Smith and passed the 1,000 career kills 
milestone in just two and a half years. In 2021, Mendelson totaled 407 kills on .294 hitting with 59 
aces and has earned third-team AVCA All-America and first-team All-Region 1 honors.
	 • As a sophomore, Mendelson played outside hitter and helped her Fremont to a third-place finish 
in the state tournament and a Region 1 championship. She had 417 kills on .312 hitting and earned 
6A first-team all-state recognition by the Deseret News, Region 1 Most Valuable Player and All-Area 
MVP by the Standard-Examiner for the second straight year.
	 • A standout freshman season saw Mendelson hit .387 for the Region 1 champion Silverwolves while 
finishing with 369 kills and 101 blocks. She was a top-20 finalist for Prep Volleyball’s National Freshman 
of the Year and earned a spot on the publication’s special mention list for high school All-Americans. 
In July 2020, Prep Volleyball slotted her No. 2 on its Top 150 list.
 	 • In the classroom, Mendelson carries a 4.0 grade-point average, is a member of the honor society 
and is an academic all-state honoree.
	 • Since 2000, four student-athletes -- Greichaly Cepero, Laura Pilakowski, Alicia Ostrander and 
Allie Havers -- have been on the rosters for both volleyball and basketball at Nebraska. Volleyball All-
Americans Cepero and Pilakowski were starters in both sports in the same season (2002-03). Havers, 
a two-year starter on the basketball team (2015-16, 2016-17) later played for the volleyball team in its 
indoor (2017) and beach (2018) seasons.

HAKE SIGNS WITH HUSKERS FOR 2022-23
 		 • Nebraska Head Coach Amy Williams announced the signing of Collin Hake (pronounced CAL-in 
HAKE), one of the top players in the state of Minnesota, to join the Husker women’s basketball program 
for the 2022-23 season.
 		 • Hake, a senior at Chanhassen High School in 2021-22, signed her National Letter of Intent to 
join the Huskers on the opening day of the signing period on Nov. 10. Hake originally made her 
commitment to join the Huskers in July of 2020.
 		 • “We could not be more excited to make things official today by signing Callin Hake to her Letter 
of Intent,” Williams said. “She is going to be a versatile guard that can bring a lot of things to our 
team on the basketball court. I love that she is committed to playing hard on both ends of the court. 
Not only is Callin the perfect fit for us on the court, but she fits our family. She is not afraid to work 
and understands how to be a great teammate.” 
 		 • Hake enters her senior season at Chanhassen within striking distance of 2,000 career points. The 
5-8 guard from Victoria, Minn., has scored 1,633 points, grabbed 442 rebounds and grabbed 147 
steals in her high school career.
 		 • Chanhassen’s all-time leading scorer, Hake was ranked as the No. 7 player in Minnesota and the 
No. 64 player in the nation by Prep Girls Hoops. She was also rated as the No. 98 player in the country 
by Jr. All-Star National Rankings. She was invited to the U16 Team USA tryouts in Colorado Springs.
 		 • A three-time All-Metro West Conference selection for the Storm, Hake is also a three-time 
Chanhassen team most valuable player. Hake averaged 21.5 points per game during a junior season 
that was shortened by the COVID-19 pandemic in Minnesota. She averaged 22.2 points per game as 
a sophomore and 20.4 points per contest as a freshman at Class 4A Chanhassen.
 		 • Hake has spent six years competing for the UAA Minnesota Fury, helping the team to a national 
runner-up finish. She was a first-team Minnesota AAU all-state selection in 2021. 
 		 • “I chose Nebraska because of the endless opportunities the University has to offer, the coaching 
staff and their visions and goals, and the tight bond the girls have on and off the court,” Hake said. 
 		 • Hake plans to major in marketing at Nebraska. She is the DECA President at Chanhassen High 
School, a two-year National Honor Society member and a four-year Key Club member.

Nov. 15, 2014. The point total tied for the ninth 
highest in school history and the third-best total in a 
season-opening game for the Big Red.

