HUSKERS RETURN HOME THURSDAY TO BATTLE BADGERS

* Following a 10-day competitive layoff due to health and safety protocols, Nebraska will return
to action Thursday night to battle the Wisconsin Badgers as part of a men’s and women'’s basketball
double-header between the two schools at Pinnacle Bank Arena.

* Tip-off between the Husker women (13-4, 2-4 Big Ten) and the Badgers (5-13, 2-6 Big Ten) is set
for 8 p.m. (CT) with live coverage by the Big Ten Network. The men’s game with the Badgers, which
was rescheduled after a COVID postponement (Jan. 25), will tip-off at PBA at 4 p.m.

* Matt Coatney and Jeff Griesch will provide commentary for the Huskers Radio Network (B107.3
FM, Lincoln; ESPN 590 AM, Omaha), Huskers.com and the Huskers App.

® Because of the rare double-header, men’s basketball ticket holders for the Wisconsin game will
be able to attend the women’s game and sit in select general admission areas (sections 111-113 &
122-102) free of charge. Fans will need to exit PBA following the men's game before re-entry at any
door prior to the women’s game. Doors for the women'’s game will open at 7 p.m.

* The Huskers will celebrate Australia Night on Thursday with 700 fans receiving posters featuring
Nebraska's trio of Australians - Isabelle Bourne, Jaz Shelley and Ruby Porter. Australia Day is
celebrated on Jan. 26 each year and marks the arrival of the First Fleet of British Ships at Port Jackson,
New South Wales on that date in 1788.

* Nebraska will be looking forward to the return of Jaz Shelley to the court after missing the
game at lowa (Jan. 16) because of COVID protocols. Shelley is the only Big Ten player to rank in the
conference’s top in scoring (13.8 ppg), rebounding (7.5 rpg), assists (4.4 apg), blocks (1.2 bpg) and
steals (1.8 spg). Her parents are expected to be in attendance for the first time on Thursday.

® The Huskers are also looking forward to the return of All-Big Ten guard Sam Haiby, who missed
most of the fourth quarter at No. 6 Indiana and the entire game at lowa (Jan. 16) with a shoulder
sprain. Haiby is averaging 11.0 points, 4.3 rebounds, 3.8 assists and 1.7 steals.

* Freshman Alexis Markowski stepped up big while Nebraska battled injuries, including an ankle
sprain from starting forward Bella Cravens, who missed four straight starts. Markowski, a four-time
Big Ten Freshman of the Week, is averaging 19.5 points, 6.5 rebounds and 2.0 steals as a starter,
including a career-high 27 points with a career-best six three-pointers at lowa.

 Nebraska leads the Big Ten in scoring margin
(+19.4 ppg), total rebounds (43.0 rpg) and FG
percentage defense (.366).

* The Huskers rank among the top three teams in
the Big Ten in 13 statistical categories.

* Nebraska ranks among the top 25 teams in the
nation in nine statistical categories.

* Nebraska's 113 points in the win over North
Carolina Central tied for the fourth-most points
in NU history and gave the Huskers their third
100-point game of 2021-22 - the first time NU
has reached 100 three times in the same season.

* The Huskers have scored 30 or more in a quarter
five times in 2021-22. In the previous six years
combined, NU produced nine 30-point periods.

e Sam Haiby is the 35th 1,000-point scorer in
Husker history and has increased her career total
to 1,204 to rank No. 20 all time at NU. She is 24
points away from matching her former teammate
Hannah Whitish at No. 19 (1,228 points).

* Nebraska returns 68 of its 84 points scored
in last year's 84-68 win over Wisconsin
(Haiby-24, Cravens-13, Stewart-13, Porter-12,
Brown-6), while the Badgers return just 38
points (Hilliard-16, Stapleton-12, Stauffacher-6,
Douglass-2, Schramek-2).

* Nebraska has hit 10 or more threes nine times in
the last 24 games, including six times in 17 games
in 2021-22. NU buried 14-o0f-28 threes against NC
Central (Nov. 20), 14-0f-30 threes at lowa (Jan. 16),
12-0f-29 vs. Drake (Dec. 19), 11-0f-22 vs. Prairie
View A&M (Nov. 11), 10-of-19 at San Diego (Nov.
27) and 10-0f-28 at Wake Forest (Dec. 1).

* Through the first 20 seasons with the three-point
shot in women'’s basketball (1988-2007), Nebraska
hit 10 threes in a game just six times (591 games).

NEBRASKA NUMBERS TO WATCH

e Through games Jan. 23, the Huskers ranked among the top 25
teams nationally in scoring margin (6th, +19.4), scoring offense (9th,
81.4 ppg), defensive rebounds per game (13th, 30.1 rpg), assist-to-
turnover (15th, 1.24), assists per game (16th, 17.6 apg), field goal
percentage (18th, .459), rebounds per game (18th, 43.0 rpg), three-
point field goals made per game (21st, 8.8 pg) and three-point field
goal percentage (22nd, .364).

¢ Nebraska leads the Big Ten in scoring margin (+19.4 ppg), total
rebounds (43.0 rpg) and field goal percentage defense (.366).

* Nebraska guard Jaz Shelley ranks among the top 20 players in the
Big Ten in scoring (16th, 13.8 ppg), rebounding (10th, 7.5 rpg), assists
(7th, 4.4 apg), blocked shots (6th, 1.2 bpg), steals (8th, 1.8 spg), three-
point field goal percentage (6th, .435), three-pointers made per game
(7th, 2.5) and assist-to-turnover ratio (5th, 2.0).

* Jaz Shelley is the only Big Ten player to rank among the top 20 in the conference in all five major
statistical categories: scoring (16th), rebounding (10th), assists (7th), blocks (6th), steals (8th).

® Huskers Jaz Shelley (7th, 2.5 pg) and Ashley Scoggin (11th, 2.2 pg) rank among the top players
in the Big Ten in three-point field goals made per game.

* Nebraska is the only team in the nation with two shooters (Scoggin, 15th; Shelley, 20th) ranked
among the top 20 in three-point field goal percentage.

* Nebraska's backcourt has taken care of the ball while creating opportunities. Jaz Shelley (2.0)
and Sam Haiby (1.8) rank No. 5 and 11, respectively in the Big Ten in assist-to-turnover ratio based on
the NCAA minimum of 3.0 assists per game. Husker reserves Ruby Porter (3.3) and Allison Weidner
(2.3), who don’t meet the NCAA minimums, own better assist-to-turnover ratios.

* Nebraska ranks ninth nationally in scoring offense with 81.4 points per game. The only time in
the last 25 years NU has averaged more than 75 points per game in a season came in 2009-10 (77.4
ppg). That Husker team went unbeaten in the regular season, won the Big 12 regular-season title and
advanced to Nebraska’s first NCAA Sweet Sixteen as a No. 1 seed in the NCAA Tournament.

® Sophomore point guard Jaz Shelley has pulled down 120 total rebounds in 462 minutes this season.
In two seasons (971 minutes) at Oregon (2019-20, 2020-21), the 5-9 Shelley totaled 70 rebounds.

¢ Jaz Shelley leads Nebraska with 19 blocked shots in 16 games. She had six blocks in 55 games
over two seasons at Oregon.

* Nebraska’s minus-21 foul disparity (28-7) at lowa (Jan. 16) marked the largest foul differential
in program history (by NU or opponent) in 1,448 games over 48 seasons. It marked the first time in
history that a Husker team held a negative foul differential of greater than 17. Prior to the game, NU
held a positive foul differential of 2.1 through 16 games this season.

* Nebraska has scored at least 65 points in each of its 10 home games on its way to a 9-1 record at
Pinnacle Bank Arena. Wisconsin has reached 65 on the road just once in seven road games - a 79-67
loss at Milwaukee (Nov. 24). NU is averaging 88.2 points at home, while Wisconsin is averaging 54.3
points per game on the road.

* In four career games against Wisconsin, Nebraska’s Sam Haiby has averaged 14.0 points, 4.5
rebounds, 4.8 assists and 2.3 steals. She has scored in double figures in all four meetings.

SCOUTING THE WISCONSIN BADGERS

* Marisa Moseley brings her first Wisconsin team to Lincoln to face Nebraska. Moseley has guided
the Badgers to a 5-13 overall record and a 2-6 Big Ten mark after notching a strong 69-57 win over
Penn State in Madison (Jan. 23).

® The Badgers have won two of their past three Big Ten games, including their first road win with
a 49-45 victory at Rutgers (Jan. 16).

* Wisconsin has struggled to score throughout the season, averaging just 58.6 points per game,
but the Badgers have been solid defensively, surrendering just 66.4 points per game. UW is shooting
40 percent from the field as a team, including just 30.6 percent (105-343) from three-point range while
hitting just 5.8 threes per contest. However, the Badgers buried 10-0f-22 three-pointers in Sunday’s
victory over Penn State.

