HUSKERS RETURN HOME FOR PSU
The Nebraska men's basketball team returns to Lincoln this weekend, as the 

Huskers host the Penn State Nittany Lions on Sunday afternoon.  Tipoff at Pinnacle 
Bank Arena is set for 3:30 p.m. and tickets are available by visiting Huskers.com/
Tickets, calling the NU Athletic Ticket Office at 800-8-BIGRED during business hours 
(8 a.m.-5 p.m., Mon.-Fri.) and at the Pinnacle Bank Arena Ticket Office 90 minutes 
before tipoff.   Sunday's game will be carried on BTN and the Huskers Radio Network. 
It will also be available online on the Fox Sports app. 

After spending a majority of January on the road, the Huskers play five of their 
next seven games at Pinnacle Bank Arena and Sunday's game against Penn State is 
the Huskers' first weekend home game since Dec. 10.

Nebraska hopes that a return home will provide a boost after finishing an 
extended road trip with a 72-56 loss to Illinois on Tuesday evening. Sam Griesel had 
21 points and six rebounds as Nebraska led 50-48 with under 12 minutes remaining, 
but the short-handed Huskers struggled down the stretch with foul trouble and 
turnovers. NU had 13 of its 19 turnovers in the second half, but was still in position 
to win, trailing just 63-56 with 3:33 remaining. 

While Griesel's 21-point outing was his highest since the season opener, the 
6-foot-7 senior guard is second on the team in scoring at 11.5 ppg while ranking 
among team leaders in assists (4.1 apg, first), steals (1.4 spg, first) and rebounds 
(5.4 rpg, third). He is one of three Huskers averaging double figures, joining senior 
forward Derrick Walker (13.4 ppg) and junior guard Keisei Tominaga (10.3 ppg). 

Penn State (14-8, 5-6 Big Ten) looks to bounce back after losing 80-60 at No. 1 
Purdue on Wednesday night. Seth Lundy led PSU with 18 points and six rebounds, 
while the Boilermakers held Jalen Pickett to just 12 points, five rebounds and 
seven assists. PSU went 11-of-29 from 3-point range, but Purdue hit 14 3-pointers, 
including nine from Mason Gillis and got 18 points and 13 boards from Zach Edey. 
Pickett, a 6-foot-4 guard, who is on the Wooden Award list,  ranks in the top 10 of 
the Big Ten in scoring (17.4 ppg, sixth), assists (7.0 apg, first) and rebounding (7.8, 
seventh).

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ABOUT PENN STATE
Penn State comes into Sunday's matchup with a 14-8 

record following Wednesday's 80-60 loss at No. 1 Purdue. 
Micah Shrewsberry is in his second year at Penn State. 
Before taking the Penn State job, he had two stints as an 
assistant at Purdue (2011-13, 2019-21) and was with the 
Boston Celtics (2013-19) on Brad Stevens' staff.

The Nittany Lions are 11-2 at home, but just 1-4 in 
true road games this season with the lone win coming at 
Illinois in December. PSU relies on its 3-point shooting, as 
the Nittany Lions average 10.7 3-pointers per game while 
shooting 38.5 percent from beyond the arc. PSU also leads 
the Big Ten in fewest turnovers at 8.6 per game and has 
not had more than 10 turnovers in a game in Big Ten play 
this year.

Penn State is an experienced team with four senior 
starters, including a pair of fifth-year performers and a 
seventh-year senior. Jalen Pickett is the headliner of the 
PSU attack, as he ranks in the top 10 in the conference 
in scoring, rebounding and assists. He has five double-
doubles this season, including a triple-double against 
Butler (15 points, 10 rebounds, 11 assists). PSU's other 
double-figure scorers are also excellent shooters in Seth 
Lundy (14.3 ppg, 43% from 3) and Andrew Funk (12.7 ppg, 
40% from 3). PSU has gone with a smaller lineup the last 
two games with Michael Henn moving into the lineup. 
Henn has averaged 10.5 ppg, including 5-8 from 3-point 
range in that span.

