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• UCF captains: For the fourth straight game, senior Big Kat Bryant, junior Dillon 
Gabriel, senior Samuel Jackson, and senior Brandon Johnson were captains.

• Coin Toss: Navy won the toss and elected to receive. UCF chose to defend the 
north end zone.

• Malzahn is now 79-40 in his career as a head coach.

• UCF is now 43-10 in its last 53 games, which trails only Alabama, Clemson, 
Ohio State, Notre Dame, Oklahoma and Georgia in that span. 

• Navy now trails UCF 2-1 in the all-time series, earning its first win over the 
Knights

• It was the first time Malzahn has played against Navy. 

• The game marked Cole Schneider’s team-leading 38th career start at UCF.

• Mikey Keene, Kaedin Robinson, Alec Holler and Trillion Coles made the first 
starts of their careers.

• Bryson Armstrong recorded a career-high 22 tackles, which are the second 
most in a single game in UCF history, ranking third in the record books, behind 
Bill Giovanetti and Tito Rodriguez, who each totaled 23 in 1979 and 2001, 
respectively.

• Josh Celiscar recorded his and UCF’s second sack of the season, the fourth of 
his career. 

• Cam Goode forced two fumbles in the game, the first two of his career, 
matching the UCF single-game record with 12 other Knights. The last Knight to 
force two fumbles in a game was Errol Clarke on Nov. 12, 2016.

• It was the first time this season that the Knights forced multiple turnovers.

• Anthony Montalvo and Quadric Bullard both recovered fumbles for the 
Knights, the second in the career of Montalvo and the first for Bullard.

• Divaad Wilson (10), Goode (8), Big Kat Bryant (7), Montalvo (7), Justin Hodges 
(4), Keenan Hester (3), and Austin Camden (2) all set career highs for tackles.

• The Knights were without regular starters defensive tackle Ricky Barber, 
linebacker Tatum Bethune, and cornerback Corey Thornton due to injury.

• UCF has now worn a unique look in 23 of 28 road games since 2016
• The Knights have unveiled a new helmet design every time they have played 
Navy
• This combo was a new take off what UCF wore for its last trip to Annapolis: 
Pewter/Pewter/Black with the Black Knighthead on one side of the helmet
• This is the first time the black sword stripe has appeared on the white helmet
