• Malzahn is now 84-42 in his career as a head coach.

• UCF is now 48-12 in its last 60 games, which trails only Alabama, Ohio State, 
Notre Dame, Oklahoma, Georgia, and Clemson in that span. 

• UCF now leads UConn 6-2 in the all-time series and just 4-1 in games played 
in Orlando. 

• It was Malzahn’s first time playing UConn.   

• The game marked Cole Schneider’s team-leading 45th career start at UCF.

• It marked the ninth time in 11 games this season UCF has scored first, now 
holding a 6-3 record in such games.
