= Sophomore Carrie Eberle posted a 1.15 ERA
in the month of February, which ranked second in
the ACC, while freshman Jordan Dail ranked ninth
with a 1.51 ERA.

= The Hokies' team earned run average of 2.00
during the first month trailed only Florida State
(1.43) and Duke (1.57) in the ACC.

= Tech's defense also stood out as it entered
March with only 11 errors in 13 games and a.970
fielding percentage overall, good enough for third
in the conference.
