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Opening Statement 
“Anxious to get back out on the practice field and get back to work. It was a tough loss and makes you want to just get back to work, tighten up the basics and I know our guys are anxious to get that one behind us and we have a big challenge in front of us. Duke is playing well. They’re always just a well-coached, playing-hard team, just one of those kinds of teams that don’t beat themselves. It’s going to be a big challenge for us and we’re anxious to get back to work.”

On how he plans to tailor the offense to fit QB Ryan Willis: 
“He’s not that much different in the skillset that Josh [Jackson] is. Those guys have been taking the majority of the repetitions with ones and twos for a while. We’ve got confidence in him to continue to do what we’re doing on offense. I though he did a good job in the in game in that situation. He’s obviously been in those situations before and that helped. It’ll be helpful to have a week of him knowing that he’s going to be in the game and that’s always a little bit different. Your urgency of your preparation and getting those repetitions with the ones, those guys.: 

“Excited about him and the other guys to that keep coming along. The young guys have to be ready to go at any moment. We hate it for Josh and the team has so much respect for him and the way he plays and prepares and you hate to see that happen. Those guys hard to get very few opportunities. You just feel for those guys.”      

On does he have any concerns about the offensive line after last week:
“Well we knew that they [ODU] had some guys on the edge. There was no surprise that those guys were hard to block sometimes. We’re still very excited about our offensive line in general, the old guys and the young guys. We still have a long way to go and we’ve got to continue to get better. We’ve got to do a good job of putting them in good positions and they’ve got to keep coming on.”
 
On does having a successful run game help to take off some pressure from Willis: 
“Yeah. That’s the best friend for a quarterback is to have a good run game, have guys around him to make plays, take the pressure of off those guys. We’ve always done that and we’ll continue to game plan that way and figure out a way to establish the run and get on track so that we’re not in long yardage situations.”

On what he has seen from the front four of Duke:
“Well they continue to get better, I think that’s the main reason. I’m sure they feel like they can gut those guys loose and win some one-on-one matchups. It was a big jump last year and each year as you prepare for them and look at what they’ve done, it’s more of those guys getting turned loose. There are no weaknesses over there that I’ve seen. They’re a solid defense. Their defensive line has really come on. Their linebackers are the same guys that played last year. They know what they’re doing, they fly around, they make plays they are solid on the back end.”

On how does he view Willis as a runner:  
“Similar to Jackson. I think he’s capable of doing those things and getting yards that are there when he does run with the ball. Certainly, I think his strength is in his arm, but he’s going to have to be able to do a little bit of both and he can.”

On what separated Willis from Hendon Hooker when it came to claiming the backup QB position:  
“They both did a good job. Hendon [Hooker] Is a guy that just keeps getting better. I think as the year continues to go and who knows, finding a way to get him in there. He’s a excellent athlete and he keeps getting more comfortable. Willis with his ability to just go and operate the offense play in and play out. He’s a little more experienced. That’s what we expected out of him last week was to come in and be able to go help us with the game and that’s what he did. Give us the chance to move the ball and make some plays.”

On how has Duke carried over their successful defense from last year to this year:

They play hard, they’re fundamentally sound and it’s just a good balance. They don’t come out and show you the same look all of the time. They try to take away the easy completions, the space out there as much as they can. They don’t give you the same exact look every time and give you a chance of figuring it out from a schematic standpoint. Since we’ve been here and played them every year we’ve felt the same way. They just have a nice balance of scheme and the ability to play hard and know what they’re doing and execute.”
