- Improve Tech's all-time record against Gard-
ner-Webb to 3-0 and make coach Mike Young a
perfect 3-0 versus the Runnin' Bulldogs.

ONE OF THE BEST OUT THE GATE

- Redshirt freshman Landers Nolley has had quite
the first 10 games of his career, ranking in the top
five at Tech since it joined the ACC in 2004-05 for
having the most points through 10 games.

GUYS THAT CAN LET IT RIP

- As mentioned on the first page, Tech is one of just
two schools in the nation to boast four players that
are shooting well from beyond the arc (40%) and
are doing so often (minimum 30 3-point attempts).
« Only BYU and Tech have four or more players and
just 10 have three players that hit the standard,
including No. 15/14 Arizona, UC-Irvine, Creighton,
Liberty, Nevada, Portland, Richmond, [RV/RV] Saint
Mary's, San Francisco and No. 20/20 Villanova.

- Of the 12 schools that have three or more, just
three are high-majors in 'Zona, 'Nova and Tech.

- Tech is one of just three teams in the ACC to boast

JUST HOLD ON

- When the Hokies went up double digits against
then-No. 10/8 Duke, they let it slip away, which is
something they haven't done in quite some time.
- The last time Tech blew a double-digit lead in a
loss was on March 5, 2019 at Florida State. It held a
14-point lead, which was two more points than it
owned versus the Blue Devils (12).

- Fourteen games had been played in the span.

FRESHMEN LEADING THE CHARGE

- Tech has had its freshmen carry the load this year,
with the Hokies ranking sixth nationally in highest
percentage of minutes played by freshmen (62.1%)
and first among high-major teams.

- The Hokies also rank third nationally in percentage
of points scored by freshmen (70.9%), which is first as
well among high-major conference teams, with No.
13/17 Memphis at 70.4.

ACC BUCKET-GETTERS

- Tech's Landers Nolley is one of the best in the ACCin
getting buckets, ranking fifth overall with 18.6 points
per game in the best conference in America.

- Of the top five scorers in the league, Nolley is just
one of two that are freshmen (UNC's Cole Anthony).

- But just Nolley and Georgia Tech's Michael Devoe sit
in the top three in 3-point field goal percentage, with
Nolley third (49.1%) and Devoe first (52.9%).

RECAPPIN' THE MSU WIN

- The win over then-No. 3/3 Michigan State in Maui
marked coach Mike Young's first ranked win at Tech,
his first win over coach Tom Izzo and the Hokies'
first-ever victory over Michigan State.

- It was Tech's second straight win over a ranked Big
Ten team, ironically, following its win over then-No.
23/22 Purdue last season at the Charleston Classic in
the title game.

- Marked Tech's second straight game of coming up
with a win against the AP's No. 3 team, which it hadn't
done since 1962 (Kentucky) and 1964 (Vanderbilt).

- First win over a top-10 team during a nonconference
game since Dec. 3, 1983 vs. No. 7 NC State and its

first over a top-five team since Dec. 12, 1964 vs. No. 3
Vanderbilt.

ACC REPPIN' WELL

+ When the Hokies took down then-No. 3/3 Michigan
State in Maui, they joined two other ACC teams that
have taken down a top-10 foe, joining then-No. 4/4
Duke over then-No. 3/3 Kansas and then-[RV/RV]
Florida State over then-No. 6/6 Florida.

- However, Tech was the only team of the three to
not be in either (AP, Coaches) Top 25 poll or receiving
votes, thus the biggest upset.

What’s a Hokie?

The answer leads all the way back to 1896 when Virginia Agri-
cultural and Mechanical College changed its name to Virginia
Polytechnic Institute. With the change came the necessity for
writing a new cheer and a contest for such a purpose was held by
the student body.

Senior O.M. Stull won first prize for his “Hokie" yell which is still used today.
Later, when asked if “Hokie” had any special meaning, Stull explained the word
was solely the product of his imagination and was used only as an atten-
tion-getter for his yell. It soon became a nickname for all Tech teams and for
those people loyal to Tech athletics.

