HOKIES HEAD SOUTH TO FACE HURRICANES

* Virginia Tech travels to South Florida for an ACC tilt
at Miami (10/5) as both squads are seeking their initial
conference victory of 2019.

* This pair of former BIG EAST rivals have engaged in their
share of high-stakes contests over the years. Miami won
the first 12 games in the series before a breakthrough
13-7 win for the Hokies in Blacksburg (9/23/95).

* That 1995 win was followed by Tech's first-ever win at
Miami (11/16/96), part of a five-game VT victory string
against the Hurricanes.

* Tech is seeking its first victory at Hard Rock Stadium
since claiming a 42-24 win at No. 14 Miami (11/9/13).
Justin Fuente led the VT to a 37-16 win vs. Miami at Lane
Stadium (10/20/16).

* Miami is seeking its initial ACC victory under first-year
head coach Manny Diaz. The Hurricanes are coming off
a bye following a 17-12 win vs. Central Michigan (9/21).
* Tech's last visit to the Sunshine State resulted in a 24-3
win at Florida State (9/3/18).

* The Hokies return home next week for a non-conference
affair vs. Rhode Island (10/12). Miami is back home for a
Friday night contest vs. Virginia (10/11).

FOSTER LEADS #LPD FOR ONE FINAL SEASON

* The 2019 season will mark the final season for Bud
Foster coaching Tech's vaunted Lunch Pail Defense.

* The longest actively tenured FBS assistant coach at the
same school, Foster came to Blacksburg as part of Frank
Beamer's inaugural staff in 1987.

= Like Beamer, Foster will continue to serve as an
ambassador for Tech Athletics after his coaching tenure.

TIDBITS TO WATCH ON TECH, MIAMI

* VT's offense ranks second the ACC on third down,
converting 48.3% (28 of 58) tries, trailing only Wake
Forest (54.5%). Miami's defense leads the ACC and ranks
fourth in the nation in third-down defense (24.5%), trailing
only Wisconsin (15.5%), Oklahoma (19.6%) and Kansas
State (20.5%).

* Tech's offense is third in the ACC with a 92.3 Red Zone
scoring percentage.

* Tech's defense has allowed five TD passes, just one more
than Miami, GT and Clemson, who have allowed an ACC-
low four TD passes.

* LB Rayshard Ashby leads Tech with 35 tackles (15 solo).
His 8.8 tackles per game rank fourth in the ACC. Ashby is
tied for fifth in the ACC with 6.0 TFL.

* CB Caleb Farley is fourth in the ACC with five passes
defensed. He registered his third career INT vs. Furman
(9/14).

* The #LPD ranks third in the ACC, permitting 163.2
passing ypg.

= Tech finished the 2016 season ranked No. 16 in both
the AP Poll and the Coaches Poll, marking the highest
final mark for the Hokies since 2010 (No. 16 AP, No. 15
Coaches).

= Virginia Tech, Penn State, Colorado, West Virginia and
Western Michigan all finished in the AP Top 25 after
getting zero votes in the AP Preseason Poll.

" Tech’'s 10 wins were the team’s most since 2011 and
the most ever by a first-year Virginia Tech head coach,
surpassing the previous mark of nine wins by C.P. Miles in
1905.

* Fuente was named Virginia Tech's head coach on Nov.
29, 2015 after orchestrating a dramatic resurrection of the
football fortunes at the University of Memphis.

* The Hokies are in their fourth season under Fuente, who
has compiled a 26-17 record in Blacksburg.

* No other active ACC head coach can top Fuente's 25
wins in his first three seasons at an ACC school. The
next-closest coach is Pitt's Pat Narduzzi (21).

* Since Fuente arrived in Blacksburg in 2016, the only
ACC schools with more wins are Clemson (41) and
Miami (26).

* Tech extended its streak of consecutive bowl appearances
to 26 straight seasons in 2018 under Fuente, the longest
active streak in the nation and third-longest streak all-time
in NCAA history.

* The Hokies have won 15 consecutive Commonwealth
Cup games over Virginia, giving Tech the longest active
winning streak of any in-state FBS rivalry played annually.

= Tech’s 15-game winning streak against Virginia ranks as
the nation’s third-longest active winning streak in a series
pitting a pair of Power Five foes. Ohio State and Michigan
both own 23 consecutive victories against Indiana.

* The Hokies have finished in the Top 25 twice in Fuente’s
three seasons at the helm in Blacksburg.

* Tech finished the 2016 season ranked No. 16 in both the
AP Poll and the Coaches Poll and concluded the 2017
season at No. 24 in the AP Top 25 and No. 25 in the
Coaches Poll.

* The Hokies own a 17-3 mark under Fuente when scoring
30+ points and are 22-1 when leading at halftime.

