AT THE RIM

- Playing at home for the second straight
game, the Virginia Tech men's basketball team
will play host to Pitt on Saturday at 6 p.m. ET at
Carilion Clinic Court at Cassell Coliseum.

- Tech has a slim 8-7 advantage in its all-time
series with Pitt, winning the last four contests
in a row dating back to 2016. The Hokies are
5-1in Blacksburg with the lone loss in 2003.

- The last time these two teams faced off,

the Hokies got a big-time game from Kerry
Blackshear Jr. (now at Florida) with a 29-point
outing to lead Tech to a 70-64 win. (More on page 5)
- Tech coach Mike Young has never faced Pitt's
Jeff Capel and is 0-2 all-time versus Pitt, losing
a close one (63-60) in 2009 and double-digit
loss in the most recent game (81-63, 2012).

WHO TO WATCH

- For the third time
this season, Landers
Nolley dropped 29 or
more points, with the
G/F getting 29 vs. BC.
- Making 12 field
goals, which is tied for
the most by a player
in an ACC game this
year, Nolley also had
11 boards for his sec-
ond double-double.

- Scoring his most

AWINWOULD

- Snap the Hokies' five-game losing streak and
extend their winning streak over Pitt to five games.
- Be Tech coach Mike Young's first win over Pitt and
Jeff Capel.

- Make the Hokies 11-4 at home and 3-4 at home in
ACC games.

THERE IT GOES

- Entering their most recent game, the Hokies were
7-0 when out-rebounding their opponent.

- But this past Saturday they out-rebounded
Boston College 33-32 and ended the contest with a
loss, marking its first loss this season when out-re-
bounding an opponent.

- All nine players that played in the game for Tech
had a rebound and Landers Nolley turned in a ca-
reer high with 11 boards, including three offensive.

PRETTY RARE

- Tech, which is averaging 70 points per game, is
now 8-2 when it scores 70 or more.

- The Hokies scored 70-plus versus Boston College
this past Saturday and loss, marking their first time
doing so since Nov. 27 when they took on BYU at
the Maui Jim Maui Invitational in a 90-77 setback.

DEJAVU

- The Hokies played Boston College twice this sea-
son and in each game they got out to a double-dig-
it lead and would eventually lose it in two defeats.

- In the first matchup in Chestnut Hill last month,
Tech went up 10 points at the eight-minute mark in
the first half, while the second contest in Blacks-
burg last Saturday was a 12-point advantage at the
13-minute mark of the first half.

- But it has happened more than twice this year, as
Tech got up 12 versus Duke at home in December
at the 12-minute mark in the first half and would
fall in the end as well.

STEPPING UP

- Guard Tyrece Radford has been putting together
his best stretch yet, leading the Hokies in scoring
three of their last four games since Miami (Fla.) on
Jan. 28 in Coral Gables.

- Radford has been well above his averages over
the last four games, especially in scoring, with be-
ing more aggressive (hence the uptick in attempts).

- The NET rankings came out on Monday, Dec. 16
and the Hokies were at No. 62. Tech is 2-5 against
quadrant | teams this year and went 4-9 last year.

- Tech's best win of the season came against then-
No. 3/3 Michigan State, which ranks 11th in NET.

- As of Friday, Feb. 14, Tech sits at No. 76.

- Last season, the Hokies, after making a run to the
Sweet 16, finished in the final NET rankings at 12.

- Ironically, Wofford, which was coached by Mike
Young, came in two spots below at No. 14.

DISHIN' IT OUT

- Tech's Wabissa Bede has showed his flashes of being
one of the better point guards in the land, racking

up seven games of owning eight or more assists this
season.

- The mark makes him one of only seven high-major
players to do so, and is one of only two in the ACC. He
is tied for 18th nationally among all DI players.

BENCH MAKING STRIDES

- After Tech's bench was essentially non-existent ver-
sus Chattanooga on Dec. 11 (season-low five points),
it woke up and ripped off three straight games of
scoring 30 or more points on Dec. 15, 21 and 29.

- During that stretch, the Hokies' reserves averaged
40.3 points per game after scoring a combined 121
points, including tying a season-high 49 vs. UMES.

- Tech's bench is made up of four players, with three
of the four being freshmen.

