GREENSBORO, N.C. - Florida State leads all ACC
teams with four selections to the 2021 Preseason
All-ACC Softball Team and has been selected as the
2021 ACC preseason favorite in a vote of the league’s
13 head coaches.

The Seminoles, who have won the last six ACC Softball
Championships, received nine first-place votes.
Coaches were not allowed to vote for their own teams.

Virginia Tech finished second in the poll with 136
points and four first-place votes, while Notre Dame
was picked third with 114 points. Duke (99 points),
North Carolina (96 points) and Clemson (88 points)
were slated fourth, fifth and sixth, respectively.
Louisville was picked seventh with 81 points, followed
by NC State (78 points), Georgia Tech (61 points) and
Syracuse in 10th with 39 points. Pitt finished with 31
points for 11th, and Virginia (28 points) and Boston
College (22 points) rounded out the voting.

HOKIES IN THE FOUR SPOT

- After a 23-11 conference record, Tech is the four-
seed for the 2021 ACC Championship.

- Oddly enough, the Hokies have defeated all
three seeds ahead of them this season in a series.
- Tech beat No. 1 seed Clemson and No. 2 seed
Florida State in the same weekend, beating both
squads 2-1 in their ACC Pod series.

- On the road, the Hokies defeated No. 3 seed

Duke 3-1 in their four-game series in Durham.

LOOKING FOR REVENGE

- The Hokies begin their 2021 postseason cam-
paign Thursday with an ACC quarterfinal matchup
with the Fighting Irish.

- Notre Dame is the only team to have beat Tech
in a series this season, and did so with a four-
game sweep.

- Kelsey Brown and Cameron Fagan led the Hok-
ies at the plate during that series, both going 7 for
16 with two runs batted in.

- Despite her 0-2 record in the set, Rochard
pitched well maintaining a 0.82 ERAin 17.0
innings pitched.

ROCHARD PITCHER OF THE YEAR

- Junior pitcher Keely Rochard was named the
ACC Pitcher of the Year Tuesday.

- This marks the first time Rochard has won the
award, but second straight full season that a
Hokie has taken home the hardware after Carrie
Eberle won itin 2019.

- Rochard has been no stranger to accolades this
season as she has also been named ACC Pitcher
of the Week three times and was named to the
USA Softball Collegiate Player of the Year Top 25
Finalists.

ALL-ACC HOKIES

- Five Hokies made the All-ACC teams announced
by the conference Tuesday, tied for the most in a
single season in school history with 2019.

- Keely Rochard was the lone first-teamer while
Jayme Bailey, Kelsey Bennett, Kelsey Brown and
Cameron Fagan were named to the All-ACC
second team.

- Fagan was also named to the ACC All-Freshman
Team, just the sixth freshman in school history to
earn the distinction, joining current teammates

Bailey and Bennett.

- The Hokies had the second-most players named
to the teams across the conference, tied with
Clemson, one behind Florida State and Notre

Dame's six.

REGIONALS FORTSP?

- Virginia Tech was among the list of 20 potential
hosts for NCAA Regionals.

- The 16 hosts will be announced during the
NCAA Softball Selection Show on May 16.

« The Hokies have made the NCAA Tournament
nine times in their history but have yet to host a

regional.

D'AMOUR GETS A HUNDO

- In the Hokies' 8-1 win in the series finale at Syr-
acuse, Tech head coach Pete D'’Amour earned his
100th win at Virginia Tech.

- D'Amour became the fastest coach in the pro-
gram'’s history to reach 100 wins, taking just 127
games to accomplish the feat.

- D'Amour came to Blacksburg from Kennesaw State
after the 2018 season that saw the Hokies go 23-30.
+ In his three seasons, D'Amour's Hokies have won 47
games, 21 games (shortened season) and 32 games
so far this year.

ORANGE YOU GLAD

- Keely Rochard sure was glad to go up against Syr-
acuse last weekend, as the junior racked up all four
wins in the team's sweep.

- Rochard threw the second no-hitter of the season
and seventh of her illustrious career in Game 1 vs.
the Orange and flirted with a second of the weekend
in both games Saturday.

- The Williamsburg, Virginia native struck out 37 bat-

ters to just three walks and only gave up one run.

FAGAN ONE OF TOP FRESHMAN

- Last week, infielder Cameron Fagan was named to
the Schutt Sports/NFCA Division | Freshman of the
Year Top 30 list.

- The winner of the end-of-season award will be
announced from the list of 30.

- No Hokie has one the award since its inception in
2014.

- Fagan is hitting .411 this season with three home
runs and 16 runs batted in.

HOKIES VS. THE ACC

- After their four-game sweep of the Orange, the
Hokies are done with the ACC regular season sched-
ule and will compete at the 2021 ACC Tournament in
Louisville.

- Tech went 23-11 during the conference season,
winning eight of their nine ACC series, with the only
loss coming at the hands of Notre Dame in a four-
game sweep.

BROWN SPOTLESS ON BASES

- Kelsey Brown is a perfect 29 for 29 on stolen bases
this season.

- No Hokie has finished a season with as many stolen
bases without being thrown out.

- In her two seasons at Virginia Tech, Brown is 47-49
on stolen bases.

ROCHARD IN 25 FINALISTS

- Pitcher Keely Rochard has been named a USA Soft-
ball Collegiate Player of the Year Top 25 Finalist.

- Rochard would be just the second Hokie to ever
win the prestigious award behind Angela Tincher in
2008.

- The junior is second in the country in shutouts (11)
and strikeouts (251) and fifth in wins (20) after lead-

ing the NCAA in all three categories in 2020.

