GREENSBORO, N.C. - Florida State has been voted
the preseason favorite to win the 2022 ACC softball
title by the league’s 13 head coaches.

The Seminoles, who advanced to their 11th NCAA
Women'’s College World Series last season and played
for the national championship, received eight first-
place votes and tallied 137 points.

Clemson collected two first-place votes and 128
points to finish second in the voting, while Virginia
Tech earned 126 points with two first-place votes to
occupy third. Duke was fourth with 119 points and the
remaining first-place vote, while Notre Dame rounded
out the top five with 99 points.

Virginia Tech leads the league with four representa-
tives on the Preseason All-ACC team, while Clemson,
Duke, Florida State and Georgia Tech each have two
selections.

RITTER RAKES

« Emma Ritter continued to impress at the plate
for the Hokies last weekend, playing in all three
complete games and posting a .400 batting
average.

+In 10 at bats, she had four hits, including her first
home run of the season, with 5 RBI. Her .700 slug-
ging percentage led the Hokie starters, as well as
her two stolen bases.

« Her two-run home run against South Carolina
proved to be the difference in the Hokies 5-3 win
over South Carolina, as she also added an RBI in
the seventh to clinch the win.

NEW YEAR, SAME KEELY

- Senior Keely Rochard currently leads the NCAA
and ACC in strikeouts with 88.

« She posted a new season-high with her 17
against Ohio State, just two away from her ca-
reer-high of 19

« The right-hander has double-digit strikeouts in
six of the nine games she has appeared in

- Rochard is averaging 12.2 strikeouts per seven
innings and her ERA sits at 1.11.

PECK HEATING UP

« Freshman Bre Peck has been making an impact
in the Hokie starting lineup, making the start at
third base in nine games, including the last five

« She has hit a home run the past two weekends,
hitting a solo shot against South Carolina (2/26)
and a two-run walk-off against Middle Tennessee
State (2/18)

« Peck currently has six hits with five RBI. She hit
.333 at the Carolina Classic with a .667 slugging
percentage

DUAL THREAT

« Senior Keely Rochard and freshman Emma Lem-
ley have been lethal in the circle for the Hokies,
putting up impressive numbers at the Easton
Bama Bash.

- Rochard ended her weekend with a 0.50 ERA and
27 strikeouts, including striking out 11 Alabama
batters. She gave up only one earned run on four
hits.

« Lemley has been equally as impressive, going

2-1 on the weekend with a 1.20 ERA. She threw
11.2 innings, racking up 21 strikeouts and giving
up only two earned runs in her three appearances.
« She currently leads the ACC in strikeouts per
seven innings with 12.8.

TOP TEN HOKIES

- Virginia Tech was ranked No. 6 by USA Today/
NFCA and ESPN.com/USA Softball on Tuesday
afternoon, its highest ranking in school history.

- The Hokies were previously ranked 7th, topping
the 2008 team whose highest ranking was No. 8
- Tech also received its highest preseason ranking
in school history, entering the 2022 season as the
No. 10 team by ESPN.com/USA Softball.

LAWTER LONG BALL

« Senior Mackenzie Lawter hit a home run two
weekends in a row (at Carolina Classic and Northern
Lights) to tie for the team-lead in the long ball

- Lawter hit the first home run of the season against
Wisconsin, a two-run shot to left.

« She followed that up with a three-run shot in the
win over Evansville on Sunday (2/20) to lead the
team with three RBIs.

ACC PITCHER OF THE WEEK

« For the ninth time in her career, Keely Rochard was
named the ACC Pitcher of the Week on 2/14

+ The senior ace went 3-0 in her weekend debut with
wins over RV Northwestern, then-No. 11 Mizzou and
then-No. 19 Kentucky. She also received the save in
the Hokies 5-4 win over Wisconsin

+ Racking up 34 strikeouts on the weekend, Rochard
finished with a 1.38 ERA, giving up only four walks in
20.1 innings pitched. In four appearances, the right-
hander posted a .181 batting average against

+In the 3-2 win over Northwestern, Rochard went
the distance, giving up only one earned run on three
hits, striking out 15.

« She followed that up with another double-digit
strikeout performance against Mizzou, tallying 11
with only two earned runs. Against Kentucky, Ro-
chard threw five innings of scoreless softball, giving
up only one run in the sixth off four hits, striking out

« Along with Lemley, the Hokies welcome eight
newcomers to the roster, including six freshman and

a transfer

« Ally Repko, a graduate transfer from Elon, was a
four-year starter for the Phoenix, earning First Team
AlI-CAA honors as a senior. She batted .340 in her final
season and led the team in home runs with nine and
RBIs with 34

« Ariana Wright is a freshman utility player out of Geor-
gia and was a three-time First Team All-State member
as well as a three-time First Team All-Region honoree.
During the 2020 fall season, Wright hit .519 with 15
home runs and 11 doubles

+The No. 22 overall recruit in the class of 2021 also has
a spot on the Hokie roster in Bre Peck. The Pennsyl-
vania native was a two-time 6A First Team All-State

a new locker room and one of the best scoreboard and video boards in the
country, the Hokies have it all when it comes to what they need to win.

Tech Softball Park, which was completed in the fall of 1997, has dimensions
of 200 feet down the lines and 220 feet to center field. In January of 2008, an
additional 746 permanent seats were installed, bringing the capacity up from
336 to 1,024. The new bleachers match the ones that were already in place
and now extend down to the end of both dugouts.

Thanks to an anonymous donation, TSP now has seatbacks in the section
behind home plate, which was completed in fall 2017.
