GREENSBORO, N.C. - Florida State has been voted
the preseason favorite to win the 2022 ACC softball
title by the league’s 13 head coaches.

The Seminoles, who advanced to their 11th NCAA
Women'’s College World Series last season and played
for the national championship, received eight first-
place votes and tallied 137 points.

Clemson collected two first-place votes and 128
points to finish second in the voting, while Virginia
Tech earned 126 points with two first-place votes to
occupy third. Duke was fourth with 119 points and the
remaining first-place vote, while Notre Dame rounded
out the top five with 99 points.

Virginia Tech leads the league with four representa-
tives on the Preseason All-ACC team, while Clemson,
Duke, Florida State and Georgia Tech each have two
selections.

PITCHER OF THE WEEK (x2)

« Keely Rochard was named Pitcher of the Week
on April 5 after striking out 14 batters en route to
her first no-hitter of the season against UCF. She
had a perfect game through 5.1 innings before
allowing the only baserunner of the game for the
Knights with a one-out walk in the sixth inning.

- The Williamsburg, Virginia, native struck out

the side in the fourth and recorded at least two
strikeouts in every inning but the first

« For the second time in her Hokie career, fresh-
man Emma Lemley was named ACC Pitcher of the
Week on March 29. Lemley earned Co-Pitcher of
the Week after going 2-0 on the week, including
the first no-hitter of her career against Longwood.
- The right-hander got the start in game one
against Longwood, going the distance and
striking out 13 along the way to her first career
no-hitter. She walked only two batters in the 5-0
Hokie win.

THE MATCHUP

«This will be the 50th meeting between the two
teams, with the series dating back to 2005. A sea-
son ago, the Hokies took two games of three from
the Seminoles, playing a neutral site in Atlanta,
Ga. Tech run-ruled FSU 9-1 (5 inn.) but fell in the
second game of the doubleheader 7-1.

« The Hokies took the final game of the series 6-0
to earn the series win. Florida State currently leads
the series 31-18 and holds a 13-6 advantage in
Tallahassee.

SOPHOMORE SUCCESS

« Sophomores Emma Ritter and Cameron Fagan
have been leading the Hokies at the plate, ranking
first and second in batting average so far this
season

- Ritter leads the charge hitting .442 on the season
with 27 RBI and five home runs. Her slugging
percentage currently sits at .744.

- Fagan has 38 hits with a .386 average, posting
two doubles, two triples and one home run. She
currently has 11 RBl on the year

« Addy Greene has also been making an impact

in the DP spot, hitting her first home run of the
season against Pitt. She has three doubles on the
year, hitting .333 in 45 at bats.

HISTORIC NO-NOs

« The back-to-back no-hitters against Longwood
were the first ever time the Hokies' no-hit both
games of a doubleheader since the program's
inception in 1995.

« Tech pitchers had not tossed no-hitters in
consecutive games in over 20 years, dating all the
way back to May 7 and May 11, 2000 in shutouts
vs. St. Bonaventure and Dayton.

- Rosenberry and Lemley, who both threw their
first career no-hitters, now join a group of 11
other pitchers in Hokies history that have thrown
no-hitters, including teammate Keely Rochard.

- With Rochard's no-hitter against UCF, that
marked the third no-hitter in five games for the

Hokies, all by different pitchers

HOT BATS

« From March 20 - March 26, the Hokies were hitting
.371 as a team, compared to .122 from opponents.

« During the 5-0 stretch, Tech had seven home runs,
two triples and 10 doubles, posting 41 RBI.

« Emma Ritter and Cameron Fagan were solid at the
plate, both hitting over .400

- Ritter put up seven RBI in 15 at bats, hitting two
home runs

- Fagan posted a triple and a double over 13 at bats,

chipping in two RBI.

OFFENSE ROLLING

- Virginia Tech racked up 68 runs on 90 hits in its first
three ACC series. Of those 90 hits, 26 were multi-base
hits, including 12 home runs.

- Jayme Bailey, Kelsey Brown and Emma Ritter have
all connected on grand slams while Bre Peck record-
ed a multi-home run game in the Hokies' 6-1 win
over Syracuse on March 13.

- Tech has seen 13 different players record at least
one hit in the team's first three conference series.

STINGY PITCHING

+ The Hokies' pitchers only gave up 11 earned runs
over the team's first three ACC series, including two
shutouts.

- Outside of allowing five runs in the second game of
its series against North Carolina, Tech has allowed no
more than one earned run in its other eight league
games.

+ Rochard, Lemley and Rosenberry have also com-

bined for 25 1-2-3 innings in that span.

BEST ACC START

- Tech's 11-0 start in conference games is the league's
best start since Florida State began league play 10-0
backin 2018.

- The Hokies' 11 straight ACC wins is only two shy of
the 13 consecutive league contests the team won
during a stretch of the 2014 season.

- Tech hasn't started undefeated through 11 games
in conference play since joining the ACC

DEBUT IN BLACKSBURG

- The Hokies hit .448 over four games to open the
home slate in Blacksburg, including 12 home runs
over the four wins

- Tech put up a .905 slugging percentage with nine
extra base hits plus the 12 home runs

- Opponents only hit .145 against Hokie pitchers
with five extra base hits

- Bre Peck led the team with a .636 batting average
with two home runs, two doubles and a 1.364 slug-
ging percentage

+ Mackenzie Lawter also hit two home runs over the

a new locker room and one of the best scoreboard and video boards in the
country, the Hokies have it all when it comes to what they need to win.

Tech Softball Park, which was completed in the fall of 1997, has dimensions
of 200 feet down the lines and 220 feet to center field. In January of 2008, an
additional 746 permanent seats were installed, bringing the capacity up from
336 to 1,024. The new bleachers match the ones that were already in place
and now extend down to the end of both dugouts.

Thanks to an anonymous donation, TSP now has seatbacks in the section
behind home plate, which was completed in fall 2017.

What’s a Hokie?

. The answer leads all the way back to 1896 when Virginia Agri-
| cultural and Mechanical College changed its name to Virginia

/ Polytechnic Institute. With the change came the necessity for
writing a new cheer and a contest for such a purpose was held by
the student body.

Senior O.M. Stull won first prize for his “Hokie" yell which is still used today.
Later, when asked if “Hokie” had any special meaning, Stull explained the word
was solely the product of his imagination and was used only as an atten-
tion-getter for his yell. It soon became a nickname for all Tech teams and for
those people loyal to Tech athletics.

The official university school colors - Chicago Maroon and Burnt Orange - also
were introduced in 1896. The colors were chosen by a committee because
they made a‘unique combination’ not worn elsewhere at the time. The official
definition of “Hokie” is “a loyal Virginia Tech Fan”.

SOFTBALL INDOOR FACILITY

- The facility, which is attached to Rector Field House (track & field) and
immediately adjacent to Tech Softball Park, opened the fall 2018 and provides
the Hokies with an indoor infield for practice during inclement weather, along
with four cages for hitting and pitching practice.

- The one-story building also features two coaches rooms, an equipment
room, a team room, a film room, a mudroom and team facilities. The facility
will be available to the program year-round and will have uses for practice,
team events and gameday necessities. The new facility will encompass more
than 16,000 square feet.

- The facility was designed by Cannon Designs and was built by Branch
Associates of Salem, Virginia. This project was a part of a larger plan that vastly
improved Rector Field House (track & field) and all of the adjacent athletics
facilities. Total cost was roughly $18 million.