FRESHMAN (2021-22)
	 A three-time Big Ten Freshman of the 
Week, Alexis Markowski has her college career 
off to a solid start by averaging 9.8 points and 
6.5 rebounds in 15 minutes per game. The 6-3 
forward/center out of Lincoln Pius X High School 
erupted for a career-high 20 points to go with 
seven rebounds and a career-best two steals in a 
79-58 win over No. 8 Michigan in her first career 
start (Jan. 4). She added 14 points and eight 
boards in a second straight start in place of an 
injured Bella Cravens against No. 22 Iowa (Jan. 
9). Markowski has scored in double figures in five 
of NU’s last six games.
	 Markowski notched her first career double-
double with 17 points and 10 rebounds in less 
than 17 minutes off the bench in a run past 
Indiana State (Dec. 11). She added a second 
straight double-double with 15 points and 10 
rebounds in a win over Drake (Dec. 19).
	 Markowski had 14 points in a win over Prairie 
View A&M (Nov. 11), before adding 11 points 
and four boards in 12 minutes in a win over 
Creighton (Nov. 17). She also had 11 points and 
six boards at Michigan State (Dec. 30). 
	 Markowski opened with eight points and 
seven rebounds in a win over Maine (Nov. 9). She 
had a seven-point, seven-board effort in a win at 
San Diego (Nov. 27), after getting five points and 
nine rebounds in a win over Drexel (Nov. 26). 
	

HIGH SCHOOL
	 Markowski was named the Nebraska 
Gatorade State High School Girls Basketball 
Player of the Year after averaging 23.3 points, 
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13 rebounds and two blocked shots per game 
while leading Lincoln Pius X to a second straight 
Class A state championship in 2021. She was 
also named the MaxPreps Nebraska Player of 
the Year after averaging 23.7 points and 19.3 
rebounds in three state tournament wins for the 
Thunderbolts. Lincoln Pius X finished 25-0 and 
was ranked in the MaxPreps final national top 25.
	 Markowski scored 30 or more points on four 
occasions as a senior, including a career-high 
and Pius X school-record 42 points in a win over 
Fremont on Jan. 2, 2021. She was also the state's 
most dominant rebounder, racking up 16 double-
doubles and pulling down 20 or more boards on 
four occasions. In Pius X's Class A state semifinal 
win over Omaha Central, Markowski carried 
the Bolts with 30 points and a season-high 27 
rebounds in a 47-38 win. She added 27 points 
and 19 rebounds in a state championship game 
win over Fremont the next day.
	 Also regarded as the top player in Nebraska’s 
largest class in 2019-20 after averaging 21.5 
points and 12.1 rebounds per game as a junior, 
Markowski tied the Nebraska Class A State 
Tournament scoring record with 80 points over 
three games to lead Lincoln Pius X to the 2020 
state championship. Her performance earned 
her a second straight appearance on the Class 
A All-Tournament team, and she was also named 
the honorary captain of the Omaha World-
Herald All-Nebraska and Lincoln Journal Star 
Super-State teams.
	 Markowski finished her career with school 
records of 1,484 and 867 rebounds over 76 
varsity games (19.5 ppg, 11.4 rpg). She missed 
her entire freshman season (2017-18) with a foot 
injury. The previous Pius X career scoring record 
was held by former Husker Maddie Simon.
	 Markowski set the Lincoln Pius X single-
season record with 560 points as a junior, 
smashing the previous mark (474) held by Simon. 
Markowski broke her own record with 582 points 
as a senior, while adding a school-record 325 
rebounds, surpassing her 315 boards in 2019-20.
	 As a sophomore in 2018-19, Markowski 
earned a spot on the Class A All-Tournament 
team after leading Pius X to the state semifinals. 

She averaged 13.7 points and 9.1 rebounds per 
game, while also setting the school’s single-
season blocked shot record with 47.
	 Markowski finished with 10 career 30-point 
games. She was also a three-time, first-team All-
Heartland Athletic Conference selection.
	 She competed for the Nebraska Lasers in 
club basketball for her coach and father, former 
Husker men’s basketball player, Andy Markowski, 
who is also an assistant coach at Lincoln Pius X.
	 A multi-sport athlete, Markowski earned 
four letters as a middle/outside hitter for Pius 
X. She was a three-time all-city and four-time 
All-Heartland Athletic Conference choice in 
volleyball, while setting Pius X records with 11 
blocks in a match and 136 blocks in a season.

	 The daughter of Andy and Jaime Markowski, 
Alexis was born July 13, 2003, in Toledo, Ohio. 
Alexis has two younger sisters, Adison and Ava, 
and a younger brother, Jake.
	 Alexis’ father, Andy, was a 6-8 forward for the 
Husker men’s basketball team from 1994-95 to 
1998-99. He was a two-time team captain (1998, 
1999) and was a member of four Nebraska 
postseason tournament teams, helping the 
Huskers to the 1998 NCAA Tournament and the 
1996 NIT championship. He was also a three-
time first-team Academic All-Big 12 selection.