* UW has been solid at the free throw line (.716) but the Badgers have committed more fouls (298)
than their opponents (282) and have been outscored by 2.8 points per game at the stripe. The Badgers
own a negative-5.7 rebound margin and a negative-0.7 turnover margin, but posted a plus-six (23-17)
turnover margin in the victory over Penn State.

e Julie Pospisilova has led the Badgers with 14.6 points per game. The 6-0 junior guard from the
Czech Republic leads Wisconsin with 28 three-pointers (.292) while adding 3.6 rebounds, 3.1 assists
and 1.6 steals per game. She scored 23 points and hit two threes in the win over Penn State.

* Fellow junior guard Sydney Hilliard has added 12.6 points and a team-leading 4.6 rebounds per
game. Hilliard is shooting a team-best 54.2 percent from the field but has not attempted a three-
pointer. She also has knocked down just 64.7 percent of her free throws. She leads Wisconsin with 2.1
steals per game.

® Sophomore Brooke Schramek, a teammate of Nebraska’s Kendall Moriarty at Benet Academy,
adds 6.7 points and 3.7 rebounds per game, including 13 points with three threes and eight rebounds
in the win over Penn State.

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¢ Graduate transfer Katie Nelson (6.8 ppg, 3.6 rpg, 3.3 apg, 1.6 spg) is the only Badger to start
all 18 games. She also leads UW with 39.1 percent (25-64) shooting from three-point range. Nelson
erupted for a season-high 24 points including four three-pointers in the win over Penn State.

® Sophomore Halle Douglass (4.2 ppg, 2.8 rpg) has moved into the starting five recently. Freshman
Krystyna Ellew (7.4 ppg, 3.3 rpg) and junior Sara Stapeleton (5.6 ppg, 2.9 rpg) also have been starters
for UW at times this season.

NEBRASKAVS. WISCONSIN SERIES HISTORY

¢ Nebraska leads the all-time series with Wisconsin 12-7, including a three-game winning streak.
Last season, NU rolled to an 84-68 victory over the Badgers at Pinnacle Bank Arena on Jan. 28, 2021.
five consecutive victories.

® Sam Haiby led five Huskers in double figures against the Badgers, scoring 18 of her game-high
24 points in the first half. Bella Cravens added a double-double with 13 points and 11 rebounds, while
Annika Stewart pitched in 13 points and five rebounds off the bench. Ruby Porter also contributed 12
points, two rebounds, two assists and two steals in a starting role.

* Nebraska scored 84 points against UW last season despite going just 5-for-21 from three-point
range. Sydney Hilliard had 16 points and six rebounds for Wisconsin, while former Badger Imani Lewis
had 19 points and 13 rebounds.

® The Huskers have won seven consecutive home games against the Badgers in a streak that
started at the Bob Devaney Sports Center with a 68-59 win on Feb. 19, 2012. Nebraska is 12-2 against
Wisconsin as Big Ten foes.

® Wisconsin won the first five meetings in series history, dating back to a 79-74 win over the Huskers
in Madison, Wis., on Jan. 5, 1979.

® Nebraska's first series win came with a 75-69 victory at Madison on Jan. 12, 2012.

NEBRASKA STREAKS

¢ Sam Haiby has produced double figures in her last 10 Big Ten games, including all five contests
she has played in this season.

* Alexis Markowski has produced double figures in five straight games including each of her four
Big Ten starts.

¢ Ashley Scoggin has started a team-best 43 consecutive games since joining the Huskers for the
2020-21 season.

e The Huskers have knocked down at least one three in 415 straight games dating back to a loss
at UTEP on Dec. 20, 2008. Nebraska has hit at least two three-pointers in 294 consecutive games.

DEEP BENCH BOOSTS BIG RED

® The Husker bench has outscored opponent reserves 490-230 (+15.3
ppg) through 17 games, including a 349-166 edge (+18.3 ppg) in 10
games at Pinnacle Bank Arena.

* A total of 10 Huskers are averaging better than 10.0 points per 40
minutes, including two Huskers (Alexis Markowski, 27.5 pp40, 15.7
rp40 and Annika Stewart, 23.9 pp40; 10.0 rp40) who are averaging
better than 20 points per 40 minutes.

* No Husker ranks among the top 25 players in the conference in minutes per game. Jaz Shelley
leads Nebraska with 28.9 minutes per game, while Courtney Shaw from Northwestern ranks 25th in
the conference (30.3 mpg).

¢ Haiby notched the first three double-doubles of her career in consecutive games against No. 23
Michigan State (11 points, 12 rebounds, Jan. 10), No. 15 Ohio State (11 points, 10 assists, Jan. 16)
and Minnesota (25 points, 12 rebounds).

* Haiby made and attempted (120-147) more free throws over 26 games in 2020-21 than through
30 games as a starter in 2019-20 (62-81). She also had nearly double the number of offensive rebounds
(49) than she had in 2019-20 (28) despite playing four fewer games.

¢ She had 21 double-figure efforts in 2020-21, including 12 20-point games. She had 16 double-
figure performances in 2019-20 and 15 as a freshman in 2018-19.

* Haiby earned four spots on the Big Ten Weekly Honor Roll (Dec. 14, Jan. 4, Jan. 11, Jan. 25)
and was the College Sports Madness Big Ten Player of the Week (Jan. 4) after leading Nebraska to a
pair of wins over No. 15 Northwestern (Dec. 31) and Rutgers (Jan. 3). She averaged 17.5 points, 6.5
rebounds and 5.0 assists in those two low-scoring, one-possession wins for the Huskers.

® Her game-winning put-back at the buzzer gave the Huskers a 65-63 win over No. 15 Northwestern
and was ESPN SportsCenter's Top Play (Dec. 31), capping a 19-point, eight-rebound, five-assist effort
against the previously unbeaten and defending Big Ten champion Wildcats.

CRAVENS MISSED LAST FOUR STARTS WITH INJURY

e Junior Bella Cravens has continued to be a force inside
in her second season as a Husker starter.

e Cravens ranks 16th in the Big Ten in rebounding (6.0
rpg) and 13th in blocked shots (1.0 bpg). She has also hit
54.8 percent (40-73) of her field goal attempts.

® She started NU's first 13 games before missing the
79-58 win over No. 8 Michigan (Jan. 4) with an ankle injury
suffered in practice (Jan. 3). She did not play against No. 22
lowa (Jan. 9) or at No. 6 Indiana (Jan. 13), and came off the
bench to play two minutes at lowa (Jan. 16).

* The 6-3 forward from Laie, Hawaii, erupted for a
Nebraska career-high 15 points on 7-of-11 shooting in a Big
Ten-opening win at Minnesota (Dec. 6). She added a team-
high seven rebounds to go with a block, an assist and a steal
in the win over the Gophers.

* She scored 10 points on 5-of-5 shooting and had six
boards in an 86-60 Big Ten/ACC Challenge win at Wake
Forest (Dec. 1).

e Cravens opened 2021-22 by tying her then-Nebraska
career high with 13 points, while adding a game-high eight
rebounds in a win over Maine (Nov. 9). She hit 5-of-6 shots
from the field.

* She added a pair of huge rebounding efforts to power Nebraska to victories over Drexel (Nov.
26) and San Diego (Nov. 27). Cravens had seven points and a season-high 15 rebounds while adding
three blocks, two assists and a steal against the San Diego. She had 14 rebounds to go with five
points and two assists in a win over 2021 NCAA Tournament qualifier Drexel.

* She had nine points in a win over Creighton and produced eight points, seven rebounds and two
assists in each of NU's victories over Alabama A&M (Nov. 14) and North Carolina Central (Nov. 20).

* Cravens was a force as a starter in Big Ten play in 2020-21. She ranked seventh in conference
play-only with 8.1 rebounds per game to go with 6.8 points. She notched her first Nebraska double-
double with a season-high 13 points and 11 rebounds in a win over Wisconsin (Jan. 28). She had a
career-high-tying 16 rebounds in the win over lllinois (Dec. 10). She added 14 huge boards in the win
over No. 15 Ohio State (Jan. 16) and 14 more off the bench in a WNIT win over UT Martin (March 19).
She grabbed 13 boards in the win over Rutgers (Jan. 3) and had nine points, nine rebounds and three
blocks in the win at No. 23 Michigan State (Jan. 10).

* She closed 2020-21 with 10 points and eight rebounds against Colorado (March 20) in the round
of 16 in the Postseason WNIT.

¢ Cravens missed three straight games in 2020-21 (at No. 24 Northwestern, Feb. 17; Penn State,
Feb. 21; at Minnesota, Feb. 24) with an ankle injury suffered in the first half against lowa (Feb. 11).

* Cravens spent her first two seasons at Eastern Washington. She led the Big Sky Conference in
rebounding (8.5 rpg) in 2020-21 and was an honorable-mention All-Big Sky selection.

* Ashley Scoggin has continued to be a steady guard and one of the Big Ten'’s top shooters in her
second season as a starter for the Huskers. Through 17 games in 2021-22, Scoggin is averaging 9.0
points, 1.4 rebounds and 1.4 assists while hitting 44.7 percent (38-85) of her three-point attempts,
which ranks 15th nationally.