Series History: Sunday's game is the 26th meeting with 
Penn State holding a 14-11 advantage. Since Nebraska 
joined the Big Ten, the Huskers are 10-12 against the 
Nittany Lions (10-9 in regular season; 0-3 in Big Ten 
Tournament). The teams played three times before 
Nebraska joined the Big Ten, a home-and-home series 
in 1980 and 1981 and in the second round of the 1995 
NIT. The last meeting in Lincoln came during the 2020-21 
season when Teddy Allen scored a career-high 41 points in 
an 86-83 loss to the Nittany Lions.

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in the second half in a 76-65 win on Jan. 21.  Walker paced the Huskers with 20 points and added six rebounds 
and six assists. Keisei Tominaga had 13 points, while C.J. Wilcher and Sam Griesel chipped in 11 markers apiece, as 
Nebraska shot 45 percent from the field, but went just 13-of-24 from the foul line. 

Andrew Funk had 23 points, including five 3-pointers, while Seth Lundy added 13 of his 16 points in the second 
half. Jalen Pickett added 12 points and 13 rebounds for Penn State. The Nittany Lions shot 49 percent, including 11 
3-pointers, and out-rebounded the Huskers, 33-31.

Nebraska, which overcame a 10-point first-half deficit, trailed 33-26 early in the second half before the Huskers 
used a 7-0 spurt on a pair of Walker baskets and a 3-pointer from Wilcher to knot the score at 33 apiece with 16:45 
remaining. The Huskers stayed in striking distance and trailed 45-41 before a Kayne Clary driving basket and a 
3-pointer from Lundy stretched the lead to 50-41 with 12:22 remaining. Trailing 52-41, Tominaga got the Huskers 
back into the game, scoring 11 points in a 13-5 spurt that pulled the Huskers within 57-54 with 8:13 left. That 
would be as close as Nebraska would get as PSU used a 13-4 run to pull away.

HUSKERS TO HONOR WILBUR WOOD WITH SPECIAL EDITION JERSEY

The Huskers and adidas have combined for a special jersey that the Nebraska basketball program will wear 
three times this month. The Huskers’ cream-colored jersey features two distinct pieces. The multi-color pastels 
along the sides represent the tearing down of obstacles to create something beautiful, while the goldenrods on 
the lettering show gratitude and appreciation for the contributions of Black individuals within the program over 
the years.  The goldenrod is the state flower of Nebraska. 

The men’s jersey honors the first African American basketball player in school history, Wilbur Wood. Wood was 
one of the first black players nationally to gain prominence in collegiate hoops playing for the Huskers from 1908 
to 1910. He helped the Huskers to three straight second-place finishes in the Missouri Valley Conference and later 
coached the Husker freshman team following his college career. The N logo on the front of the jersey is modeled 
after the jerseys the Huskers wore during Wood’s tenure.

WORTH NOTING
• A win on Sunday would allow the Huskers to exceed their win total from last season and match Nebraska's 

number of Big Ten wins from a year ago. It would also give Nebraska Head Coach Fred Hoiberg his 150th collegiate 
victory. NU also looks to snap a two-game home losing streak to Penn State dating back to 2020.

• Sam Griesel's 20-point game at Illinois marked the 10th 20-point game by a Husker this season. It marked his 
first since the season opener, when he had 22 points in the win over Maine.  It was his 15th career 20-point game.

• Nebraska started a lineup with three freshmen at Illinois (Sam Hoiberg, Jamarques Lawrence and Denim 
Dawson), marking the first time since the 2015-16 that the Huskers had 
three freshmen in the starting lineup. 

That season, Michael Jacobson and Glynn Watson Jr. and Jack McVeigh 
started four straight games during Big Ten play following an injury to 
Shavon Shields. It is the only other time in the Huskers' Big Ten era where 
Nebraska started three freshmen.

• Nebraska has now started multiple freshmen in each of the last three 
contests following Emmanuel Bandoumel's knee injury on Jan. 21. 