The official university school colors - Chicago Maroon and Burnt Orange - also
were introduced in 1896. The colors were chosen by a committee because
they made a‘unique combination’ not worn elsewhere at the time. The official
definition of “hokie” is “a loyal Virginia Tech Fan”.

‘19 CLASS OF HIGH-MAJOR COACHES

- Out of the seven high-major conferences (ACC, American, BIG EAST, B1G, Big
12, Pac-12 and SEQ), there are 14 new head coaches for the 2019-20 season.

- Virginia Tech coach Mike Young is just one of six coaches that were a
mid-major coach to jump up to the big leagues, joining Alabama's Nate Oats
(Buffalo), Arkansas' Eric Musselman (Nevada), Tulane's Ron Hunter (Georgia
State) and Washington State's Kyle Smith (San Francisco).

- Of the 14 new coaches, Young was the longest-tenured coach to leave,
following his 17-year stint as the head guy at Wofford.

- The NBA saw three of its coaches jump into the college ranks, with Michi-
gan's Juwon Howard (Miami Heat), Nebraska's Fred Hoiberg (Chicago Bulls)
and Vanderbilt's Jerry Stackhouse (Memphis Grizzlies).

- In this cycle, only one assistant coach was promoted from within and that
was Temple's Aaron McKie, who served as an assistant under Fran Dunphy for
five seasons in Philadelphia.

- While former Hokie coach Buzz Williams, who is now at Texas A&M, was

one of just two coaches this offseason to jump ship and go high-major for
high-major, with UCLA's Mick Cronin (Cincinnati) being the other.

- A full breakdown of the 14 coaches this cycle is below, with the SEC wel-
coming the most among the seven leagues with four. The Big 12 was the lone
conference not to have a new head coach this offseason.

LAST TIME OUT VS. GARDNER-WEBB RECAP

- InTech's season opener last year at Carilion Clinic Court at Cassell Coliseum, the Hokies came away with a

28-point victory over Gardner-Webb thanks to five Hokies scoring in double figures.

- Of the five, just one is back on Tech's roster in Isaiah Wilkins, who posted his best game as a Hokie, record-
ing a career-high 21 points off of 7-of-10 shooting, including five of those makes from downtown, and three

rebounds, while earning an assist and a steal.

- Tech shot it fairly well, shooting 51 percent from the field and making 10 3-pointers, but the main reason
on why they won so big was because of their disruption forced on the defensive end, as the Runnin' Bulldogs

ended up with 29 turnovers, which was the most Tech caused all season.

SCOUTING GARDNER-WEBB

- The Runnin’Bulldogs are coming off a 85-61 loss at Kennesaw State (1-8) on Friday, with the Owls picking
up their first win of the season. Gardner-Webb's Eric Jamison Jr. dropped 22 points for the third straight game

off of 9-of-16 shooting.

- Tim Craft enters his seventh season as the head coach in Boiling Springs, beginning his term in 2013-14. His
best season with Gardner-Webb came this past year, racking up 23 wins - the most of his tenure — which was

the most wins in school history since the Runnin’Bulldogs joined Division | (2002).

- Gardner-Webb is paced by Jamison and his 14.6 points and 4.8 rebounds per game and Jose Perez, who is
second in the Big South in rebounds per game with 6.9 and first in minutes played with 34.
- One of the Runnin’Bulldogs’ best stats is that they are second in the Big South in defensive field-goal
percentage with holding opponents to shooting 41.9 percent from the field, while owning the second-most

blocks in the conference with 64 on the year.

- Similar to Wabissa Bede and his relatively huge
gap in assist/turnover ratio among his ACC peers,
Tech has a pretty wide gap too in 3-pointers made
per game.

in Madison Square Garden.

- It also was the first time in at least a decade Tech
had three players with five triples to their name.

- Tech lacks two things that can be pretty import-
ant in the game of basketball - a lack of experience
and height.

(333rd overall) and the second-youngest out of the
high-majors (Utah) and No. 349 overall, according
to KenPom.

- Be on the lookout for how Tech responds with
composure in key situations and winning the
boards and paint.

ON THE COVER OF LETHAL WEAPON
- With the Hokies starting 5-0 in back-to-back
seasons, it marked the first time Tech has done that
since the falls of 1981 and 1982.