* Fuente's reputation for exemplary work with the offense
and quarterbacks was once again on display in 2018.
Despite utilizing a third different primary starting QB for
a third straight season, the Hokies threw 29 TD passes,
just two shy of the single-season school record of 31 set
in his debut campaign in Blacksburg in 2016.

* The Hokies have produced the top three passing seasons
in school history since Fuente and offensive coordinator
Brad Cornelsen arrived at Tech - 2016 (261.4 ypg),
2018 (253.8 ypg) and 2017 (239.5 ypg).

* Despite not entering the starting lineup until the season’s
third contest in 2018, QB Ryan Willis threw 24 TDs, a
mark that tied as the second-best in school history.

Fuente and special teams coordinator, James Shibest. The
Hokies blocked a pair of punts that were recovered for TDs
in 2018.

= The famed Virginia Tech Lunch Pail has come to
symbolize the blue-collar approach of the Hokies’ defense
under longtime defensive coordinate Bud Foster.

= In 1995, Foster served as co-defensive coordinator
with Rod Sharpless, whose mother-in-law found the
original Lunch Pail in Mercerville, New Jersey. The pail
once belonged to a coal miner and after a record-setting
defensive season, the Lunch Pail became an iconic part
of Hokies' lore.

= The Pail travels wherever the Hokies go and its care is
only entrusted to a defensive leader.

= Before the start of every season, a signed mission
statement from the defense is placed in The Pail. Then
every week, unit goals, team goals and keys to success
are placed in The Pail, plus the turf from any road
victories.

= Since 2007, The Pail has also contained the names of
the 32 fallen Hokies taken in the April 16 tragedy.

= Darryl Tapp is the only player who has ever earned
lifetime possession of an incarnation of The Pail from
Foster.

BLACKSBURG - Miami scored 28 unanswered points midway through the game, and the
‘Canes went on to a 38-14 victory over Virginia Tech in an ACC game played Saturday at Lane
Stadium.

With the loss, the Hokies fell to 4-6 overall, 3-4 in ACC play. Miami became bowl eligible with
its sixth win, moving to 6-5, 3-4 in the ACC.

The Hokies took a 14-10 lead in the second quarter when receiver Tre Turner scored on a 20-
yard jet sweep with 10:06 remaining in the first half. But the wheels fell off after that, as Miami
scored on a 1-yard run by quarterback N'Kosi Perry with 33 seconds left in the half to retake the
lead, 17-14.

That touchdown marked the first of four unanswered scores for the ‘Canes. Miami scored three
touchdowns in the third quarter, including two on their final two possessions of the period. Jeff
Thomas returned a punt 51 yards for a touchdown, and Cam’Ron Davis scored on a 16-yard
pass from Perry.

The Hokies’ only other score in the game came on a 15-yard touchdown pass from Ryan Willis
to tight end Dalton Keene on Tech's first possession of the game. Willis completed just 18 of
36 passes for 216 yards, with a touchdown and two interceptions, to lead a Tech offense that
amassed 335 yards.

Perry threw for 171 yards and two touchdowns for Miami, which finished with 339 yards.

Despite 344 yards and four touchdowns passing from quarterback Ryan Willis, the
Virginia Tech football fell 35-38 to Boston College in an ACC game played Saturday
afternoon and a game that marked the season opener for both teams.

The Hokies had won in their previous two visits to Chestnut Hill, but turnovers
doomed them in this one, as the Hokies committed five of them and the Eagles
scored 14 points off of those turnovers.

Trailing 35-21 late in the fourth quarter, the Hokies went on an 18-play march that
used 2:30 off the clock and scored on an 11-yard touchdown pass from Willis to
Kaleb Smith with 2:13 remaining. But on the ensuing possession, BC tailback AJ
Dillon ran for 11 yards on third-and-9, and the Eagles ran out the clock for the win.

The Hokies actually led early in the game, taking a 14-7 advantage after a 20-yard
touchdown pass from Willis to freshman receiver Tayvion Robinson. The extra point
gave the Hokies the lead with 11:29 left in the first half.

But the remainder of the second quarter was all BC, as the Eagles took the lead

and never trailed again, converting two Tech turnovers into 14 points. BC first tied
the game at 14 on a 17-yard touchdown run by Dillon with 7:58 left in the half, and
moments later, took advantage of a Willis fumble that gave the Eagles great field po-
sition at the Tech 17. That drive ended with a 17-yard touchdown pass from Anthony
Brown to Kobay White with 6:20 remaining in the half that gave BC a 21-14 lead.

The critical turnover, though, came toward the end of the first half when Tech’s
Hezekiah Grimsley muffed a punt, which BC recovered at the Tech 20. Two plays
later, Brown scampered into the end zone, giving the Eagles a 28-14 advantage.
Tech drove into BC territory on its final drive of the half, but a Willis pass into the end
zone was intercepted by BC's Joseph Sparacio.