- In ACC play, the Hokies' bench is averaging 18.5
points per game, with an ACC-high of 32 points at
Boston College on Jan. 25. But they just had nine
points in their last outing versus Boston College.

What’s a Hokie?

The answer leads all the way back to 1896 when Virginia Agri-
cultural and Mechanical College changed its name to Virginia
Polytechnic Institute. With the change came the necessity for
writing a new cheer and a contest for such a purpose was held by
the student body.

Senior O.M. Stull won first prize for his “Hokie" yell which is still used today.
Later, when asked if “Hokie” had any special meaning, Stull explained the word
was solely the product of his imagination and was used only as an atten-
tion-getter for his yell. It soon became a nickname for all Tech teams and for
those people loyal to Tech athletics.

The official university school colors - Chicago Maroon and Burnt Orange - also
were introduced in 1896. The colors were chosen by a committee because
they made a‘unique combination’ not worn elsewhere at the time. The official
definition of “hokie” is “a loyal Virginia Tech Fan”.

‘19 CLASS OF HIGH-MAJOR COACHES

- Out of the seven high-major conferences (ACC, American, BIG EAST, B1G, Big
12, Pac-12 and SEQ), there are 14 new head coaches for the 2019-20 season.

- Virginia Tech coach Mike Young is just one of six coaches that were a
mid-major coach to jump up to the big leagues, joining Alabama's Nate Oats
(Buffalo), Arkansas' Eric Musselman (Nevada), Tulane's Ron Hunter (Georgia
State) and Washington State's Kyle Smith (San Francisco).

- Of the 14 new coaches, Young was the longest-tenured coach to leave,
following his 17-year stint as the head guy at Wofford.

- The NBA saw three of its coaches jump into the college ranks, with Michi-
gan's Juwon Howard (Miami Heat), Nebraska's Fred Hoiberg (Chicago Bulls)
and Vanderbilt's Jerry Stackhouse (Memphis Grizzlies).

- In this cycle, only one assistant coach was promoted from within and that
was Temple's Aaron McKie, who served as an assistant under Fran Dunphy for
five seasons in Philadelphia.

- While former Hokie coach Buzz Williams, who is now at Texas A&M, was

one of just two coaches this offseason to jump ship and go high-major for
high-major, with UCLA's Mick Cronin (Cincinnati) being the other.

- A full breakdown of the 14 coaches this cycle is below, with the SEC wel-
coming the most among the seven leagues with four. The Big 12 was the lone
conference not to have a new head coach this offseason.

LASTTIME OUT VS. PITT

- Now with the Florida Gators, Kerry Blackshear Jr. put together one of his best games as a Hokie with 29
points and nine rebounds in a near double-double effort, leading Tech to a six-point road win at Pitt.

- One of the major reasons the Hokies won was because of their effectiveness from downtown, as they hit 10
from 3 and shot 47 percent, while the Panthers only shot 27 percent and made six triples.

- Pitt won the battle in most of the specialty stat categories, owning the paint (24-16), transition (12-2) and
bench points (14-9) to keep it close.

- Tech guard Wabissa Bede, who is the lone returning starter for Tech from this game, dished out a game-high
seven assists and chipped in two points.

SCOUTING PITT

- The Panthers are coming off a 20-point loss at home to Clemson (12-12, 6-8) on Wednesday, falling 72-52
to snap their four-game home winning streak. The 52 points marked their fewest since Dec. 6 (Louisville). Pitt
had two players score in double figures — Justin Champagnie (11 points) and Toney Au'Diese (10).

- Jeff Capel enters his second season as the head coach in Pittsburgh, following a seven-year stint as an
assistant at Duke where helped the Blue Devils to a national title in 2015. With the Panthers, Capel led Pitt to
an eight-game win improvement his first year.

- Pitt is paced by Xavier Johnson, who averages a top-50 assists per game mark nationally and is fifth-best
in the ACC with a 5.2 clip. He can score, too, averaging the third-most points on the team with 11.8 and has
scored in double figures in three of his last four games.