What’s a Hokie?

The answer leads all the way back to 1896 when Virginia Agri-
cultural and Mechanical College changed its name to Virginia

7./ Polytechnic Institute. With the change came the necessity for
writing a new cheer and a contest for such a purpose was held by
the student body.

Senior O.M. Stull won first prize for his “Hokie" yell which is still used today.
Later, when asked if “Hokie” had any special meaning, Stull explained the word
was solely the product of his imagination and was used only as an atten-
tion-getter for his yell. It soon became a nickname for all Tech teams and for
those people loyal to Tech athletics.

The official university school colors - Chicago Maroon and Burnt Orange - also
were introduced in 1896. The colors were chosen by a committee because
they made a‘unique combination’ not worn elsewhere at the time. The official
definition of “Hokie” is “a loyal Virginia Tech Fan”.

SOFTBALL INDOOR FACILITY

- The facility, which is attached to Rector Field House (track & field) and
immediately adjacent to Tech Softball Park, opened the fall 2018 and provides
the Hokies with an indoor infield for practice during inclement weather, along
with four cages for hitting and pitching practice.

- The one-story building also features two coaches rooms, an equipment
room, a team room, a film room, a mudroom and team facilities. The facility
will be available to the program year-round and will have uses for practice,
team events and gameday necessities. The new facility will encompass more
than 16,000 square feet.

- The facility was designed by Cannon Designs and was built by Branch
Associates of Salem, Virginia. This project was a part of a larger plan that vastly
improved Rector Field House (track & field) and all of the adjacent athletics
facilities. Total cost was roughly $18 million.

In his second season leading the Hokies, Coach Pete
D'Amour led the team to a 21-4 record and was in first
place in the ACC when the season ended. He helped

guide the team to an impressive 3-2 record at the St. Pete/
Clearwater Elite Invitational against five top-25 opponents,
including wins over #14 Minnesota and #17 South
Carolina. D'’Amour guided the progression of pitcher Keely
Rochard, who was one of the nation's top pitchers in 2020,
and also helped the Hokies' offense to the highest scoring
in the ACC.

Guiding Virginia Tech to one of the biggest turnarounds
in NCAA softball history, Pete D’Amour led the Hokies in
his first year to a 24-game win improvement in 2019 after
posting a 47-11 record, including a 20-4 mark in ACC play.

The 47 wins were the fourth most in school history while
the 20 ACC wins were the most in program history. On
Tech’s way to 20 league wins, it earned an ACC regular-sea-
son title and a Coastal Division crown after being picked
10th in the ACC preseason poll. By doing so, it also earned
the Hokies their first trip to the NCAA Tournament since
2015, winning two games at the Lexington Regional to
pick up their first NCAA win since 2014.

No stranger to success, D’Amour, out of the new 11 Power
Five head coaches in 2019, picked up the most wins of
the group. The 2019 ACC Coach of the Year earned the
nod to mark just Tech's second time winning it, while a
school-record five Hokies made an All-ACC first team. Un-
der D'’Amour’s direction, pitcher Carrie Eberle was named
ACC Pitcher of the Year and third baseman Kelsey Bennett
was tabbed Freshman of the Year.

He also tutored two Softball America All-Americans in out-
fielders Emma Strouth and Darby Trull, who both hit over
400 and tallied 60-plus putouts, as well as a school-record
seven NFCA All-Region (Mid-Atlantic) selections and a
school-record eight VaSID all-staters. D'’Amour also was
tabbed VaSID Coach of the Year.

Under his watch, Tech became ranked during the season,
something that hadn’t been done since 2015, and got up
to as high as No. 19 in the ESPN.com/USA Softball poll
and No. 22 in the USA Today/NFCA poll. The Hokies were
ranked for 11 consecutive weeks in the ESPN.com/USA
Softball poll, breaking the program record set in 2007 of
10 weeks, and picked up two ranked wins on the year,
beating then-No. 8/8 Georgia and then-No. 20/17 JMU.

Tech took big strides at the plate in '19, resetting over 20
individual and team school records, including batting
average (.334) and home runs (97), just to name a few.

The Hokies led the ACC in batting average and home runs
per game (1.67), while also getting it done in the circle
with shutouts (22). D'Amour had the Hokies ready to play
against in-state rival Virginia in the Commonwealth Clash
presented by Virginia529, sweeping the Cavaliers 3-0 and
not allowing a runner to touch third base or home plate in
the series, a first in program history, for three shutout wins.

D’Amour joined the Hokies after two seasons as the head
coach at Kennesaw State, where he led the Owls to a 79-37
record and two postseason appearances. Before taking
over the Kennesaw State program in 2017, he earned a
reputation as one of the nation’s premier recruiters during
his 10-year tenure as assistant coach at the University of
Missouri, a perennial NCAA tournament participant.

D’Amour coached Kennesaw State to the 2018 Atlantic
Sun Conference regular season and tournament cham-
pionships en route to the program’s first NCAA Regional
appearance since transitioning to the Division | level in
2006, as the Owls finished the year with a 39-17 record.
In his inaugural year as head coach at Kennesaw State in
2017, he guided the Owls to a 40-20 overall record and a
berth in the National Invitational Softball Championship.

Kennesaw State went 39-17 and 14-3 in the ASUN in
2018 and earned a No. 3 seed in the Tallahassee Regional.
D’Amour was named ASUN Coach of the Year and seven
Owls earned ASUN all-conference accolades, includ-

ing ASUN Pitcher of the Year Alley Cutting and ASUN
Freshman of the Year Patricia Awald. Awald was one of 25
finalists up for NFCA National Freshman of the Year.