® She produced a career-high 19 points in a win over
North Carolina Central (Nov. 20), when she connected on
4-0f-8 three-pointers in just over 18 minutes of game action.

* Scoggin added 16 points and four more threes in an
89-68 run past Drake (Dec. 19).

® She had a 13-point, four-assist effort against No. 22
lowa (Jan. 9), before getting nine points and a career-high
six rebounds at lowa (Jan. 16).

® Scoggin notched 12 points on 4-of-6 three-point
shooting in the championship game of The Dana on Mission
Bay Holiday Tournament against San Diego (Nov. 27). She _
added a pair of steals against the Toreros. k

® She produced 12 more points on 4-of-8 three-point
shooting at Michigan State (Dec. 30).

* Scoggin opened the season with 12 points and a career-
high six assists in an opening-day win over Maine (Nov. 9).

e Last season, Scoggin started all 26 games for the Big ;
Red, averaging 8.5 points while leading NU with 43 made ==
threes in her first year at Nebraska. She scored a season-high — .

18 points in the win over Penn State (Feb. 21), before adding (#0) Ashley Scoggin, 5-7, Guard
17 points to close the regular season at lowa (March é). She

had 16 points against Minnesota (Jan. 19), Purdue and Idaho State. She added 14 points against No.
7 Maryland in the Big Ten Tournament (March 11).

* Scoggin has produced double figures 18 times as a Husker.

 Scoggin was named one of 10 finalists for the NCAA Division | Junior College Transfer of the Year
by World Exposure Report News Service.

* The transfer from Salt Lake City CC spent her first year on the court in 2019-20 after missing four
straight seasons because of knee injuries, beginning with her senior year of high school in 2015-16.
In 2019-20, she earned NJCAA All-Region 18 honors after leading the Bruins to the Region 18 title.

* Scoggin entered her second sophomore season at Nebraska at age 23.

HUSKERS KNOCKED OFF TOP TEAMS IN 2020-21

® In 2020-21, Nebraska posted five wins over AP Top 25 opponents - the second-highest total in
the Big Ten, trailing only No. 7 Maryland. Nebraska defeated No. 15 Ohio State and swept No. 15/24
Northwestern, while adding wins over No. 23 Michigan State and Rutgers.

® Nebraska was one of only eight Big Ten teams to record more than one win over a top-25
opponent during the regular season.

® Nebraska’s five regular-season wins over AP Top 25 teams trailed only No. 7 Maryland among
Big Ten teams. The Terrapins went 8-2 against foes ranked at any point in the 2020-21 AP Poll, while
Nebraska went 5-5. lowa (5-9) was the only other Big Ten team with more than four wins.

® The Huskers’ win over No. 15 Ohio State (Jan. 16) was one of three wins over an unbeaten and
AP No. 15 team in 2020-21 (Northwestern, 4-0; Michigan, 7-0; Ohio State, 7-0).

® Nebraska was 5-5 against AP Top 25 teams (ranked at any point in 2020-21) including 4-4 against
AP Top 25 teams at game time, with wins over No. 15 Northwestern, No. 15 Ohio State, at No. 23
Michigan State and at No. 24 Northwestern, and losses at No. 15 Indiana, at No. 15 Michigan, to No.
7 Maryland (March 11) and No. 9 Maryland (Feb. 14).

HIGHLIGHTING THE 2021-22 HUSKERS

¢ Nebraska returns five starters and 10 letterwinners from its 2020-21 team that advanced to the
round of 16 in the Postseason WNIT after knocking off five top-25 opponents during the regular
season. The Huskers finished with a 13-13 overall record that included a 9-10 Big Ten mark.

* Nebraska's top two returning players are second-team All-Big Ten guard Sam Haiby (Moorhead,
Minn.) and honorable-mention All-Big Ten forward Isabelle Bourne (Canberra, Australia).

* Haiby was the only Big Ten player to rank among the conference’s top 15 in scoring (11th, 16.8
ppg), rebounding (15th, 6.8 rpg) and assists (8th, 4.4 apg) in 2020-21.

* Bourne showed her versatility in a breakout 2020-21 season, averaging 13.6 points, 7.5 rebounds
and 2.5 assists. One of the top power forwards in the Big Ten, Bourne also started games on the wing
when the Huskers were short-handed because of injuries midway through the 2020-21 season.

® The Big Red does not expect to be short-handed in 2021-22. Ashley Scoggin (Dallas, Ore.)
returns to the backcourt after starting every game in her first year at Nebraska. She averaged 8.5
points and 2.3 assists while leading Nebraska with 43 three-pointers.

¢ Bella Cravens (Laie, Hawaii) also returns to the starting five after averaging 6.4 points and a
team-best 7.6 rebounds as one of the Big Ten’s most athletic post defenders.

® Ruby Porter (Adelaide, Australia) also returns for her second season at Nebraska after making
11 starts a year ago. She averaged 4.7 points and 2.4 rebounds despite being limited by injuries.

e Other returning letterwinners for Nebraska include Trinity Brady, Whitney Brown, MiCole
Cayton, Annika Stewart and 2021 early enrollee Kendall Coley.

¢ Coley was also part of the 2020-21 signing class that includes Nebraska high school stars Alexis

Kendally Moriarty
adds another true freshman who was ranked among the top 100 players nationally and was the first
commit to Nebraska’s signing class. Tatiana Popa, a 6-5 center, rounds out the group of freshman.

® Nebraska’s collection of six newcomers also got a significant boost with the addition of Oregon
transfer and Australian National Team point guard Jaz Shelley in April of 2021. Shelley was the only
collegiate player on the Australian National Team that won bronze at the 2021 Asia Cup in Amman,
Jordan, in October. She helped Oregon to the NCAA Sweet Sixteen in 2021.

2020-21 FRESHMEN LAY SOLID FOUNDATION

* Freshman Ruby Porter (Adelaide, Australia) started five straight games in place of Isabelle
Bourne (Jan. 16-Feb. 4) before joining Bourne in the starting five for the first time against No. 9
Maryland (Feb. 14). Porter made six straight starts in place of Bella Cravens before being forced to the
sideline against No. 7 Maryland (March 11) after suffering a slight knee injury in a Big Ten Tournament
win over Minnesota (March 10). Porter did not play in the WNIT.

* Porter had a career-high 19 points against Maryland before adding eight points and four rebounds
in the 71-64 victory over the Wildcats. Porter had back-to-back double-figure scoring efforts in wins
over lllinois (11, Jan. 25) and Wisconsin (12, Jan. 28). Porter also scored nine off the bench on a trio
of threes in NU's road win at No. 23 Michigan State (Jan. 10).

* Porter made her second start of 2021-22 at lowa (Jan. 16) in place of Jaz Shelley. She also
started against North Carolina Central, replacing All-Big Ten guard Sam Haiby in the lineup. Porter
has averaged 2.9 points and 1.3 assists while carrying a 20-to-6 assist-to-turnover ratio (3.3) this
season. She recorded season bests of seven points, three rebounds and four assists in the opener
against Maine (Nov. 9).

* Annika Stewart was the most productive Husker freshman in 2020-21, averaging 6.4 points
and 3.0 rebounds. She had back-to-back double-figure efforts in wins over lllinois (12, Jan. 25) and
Wisconsin (13, Jan. 28), before adding a third double-digit effort in a four-game span with 12 points
on 5-of-6 shooting at Rutgers (Feb. 7).

® The 6-3 forward from Minneapolis set the Nebraska freshman three-point field goal percentage
record (.446, 29-65). She buried three threes, including back-to-back threes in a one-minute span in
the fourth quarter to give Nebraska the lead for good at lllinois. She added three more threes and 13
points at Minnesota (Feb. 24). She also hit 3-of-4 threes to finish with 11 points in 11 minutes against
Colorado in the WNIT (March 20).

* Stewart notched nine double-figure efforts, including a career-high 15 points in nine minutes in
the win over Idaho State (Dec. 6) and 10 points in seven minutes in a win over Penn State (Feb. 21).

* She has continued to show her offensive skills in 2021-22, averaging 6.4 points and 2.6 rebounds
in 10 minutes per game through the first 17 contests.

* Stewart erupted for career highs of 21 points and three blocks in just 15 minutes in a win over
Wyoming (Dec. 22). She notched career bests by going 8-0f-13 from the field, while knocking down

She had a career-high six assists in Nebraska’s win
over Minnesota (March 10).

® Brown has continued to be a reliable contributor in 2021-22, averaging 2.0 points in seven
minutes per game. She scored a season-high six points against Alabama A&M (Nov. 14) before
getting five points and two steals in a season-high 19 minutes at lowa (Jan. 16).

* She has hit 38.5 percent (5-13) of her three-point tries and 75 percent (3-4) of her free throws.