 Last year, NU had six games with multiple freshmen in the lineup (Bryce 
McGowens and either Keon Edwards or C.J. Wilcher). Both Edwards and 
Wilcher were second-year freshmen who took advantage of the NCAA eligibility freeze because of COVID-19 in 
2020-21. In Fred Hoiberg's first season, NU started multiple freshmen on four occasions (Penn State, at Michigan, 
at Minnesota, vs. Indiana).

• Over the last three games, Nebraska's freshmen have accounted for 36.4 percent of the team's minutes, 
including 40 percent at Maryland on Jan. 28.

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• Nebraska got some good news on the health front on Tuesday, as Blaise Keita returned to action for the first 
time since Jan. 13. Keita, a 6-foot-11 sophomore, had been slowed since suffering an ankle injury in the first half of 
Nebraska's game against Queens on Dec. 20. Keita had four rebounds and a blocked shot in 11 minutes of action, 
his longest stint of action since Dec. 10.  

• Nebraska has nine active scholarship players following season-ending injuries to Juwan Gary (shoulder), 
Emmanuel Bandoumel (knee) and Quaran McPherson (knee). In addition, Ramel Lloyd Jr. will redshirt this season. 

• Since Nebraska joined the Big Ten, the Huskers have had 21 freshmen (true, redshirt or covid year) start at 
least one game, and Jarmarques Lawrence became just the second Husker to reach double figures in his first start 
with 12 points against Northwestern. He joined Bryce McGowens (25 vs. Western Illinois, 2021) as the only two 
freshmen to score double figures in their first career start since 2011-12. 

• With his 15-point effort at Maryland on Jan. 28, Sam Hoiberg became the 10th different Husker to score in 
double figures.  Hoiberg set season bests in points (15), 3-pointers (three) and minutes (26) in the loss to the 
Terrapins. 

• Nebraska has faced one of the nation's toughest schedules in 2022-23. As of Feb. 
2, Nebraska's NET strength of schedule is third nationally.  Michigan State (fifth), 
Wisconsin (seventh) and Ohio State (10th) and give the Big Ten four teams in the 
top 10 nationally in strength of schedule in the NET. NU has played a Big Ten-high 11 
Quad 1 games as of Feb. 3.

• NU's strength of schedule is second in KenPom as of Feb. 2, which would mark 
the third time in Fred Hoiberg's four seasons that the Huskers have had a SOS in the 
top 10 (2019-20, 8th; 2020-21, 4th).

• Juwan Gary's injury in the first meeting against Illinois has hampered the 
Huskers' rebounding efforts. In Big Ten play, NU is 3-0 when out-rebounding 
opponents, but winless in conference play when being out-rebounded. 

NU had a +2.5 rebounding margin in the 17 games that Gary was in the 
lineup and the Huskers were on track for their first positive rebounding 
margin since the 2016-17 season. Since then, NU has been out-rebounded by 7.6 rebounds per game.  

• Derrick Walker is averaging a team-high 7.5 rebounds per game to rank 10th in the Big Ten in rebounding 
as of Feb. 2. It is on pace to be NU's highest rebounding average since the 2007-08 season. Since 2000, only five 
Huskers - Ed Morrow Jr. (2016-17), Aleks Maric (2005-06, 2006-07, 2007-08), Andrew Drevo (2002-03), Kimani 
Ffriend (1999-2000, 2000-01) - have averaged at least seven rebounds per game.  

• Derrick Walker is one of only two Big Ten players this 
year to have a game of at least 20 points, eight rebounds 
and seven assists as he did against Minnesota on Jan. 7.  
Jalen Pickett has done it twice (vs. Quinnipiac on Dec. 22 
and Jan. 8 vs. Purdue). Over the last three seasons (2020-
21 to 2022-23), it has happened just six times, including 
twice by Husker players.

• Nebraska's 63-53 win at No. 7 Creighton on Dec. 4 
marked the program's fourth-ever road win over a top-10 team and marked the Huskers' first win at Creighton 
since the 2004 NIT. The No. 7 Bluejays were the highest ranked opponent that NU beat on the road since 1997. As 
of Feb. 2, it is Creighton's only home loss of the season. 