- The starts for those teams were 9-0 ('81) and

7-0 ('82), while Tech began last season 5-0 before
falling at Penn State in the ACC/B1G Challenge.

- Tech started this season 6-0 before losing to
Dayton in the semifinals of the Maui Jim Maui
Invitational in Hawai'i.

ACC FRESHMAN OF THE WEEK

- Redshirt freshman Landers Nolley picked up his
first award by the league office on Monday, Nov. 18,
earning ACC Freshman of the Week.

- During the week, he averaged 25 points per
game and hit 11 3-pointers, including seven triples
against Lehigh, which is the most 3s in a game by
an ACC player this season.

- The Atlanta native posted 23 points, six rebounds,
three assists and a steal versus USC Upstate and 27
points, thanks to hitting 10 shots, five rebounds,
four assists, two steals and a block against Lehigh.

- Nolley became just the fourth Tech player to win
ACC Freshman/Rookie of the Week, joining AD
Vassallo (2005-06), Jeff Allen (2007-08) and Kerry
Blackshear Jr. (2015-16).

- He would win it again after his time in Maui, scor-
ing two 20-point games against then-No. 3 Michi-
gan State and BYU, both with 22 points in each.

DIAPER DANDIES

- The ACC has arguably the best three scorers in the
nation among the freshman class, with Duke, North
Carolina and Tech being in the mix.

- The Tar Heels' Cole Anthony, the Hokies' Landers
Nolley and the Blue Devils' Vernon Carey Jr. are in
the top four, while Georgia's Anthony Edwards,
who was also in Maui, ranks first nationally among
freshmen in scoring.

State (11/8), and Landers Nolley, who tallied 30
points at Clemson and 11 vs. Coppin State.

MAKE IT RAIN

- Tech was coming off quite the three-game stretch,
racking up 47 3s before it went to Maui.

- A big reason for that has been the multitude of
players that can make shots behind the arc.

- Tech had six guys hit a 3 against Coppin State
(11/8) and USC Upstate (11/13), marking the first
time that has happened in consecutive games since
December 2018 versus Central Connecticut State
(1st) and VMI (5th).

- Since 2010, the Hokies have had 26 games in
which they have had at least six players make a 3. In
those games, they are 23-3.

- The most they've had hit a 3 is eight players in a
game, which has happened just once since 2010
(Houston Baptist on Nov. 21, 2017).

SHARING THE ROCK

+ According to KenPom, a Virginia Tech alum by the
way, Wabissa Bede is one of the best in the nation in
assist rate (assists divided by FGs made by player’s
teammates while he is on the court.)

+ He ranks 15th nationally through the first month
of the season and eighth among high-majors with a
39.5 assist rate.

SO, WHY ARE THEY PLAYING WELL?

- If you look at the first few games the Hokies have
played in the Mike Young era, two things stick out -
solid shot selection and very few turnovers.

- According to KenPom, Tech has the 14th-best
effective field-goal percentage (56.3) and a turnover
percentage of 15.7, good for 15th nationally.

- Tech gets a good amount of its points from the
3-point ling, sitting No. 3 in the nation for averaging
44 percent of its points distribution from 3-land.

LET'S KEEP IT GOING

- Tech hasn't lost a home nonconference game
since Dec. 30, 2015 against West Virginia (88-63),
owning a 29-game streak.

« The previous best was 23, which was set twice
from 1980-84 and 2005-09. The current streak
began on Nov. 11, 2016, against Maine.

THE FEW, THE PROUD

- Five weeks into the season, there are 49 players
that have scored 30 or more points in a Division |
game on the road.

- Of the 49, just nine are high-major players (ACC,
American, BIG EAST, Big 12, B1G, SEC, Pac-12),
including Tech's Landers Nolley.

- Of the nine players, six have done it against a
high-major opponent.

HE'S MORE THAN A POINT GUARD

- Junior Wabissa Bede, who has only scored in
double figures six times in his career out of 73
games, has gotten it done in other ways so far this
season with the Hokies.

- Known as a stocky guy, weighing 200 pounds
and being called a fire hydrant by Jay Bilas, Bede
has been a force on the boards so far, as well as
playing the distributor role, a role he played spar-
ingly the last two years with the all-time assists
leader, Justin Robinson, running the point.