The Hokies managed to cut the lead to 28-21 on a 10-yard touchdown pass from
Willis to James Mitchell with 3:09 left in the third quarter, but the Eagles answered
on a 1-yard touchdown run by David Bailey with 7:53 left in the game.

Tech finished with 442 yards of offense, while the Eagles ended with 432 yards.

Virginia Tech grabbed an early lead and never relinquished it en route to a 31-17
nonconference victory over Old Dominion on Saturday afternoon at Lane Stadium.

The victory pushed the Hokies to 1-1 on the season, while ODU fell to 1-1. Tech also
avenged last season’s 49-35 loss to the Monarchs in Norfolk.

Tech took command on its opening possession, marching 77 yards in 10 plays. A
20-yard pass play from quarterback Ryan Willis to tight end James Mitchell got the
Hokies to the ODU 4, and on the next play, Keshawn King scored on a 4-yard run.
Brian Johnson's extra point gave the Hokies a 7-0 lead less than 4 minutes into the
game.

Tech pushed the lead to 24-3 on a Willis touchdown run on the first drive of the
second half. Tech went 93 yards in 12 plays, finishing it off with a 1-yard run by Willis
with 6:40 remaining in the third quarter.

The Monarchs made it a game with touchdowns on back-to-back drives spanning
the third and fourth quarters. ODU quarterback Stone Smartt scored on a 3-yard run
with 1:24 left in the third quarter, and then Smart added another rushing touchdown
minutes later with a 15-yard scamper that cut the Tech lead to 24-17 with 13:15
remaining.

But a long kickoff return by Terius Wheatley put the Hokies in great position, and
Tech capitalized when Willis threw a 13-yard touchdown pass to Phil Patterson with
just under 12 minutes to go. The Hokies weren't threatened again.

Tré Turner scored second half touchdowns rushing and receiving, helping Virginia
Tech rally to a 24-17 nonconference victory over Furman on Saturday at Lane
Stadium.

The win marked Tech's second straight and moved the Hokies to 2-1 on the season.
Furman fell to 1-2.

The Hokies trailed 14-3 at halftime after Furman converted two Virginia Tech
turnovers into touchdowns, but the Hokies scored on their first two possessions of
the second half to grab the lead, and then Turner's 29-yard touchdown run with 5:04
remaining sealed the win.

Tech tailback Keshawn King rushed for 119 yards in his first collegiate start, and his
54-yard run on the second play of the second half got the Hokies going. The play set
up a 3-yard touchdown run by James Mitchell that cut the Furman lead to 14-10 with
10 minutes left in the third quarter.

A fumble by Furman'’s Devin Wynn on the ensuing possession was costly, with the
Hokies converting on Ryan Willis' 2-yard touchdown pass to Turner with 8:12 left in
the third. That score enabled Virginia Tech to grab a 17-14 lead, and it never trailed
again.

Turner's 29-yard touchdown run gave Tech some breathing room. The Hokies
allowed a Furman field goal late, but recovered an onsides kick in the final minute and
ran out the clock.

Turner, a receiver, rushed for 68 yards and caught four passes for 29 yards. Willis
completed 17 of 21 for 123 yards, with a touchdown and an interception.

Devin Abrams paced Furman (1-2) with 72 yards rushing on 10 carries. The Paladins
only had 231 yards of offense.

Duke quarterback Quentin Harris threw two touchdown passes and ran for a score,
lifting the Blue Devils to a 45-10 victory over Virginia Tech in an ACC game played
Friday night at Lane Stadium.

With the loss, the Hokies fell to 2-2 on the season, 0-2 in the ACC. Duke moved to
3-1 overall, 1-0 in league play.

The Hokies led 3-0 at the end of the first quarter after a 20-yard field goal by Brian
Johnson, but the Blue Devils converted a Tech fumble into a Harris touchdown pass
to Noah Gray with a little more than 11 minutes left in the half. That started a string in
which Duke scored touchdowns on three straight possessions to end the first half.

Duke added to its lead in the third quarter with a 32-yard field goal from AJ Reed and
a 42-yard touchdown run by Harris.

Tech’s lone score in the second half came on a 72-yard touchdown pass from
quarterback Ryan Willis to Damon Hazelton with 2:31 remaining in the third quarter.

Deshawn McClease rushed for 102 yards on 17 carries. Willis completed 7 of 18
for 112 yards, with a touchdown and an interception, as the Hokies finished with just
259 yards.

Harris led the Blue Devils, completing 20 of 27 for 163 yards and two touchdowns.
He also rushed for 100 yards on 17 carries on a night when Duke wound up with
422 yard