- A few things the Panthers do well are committing very few fouls a game, ranking 39th in the country and
sixth in the ACC with 15.4, and their turnover margin (3.7) ranks 21st nationally and second in the league.
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THE ONE & ONLY, THE YOUNG HOKIES
- Only one team nationally has four freshmen that
are averaging over 7.4 points per game (minimum
10 games played) and that would be Tech.

- The Hokies are led by Landers Nolley (17.7 ppg),
Tyrece Radford (9.6) Nahiem Alleyne (9.5) and Jalen
Cone (7.4).

WELL DONE, NAW

- Former Hokie and New Orleans Pelicans' Nickeil
Alexander-Walker has been name to Team World in
the 2020 NBA Rising Stars Game, which he will play
on Valentine's Day in Chicago.

COMEBACK KIDS

- Though it's been painful on the fans, with all the
ups and downs that come with digging yourself
out of a hole, the Hokies have found a way to

do so in three of their last four ACC wins, facing
double-digit deficits in three of those games and
completing the comeback.

- The Hokies came back from a 12-point disadvan-
tage against North Carolina. And then previously
double-digit deficits two games in a row (at 'Cuse,
vs. NC State), marking the first time doing so since
2017.

- Tech trailed 10-0 to start the NC State contest,
then ripped off a 13-0 run to take a lead it would
not relent.

- Earlier in the week at Syracuse, the 11-point defi-
cit was Tech's largest comeback of the season and
marked its biggest comeback since Nov. 18,2018
versus then-No. 23 Purdue (12 points).

- The last time Tech had consecutive games of
trailing by 10 or more and coming back to win was

on Feb. 12,2017 versus Virginia (14 points) and Feb.

14,2017 against Pitt (13).

NORTH CAROLINA WINTIDBITS

- Marked Tech's second straight win over North
Carolina in Blacksburg for just the second time in
school history and first since 1917 and 1919.

+ Marked Tech winning two out of its last three
versus Carolina for the first time since 2006-07.

- Made Coach Young 2-2 record against the Tar
Heels and Roy Williams.

- Gave the Hokies a 5-3 start to ACC play, marking
the eighth time they have won five or more of their
first eight league games since they joined the ACC.
- But, it was just the second time they've won at
least five games through their first eight ACC con-
tests over the last nine years (2011-present), with it
happening last year with a 6-2 start.

RECAPPIN' NORTH CAROLINA

- Numerous players stood out for the Hokies vs.
UNC, coming up big in clutch moments, as Caroli-
na, which led for most of the game (39 minutes), let
Tech take the lead in the first half (7-minute mark)
and not again until the second overtime.

- But it took quite a bit to just even get to overtime,
as Tech was trailing by seven points with four
minutes left in requlation and held UNC to just one
point those four minutes.

- Jalen Cone hit back-to-back 3-pointers to cut it
one with three minutes to go and Carolina hit one
free throw, setting up P.J. Horne to be the hero and
make both from the line with 13 seconds left.

- Trailing by two with 40 seconds left in the first
overtime, Tech's Landers Nolley drove and got a
shot in the lane to fall to tie it up for overtime No. 2.
- Nolley would answer again to tie the game up
with 23 seconds in the second OT with a reverse
layup, then Tyrece Radford followed with a floater
in the lane to make win it (0.4 seconds left).

OVERTIME HISTORY LESSON

- With the Hokies playing in their first overtime
game in 2019-20, it had been a while since they last
played some 'free basketball!

- The extra session marked the first time Tech
played OT since the 2019 ACC Tournament in Char-
lotte against Florida State, a 65-63 loss.

- When the Tar Heels and Hokies went into double
overtime, it marked the first time since 2017 versus
Virginia, an 80-78 win, that it went into two OTs.

- And if Tyrece Radford's shot didn't fall, it would've
gone into a third overtime for the first time for Tech
since 1983, a four-point loss at West Virginia, 90-86.

FLOOR GENERALS

- When you break down the best assist-turnover
ratios in the country, the majority of the top marks
are players with less than 100 assists.

+ Which makes Wabissa Bede's numbers even more
impressive, with him sitting fourth nationally, as he
is one of only four players nationally to own 100 or
more assists and still have a greater average of 3.15.