CAYTON RETURNED TO COURT IN 2020-21

* After 26 months away from competition, MiCole Cayton made her Husker debut memorable in
Nebraska's 57-53 road win at lllinois (Jan. 25, 2021).

 Cayton, who was cleared for her first full-court, full-contact practice at Nebraska on Jan. 22, played
19 minutes off the bench and made a crucial play in crunch time to help the Huskers to victory.

* With less than 15 seconds left and NU clinging to a 54-53 lead, Cayton stole the ball at halfcourt
from lllinois guard J-Naya Ephraim after she received an inbounds pass. Ephraim fouled Cayton to
prevent a layup, and Cayton made 1-of-2 free throws to give NU a 55-53 lead with 10.7 seconds left.

¢ [t was Cayton'’s first steal as a Husker, but she also drew a pair of offensive fouls on the lllini in the
game and finished 3-of-4 at the free throw line.

e [t marked Cayton'’s first game since playing for California against San Diego on Nov. 24, 2018.

e Cayton produced her first double-figure scoring performance as a Husker with 10 points in the
WNIT opening-round win over UT Martin (March 19). She added six points on 2-for-2 three-point
shooting against Colorado (March 20). She averaged 2.7 points and 1.1 assists on the season.

® After missing NU's first two games of 2021-22 with a lower leg injury, Cayton has played in the
past 15 contests. She scored her first two points of the season while adding two assists, two steals and
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a season-high five rebounds in the win over North Carolina Central (Nov. 20).

¢ Cayton erupted for her Nebraska career-best 12 points - all in the second quarter - to help the
Huskers pull away from previously unbeaten Wake Forest (Dec. 1). Cayton, who hit 5-of-6 shots including
a pair of three-pointers to help Nebraska build a 13-point halftime lead on its way to an 86-60 win at
Winston-Salem in the Big Ten/ACC Challenge, replaced starters Sam Haiby and Ashley Scoggin as
they sat with first-half foul trouble.

¢ Cayton added six points on a pair of three-pointers in Nebraska’s hard-fought 65-53 win over
2021 NCAA Tournament qualifier Drexel (Nov. 26) in San Diego.

COLEY JOINED HUSKERS AS 2021 EARLY ENROLLEE

e After playing its second straight game (Ohio State, Minnesota) and its fourth of 2020-21 (Indiana,
Purdue) with just seven active players (six scholarship and walk-on Whitney Brown), the Nebraska roster
got a boost with the addition of freshman early enrollee Kendall Coley. The 6-2 wing was cleared for
full participation on Jan. 21 and practiced for the first time Jan. 22, 2021.

® She was in uniform at lllinois (Jan. 25) but did not play. Coley saw her first college game action
with two minutes in a win over Wisconsin (Jan. 28).

e Coley played 10 minutes and scored her first points while also recording a rebound and notching
her first career assist and blocked shot against No. 9 Maryland (Feb. 14). She added three points, two
rebounds and a block in a win over Penn State (Feb. 21). She hit a pair of three-pointers to finish with
six points at Minnesota (Feb. 24) and hit two more threes during Nebraska's decisive 18-3 first-half
surge in a win over the Golden Gophers at the Big Ten Tournament (March 10).

e Coley graduated from St. Louis Park High School in Minneapolis on Jan. 14, 2021. She was ranked
as a top 50 recruit nationally by All-Star Girls Report (36), Prospects Nation (39) and ESPN (49).

¢ Coley committed to Nebraska in April of 2020 after averaging 15.5 points, 7.4 rebounds and 3.7
assists as a junior at St. Louis Park High School.

¢ Kendall's older sister, Chase, was a four-year letterwinner at lowa (2015-18) and started all 32
games for the Hawkeyes as a senior in 2017-18.

NEBRASKA'S 2021 CLASS RANKED NO. 21 BY ESPN

* Nebraska Coach Amy Williams received National Letters of Intent from five talented players on
Nov. 11, as the Huskers earned a No. 21 national ranking for its incoming class of 2021 from ESPN.

* Nebraska's impressive group includes two players ranked among the top 100 in the ESPN
individual rankings, led by the versatile Kendall Coley (No. 49) and Nebraska high school standout
Allison Weidner (No. 80) at the national level. Lincoln native Alexis Markowski was the Gatorade and
MaxPreps Nebraska high school player of the yea in 2021, while lllinois prep star Kendall Moriarity
and Tatiana Popa fortify a strong five-player class.

* Four members of the Husker class were ranked among the top 100 in the country by at least one
ranking service, and all five have been mentioned among the top 275.

KENDALL COLEY, 6-2, F/G, MINNEAPOLIS, MINN. (ST. LOUIS PARK)

¢ Kendall Coley became the first signee to join the Husker roster, coming to Nebraska as an early
enrollee on Jan. 17, 2021. She was on the bench but not cleared to play for a home game against
Minnesota (Jan. 19). She participated in her first practice as a Husker on Jan. 21, 2021

* Coley came to Nebraska as the top-ranked player among a top 25 recruiting class for the Huskers
and Coach Amy Williams. Coley, a 6-2 wing from Minneapolis, Minn., was ranked as one of the top
50 players in the nation by All-Star Girls Report (36), Prospects Nation (39) and ESPN Hoopgurlz (49)
in 2021, while adding a No. 52 ranking from Blue Star.

* Coley, who committed to Nebraska in April of 2020, averaged 15.5 points, 7.4 rebounds and 3.7
assists as a junior at St. Louis Park High School.

¢ Coley’s game is growing in 2021-22, averaging 3.4 points and 2.5 rebounds through the first 17
contests. She enjoyed career highs with 11 points, seven rebounds and two blocks in the win over
North Carolina Central (Nov. 20)

* She produced her first career double-figure scoring performance with 10 points to go along with
seven rebounds in the win over Prairie View A&M (Nov. 11).

* Coley played big again in the win at Wake Forest (Dec. 1), producing eight points, two rebounds,
an assist and a block in 18 minutes off the bench.

ALEXIS MARKOWSKI, 6-3, C/F, LINCOLN, NEB. (LINCOLN PIUS X)

* Alexis Markowski joined Allison Weidner as the top high school players in the state of Nebraska
in 2021. Markowski was a two-time first-team All-Nebraska and Super-State center while leading Lincoln
Pius X to back-to-back Class A state titles in 2020 and 2021. As a senior, she was the state’s No. 3
scorer (23.3 ppg) and No. 2 rebounder (13.0 rpg) across all classes on her way to Nebraska Gatorade
and MaxPreps State Player of the Year honors. She averaged 23.7 points and 19.3 rebounds in three
state tournament wins for the Thunderbolts, who finished 25-0 in the MaxPreps national top 25.

® Markowski broke her own Pius X season records by scoring 582 points and pulling down 325
rebounds as a senior. As a junior she set those records with 560 points and 315 rebounds to be named
the honorary captain of the Class A All-State teams. She also set the Pius X career scoring record (1,484
points) previously held by former Husker Maddie Simon.

® As a junior, Markowski tied former Husker Athletics Hall of Famer Maurtice Ivy's Class A state
tournament scoring record with 80 points. Markowski added 71 points and 58 rebounds (23.7 ppg, 19.3
rpg) as a senior in the state tournament. She notched three double-doubles in Pius X state tournament
wins, including a massive 30-point, 27-rebound performance in a semifinal win over Omaha Central
before getting 27 points and 19 rebounds in a championship game win over Fremont. She opened
with 14 points and 12 boards in a low-scoring 40-20 win over Millard North.

® Markowski was ranked No. 76 in the 2021 class by World Exposure, which also slots international
players among its rankings.

® Markowski totaled 1,484 points and 867 rebounds in 76 games (19.5 ppg, 11.4 rpg) over just
three seasons at Pius X. She missed her entire freshman season (2017-18) with a foot injury.

® She was also a second-team Class A all-state selection in volleyball in the fall of 2020.

® As a true freshman at Nebraska, Markowski is showing her talent as a four-time Big Ten Freshman
of the Week. She is averaging 11.2 points and 6.4 rebounds in 16 minutes per game.

® She is coming off a career-high 27-point effort that included a career-best 6-of-7 three-point
shooting at lowa (Jan. 16). Markowski was named the Big Ten Freshman of the Week.

® Markowski made her first career start in Nebraska'’s 79-58 win over No. 8 Michigan (Jan. 4),
erupting for a career-high 20 points on 7-of-10 shooting, while adding seven rebounds, a career-best
two steals and a block in 27 minutes.

* She added 14 points and eight rebounds in 18 minutes in her second straight start in place of
Bella Cravens against No. 22 lowa (Jan. 9).

® Markowski earned her third Big Ten Freshman of the Week award (Jan. 10) after averaging 17.0
points and 7.5 rebounds in her first career starts. She was also named the USBWA Tamika Catchings
National Freshman of the Week (Jan. 11).

® She owns nine double-figure scoring efforts on the season, including five in Big Ten play after
leading NU with 17 points, seven rebounds and a career-high three steals at No. é Indiana (Jan. 13).