• Nebraska has been the one team to keep Zach Edey in 
check in 2022-23, holding the national player of the year 
frontrunner to just 11.5 points per game in two contests. 
Edey's two lowest scoring percentages came in the two 
games against Nebraska. 

• Nebraska's win over Ohio State on Jan. 18 marked the 
Huskers' first win over the Buckeyes in Lincoln since the 2014 campaign and marked the first time NU had beaten 
the Buckeyes in consecutive games. 

• The Huskers broke a couple of overtime losing streaks in the win at Minnesota on Jan. 7. The win snapped a 
six-game losing streak in overtime games dating back to the 2019-20 season and marked NU's first road OT win in 
conference play since Feb. 17, 2001. 

 
LAST TIME OUT

Sam Griesel had a game-high 21 points, but a second-
half cold spell proved costly in Nebraska’s 72-56 loss at 
Illinois Tuesday evening.  Nebraska used a 9-0 run to take 
a 50-48 lead after a 3-pointer from Keisei Tominaga with 
11:57 remaining but hit two field goals the rest of the 
way to fall to 10-13 overall and 3-9 in the Big Ten. 

Griesel finished with 21 points and six rebounds in 
his highest scoring game since the season opener, while 
Keisei Tominaga added 11 points off the bench, including 
3-of-4 from 3-point range. Nebraska shot just 28 percent 
in the second half after shooting 52 percent in the

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opening 20 minutes. NU also had 13 of its 19 turnovers in the second half, as Illinois converted the turnovers into 
20 points in the win. 

Matthew Mayer led four Illinois players in double figures with 16 points, while Terrence Shannon Jr. (13) and 
Jayden Epps (12) combined for 25 points. 

Nebraska, which trailed by one going into halftime, got off to a slow start in the second stanza as Illinois 
stretched the lead to 46-39 after opening the half on an 8-2 run. The Huskers trailed 48-41 before blitzing the Illini 
with a 9-0 run over the next minute. Keisei Tominaga and C.J. Wilcher combined for a trio of 3-pointers, as NU took 
a 50-48 lead with 11:47 remaining.

Illinois responded with an 8-0 run of its own as a Shannon basket and two hoops by Sencire Harris extended 
the lead to 56-50 with 7:57 left. The Huskers kept battling behind Griesel as he got NU within 59-54 with a basket 
with 6:27 left. NU trailed 63-56 with just less than four minutes remaining before the Illini closed the game with a 
9-0 run in building its largest lead of the night.

MAKING STRIDES ON DEFENSE
Nebraska has made significant improvement on the defensive end this season, which is a big reason why the 

Huskers have already matched their 2021-22 win total. 
• Nebraska has climbed from No. 178 to No. 50 

nationally in defensive efficiency in KenPom. NU was 35th 
in defensive efficiency entering the Penn State game when 
Emmanuel Bandoumel suffered his season-ending injury.

• The jump is more impressive when you consider that 
Nebraska has played 12 games against teams currently in 
the top-50 nationally in offensive efficiency as of Feb. 2.

• Nebraska is allowing 9.9 points per game less than 
last season, a decrease which is sixth nationally.  

• Nebraska has held 12 opponents to 1.0 point per 
possession or less. 

• The Huskers held Ohio State to a season-low 60 
points in NU's 63-60 win on Jan. 18.

• In the overtime loss to No. 4 Purdue on Dec. 10, 
Nebraska held the Boilermakers to 0.99 points per 
possession. Purdue is second nationally in offensive efficiency as of Feb. 4

• Nebraska held Iowa, which is currently fifth in offensive efficiency to 0.76 per possession and just 26 percent 
shooting on Dec. 29.

• In NU's win at No. 7 Creighton on Dec. 4, the Huskers limited the Bluejays to 0.73 points per possession, the 
Huskers' best performance in a road game in over a decade. 