- In his game against Coppin State, Bede almost
did something that hasn't happened in three
years, a double-double with just rebounds and
assists, collecting 10 assists and nine rebounds.
(Chris Clarke on Dec. 17,2016 with a triple-dou-
ble).

- And speaking of Robinson, the last time a player
had 10 assists after Bede's night versus Coppin
State was when Robinson tallied the single-game
school record with 13 versus Central Connecticut
State on Dec. 1, 2018. Bede dished out 10 again

a few weeks later against Delaware State on Nov.
20.

- The last time the Hokies started the season with a
conference game was on Nov. 30, 1963 versus Rich-
mond, a 77-53 win, spanning 56 years and making
Tech 2-0 its last two instances.

- With Landers Nolley's 30 points against Clemson,
it marked the most points scored by a Tech fresh-
man since March 10, 2013, when Jalen Hudson
dropped 32 on Wake Forest.

HOME IS WHERE THE HEART IS

- Mike Young grew up in Radford, Virginia, which
is approximately 20 minutes away from Blacks-
burg, the home of the Hokies.

- Ironically enough, one of Young's first-ever
college basketball game as a kid was a Virginia
Tech game inside Cassell Coliseum, a place where
Young now calls his home.

DYNAMICTRIO

- Against Coppin State, the Hokies had three
freshmen in double figures, marking the first time
since Feb. 25,2015, when they took on Duke.

« The three versus the Eagles were Nahiem Al-
leyne (18 points), Landers Nolley (11) and Tyrece
Radford (10).

- The trio against Duke was Jalen Hudson (23
points), Ahmed Hill (10) and Justin Bibbs (10).

TIMETO STEP UP

- With the Hokies losing three players now
playing in the NBA or G-League and the SEC
Preseason Player of the Year, Tech returns just one
starter from a year ago in guard Wabissa Bede.

- That means four role players or newcomers will
have to step up and contribute big minutes right
away for Mike Young.

THE BEST IS YET TO COME

- Coach Young, known as one of the better X's and
O’s coaches in the country, had his Terriers in some
of the top categories nationally over his 17-year
span.

- This past season, which was Wofford's best in
school history, the Terriers were 16th in as-
sist-to-turnover ratio (1.39), 11th in field-goal
percentage (49.0), second in 3-point field-goal per-
centage (41.4) and second in scoring margin (16.7).
- So, expect quality shooting teams to come under
his watch in Blacksburg and for that to translate to
wins.

HISTORIC IT WAS

- Last year was arguably the best season in school
history for the Hokies, notching many school
records to their belt.

- To name a few, Tech earned a school-record 26
wins, program-best 12 ACC victories and made it to
the Sweet 16 for the first time in program history
since the tournament expanded to 64 teams.

- Tech also broke the record for most home non-
conference victories in a row with 24 straight.

- The Hokies made the NCAA Tournament three
consecutive years for the first time ever, and won
two games in The Dance for the first time since
1967.They also earned a No. 4 seed, the highest in
program history.

SELLING OUT CASSELL

- Virginia Tech ACC home games against Virginia,
Wake Forest, Syracuse, Duke, Louisville, Georgia
Tech and Miami (Fla.) sold out in 2018-19, as well
as the Central Connecticut State game was a sell
out, too.

- The Hokies sold out nine games in the 2017-18
season, including seven of the nine home ACC
games, a mark that equaled 2018-19.

- The Hokies have sold out four games this season,
including their home opener against Coppin State
on Nov. 8 and their games versus Lehigh on Nov.
16, Duke on Dec. 6 and Chattanooga on Dec. 11.

WHOTO LOOKUPTO

- Of the 26 teams that don't boast more than one
senior, including six teams that don't have any
seniors, Tech is one of just 13 high-majors.

- The Hokies have three players that are playing
in the NBA or G-League, including Nickeil Alexan-
der-Walker, Justin Robinson and Ahmed Hill.

- Alexander-Walker, who was an AllI-ACC selection
a year ago, was selected in the first round of the
NBA Draft, becoming the second-ever in school
history. He now stars with the Pelicans.