- There is only one school that has four freshmen
that have made at least 30 3-pointers this season.
- The Hokies are the lone program, with Elon
(CAA) and Merrimack (NEC) being the only two
teams that have three freshies with 30 triples or
more.

- Landers Nolley earned his fifth ACC Freshman
of the Week on Jan. 13, which is the most by a
Tech freshman since the school joined the league
in'04.

- He averaged 21 points, six rebounds and 2.5
assists per game two weeks ago vs. 'Cuse and NC
State.

- It hasn't been that long since an ACC freshman
has won the award five times, with Duke's Zion
Williamson and North Carolina's Coby White each
winning it five times last year.

- The record for most times winning it is 10, with
North Carolina's Tyler Hansbrough (2005-06),
Georgia Tech's Kenny Anderson (1989-90) and
Duke's Jabari Parker (2013-14) all being tied (10).

RECAPPIN' THE MSU WIN

- The win over then-No. 3/3 Michigan State in
Maui marked coach Mike Yound's first ranked win
at Tech, his first win over coach Tom Izzo and the
Hokies' first-ever victory over Michigan State.

- It was Tech's second straight win over a ranked
Big Ten team, ironically, following its win over
then-No. 23/22 Purdue last season at the Charles-
ton Classic in the title game.

- Marked Tech's second straight game of coming
up with a win against the AP's No. 3 team, which
it hadn't done since 1962 (Kentucky) and '64
(Vandy).

- First win over a top-10 team during a noncon-
ference game since Dec. 3, 1983 vs. No. 7 NC State
and its first over a top-five team since Dec. 12,
1964 vs. No. 3 Vanderbilt.

ACC REPPIN' WELL

- When the Hokies took down then-No. 3/3 Mich-
igan State in Maui, they joined two other ACC
teams that have taken down a top-10 foe, joining
then-No. 4/4 Duke over then-No. 3/3 Kansas and
then-[RV/RV] Florida State over then-No. 6/6
Florida.

- However, Tech was the only team of the three
to not be in either (AP, Coaches) Top 25 poll or
receiving votes, thus the biggest upset.

- When the Hokies went up double digits against
then-No. 10/8 Duke, they let it slip away, which is

something they haven't done in quite some time.
« The last time Tech blew a double-digit lead in a

loss was on March 5, 2019 at Florida State. It held

a 14-point lead, which was two more points than

it owned versus the Blue Devils (12).

RAINING 3s

- To say the Hokies have been pretty good from
downtown might be an understatement.

- On Nov. 20, they broke two records with their 21
triples against Delaware State in Blacksburg.

- The school record, which stood at 18 against
Central Connecticut State on Dec. 1, 2018, fell,
while the ACC record of 20 set by Florida State
against Maine on Dec. 8, 2007, was broken too.
- And, to top it off, Tech did its feat of 21 with

a longer way to go, with the new 3-point line
distance put into play this season.

CARRY THE LOAD

- When Tech had three players (Jalen Cone,
Nahiem Alleyne, Isaiah Wilkins) hit five 3-pointers
against Delaware State, it marked the first time
that three players have hit at least four 3sin a
game since Nov. 17,2017, when Tech beat Wash-
ington 103-79 in Madison Square Garden.

- It also was the first time in at least a decade
Tech had three players with five triples to their
name.

- It marked the first time a high-major has had
three players with five or more 3s in a game since
March 4, 2019, when Virginia had Kyle Guy (8),
De'Andre Hunter (5) and Ty Jerome (5) accom-
plished the feat against Syracuse in the Dome.

CAN THEY OVERCOME IT?

- Tech lacks two things that can be pretty im-
portant in basketball - a lack of experience and
height.

- The Hokies rank near the bottom out of the
353 teams in Division | for those two categories,
sitting with shortest roster out of the high-majors
(333rd overall) and the second-youngest out

of the high-majors (Utah) and No. 349 overall,
according to KenPom.

- Be on the lookout for how Tech responds with
composure in key situations and winning the
boards and paint.

ON COVER OF LETHAL WEAPON

- With the Hokies starting 5-0 in back-to-back
seasons, it marked the first time Tech has done
that since the falls of 1981 and 1982.

- The starts for those teams were 9-0 ('81) and
7-0 ('82), while Tech began last season 5-0 before
falling at Penn State in the ACC/B1G Challenge.