® Markowski also had 17 points on 5-of-6 shooting, including the first two three-pointers of her
career, while adding a career-high 10 rebounds for her first career double-double in a win over Indiana
State (Dec. 11).

* She notched her second straight double-double with 15 points and 10 rebounds in just 16 minutes
in a win over Drake (Dec. 19) to earn her second Big Ten Freshman-of-the-Week honor (Dec. 20).

® Markowski was the Big Ten Freshman of the Week (Nov. 29) after averaging 6.0 points and 8.0
rebounds while helping the Huskers to a title at The Dana on Mission Bay Holiday Tournament (Nov.
26-27) in San Diego.

* She grabbed nine rebounds in a win over 2021 NCAA Tournament qualifier Drexel (Nov. 26), before
adding seven points, seven rebounds, her first career assist and a blocked shot in the championship
game win over San Diego (Nov. 27).

® Markowski had 14 points in a win over Prairie View A&M (Nov. 11), before adding 11 points in
just over 12 minutes in the 67-62 win over in-state rival Creighton (Nov. 17). She also scored 11 points
and grabbed six rebounds while dishing out her second career assist at Michigan State (Dec. 30).

® Through 17 games, Markowski is producing at a rate of 27.5 points and 15.7 rebounds per 40
minutes for the Huskers.

ALLISON WEIDNER, 5-10, G, HUMPHREY, NEB. (HUMPHREY ST. FRANCIS)

¢ Allison Weidner joined Alexis Markowski as two of the top basketball players the state of Nebraska
has produced in recent years. Weidner was ranked as the No. 80 player on the ESPN Hoopgurlz Top
100. She was also a first-team Super-State selection and earned first-team Class D2 all-state honors in
both basketball and volleyball for the Humphrey St. Francis Flyers as a junior in 2019-20. A member
of the Class D2 All-Decade Team.

* Weidner led the state of Nebraska in scoring (25.0 ppg) and assists (6.4 apg) while ranking second
in steals (6.4 spg) while leading Humphrey St. Francis to the state title as a senior. She also averaged
7.0 rebounds per contest for the Flyers. She scored 71 points in three state tournament games.

* As a junior in 2019-20, Weidner averaged 25.2 points, 6.1 rebounds, 6.5 assists and a whopping
7.3 steals per game to power St. Francis to a Class D2 runner-up finish. She scored a tournament-high
83 points in three games.

* Weidner finished her four years of high school basketball with 2,282 points, 741 assists and 629
steals. Her point total was the third-best in Nebraska state girls basketball history across all classes.

* She averaged 19.7 points, 5.7 rebounds, 6.3 assists and 5.9 steals as a sophomore, while averaging
14.5 points, 4.1 rebounds, 7.9 assists and 3.7 steals as a freshman in 2017-18 for the Flyers.

* Weidner was also an eight-time gold medalist at the state track and field championships.

* She showed she was ready for the big stage of Big Ten basketball scoring nine points and grabbing
four rebounds in the season debut against America East champion Maine (Nov. 9).

* Weidner was even better in game No. 2, producing a career-high 11 points to go along with a
career-best eight rebounds while dishing out five assists against Prairie View A&M (Nov. 11).

* In the win over North Carolina Central, Weidner had eight points, eight rebounds and a career-
high eight assists with no turnovers in 18 minutes of action.

* She notched her second double-figure scoring effort with 10 points, five rebounds, three assists
and two steals in a win over Drake (Dec. 19).

* Weidner was outstanding in Nebraska’s Big Ten win over No. 8 Michigan with seven points, two
rebounds, two assists and a steal in 20 minutes. She added nine points and two assists in 16 minutes
against No. 22 lowa (Jan. 9).

* She had seven points and five rebounds at No. 6 Indiana (Jan. 13), before making her first career
start in place of an injured Sam Haiby at lowa (Jan. 16). Weidner had eight points, three rebounds,
five assists and a block in her starting debut.

® Through 17 games, Weidner is averaging 5.5 points, 3.6 rebounds and 2.5 assists. With 43 assists
and just 19 turnovers, Weidner owns a strong 2.3-to-1 assist-to-turnover ratio.
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KENDALL MORIARITY, 6-1, G, WHEATON, ILL. (BENET ACADEMY)

® The first commit to Nebraska's class, Kendall Moriarity announced her decision in November of
2019. Moriarity was ranked among the top 100 players in the country by Prospects Nation (74), All-Star
Girls Report (100) and Prep Girls Hoops (100) entering her senior season at Benet Academy in Lisle,
Ill. She was also ranked as high as the No. 12 guard prospect in the country by Prospects Nation.

® The 6-1 Moriarity hit 43.1 percent of her three-pointers while also leading Benet Academy in
steals and deflections as a junior 2019-20. She led her high school team to a No. 1 ranking in lllinois
and a No. 23 team rank nationally at one point as a junior. In 2019, Moriarity was invited to the USA
16U National Team trials, advancing to the top 68.

* "Kendall was our first commit in the 2021 class, and she fits perfectly into all aspects of our
program,” Williams said. “She is a long, tough, gritty player with great versatility. She is a talented
scorer, but her willingness to do all the dirty work on the court is what separates her. She is a great
teammate and will lay it on the line for her team to win.”

* Moriarty has been a consistent contributor for the Huskers in 2021-22, averaging 1.7 points per
game. She scored in each of NU's first five games and has connected on 46.2 percent (12-26) of her
attempts overall. She scored a career-high six points while adding career bests of two assists and two
rebounds in the win over North Carolina Central (Nov. 20). She had five points at lowa (Jan. 16).

TATIANA POPA, 6-5, C/F, PARKERSBURG, W. VA. (BREWSTER ACADEMY)

¢ Tatiana Popa comes to Nebraska as a four-star recruit before entering her senior season at Brewster
Academy. She closed her junior year at Parkersburg High School in West Virginia. She previously played
atIMG Academy and Montverde Academy (2018-19) in Florida. She also competed at Quince Orchard
High School in Maryland as a freshman in 2017-18. The 6-5 center/forward was ranked as the No. 263
overall player in the nation by All-Star Girls Report.

* Popa is expected to redshirt in 2021-22.

* Popa’s father, Constantin, was a second-round NBA Draft choice of the Los Angeles Clippers in
1995 after playing basketball collegiately at the University of Miami. He is a member of the Miami
Sports Hall of Fame, and played professionally overseas in Israel.

® The Huskers are 487-168 (.744) all-time at home, including 223-72 (.756) over the last 18-plus
seasons.

* Nebraska is 9-1 at Pinnacle Bank Arena in 2021-22, after posting an 8-3 mark at home last season.

* NU went 13-4 on its home court in 2019-20, the 15th time the Huskers have posted double-figure
home victory totals in the last 18 seasons.

e The Huskers were 15-4 at Pinnacle Bank Arena in 2015-16 after going 12-3 (13-3 at home) in
2014-15. The Huskers are 98-38 (.721) all-time at Pinnacle Bank Arena since the building opened for
the 2013-14 campaign. The Big Red went 16-2 at home in 2013-14, suffering their only Big Ten loss
to Purdue, 77-75, on Jan. 19, 2014. NU’s 16 home wins in 2013-14 tied the school record for single-
season home victories.

* The Huskers played the first regular-season game in arena history against USA Today No. 25 UCLA
(Nov. 8, 2013) and rolled to a 77-49 win over the Bruins. NU's first win over an AP Top 25 team came
with a 76-56 win over No. 24 Michigan State on Feb. 8, 2014. The Huskers added their first-ever win
over an AP Top 10 team at the arena with a 94-74 victory over No. 8 Penn State on Feb. 24, 2014.

* NU won its first Big Ten home game at Pinnacle Bank Arena with a 66-65 thriller over Northwestern
Jan. 2, 2014, before an 88-85 win over Minnesota on Jan. 16, 2014, marked the first overtime game.

® NU suffered its first loss at the arena to Washington State (76-72) on Nov. 30, 2013.

® The Huskers are 45-3 all-time in home season openers, following a 108-50 win over Maine on
Nov. 9, 2021. Nebraska has won 15 of its last 16 season openers.

* Nebraska played in the Devaney Center from 1976-77 through 2012-13, and added one appearance
at Devaney against Utah on Nov. 23, 2014. The Huskers own a 389-130 record at the Devaney Center,
including 146-88 (.624) mark in conference play.

® The Huskers Radio Network is in its first season of producing and marketing the live broadcasts
of Nebraska women’s basketball in 2021-22, but play-by-play announcer Matt Coatney and color
commentator Jeff Griesch team up for their 21st season as the Husker broadcast team.

e The Huskers Radio Network will carry every game, home and away, around the world for free on
Huskers.com, marking the 21st year that all of Nebraska's women'’s basketball games have been free
and available to fans. In addition to carrying every women'’s basketball game free on Huskers.com, the
Huskers Radio Network flagship stations B107.3 FM-KBBK (Lincoln) and ESPN 590 AM-KXSP (Omaha)
provide strong signals for Husker women'’s basketball. When a network conflict occurs in Omaha, the
Huskers also can be heard on CD105.9 FM-KKCD. 880-AM-KRVN (Lexington) also provides a huge AM
signal statewide in central Nebraska, while more than 20 stations carry the Huskers Radio Network’s
women'’s basketball coverage across the state and the Midwest.