GARY, BANDOUMEL TO MISS REMAINDER OF 2022-23 SEASON
The last two weeks have been tough on the injury front, as NU has two starters out with season-ending injuries. 
• On Jan. 25, Juwan Gary had season-ending surgery on his left shoulder. He is expected to return to action in 

5-6 months.  Gary had started NU's first 17 games before suffering the injury against Illinois on Jan. 10. He was 
averaging 9.5 points, 6.5 rebounds and a team-high 1.4 steals per game.  He ranked in the top 15 in the Big Ten in 
steals (seventh) and rebounding (15th) at the time of his injury and totaled nine double-figure games. He had a 
season-high 18 points in Nebraska’s win at Minnesota on Jan. 7.

• Senior guard Emmanuel Bandoumel joined Gary on the sideline, as he suffered a knee injury in the first half 
of Nebraska's game at Penn State on Jan. 21 and had surgery on Jan. 26th.  Bandoumel started NU's first 20 games 
and averaged 8.4 points, 4.8 rebounds, 2.3 assists and 1.0 steals per game. He was second on the team in minutes 
per game (31.1) and ranked third on the team in both assists and steals. He totaled nine double figure games, 
including 18 points apiece against Memphis and Omaha.

• Entering the Penn State game, NU players have missed a combined 45 games this season:  Quaran McPherson 
(23); Derrick Walker (5); Blaise Keita (6); Juwan Gary (6), Sam Griesel (2) and Emmanuel Bandoumel (3). 
McPherson had season-ending knee surgery in September. 

HOMETOWN KID MAKING GOOD
Sam Griesel has enjoyed quite the homecoming, 

averaging 11.5 points, 4.1 assists, 5.4 rebounds and 1.4 
steals per game from his point guard spot. Griesel spent the 
last four seasons at North Dakota State, earning All-Summit 
League honors in 2021 and 2022 before returning to Lincoln 
for his senior year. 

• Griesel comes of a 21-point performance at Illinois on Tuesday, his second 20-point game of 2022-23.
• He ranks in the top 10 in both steals and assists and is 11th in assist-to-turnover ratio and minutes. 
• Griesel has 12 double-figure games this season, including seven straight games from Dec. 20 to Jan. 21.

• The senior came up big in the win at Minnesota with 17 points, six rebounds and five assists, while going 6-of-

WALKER PUTS TOGETHER STRONG SENIOR SEASON
Derrick Walker has made a significant impact on the 

Huskers since returning to action on Nov. 25. Walker 
has been a force, averaging 13.4 points on 60 percent 
shooting, 7.4 rebounds and 3.4 assists per game. 

The 6-foot-9 senior forward was NU's only returning 
starter entering 2022-23 and has 13 double-figure efforts 
in 18 contests. 

. • He is one of just 14 players nationally averaging at 
least 13 points, 7.0 rebounds and 3.0 assists per game as 
of Feb. 2.

•Walker ranks among the Big Ten leaders in field goal 
percentage (second), rebounding (10th), assists (12th) and 
scoring (16th) entering Sunday's game with Penn State.

• Walker has a team-high three double-doubles 
(Memphis, Florida State and No. 4 Purdue) and six for his 
career. 

• He had his fourth career 20-point game at Penn 
State on Jan. 21 with 20 points on 9-of-14 shooting, six 
rebounds and six assists. 

• Walker had a strong performance at No. 3 Purdue 
with 19 points, six rebounds and four assists, while 
helping limit Zach Edey to 12 points on seven shots.

• Walker had one of the finest games of his career in 
NU's OT win at Minnesota on Jan. 7 with 22 points, eight 
rebounds and seven assists. He set or tied personal bests 
in both points and assists.

• His most recent double-double was a 14-point, 
10-rebound effort against No. 4 Purdue on Dec. 10.  He 
also helped limit Zach Edey to a season-low 11 points, 
snapping his streak of eight straight 20-point games. 

• He keyed NU's win over No. 7 Creighton with a 
career-high 22 points on 11-of-16 shooting and eight rebounds against Ryan Kalkbrenner, the reigning Big East 
Defensive Player of the Year. Walker's efforts helped NU enjoy a 46-16 advantage in points in the paint. 