- Robinson, Tech’s all-time assists career leader,
plays with the Washington Wizards and their
G-League affiliate (Capital City Go-Go) and has
gone back and forth so far this season.

- Hill, who was vital in Tech’s run to the Sweet 16
last season, signed a two-way deal with the Char-
lotte Hornets. He was waived by the Hornets and
now the Phoenix Suns have acquired his rights,
with Hill now playing for the NAZ Suns, who are
located in Prescott Valley, Arizona. He had 16
points his first game.

BOUNCE BACK TIME

- When Mike Young loses a basketball game, it
rarely spills into the next game, with his teams
bouncing back with a W, especially over the last
five years with him being .661 by going 37-19.

- Robinson, who signed as an undrafted free
agent after the NBA Draft concluded with the
Washington Wizards, has gone up and down on
numerous occassions the last couple weeks with
the Wizards and Capital City Go-Go.

- Hill signed with the Hornets this summer

on a two-way deal, but was released in early
November. However, he has landed nicely on

his feet, with now playing on the NAZ Suns,

the G-League affiliate of the Phoenix Suns. On
Wednesday, Dec. 4, he had a career-high 27
points (9-18 FG, 4-9 3PT, 3-3 FT) with 5 boards.

The Radford, Virginia native joins the Hokies
after a record-setting 17-year tenure as the
head coach at Wofford. The Terriers posted

a 30-5 overall record in 2018-19, including a
perfect 18-0 mark in Southern Conference
play, and registered a convincing 84-68 win
over Seton Hall in the first round of the 2019
NCAA Tournament.

The 2019 Sporting News Coach of the Year,
Young finished third in last season's Associ-
ated Press Coach of the Year voting behind
Texas Tech's Chris Beard and Houston's Kel-
vin Sampson. In his 17 seasons at the helm
as head coach of Wofford College, Young
built the Terriers into one of the Southern
Conference's preeminent programs and a
perennial NCAA Tournament participant. He
guided Wofford to five NCAA Tournament
berths over the past 10 seasons and five
Southern Conference championships. In ad-
dition to the on-court success of his teams,
100 percent of Young's student-athletes

at Wofford who completed their eligibility
graduated.

In addition to owning numerous coaching
accolades, Young currently serves as a
member of the NCAA's Men's Basketball
Ethics Committee.

Young compiled a 299-244 (.551) overall
record at Wofford and earned Southern
Conference Coach of the Year honors four
times (2010, 2014, 2015 and 2019). Under
his guidance, the Terriers registered an im-
pressive list of nonconference wins, includ-
ing ones over the likes of Auburn, Cincinna-
ti, Clemson, Georgia, Georgia Tech, NC State,
Purdue, Seton Hall, South Carolina, Virginia
Tech, Xavier and Wake Forest. Arguably the
most compelling nonconference victory of
his tenure at Wofford came on Dec. 20, 2017
when the Terriers faced then-No. 5 North
Carolina at the Dean Smith Center in Chapel
Hill, North Carolina and registered a 79-75
victory over head coach Roy Williams and
the Tar Heels.

Prior to assuming the head coaching
reins for the Terriers in 2002-03, Young
was an assistant coach to current Wofford
Director of Athletics Richard Johnson.
Young came to Wofford after serving as

a graduate assistant for one year under
Oliver Purnell at Radford University.

A 1986 graduate of Emory & Henry
College, he was a four-year letterman in
basketball for coach Bob Johnson and
the team captain his junior and senior
seasons. He credits Johnson for having
a major influence on his playing and
coaching career.

Upon his graduation, Young became a
full-time assistant coach for two years

at Emory & Henry before moving on to
Radford. Another of Young's mentors is
Fletcher Arritt, longtime coach of Fork
Union (Va.) Military Academy. Young
played one season for him before attend-
ing Emory & Henry. In the summer of

2015, Young was inducted into the Emory
& Henry College Sports Hall of Fame, as
well as the Radford High School Hall of
Fame.

Young and wife Margaret have a daugh-
ter, Cooper, a student at the University
of the South, and a son, Davis, who is
attending Blacksburg High School.