- Tech started this season 6-0 before losing to
Dayton in the semifinals of the Maui invite.

557 AND COUNTING

- Tech has hit a 3-pointer in 557 straight games.

- Since the 3-point arc was added for the 1986-87
season, the Hokies have hit at least one 3 in all
but three games.

- The last time Tech didn't record a 3-pointer in a
game was at Providence on Feb. 1, 2003.

NBA & G-LEAGUE

NOT TOO SHABBY

- Nickeil Alexander-Walker has left his mark on
Virginia Tech and has made a name for himself at
the next level with the New Orleans Pelicans.

- Afirst-round draft pick this past summer, the
Toronto native has played in 41 games for the Pels
this NBA season.

- Now as a role player getting roughly 15 minutes
off the bench, Alexander-Walker is finding his
groove. He scored a career-high 27 points against
the Miami Heat on Saturday, Nov. 16. He followed
it up the next game on Sunday, Nov. 17 with 19
points, five rebounds and four assists versus the
Warriors.

- The guard had a big summer with the team, star-
ring on its NBA Summer League squad with having
numerous 20-point performances in Las Vegas.

- Robinson, who signed as an undrafted free
agent after the NBA Draft concluded with the
Washington Wizards, was waived on Jan. 4.

- Hill signed with the Hornets this summer

on a two-way deal, but was released in early
November. However, he has landed nicely on

On
Wednesday, Dec. 4, he had a career-high 27
points (9-18 FG, 4-9 3PT, 3-3 FT) with 5 boards.

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MAKE IT RAIN

- Tech was coming off quite the three-game
stretch, racking up 47 3s before it went to Maui,
with a multitude of players that made 3s.

- Tech had six guys hit a 3 against Coppin State
(11/8) and USC Upstate (11/13), marking the first
time that has happened in consecutive games
since December 2018 versus Central Connecticut
State (1st) and VMI (5th).

- Since 2010, the Hokies have had 27 games in
which they have had at least six players make a 3.
In those games, they are 24-3.

- The most they've had hit a 3 is eight players in a
game, which has happened just once since 2010
(Houston Baptist on Nov. 21, 2017).

SHARING THE ROCK

- According to KenPom, a Virginia Tech alum by
the way, Wabissa Bede is one of the best in the
nation in assist rate (assists divided by FGs made
by player’s teammates while he is on the court.)
- He ranks 23rd nationally and eighth among
high-majors with a 36.5 assist rate.

SO, WHY ARE THEY PLAYING WELL?
- If you look at how the Hokies have played in the
Mike Young era, one thing sticks out - few TOs.

+ According to KenPom, Tech has a turnover per-
centage of 14.6, good for fourth nationally.

- Tech gets a good amount of its points from

the 3-point lineg, sitting No. 6 for averaging 41.9
percent of its points distribution from 3-land.

IT'S BEEN A MINUTE

- The last time the Hokies started the season with
a conference game was on Nov. 30, 1963 versus
Richmond, a 77-53 win, spanning 56 years and
making Tech 2-0 its last two instances.

- With Landers Nolley's 30 points against Clem-
son, it marked the most points scored by a Tech
freshman since 2013 (Jalen Hudson, 32 vs. Wake).

HOME IS WHERE THE HEART IS

- Mike Young grew up in Radford, Virginia, which
is approximately 20 minutes away from Blacks-
burg, the home of the Hokies.

- Ironically enough, one of Young's first-ever
college basketball games as a kid was a Virginia
Tech game inside Cassell Coliseum, a place where
Young now calls his home.

THE FEW, THE PROUD

- There are 183 instances that a player has scored
30 or more points in a DI game on the road.

- Of the 183, only 12 players have done itin a
high-major road conference game (Nolley).

HE'S MORE THAN A POINT GUARD

- Junior Wabissa Bede, who has only scored in
double figures six times in his career out of 76
games, has gotten it done in other ways so far.

- Known as a stocky guy, weighing 200 pounds
and being called a fire hydrant by Jay Bilas, Bede
has been a force on the boards so far, as well as
playing the distributor role, a role he played spar-
ingly the last two years with the all-time assists
leader, Justin Robinson, running the point.