¢ Inside Pinnacle Bank Arena, fans can access the direct radio call of the game at 87.7 FM.

NEBRASKA POSTS 17TH STRAIGHT PERFECT GSR

¢ In the eyes of the NCAA's Division | Graduation Success Rate (GSR), the Husker women'’s basketball
program has been perfect for 17 consecutive years. Nebraska is the only program among the 14 Big
Ten Conference schools to accomplish the perfect score for 17 straight seasons.

* The NCAA announced the release of its annual Graduation Success Rate report Dec. 2, 2021,
and Nebraska was a national leader in women'’s basketball for the 17th straight season, dating back
to the initial public tracking of the GSR since 2004-05.

* The Nebraska women's basketball program joins the Husker women's tennis and volleyball programs
as Husker teams that have produced perfect 100 percent rates each of the last 17 years.

* Overall, the Nebraska Athletic Department produced a record-high GSR for the 11th consecutive
year, reaching 95 percent.

NEBRASKA OVERTIME FACTS

® Nebraska is 23-25 all-time in overtime games, including 12-12 at home, 8-10 in true road games
and 3-3 on neutral courts in overtime.

® The Huskers, who did not play an overtime game in 2020-21, were 1-2 in overtime games in
2019-20 following an 80-74 OT loss to Ohio State (Feb. 2). It was Nebraska’s second overtime loss
in Big Ten play, joining a 78-70 OT loss at Michigan State (Dec. 31, 2019). The Huskers opened road
action with a 90-85 OT win at Missouri (Nov. 10, 2019).

® The 2019-20 season marked the first time that Nebraska played three overtime games in the
same season since 2011-12 - NU's first season in the Big Ten. In 2011-12, the Huskers played a total
of seven OT periods in those three games.

* Nebraska has never played four overtime games in the same season.

® Nebraska's lone overtime game of 2018-19 also came in the Huskers' first road game of the season,
but NU suffered an 87-84 double-overtime loss at Washington State (Nov. 16, 2019). It marked the
second straight season that Nebraska played a multi-overtime game (also at Drake, Dec. 9, 2017).

® The Huskers went 1-1 in overtime in 2017-18, including a 69-64 overtime loss to No. 23 Michigan
at Pinnacle Bank Arena (Jan. 13). The Huskers won their first overtime game of 2017-18 with an 89-85
double-overtime win at Drake (Dec. 9).

® Nebraska was 1-1 in overtime in 2016-17, including a 76-74 win over Michigan State at Pinnacle
Bank Arena to close the regular season (Feb. 26, 2017). The Huskers lost 79-69 in OT to Minnesota
at the arena (Feb. 4, 2017).

® The Huskers are 3-5 in overtime games under Coach Amy Williams.

® Nebraska is 2-3 in overtime games at Pinnacle Bank Arena.

® Nebraska is 5-2 in multi-overtime games with its most recent loss coming in the 87-84 20T setback
at Washington State (Nov. 16, 2018) in Pullman. NU’s only other loss in a multi-overtime game came
to Purdue in the 2012 Big Ten Championship Game, 74-70 in double-overtime.

® The Huskers defeated Minnesota 88-85 in overtime on Jan. 16, 2014. It marked the first overtime
game in the history of Pinnacle Bank Arena. Nebraska’s first overtime game in the history of the Bob
Devaney Sports Center also came against Minnesota - a 68-67 win for the Huskers on Dec. 30, 1977.

® The Huskers have played 15 all-time overtime games against Big Ten opponents and own a 5-10
record. NU is 4-7 against Big Ten opponents in OT since joining the conference in 2011-12.

* Nebraska played its fourth OT game in 73 meetings with Missouri in a 90-85 OT win at Mizzou
Arena (Nov. 10, 2019). All four OT games against the Tigers were settled in a single overtime period.

* Nebraska's next most frequent overtime opponents are Big Ten foes Purdue, Minnesota and
Wisconsin. The Huskers and Purdue have played three overtime games in 14 all-time meetings. NU’s
six total overtimes against Purdue are the most against any team in school history.

® The Huskers also have played three overtime games against Minnesota (24 games), including two
of the five overtime games in Pinnacle Bank Arena history.

* In 18 all-time games with Wisconsin the Huskers have played three overtime contests.

* Nebraska has never played back-to-back overtime games at home. The Huskers have played
back-to-back overtime games only once in school history, an 83-81 loss to Texas A&M in College
Station on Dec. 30, 1985, before returning to Lincoln for an 80-75 win over Eastern Kentucky at the
Devaney Center on Jan. 2, 1986.

NEBRASKA ATTENDANCE FIGURES

¢ Nebraska ranked No. 20 nationally in average home attendance (4,397 fans per game) over 17
regular-season games at Pinnacle Bank Arena in 2019-20. It marked an increase of 296 fans per game
compared to the 2018-19 season, when the Huskers ranked No. 22 nationally (4,101).

* The Huskers have ranked among the top 25 nationally in attendance for 11 consecutive seasons
(does not include 2020-21).

* Nebraska has ranked among the top 25 nationally in average home attendance in each of its first
seven seasons inside Pinnacle Bank Arena.

® The Huskers opened the 2019-20 season with 5,250 fans at Pinnacle Bank Arena for a Wednesday,
noon tip against Alabama A&M on Nov. 6. Nebraska hosted a Life Skills Sportsmanship Pep Rally prior
to the game, which included nearly 2,000 students and sponsors from 27 school districts around the
Cornhusker State. It was the third-largest opening day crowd in Husker history.

® In 136 all-time home games at Pinnacle Bank Arena, the Huskers own an 98-38 record (.721
winning percentage).

® In 125 games with attendance allowed (excludes games during COVID pandemic in 2020-21),
the Huskers have averaged 5,003 fans per game (625,340 total fans/125 games).

¢ Nebraska attracted a Pinnacle Bank Arena non-conference record crowd of 9,750 to open its stay
in the arena with a win over UCLA on Nov. 8, 2013.

¢ Nebraska set its all-time single-game record with a sellout crowd of 13,595 fans against Missouri
at the Devaney Center on Feb. 27, 2010. NU drew 10 straight crowds of more than 10,000 fans at the
Devaney Center in 2009-10.

* Nebraska produced its top attendance season in school history by ranking No. 7 nationally with
a record 7,390 fans per game at the Bob Devaney Sports Center in 2009-10. The Huskers went 16-0
at the Devaney Center on their way to a perfect 29-0 record, a Big 12 title and a No. 1 seed in the
NCAA Tournament.
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DUAL-SPORT STAR MENDELSON SIGNS WITH BIG RED

® Nebraska women's basketball coach Amy Williams and volleyball coach John Cook announced
the signing of Maggie Mendelson, the nation’s top dual-sport athlete in the 2022 class to a National
Letter of Intent on Nov. 22.

¢ The 6-5 Mendelson is the only recruit in the country who is a member of the U.S. youth national
teams in both basketball and volleyball. The 16-year-old plans to graduate a year early from Fremont
High School in North Ogden, Utah and join the Husker programs for the 2022-23 season.

* ”| chose Nebraska because of the relationship | have built with the coaches,” Mendelson said.
“They believe | can play both sports, and | appreciate the tradition of those programs at Nebraska.”

® On the basketball court, ESPN tabbed Mendelson the No. 32 recruit and the sixth-ranked post in
the country. As a member of the U.S. U16 National Team, she averaged 10.0 points and 6.7 rebounds
per game at the FIBA Americas Championship in August, helping USA Basketball to six wins en route
to the gold medal.

¢ At Fremont High School, Mendelson played for Coach Lisa Dalebout and led the Silverwolves to
the 2021 state championship with a perfect 26-0 record as a sophomore. Mendelson averaged 14.3
points, 8.9 rebounds, 1.6 assists, 1.5 steals and 1.9 blocks while starting every game. She collected
15 points and 14 rebounds in the state title game.

* As a freshman in 2019-20, Mendelson averaged 8.0 points, 5.6 rebounds, 0.7 assists, 0.3 steals
and 1.6 blocks per game.

¢ “We are thrilled that Maggie has chosen to join our Husker family. She is an elite-level athlete in
two sports and she is also a great person with a great family,” Williams said. “We feel that her talents
and strengths are a great fit with the way we play at Nebraska.”

* As a volleyball middle blocker, Mendelson was the nation’s No. 2 recruit in the 2023 class by Prep
Volleyball before reclassifying. She competed with Team USA at the FIVB U18 World Championships
in September. A starting middle alongside fellow NU signee Bekka Allick, Mendelson finished with
nine kills, three blocks and two aces in the bronze-medal match.