• Walker posted his first career 20-point game in a win over Florida State on Nov. 27, with 20 points on 10-of-12 
shooting and matched his career high with 13 rebounds. 

• He made his 2022-23 debut against Memphis and had 15 points and 12 boards in a loss to the Tigers. 
• Walker averaged 9.5 ppg and 6.0 rpg in 2022, breaking NU's single-season field goal percentage mark by 

shooting 68.3 percent from the field.

WALKER VS. THE BIGS 
Nebraska's Derrick Walker has battled three of the nation's top centers this year in Creighton's Ryan 

Kalkbrenner, Indiana's Trayce Jackson-Davis and Purdue's Zach Edey. Kalkbrenner was the Big East Defensive Player 
of the Year in 2022, while Jackson-Davis and Edey are both on the Wooden Award late season list. In four games 
against those teams - all of them against teams ranked in the top 15 at game time, Walker averaged 16.5 ppg on 62 
percent shooting, while limiting the All-American candidates to 11.3 points per game.

While Fred Hoiberg grew up in Ames and played 
his high school (Ames High School) and college 
basketball (Iowa State) there, he was born in 
Lincoln and has numerous ties to the city and to the 
University of Nebraska. 

• Fred’s father (Eric) and mother (Karen) both 
earned their undergraduate degrees from Nebraska 
in 1966. In fact, Eric earned his undergraduate 
degree, Master’s degree, and Ph.D. in sociology from 
the university. 

• His maternal grandfather was former Husker 
basketball coach Jerry Bush. Known as the “Big Bear 
of the Coliseum,” Bush guided NU from 1955 to 
1963, and directed two of the greatest upsets ever 
– a 43-41 victory over top-ranked Kansas and Wilt 
Chamberlain, and a 55-48 victory over No. 4 Kansas 
State and Olympian Bob Boozer during the 1957-58 
campaign.

• His paternal grandfather (Otto) received his 
Master’s Degree and Ph.D from Nebraska. He joined 
the faculty of the University of Nebraska in 1948, 
where he taught sociology and served as director 
of the community development program in the 
University of Nebraska Extension Division.

• Fred’s son (Sam) is in his second season on the 
Husker basketball team after walking on. Fred and 
Sam are one of 22 father-son duos in Division I this 
season.

Prior to Saturday's loss at Maryland, Nebraska was 6-0 this season when shooting at least 50 percent 
and had won eight straight games when shooting 50 percent or better dating back to last season.8
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TOMINAGA MOVES INTO STARTING ROLE
Whether starting or off the bench, Keisei Tominaga has been a 

spark for the Huskers' attack this season.  The 6-foot-2 guard is third 
on the team in scoring at 10.3 points per game while averaging 21 
minutes per contest. 

• Tominaga leads the Huskers in both 3-pointers (38) and 3-point 
percentage (.380).

• He has 13 double figure games and was among the Big Ten's leaders in bench scoring before he was inserted 
in the lineup on Jan. 18. Tominaga came off the bench in Tuesday's game at Illinois and finished with 11 points, 
including a trio of 3-pointers. 

• Tominaga posted his second 20-point game of the year against Northwestern, finishing with 22 points on 9-of-
17 shooting. He scored NU's first 12 points and had 15 first-half points against the Wildcats. 

• Tominaga posted a 16-point effort at No. 3 Purdue on Jan. 13, hitting 5-of-8 shots from the field, including 
four 3-pointers. 

• He enjoyed one of his best efforts of the year in NU's 65-62 loss to No. 4 Purdue on Dec. 10 with 19 points, 
including four 3-pointers. He sent the game to OT with a 3-pointer with 9.1 seconds left in regulation. 

• Of Tominaga's 20 career double-figure games at Nebraska, 12 have come off the bench, including 23-point 
efforts against Boston College on Nov. 29 and against South Dakota last season.

• Tominaga shined in NU's win over Boston College on Nov. 30. He tied his career high of 23 points on just eight 
field goal attempts (7-8 FG, 4-5 3PT; 5-5 FT) for his second career 20-point game. He had 17 of his 23 markers in 
the first half, including 11 straight NU points.