- In his game against Coppin State, Bede almost
did something that hasn't happened in three
years, a double-double with just rebounds and
assists, collecting 10 assists and nine rebounds.
(Chris Clarke on Dec. 17, 2016, triple-double).

- And speaking of Robinson, the last time a player
had 10 assists after Bede's night versus Coppin
State was when Robinson tallied the single-game
school record with 13 versus Central Connecticut
State on Dec. 1, 2018. Bede dished out 10 again a
few weeks later vs. Delaware State on Nov. 20.

ELITE COMPANY

- After scoring a little under half of the Hokies'
points against Clemson, Landers Nolley found
himself in elite company among league peers.

- The small forward scored the fourth-most points
by an ACC freshman in a debut, joining preseason
ACC Freshman of the Year Cole Anthony of North
Carolina this week with each totaling at least 30.

Mike Young begins his first season as the
head men’s basketball coach at Virginia Tech.
The veteran head coach comes home to the
New River Valley with a wealth of experience
and the desire and focus to lead this Hokies
program in its quest to be among the best in
the ACC and the nation.

Since arriving in Blacksburg, Young has
worked diligently to assemble a top-level
coaching staff. Along with that staff, Young
has devoted countless hours toward putting
together a competitive roster for the 2019-20
season and making a noticeable impact

on the always evolving national recruiting
community.

The Radford, Virginia native joins the Hokies
after a record-setting 17-year tenure as the
head coach at Wofford. The Terriers posted

a 30-5 overall record in 2018-19, including a
perfect 18-0 mark in Southern Conference
play, and registered a convincing 84-68 win
over Seton Hall in the first round of the 2019
NCAA Tournament.

The 2019 Sporting News Coach of the Year,
Young finished third in last season's Associ-
ated Press Coach of the Year voting behind
Texas Tech's Chris Beard and Houston's Kelvin
Sampson. In his 17 seasons at the helm as
head coach of Wofford College, Young built
the Terriers into one of the Southern Confer-
ence's preeminent programs and a perennial
NCAA Tournament participant. He guided
Wofford to five NCAA Tournament berths
over the past 10 seasons and five Southern
Conference championships. In addition to
the on-court success of his teams, 100 per-
cent of Young's student-athletes at Wofford
who completed their eligibility graduated.

In addition to owning numerous coaching
accolades, Young currently serves as a mem-
ber of the NCAA's Men's Basketball Ethics
Committee.

Young compiled a 299-244 (.551) overall
record at Wofford and earned Southern
Conference Coach of the Year honors four
times (2010, 2014, 2015 and 2019). Under his
guidance, the Terriers registered an impres-
sive list of nonconference wins, including
ones over the likes of Auburn, Cincinnati,
Clemson, Georgia, Georgia Tech, NC State,
Purdue, Seton Hall, South Carolina, Virginia
Tech, Xavier and Wake Forest. Arguably the
most compelling nonconference victory of
his tenure at Wofford came on Dec. 20, 2017
when the Terriers faced then-No. 5 North
Carolina at the Dean Smith Center in Chapel
Hill, North Carolina and registered a 79-75
victory over head coach Roy Williams and the
Tar Heels.

Prior to assuming the head coaching reins
for the Terriers in 2002-03, Young was an
assistant coach to current Wofford Director
of Athletics Richard Johnson. Young came to

t

Wofford after serving as a graduate assistant
for one year under Oliver Purnell at Radford
University.

A 1986 graduate of Emory & Henry College,
he was a four-year letterman in basketball for
coach Bob Johnson and the team captain his
junior and senior seasons. He credits Johnson
for having a major influence on his playing
and coaching career.

Upon his graduation, Young became a full-
time assistant coach for two years at Emory &
Henry before moving on to Radford. Another
of Young'’s mentors is Fletcher Arritt, longtime
coach of Fork Union (Va.) Military Academy.
Young played one season for him before
attending Emory & Henry. In the summer of
2015, Young was inducted into the Emory &
Henry College Sports Hall of Fame, as well as
the Radford High School Hall of Fame.

Young and wife Margaret have a daughter,
Cooper, a student at the University of the
South, and a son, Davis, who is attending
Blacksburg High School.