¢ At Fremont, she lettered three years for Coach Jantzen Smith and passed the 1,000 career kills
milestone in just two and a half years. In 2021, Mendelson totaled 407 kills on .294 hitting with 59
aces and has earned third-team AVCA All-America and first-team All-Region 1 honors.

* As a sophomore, Mendelson played outside hitter and helped her Fremont to a third-place finish
in the state tournament and a Region 1 championship. She had 417 kills on .312 hitting and earned
6A first-team all-state recognition by the Deseret News, Region 1 Most Valuable Player and All-Area
MVP by the Standard-Examiner for the second straight year.

* A standout freshman season saw Mendelson hit .387 for the Region 1 champion Silverwolves while
finishing with 369 kills and 101 blocks. She was a top-20 finalist for Prep Volleyball’s National Freshman
of the Year and earned a spot on the publication’s special mention list for high school All-Americans.
In July 2020, Prep Volleyball slotted her No. 2 on its Top 150 list.

* In the classroom, Mendelson carries a 4.0 grade-point average, is a member of the honor society
and is an academic all-state honoree.

® Since 2000, four student-athletes -- Greichaly Cepero, Laura Pilakowski, Alicia Ostrander and
Allie Havers -- have been on the rosters for both volleyball and basketball at Nebraska. Volleyball All-
Americans Cepero and Pilakowski were starters in both sports in the same season (2002-03). Havers,
a two-year starter on the basketball team (2015-16, 2016-17) later played for the volleyball team in its
indoor (2017) and beach (2018) seasons.

HAKE SIGNS WITH HUSKERS FOR 2022-23

* Nebraska Head Coach Amy Williams announced the signing of Collin Hake (pronounced CAL-in
HAKE), one of the top players in the state of Minnesota, to join the Husker women’s basketball program
for the 2022-23 season.

¢ Hake, a senior at Chanhassen High School in 2021-22, signed her National Letter of Intent to
join the Huskers on the opening day of the signing period on Nov. 10. Hake originally made her
commitment to join the Huskers in July of 2020.

¢ “We could not be more excited to make things official today by signing Callin Hake to her Letter
of Intent,” Williams said. “She is going to be a versatile guard that can bring a lot of things to our
team on the basketball court. | love that she is committed to playing hard on both ends of the court.
Not only is Callin the perfect fit for us on the court, but she fits our family. She is not afraid to work
and understands how to be a great teammate.”

* Hake enters her senior season at Chanhassen within striking distance of 2,000 career points. The
5-8 guard from Victoria, Minn., has scored 1,633 points, grabbed 442 rebounds and grabbed 147
steals in her high school career.

¢ Chanhassen’s all-time leading scorer, Hake was ranked as the No. 7 player in Minnesota and the
No. 64 player in the nation by Prep Girls Hoops. She was also rated as the No. 98 player in the country
by Jr. All-Star National Rankings. She was invited to the U16 Team USA tryouts in Colorado Springs.

o A three-time All-Metro West Conference selection for the Storm, Hake is also a three-time
Chanhassen team most valuable player. Hake averaged 21.5 points per game during a junior season
that was shortened by the COVID-19 pandemic in Minnesota. She averaged 22.2 points per game as
a sophomore and 20.4 points per contest as a freshman at Class 4A Chanhassen.

® Hake has spent six years competing for the UAA Minnesota Fury, helping the team to a national
runner-up finish. She was a first-team Minnesota AAU all-state selection in 2021.

¢ | chose Nebraska because of the endless opportunities the University has to offer, the coaching
staff and their visions and goals, and the tight bond the girls have on and off the court,” Hake said.

* Hake plans to major in marketing at Nebraska. She is the DECA President at Chanhassen High
School, a two-year National Honor Society member and a four-year Key Club member.

She also erupted for 30 points on 6-of-7 three-point shooting while
adding seven rebounds and a career-high four blocks in a win over Drexel (Nov. 26). She owns five double-doubles on the season, including back-to-back
double-doubles against No. 8 Michigan (Jan. 4) and No. 22 lowa (Jan. 9).

Game Highlights: Nebraska erupted for one of the
best season-opening efforts in school history with a
108-50 victory over Maine at Pinnacle Bank Arena.
Nebraska’s 108-point performance marked the first
time the Huskers reached the century mark under
Coach Amy Williams and the first time overall since
Nov. 15, 2014. The point total tied for the ninth
highest in school history and the third-best total in a
season-opening game for the Big Red. The 58-point
victory margin tied the largest for the Huskers in a
season opener and the seventh-largest spread in
any game in NU history.

NU’s 33 points
allowed tied for for the ninth fewest by an opponent
in Husker history and just the second time since

The Gopher lead grew to 61-57,
before Haiby and Cravens fueled a Husker rally by
combining for nine points in the final four minutes.
Haiby scored three straight buckets for the Big
Red in a one-minute span to give NU a 68-65 lead.
NU got a stop and two Ashley Scoggin free throws
with 11 seconds left to seal the win. Jaz Shelley (15)
and Isabelle Bourne (10) put four Huskers in double
figures. Kadi Sissoko led the Gophers with 25.

Game Highlights: Alexis Markowski erupted for
a career-high 27 points including a career-best
6-of-7 three-point shooting, but Nebraska could
not overcome the absence of three starters and a
school-record foul disparity of minus-21 in a 93-83
loss at lowa City.

Ashley Scoggin has her second season
as a starter at Nebraska off to a strong start,
averaging 9.0 points, 1.4 rebounds and 1.4
assists in 25 minutes per game. Scoggin is
shooting 44.7 percent (38-85) from three-point
range while making all of her free throws (9-9).

Brady opened her second season at Nebraska
as a starter, but an ankle injury suffered in the
final minute of a win over Big Sky champion
Idaho State (Dec. 6) sidelined her for the rest
of the season.

She missed Nebraska’s first 10 games as part
of the concussion protocol, before making her
regular-season debut in the win over Manhattan
(Dec. 22). She played in 17 consecutive games
before missing the final three games with
tendonitis.

Brady played strong defense while recording
two points, four rebounds, an assist and a block

She sparked a 10-0 first-quarter run at
Michigan State with two points, two steals and
two rebounds to help Nebraska lead for much of
the game against the Spartans before falling in
OT on New Year's Eve in East Lansing.

Brady scored a career-high seven points and
knocked down a career-best two threes while
adding two rebounds in nine minutes off the
bench at Rutgers (Jan. 12).

She scored five points in a 10-0 second-
quarter run that sparked Nebraska in a rally from
a 25-point first-half deficit against No. 18 Indiana
(Feb. 9).

She made her first career start in place of an
injured Sam Haiby at lowa (Jan. 16), when she
finished with eight points, three rebounds, five
assists and a block.

Weidner made her Husker debut with nine
points, four rebounds and two assists in a win
over Maine (Nov. 9), before adding 11 points,
eight rebounds, five assists, a block and a steal
against Prairie View A&M (Nov. 11).

Weidner nearly notched a triple-double with
eight points, eight rebounds and eight assists in
18 minutes in a win over NC Central (Nov. 20).

She produced a strong 10-point, five-
rebound effort that included three assists and
two steals in a win over Drake (Dec. 19).

Weidner had a solid seven-point, two-
rebound, two-assist performance in a 79-58 win
over No. 8 Michigan (Jan. 4), before adding nine
points, four rebounds, two assists and a steal
against No. 22 lowa (Jan. 9).

An eight-time gold medalist at the Nebraska
state track and field meet, Weidner was named
the Lincoln Journal Star Nebraska Girls Athlete
of the Year across all sports in 2021.

HIGH SCHOOL

One of the top small-school players in
Nebraska history, Weidner finished her four-year
high school career with 2,282 points, 741 assists
and 629 steals. Her career point total ranked No.
3 across all classes in Nebraska girls basketball
history, while she became just the 13th player in
state history to score 2,000 career points. The
star from Humphrey St. Francis High School was
a four-time first-team Class D2 All-State selection
for Coach Bryan Reichmuth. A first-team all-class,
all-state pick by both the Omaha World-Herald
and the Lincoln Journal Star as both a junior and
senior, Weidner led the state in scoring with 25.0
points per game as a senior, while also leading
the state with 6.4 assists per game. Her 6.4 steals
per game also ranked second in the state across
all classes, while she added 7.0 rebounds per
contest. Weidner scored 71 points over three
state tournament wins to lead Humphrey St.
Francis to the state title.

As a junior, Weidner averaged 25.2 points,
6.1 rebounds, 6.5 assists and a whopping 7.3
steals per game as a junior in 2020. She also
led the Flyers to a state runner-up finish while
earning a spot on the Class D2 All-Tournament
team. She scored a state tournament-best 83
points over three games as a junior. She led St.
Francis to a Class D2 state runner-up finish as a
freshman and claimed her first all-tournament
honor. Weidner also guided the Flyers to a state
tournament bid as a sophomore in 2019.