• Tominaga also had a team-high 15 points at St. John's and a 19-point effort against Maine. In the game against 
Maine, he connected on 7-of-12 shots from the field in 20 minutes of work.

• Over the summer, Tominaga was with the Japanese National Team, making his debut in the FIBA World 
Cup Asia qualifier in early July and then starred for Japan in the 2022 Asia Cup. In seven games with the Senior 
National Team, Tominaga averaged 15.9 points per game while shooting 39.3 percent from the 3-point line. His 
best performance came against Australia in the Asia Cup quarterfinals, when he poured in 33 points on 12-of-20 
shooting, including 8-of-15 from 3-point range. 

A CHANGE OF PACE
One typical trait of a Fred Hoiberg team is to play at a fast pace. The Huskers led the Big Ten in pace in each of 

the last three seasons according to KenPom, including top-20 rankings in 2019-20 (16th) and 2021-22 (19th). NU 
has been the only Big Ten team to rank in the top 50 in any of the past three seasons. 

• The 2022-23 team has been completely different, as NU is 247th nationally in pace as of Feb. 2. NU has had 
just eight games with 70+ possessions this season (St. John's, Florida State, Creighton, Indiana, Kansas State, 
Queens, Ohio State and at Illinois), and only one of those opponents finished above 1.0 point per possession.

REVAMPED HUSKER COACHING STAFF
In addition to nine new faces on the Husker roster (six scholarship players and three walk-ons), the Husker staff 

also has several new faces this season. 
• Assistant Coach Adam Howard comes to Nebraska after spending the last four seasons at South Alabama, 

helping the program to 75 wins in that span after the program had seven straight losing seasons. Last year, South 
Alabama won 21 games, the school's highest total since 2008. Howard also coached at Troy, Tennessee, Southern 
Miss and Morehead State after playing collegiately at Western Kentucky. 

• Assistant Coach Ernie Zeigler comes to Lincoln after spending six years on Ben Howland's staff at Mississippi 
State. The Bulldogs had four postseason appearances between 2018-22. Zeiger spent six seasons as the head 
coach at Central Michigan (2007-12) and previously served stints at UCLA, Pittsburgh, Kansas State, Detroit and 
Bowling Green.

THREE HUSKERS ON NBA ROSTERS IN 2022-23
Nebraska is well represented on 2022-23 NBA rosters with Isaiah Roby (San Antonio), Dalano Banton (Toronto) 

and Bryce McGowens (Charlotte). The group is joined by Tyronn Lue, who begins his third season as head coach of 
the Los Angeles Clippers.

• Nebraska's three active NBA players is the most since the 2007-07 season (Eric Piatkowski, Mikki Moore and Lue)
• McGowens became the 15th former Husker to make his NBA debut on Oct. 19, as he saw action in Charlotte's 

win over San Antonio.

HUSKERS POST GSR RATE OF 95%
Nebraska student-athletes continued the Huskers’ 

tradition of being a national leader in the classroom, 
posting a 95 percent NCAA Graduation Success Rate 
(GSR) for the second straight year in the most recent 
data released on Nov. 15. 

The 95 percent rate ties for the highest in school 
history and marks the fifth consecutive year the rate 
has been at 90 percent or higher.  Nebraska’s 95 
percent all student-athlete rate ties for third in the 
Big Ten and ranks second among 110 public Football 
Bowl Subdivision (FBS) institutions. Among all 131 FBS 
schools, Nebraska’s overall 95 percent rate ranks ninth 
nationally.  

The Huskers’ record-high GSR score includes 10 
programs that achieved a perfect 100 percent GSR 
while all of Nebraska's had at least an 88 percent GSR 
score.