As a junior in 2020, Weidner nearly notched
a quadruple-double with 28 points, 10 assists, 10
steals and 9 rebounds against Elkhorn Valley. She
also produced a triple-double with 29 points, 12
rebounds and 10 steals against Fullerton. In the
2020 state tournament, she erupted for a career-
high 39 points against Mullen. She also had 38
points against Howells/Dodge.

She led the state in assists in 2018 and 2019,
while leading the state in steals in 2019.

third-place finish as a sophomore in 2018. She
guided the Humphrey St. Francis back to the
state tournament as a senior in 2020.

On the track, Weidner swept the Class D2
state titles in the 400 and 800-meter runs in 2018,
2019 and 2021. She added two more state titles
on the 3,200-meter relay team as a sophomore
and senior. She helping the 1,600-meter relay to
a state runner-up finish as a freshman. Weidner
also took sixth in the triple jumﬁ as a senior. No
state track and field championships were held in
2020 because of COVID-19.

She earned 11 letters across basketball,
volleyball and track at St. Francis, capturing a total
of 10 individual or team state championships.

Weidner was also a leader in the classroom
at Humphrey St. Francis. She earned Academic
All-State honors in basketball as a senior (winter
2021) and volleyball as a junior (fall 2019). She
was a two-year member of the National Honor
Society. She was also a member in the Big Sisters
Program at Humphrey St. Francis.

Cayton overcame multiple knee injuries to
help the Huskers late in the season. The 5-9
graduate transfer guard from Stockton, Calif.,
originally signed with the Huskers out of high
school as part of a top-15 national recruiting
class in November 2015.

In the midst of a coaching change at
Nebraska, Cayton stayed closer to home at Cal
and was an All-Pac-12 Freshman honorable-
mention choice in 2016-17. She made four total
appearances over the next three years at Cal
because of knee injuries.

Cayton missed Nebraska’s first 12 games of
2021-22 while recovering from offseason knee
surgery but was cleared for full-court, full-contact
practice for the first time at Nebraska on Jan. 22.

She played her first as a Husker in a win at

lllinois (Jan. 25). Cayton played 19 minutes off
the bench and made a key steal with 11 seconds
left.

She went 3-for-4 at the free throw line to

help seal the win. It was Cayton’s first game since
Nov. 24, 2018 (at San Diego).

Cayton scored a season-best 10 points by
hitting 4-0f-6 shots from the field in a win over UT
Martin in the opening round of the Postseason
WNIT (March 19). She added six points on a pair
of three-pointers against Colorado (March 20).

Cayton had four assists in a win over
Wisconsin (Jan. 28). She added four assists and
two steals at Penn State (Feb. 4).

Cayton scored six points and hit 4-of-6 free
throws at Rutgers (Feb. 7). She pitched in five
points and her first three as a Husker against
lowa (Feb. 11), before adding four points and an
assist in a win over Penn State (Feb. 21).

Cayton missed the entire 2019-20 season
with a knee injury. She earned her bachelor’s
degree from California in May of 2020.

As a redshirt sophomore in 2018-19, Cayton
returned to the court for eight minutes in a debut
against Pacific (Nov. 18), before playing two
minutes against Tulane (Nov. 23) and scoring her
only points of the season in a win at San Diego
(Nov. 24). She played three total games in her
third year before undergoing surgery to repair
cartilage damage in her right knee.

As a sophomore, she opened with 13 points,
including a career-high three three-pointers in a
win over Saint Mary’s (Nov. 10), but missed the
rest of the year after suffering a torn ACL.

Cayton earned an honorable-mention
selection to the Pac-12 All-Freshman Team by
starting 13 games for California. For the season,
she averaged 5.6 points, 2.5 rebounds, 2.1
assists and 1.0 steal per contest for the Bears.
She finished second on the team in steals (34)
and third in assists (73).

Cayton started each of Cal’s last 12 games,
beginning with a career-high 18 points in a win
over No. 13 UCLA.

FRESHMAN (2021-22)

A four-time Big Ten Freshman of the Week,
Alexis Markowski has her college career off to
a impressive start, averaging 11.2 points and
6.4 rebounds in 16 minutes per game. The 6-3
forward/center out of Lincoln Pius X High School
earned USBWA National Freshman-of-the-Week
honors (Jan. 11) after averaging 17.0 points and
7.5 rebounds while making her first career starts
against top-25 Michigan and lowa teams.

She produced her first career 20-point game
and had seven rebounds with two steals in a 79-
58 win over No. 8 Michigan in her first career
start (Jan. 4). She added 14 points and eight
boards against No. 22 lowa (Jan. 9).

She was even more productive in her second
week as a starter after erupting for a career-
high 27 points on 10-0f-12 shooting including
a career-best 6-of-7 from three-point range
at lowa (Jan. 16). Markowski's effort at lowa
included 16 first-quarter points as she outscored
the Hawkeyes 16-14 in the first period to help
NU to a 30-14 lead after 10 minutes.

Markowski also led NU with 17 points, seven
rebounds and a career-high three steals at No. 6
Indiana (Jan. 13). She is averaging 19.5 points,
6.5 rebounds and 2.0 steals in four games as a
starter. She has scored double figures in seven of
NU’s last eight games.

Markowski notched her first career double-
double with 17 points and 10 rebounds in less
than 17 minutes off the bench in a run past
Indiana State (Dec. 11). She added a second
straight double-double with 15 points and 10
rebounds in a win over Drake (Dec. 19).

6-3 Freshman Center/Forward Lincoln, Nebraska (Lincoln Pius X)

She had 14 points in a win over Prairie View
A&M (Nov. 11), before adding 11 points and four
boards in 12 minutes in a win over Creighton
(Nov. 17). She also had 11 points and six boards
at Michigan State (Dec. 30).

Markowski opened with eight points and
seven rebounds in a win over Maine (Nov. 9). She
had a seven-point, seven-board effort in a win at
San Diego (Nov. 27), after getting five points and
nine rebounds in a win over Drexel (Nov. 26).

HIGH SCHOOL

Markowski was named the Nebraska
Gatorade State High School Girls Basketball
Player of the Year after averaging 23.3 points,
13 rebounds and two blocked shots per game
while leading Lincoln Pius X to a second straight
Class A state championship in 2021. She was
also named the MaxPreps Nebraska Player of
the Year after averaging 23.7 points and 19.3
rebounds in three state tournament wins for the
Thunderbolts. Lincoln Pius X finished 25-0 and
was ranked in the MaxPreps final national top 25.

Markowski scored a Pius X school-record 42
points in a win over Fremont (Jan. 2, 2021). She
was also the state's most dominant rebounder,
racking up 16 double-doubles and pulling down
20 or more boards four times. In Pius X's Class
A state semifinal win over Omaha Central, She
carried the Bolts with 30 points and a season-
high 27 rebounds in a 47-38 win. She added 27
points and 19 rebounds in a state championship
game win over Fremont the next day.

Also regarded as the top playerin Nebraska's
largest class in 2019-20 after averaging 21.5
points and 12.1 rebounds per game as a junior,
Markowski tied the Nebraska Class A State
Tournament scoring record with 80 points over
three games to lead Lincoln Pius X to the 2020
state championship. She earned Class A All-
Tournament honors for the second straight year,
and she was also named the captain of the All-
Nebraska and Super-State teams.

Markowski finished her career with school
records of 1,484 and 867 rebounds over 76
varsity games (19.5 ppg, 11.4 rpg). She missed
her entire freshman season (2017-18) with a foot
injury. The previous Pius X career scoring record
was held by former Husker Maddie Simon.

Markowski set the Lincoln Pius X single-
season record with 560 points as a junior,
smashing the previous mark (474) held by Simon.

Markowski broke her own record with 582 points
as a senior, while adding a school-record 325
rebounds, surpassing her 315 boards in 2019-20.

As a sophomore in 2018-19, Markowski
earned Class A All-Tournament honors by
leading Pius X to the semifinals. She averaged
13.7 points and 9.1 rebounds per game and set
the school season blocked shot record with 47.

Markowski finished with 10 career 30-point
games. She was also a three-time, first-team All-
Heartland Athletic Conference selection.

She competed for the Nebraska Lasers in
club basketball for her coach and father, former
Husker men’s basketball player, Andy Markowski,
who is also an assistant coach at Lincoln Pius X.

A multi-sport athlete, Markowski was a three-
time all-city and four-time All-Heartland Athletic
Conference pick in volleyball, while setting Pius
X records with 11 blocks in a match and 136
blocks in a season.

The daughter of Andy and Jaime Markowski,
Alexis was born July 13, 2003, in Toledo, Ohio.
Alexis has two younger sisters, Adison and Ava,
and a younger brother, Jake.

Alexis’ father, Andy, was a 6-8 forward for the
Husker men'’s basketball team from 1994-95 to
1998-99. He was a two-time team captain (1998,
1999) and was a member of four Nebraska
postseason tournament teams, helping the
Huskers to the 1998 NCAA Tournament and the
1996 NIT championship. He was also a three-
time first-team Academic All-Big 12 selection.