ELI RICE SIGNS WITH NEBRASKA
Nebraska Men’s Basketball Coach Fred Hoiberg 

announced Nov. 9 that Eli Rice (Gallatin, Tenn.) has 
signed a National Letter-of-Intent to play for the 
Husker basketball program in 2023-24.  Rice is a 6-foot-
7, 195-pound guard who will play for IMG Academy’s 
postgraduate team this season after spending his 
senior year at Beech (Tenn.) High School. A three-star 
recruit by 247Sports, Rivals and On3, he was rated No. 
194 nationally in the 247Sports composite rankings 
and among the top 25 recruits in the state of Florida 
by 247Sports. 

Rice, who turned 18 in August, starred at Beech 
High School in 2021-22, averaging 17.2 points, 7.1 
rebounds, 2.4 assists and 1.1 blocks per game. He 
helped Coach Kip Brown’s team to a 34-2 record, 
including a 33-game win streak, and the school’s 
first appearance in the state tournament since 2010.  
For his efforts, Rice was named to the Tennessee 
Sports Writers Association's all-state high school 
boys basketball team in Class 4A and was named the 
Sumner County Player of the Year.

Nets in the NBA G-League, but was cut last week.

HUSKERS ANNUALLY RANK AMONG NCAA ATTENDANCE LEADERS
Since moving into Pinnacle Bank Arena, the Huskers have 

been among the national leaders in attendance. The Huskers 
have ranked in the top 15 in attendance every year since 
2013-14, ranking in the top 10 on three occasions including last 
year.  Nebraska is one of eight schools in the country to average 
15,000+ fans per contest in each of the last seven seasons 
(2014-20, 2022), joining Kentucky, Syracuse, North Carolina, 
Wisconsin, Indiana, Kansas and Creighton. The NCAA did not 
count attendance figures during the 2020-21 season because of Covid-19. 

HUSKER ROSTER HAS INTERNATIONAL FLAVOR
Nebraska’s 2022-23 roster has an international flavor, as it features a quartet of international players in 

Emmanuel Bandoumel (Canada), Blaise Keita (Mali), Keisei Tominaga (Japan) and Oleg Kojenets (Lithuania). During 
Fred Hoiberg’s four seasons at Nebraska, the Huskers have had players from nine countries (Australia, Canada, 
England, France, Iceland, Japan, Lithuania, Mali and Slovenia).

NU ATHLETICS AND SAM GRIESEL TO HOST BLOOD DRIVE ON FEB. 17
Nebraska Athletics and Sam Griesel will host a community blood drive with the 

American Red Cross on Friday, February 17th from Noon to 6 p.m. The drive will take place 
in the West Stadium Club of Memorial Stadium. 

In November of 2021, while playing for North Dakota State, Griesel suffered a bleeding 
stomach ulcer that resulted in him needing a blood transfusion. Griesel returned to the 
starting lineup for the Bison just weeks later thanks to a successful four-hour transfusion. 
Now playing for his hometown school, Griesel wants to bring awareness to the national 
blood shortage and encourage members of the community to donate blood at the drive 
on February 17th. 

Donors with all blood types are needed, especially those with types O negative, A negative and B negative. 

ALL IN THE FAMILY
Several members of the 2022-23 Huskers have family members who have played basketball at the college or 

professional levels. The list is led by Fred Hoiberg, who played in the NBA for a decade after a standout career 
at Iowa State. In addition, Ramel Lloyd was a Parade All-American who scored over 1,600 points at the college 
level at Syracuse and Long Beach State. Both Aleh Kojenets and Jurga Paliaukaite played at UNC Wilmington, 
while Paliaukaite holds the UNC Wilmington women’s record with 10 blocked shots in a game.  Keisei Tominaga’s 
father didn’t play college basketball but was a center on the Japanese national team at the 1998 FIBA World 
Championship and played professionally in Japan for a decade.

(Calif.) High School last season. He was one of five 
2022 Sierra Canyon seniors who are in the Division I 
ranks this season.

Sixth-year senior Derrick Walker has taken 

advantage of his final year of college, immersing in 
a number of different activities since the end of last 
season. 

• In July, Walker was one of a select group of 
Big Ten student-athletes, coaches, administrators, 
conference staff, and other key stakeholders 
to participate in the Big Life Series: Selma to 
Montgomery.
